: On  January 2, 1870, in a cabin outside Kansas City, was born the greatest sports promoter of the first half of the twentieth century: George Lewis Rickard, nicknamed ‘Tex’.  Answer these questions about him:

Tex Rickard’s first promotion was the July 4, 1910 ‘Great White Hope’ heavyweight boxing title fight, in which he lured a white former champion out of retirement to fight the black titleholder.  For five points each, name the two boxers involved  -  Jack JOHNSON, James JEFFRIES

The primary arena which he used for many of his events was demolished in 1924.  However, Rickard built a new one several blocks away, at Eighth Avenue and Fiftieth Street in Manhattan.  For ten points, name ‘The House that Tex Built’  -  MADISON SQUARE GARDEN (It’s MSG III, if they get more specific, but it’s not necessary)

In between his highly successful events, Rickard needed a regular tenant to provide a full slate of dates.  This led to his founding of this professional sports franchise, which survives to the present.  For ten points, what is this team, whose name is a punning reference to the nickname of their founder?  -   New York RANGERS
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. One subject that interests Scott immensely (some would say inexplicably) is the evolutionary history of American corporations.  One of the most interesting of these has been the peregrinations of the former American Can Corporation.  Answer these questions about its history, for ten points apiece.

Over the course of the early eighties, American Can sold off all of its manufacturing operations.  In 1987, having completed its transformation into a rather nebulous financial services conglomerate, it changed its name.  For ten points, name this holding company, booted off the Dow Jones Industrial Average in 1991.�ANSWER: PRIMERICA

Over the next few years, Primerica continued to acquire financial services firms, culminating in a 1995 merger bringing one of the nation’s largest insurance companies under its umbrella.  It assumed both the name and symbol of its better known merger partner.  For ten points, name this company.  �ANSWER: TRAVELLERS Group

In October of 1998, Travellers completed its latest merger, a combination with the U.S.’s largest bank.  The new name preserves the first four letters of the bank’s name, and the ‘group’ part of Travellers’ name.  For ten points, name this bank.  �ANSWER: CITIBANK (Accept ‘CITIGROUP’)
