However, it was not widely known until it broke its own affair story in the midst of the Clinton crisis. Among her upcoming projects include "Three to Tango" with Matthew Perry, both a long way from her first big movie role as Bonnie in "The Craft." What does help is original programming like "It's a Miracle," featuring Nia Peeples and reruns of family friendly shows like "Touched by an Angel" and "Dr. Quinn: Medicine Woman." He recruited Polish star Peter Nowak as one of the first players to join this team which became the first expansion squad to win a championship in its first year. FTP, name this team that upset D.C.
