1.  His alter ego went to Vanderbilt University and won the Robert F. Kennedy Award for Social Reporting.  This character first appeared as the writer of a 1982 Dallas Times Herald review of The Grim Reaper and went on to host The Movie Channel’s highest rated show for seven years, [His] Drive-In Theater.  FTP, name this character played by John Bloom of The Daily Show’s “God Stuff,” currently the host of TNT’s Monstervision.


Answer: Joe Bob Briggs (prompt on “Joe Bob” or “Briggs”; prompt on “John Bloom” in the first sentence)





2.  It is a paraphilia closely related to tribadism, and its perpetrator, generally a male between the ages of 15 and 25, often fantasizes a relationship with the object of the act.  However, the individual usually tries to escape detection after the act, aided by the fact that the typical contact takes place fully clothed in a crowded area.  FTP, identify this abnormal behavior in which a person receives sexual gratification from rubbing his genitals against an object or another person.

3.  This approximately 3 minute song from an album released November 17 opens with a sample of the fake-German intro to Def Leppard’s “Rock of Ages” and features a Notorious B.I.G. catchphrase yelled annoyingly by Dexter Holland.  It has girls chanting “give it to me baby” and a main character who bought Vanilla Ice instead of Ice Cube.  FTP, name this single from Americana by the Offspring mocking the suburban appropriation of inner city culture.

4.  It has been runner-up for the national hockey championship three times after winning in 1949, and it produced Doug Brown, Marty McInnis, and Brian Leetch.  Its basketball alumni include Howard Eisley and Dana Barros, and its football alumni include Mark Chmura, Bill Romanowski, and Glenn Foley.  In 1996, 13 of its football players were suspended for gambling.  FTP, name this school remembered for its 1984 upset of Miami engineered by Doug Flutie.


Answer: Boston College





5.  In this movie, a golf club, cane, badminton racket, and birdie all get stuck in the same tree.  James Moreland is fond of the color “algae” and gets called Chimp Pimp and Rat Man, his “chipmunk” Catherine Boyd doesn’t know the last time she went “Wahoo,” and mechanic Ed Walters gets romantic help from Podolsky, Liebknecht, and Godel.  FTP, name this movie filmed in Princeton, starring Meg Ryan, Tim Robbins, and Walter Matthau as Albert Einstein.


Answer: IQ





6.  Two answers required.  Brett Leonard directed an Imax movie about their lives, they gave a gift to help establish “The Pride of the New Millennium” at the Cincinnati Zoo, and Michael Jackson wrote a theme song for their album Dreams and Illusions.  Their last names are Fischbecker and Horn, and their show was called a “glitzy tractor pull” by Penn Gillette.  FTP, name this duo which loves white lions and tigers and is known for its magic show at the Mirage in Las Vegas.


Answer: Siegfried and Roy





7.  It features “Insecurity,” “I Miss Your Touch,” and “As a Child I Walked.”  It is dedicated to “The One in Whom we live” and “the land which inspires my heart to sing, Alaska,” and “my parents, Nedra Carroll and Atz Kilcher.”  In its preface, its author writes “I’ve learned that not all poetry lends itself to music,” but it wouldn’t have been published if not for the success of her music on Pieces of You.  FTP, name this book of poetry by Jewel.


Answer: A Night Without Armor
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8.  He played minor league baseball in the 1970s before entering his more familiar profession wearing a mask as The Spider.  He has held 5 World Titles in the WWF and WCW, and he is the brother of The Genius, aka Leaping Lanny Poffo.  He is currently a member of NWO Wolfpack after a falling-out with fellow aged wrestler Hollywood Hogan.  FTP, name this pro wrestler known for his “madness” as well as for saying “Need a little excitement?  Snap into a Slim Jim!”


