1. It far surpassed songs like I'll Be Home and Baltimore to become the biggest selling single off of the album(*) Little Criminals.  It was the answer to one of the five questions asked of Jon Stewart on the transition episode of the Daily Show, and was also featured on Ally McBeal when Jennifer Holliday sang the song at a funeral.  The artist said of the song's popularity, "I didn't realize how strongly people would react to it - I had midgets picketing my shows."  FTP, name this 1977 hit by Randy Newman.