Answer: “Macho Man” Randy Savage (prompt on _Macho_ Man or _Randy Poffo_)





9.  In the AD&D Monstrous Manual, they have 8+3 hit dice and come in eastern and western varieties.  In GURPS Horror, being one is a 100-point advantage not intended for inexperienced players, and their powers include Mammal Control, Body of Air, and Steal Health.  Their clans include the Toreador, Malkavian, Tremere, Gangrel, Brujah, and Ventrue in a White Wolf game subtitled “The Masquerade.”  FTP, name these bloodsucking undead.  


Answer: vampires





10.  Judge Susan Lang ruled that the revelation that Toronto lawyer Craig Leask is seeking property and $5,000 monthly support payments from this 36-year-old athlete “would not attract any public stigma.” Elvis Stojko and Katarina Witt have offered moral support to this first man to land a triple axel. The final two episodes, “To Be” and “Not to Be,” made up an It’s a Wonderful Life-like arc where the character found that in the world where he never lived, Fitz died in England in 1720 and Methos evilly beheaded Richie.  FTP, name this immortal born in Scotland over 400 years ago, the main character of Highlander: the Series.

12.  Only Japan got this person’s fourth album, 1993’s Dreams Never Die, and this singer with last name Darwisch was featured in Jetsons: The Movie as the voice of Judy.  Her 1987 quadruple platinum self-titled debut album made her at that time the youngest person to reach number one.  FTP, name this singer who borrowed from the Beatles with “I Saw Him Standing There” and from Tommy James & the Shondells with “I Think We’re Alone Now.”


Answer: Tiffany (Darwisch)





13.  Perhaps helped by its $20 price, it replaced Riven and Myst at the top of most computer game bestseller lists in January despite its critical panning.  Settings in this game developed by Sun Storm and published by Wizard Works include an Indiana winter, Arkansas woodlands, and Colorado mountains.  FTP, name this game which lets the player use a compound bow, shotgun, or rifle, as well as such tactics as tree stands and doe scent.


Answer: Deer Hunter (not Big Game Hunter or any other similarly titled game)





14.  Among his roles as government figures are Agent Grissom in Baby’s Day Out, Senator Hedges in Born Yesterday, high FBI officials in both Thunderheart and No Way Out, Chief of Staff Harry Sargent in In the Line of Fire, and Admiral Painter in The Hunt for Red October.  His movie career ended in 1994 after starting in 1985 due to his handling of a lawsuit as Assistant US Attorney in Tennessee.  FTP, name this man, who in 1994 was elected to the US Senate.


Answer: Fred Dalton Thompson
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15.  The main character in this book “sacks” with Rogers at the beginning of training and with Doctor Estelle Harmony while on the Earth’s Hope.  He ends up with Marygay Potter, who waits for 261 years on a time shuttle while he finishes defending a collapsar, which is used for time-dilated space travel.  FTP, name this story about William Mandella, who is a soldier for over 1,100 years, a 1976 Hugo Award winner by Joe Haldeman.


Answer: The Forever War





16.  The college record for the most of these by one person in a season, set in 1988, is 150, while the pro record, set during 1985-86, is 301.  It was first kept as an official statistic in 1973-4 by the NBA, and among those to have led the league in them are M.L. Carr, Micheal Richardson, Nate McMillan, and Alvin Robertson. FTP, name this Garry Trudeau character with an appropriately political-sounding last name.

19.  Their guitarist had played with Lock Up, their vocalist with Headstance, and drummer Brad Wilk with Eddie Vedder.  Their guitarist, a Harvard-educated nephew of Jomo Kenyatta, protested censorship by standing onstage nude at Lollapalooza and is named Tom Morello.  The band hosted a benefit for the Zapatistas at the home of singer Zack de la Rocha.  FTP, name this metal-rap-funk band, criticized for using Epic to distribute such albums as Evil Empire.

In 1945 at Maryland he got his first head coaching job, and he also coached for Kentucky, taking them to the Orange Bowl in 1950, and Texas A&M until 1958.
