Toss-ups

1.  He formed the New York Rock and Roll Ensemble in 1968, played synthesizers on Jim Croce’s album I Got a Name, served as musical director for David Bowie’s 1974 Diamond Dogs tour and earned an arranger credit for Pink Floyd’s The Wall.  More recently he conducted the orchestra on Metallica’s S&M album.  For ten points, name this man best known for scoring films like Lethal Weapon and for co-writing with Bryan Adams and “Mutt” Lange the massive hit song “Everything I Do, I Do It For You.”

Michael _Kamen_

2.  Before “Motorcycle” it names a scooter manufactured by C&E of Memphis from 1957 to 1961.  After Hearst, it forms the name of a broadcasting company that owns 28 television stations.  Plural after Hollywood, it names the group who hit number one with “Alley Oop.”  For ten points, name this word that also names a knitting pattern of multi-colored diamond patterns on a solid background that is most associated with socks.

_Argyle_

3.  In this song, the narrator finds a wallet that another man left in the park.  The wallet has millions of dollars in it, enough to buy a boat and a matching car.  After looking at the driver’s license in the wallet, the narrator realizes stealing is wrong.  The narrator’s ethical choice is later rewarded when the same Cool G’s show up in his house under a tree.  For ten points, name this yuletide morality tale brought to you by Run DMC.

_”Christmas in Hollis”_

4.  James Brolin makes a before-becoming-famous appearance as a technician in this film that centers on the evil plot of the wicked G.A.L.A.X.Y. group to take over the world with a weather-control machine built inside a volcano.  Luckily, a super-agent comes to the rescue with an 83-function cigarette lighter, fluency in dolphin speech and the ability to teach ballet to the Bolshoi.  For ten points, name this spy-film parody featuring the title Z.O.W.I.E. operative played by James Coburn.

_Our Man Flint_

5.  A former Deatheater, he now monthly makes the complicated Wolfsbane concoction for Professor Lupin.  As a student, he came near death and his life was saved only by the intervention of a schoolmate named James.  Like many frustrated academics, he now seeks professional advancement, specifically the Defense Against the Dark Arts position.  For ten points, name this head of the Slytherin House and Potions Master at Hogwarts who is featured in the Harry Potter books.

Severus _Snape_

6.  He came up with Connie Mack's Athletics in 1908, but the A's rode him so hard about not understanding big city life that he was exiled to Cleveland.  By 1911, he'd established himself as a force in the AL; that year, he batted .408 and stole 41 bases.  Money troubles for the Indians forced a 1915 trade to Chicago; in his second World Series for them, he hit .375 with the series' only home run.  His last year, 1920, may have been his best, with a .392 average, 12 homers, and 121 RBI.  For 10 points, name this White Sox great, who looks nothing like either of the men who played him on screen; DB Sweeney in Eight Men Out or Ray Liotta in Field of Dreams.

(Author’s note: Bite me, Cubs fans!  In the last 90 years, we've THROWN more World
Series than you've won!)

7.  Characters, In Square Circle, Live at the Talk of the Town, The Woman in Red, Where I’m Coming From, Conversation Peace, For Once in My Life and Journey Through the Secret Life of Plants.  For ten points, the aforementioned are titles of albums by what singer whose Fulfillingness’ First Finale, Innervisions and Songs in the Key of Life all won Best Album Grammy Awards.

Stevie _Wonder_

8.  His "Programs for Youth" stress the importance of waiting; in fact, they offer an "Abstinence Committed" teddy bear.  According to his website, he owns several Denny's in Portland, OR.  Drafted out of Oregon State in the first round in 1985 by the LA Lakers, he became the first rookie in 24 years to appear in every game, a habit he found hard to break.  For 10 points, name this former Laker, Maverick, Sun, and Heat power forward, who holds the NBA record for consecutive games played, and whose initials (unlike the
teddy bear's) don't stand for anything.

A.C. _Green_

9.  It was created in 1958, was legalized for hobby use in 1975 and is now outlined in Code of Federal Regulations Title 47, Part 80.  This system is bounded between 27.405 and 26.965 megahertz and units typically consist of a transceiver and an antenna that must extend no more than 20 feet above a structure.  The US government’s FAQ on this system also mentions that the FCC does not assign “handles.”  For ten points, name this radio system most associated with convoys of truckers.

_Citizens Band_ or _CB_

10.  This series debuted on December 30, 1951 and ran for six seasons.  The regular characters faced constant threats from Mineral City villains, but German shepherd Bullet, jeep Nellybelle and sidekick Pat Brady always helped the title character save the day in time for some down home singing by the Sons of the Pioneers.  For ten points, name this series featuring the talents of Buttermilk, Trigger, Dale Evans and Dale Evans’ husband.

The _Roy Rogers Show_

11.  This series’ obligatory cute-kid addition occurred in 1996 when the central family became a foster home for “3J.”  The Winslows’ originally had three of their own children under the roof, although daughter Judy seemingly disappeared and Eddie went off to community college for a while.  Laura stuck around, but tried to hide from a persistently amorous neighbor.  For ten points, name this spin-off of Perfect Strangers that morphed from family sitcom into a vehicle for human cartoon Jaleel White as uber-nerd Urkel.

_Family Matters_

12.  Yes, 68% air by volume, beyond detectable range of the DMM and non-sentient were the results of the solubility, maximum density, resistivity and Turing tests famously performed on this Interstate Brands product during a 1995 finals week at Rice University.  For ten points, name this experimental subject and cream-filled yellow snack cake.

_Twinkies_

13.  After his death on May 10, 2000, manager Nancy Grade said, “For all the years I’ve known him, to me he was always a celebrity.”  His celebrity was localized to a tavern in Santa Monica until he was profiled during ABC's Olympic coverage in 1984.  On a college tour in the 80s, he inspired a young UNLV student named Jimmy Kimmel who would one day give him a job.  For ten points, name this late “World’s Fastest Beerdrinker” who was emcee during the first season of The Man Show.

The _Fox_ or Bill _Foster_

14.  "Cheer, cheer for <blank>.  Wake up the echoes cheering her name.  Send the volley cheer on high, shake down the thunder from the sky.  What though the odds be great or small, Old <blank> will win over all, while her loyal sons are marching onward to victory."  Guess you have to be drunk on Saturday afternoons to get emotional over it, huh?  For 10 points, fill in the blanks to complete the chorus from one of the most readily recognizable fight songs, heard every college football Saturday on NBC.


_Notre Dame_  (accept any answer including "Notre Dame", including the correct title "Notre Dame Victory March" or the common wrong title "Fight, Fight for
Old Notre Dame")

15.  According to the lyrics of this song, when the singer runs dry, thinking of the title character helps even though the singer barely learned the tune.  Most critics view the lyrics as a coded dismissal of a collaborator who helped the singer harmonize till dawn.  For ten points, name this fifth track on Simon and Garfunkel’s Bridge Over Troubled Water in which Paul Simon muses that architects may come and architects may go.

_So Long Frank Lloyd Wright_

16.  Splenda, Benecol, Reach, Neutrogena, Accuvue, Stayfree, Monistat, Imodium AD, Healthy Woman, Clean and Clear, Mylanta, o.b., Pepcid, Motrin, Band Aid and Tylenol are all brand names owned and marketed by this company.  For ten points, name this company whose name is associated with a baby shampoo that results in no more tears.

_Johnson and Johnson_

17.  The makers of this 1999 film must have loved the 1994 TV movie, Bitter Vengeance, because in both a character played by Bruce Greenwood fakes his death and frames his wife for murder while on a yacht.  This movie is different because the wife is convicted of murder and then seeks bitter vengeance under the tutelage of parole officer Travis Lehman, played by Tommy Lee Jones.  For ten points, name this Ashley Judd vehicle named for the legal phrase Libby thinks will keep her from being re-tried for murder.

_Double Jeopardy_

18.  This series has presented exciting short tales like “God and Mammon”, “The Selling of Colonel Herbert” and “The End of a Salesman.”  In 1996, it revived a popular past feature with Stanley Crouch, Molly Ivins and P. J. O’Rourke, but the new Point Counterpoint was killed in two months.  For ten points, name this series with the record for the most prime-time Emmys despite giving airtime to Andy Rooney.

_60 Minutes_

19.  Fifteen different men have rushed for over 1000 yards in a season for this college, most recently Sultan McCullough in 2000; others include Mario Royster, Ricky Ervins, and Chad Morton.  Three backs have done it twice, and 2 have rushed for 1000 yards in three different seasons, Anthony Davis from 1972-1974 and Charles White from 1977-1979.  No wonder they call it Tailback U.  For 10 points, name this Pac-10 school, whose Heisman-winning rushers include White, Mike Garrett, Marcus Allen, and OJ Simpson.  


Answer:  University of _Southern Cal_ifornia (prompt on USC -- where Ben comes from, that's South Carolina)

20.  “Christmas in Hollis”, Stevie Wonder’s “Skeletons” and a Michael Kamen score form the soundtrack.  A Notre Dame-USC game, an A.C. Green pass, 60 Minutes, the Double Jeopardy round and Twinkies are mentioned.   Locations include an indoor replica of Frank Lloyd Wright’s Falling Water and the Fox Plaza building.  Characters include Argyle, Agents Johnson and Johnson and a villain named for an Our Man Flint character and played by the actor who will be playing Severus Snape.  In this film, the shoeless main character calls himself Roy Rogers while talking by CB to a star of Family Matters.  For ten points, name this 1988 action classic starring Bruce Willis. 

_Die Hard_

21.  Pat Morita returns to food service with a cameo as a waiter.  Mr. T ironically appears as a helicopter pilot.  “Weird Al Yankovic” appears in the opening credit sequence, but  quickly explodes.   Andy Griffith gets to play a rare villain role as the evil General Rancor.  For ten points, name this parody film that chronicles the exploits of super spy Dick Steele, code named WD-40 and played by Leslie Nielsen.

1.  For ten points each, answer the following questions about a pop group.

a.  This group formed in 1977 with a lineup of Carlos, Oscar and Ricky Melendez and Nefty and Fernando Salaberry.  All were forced out of the lineup when they were 16.

_Menudo_

b.  What was the name of Menudo’s 1984 LP which made a splash in the US with English language versions of Menudo’s earlier hits.

_Reaching Out_

c.  A 1997 Menudo album shares its name with this new Menudo-like group that recently had a Latin hit with the album Subir Al Cielo.

_MDO_

2.  Big Brother 2 featured three different types of challenges, some or all of which were featured in each episode.  Name the types of challenges from a description for ten points each.

a.  This type of challenge is probably the most crucial because it determines the person who will get a private bedroom and nominate those who will be up for eviction.

_HoH_ or _Head of Household_ challenge

b.  Examples of this type of challenge include finding plastic letters in a giant bowl of cereal or creating a tower out of blocks with the names of food groups on them.

c.  This type of challenge earns the winner special treats, like unrestricted hot tub access or a private screening of American Pie 2.

c.  This seven-time Winston Cup champion started the season with a 12th in the Daytona 500 but has not started any races since then.

30.  She played Coleen, a minor role in the 1996 film Kounterfeit…but is now featured prominently on the front of the video packaging.

20.  As troubled teen Julie Pierce, she was The Next Karate Kid.

10.  She won her Oscar for playing Teena Brandon…and Brandon Teena in Boys Don’t Cry.

1.  American Heritage defines her surname as “imposingly fashionable”…now that’s swank.

10.  This Swiss heavy metal band’s biggest album was the platinum-selling Headhunter, which featured the power ballad “Screaming in the Night.”

1.  Their early flailing attempts at prog-rock are unfortunately preserved for posterity on their first album, Krokus.

11.   Name the Major League baseball player on a 30-20-10-1 basis.

30.  He is founder of the Turn 2 foundation, a drug and alcohol prevention program for children, and was voted Minor League player of the Year by Baseball America in 1994.

20.  He is a published author, having written “The Life You Imagine”—with help from Jack Curry—and was named the All-Star Game MVP in 2000.

10.  In 1996, he became the first rookie opening day shortstop for the Yankees since Tom Tresh and after five seasons in pinstripes he was named MVP of the 2000 World Series.

1.  ESPN’s Scouting Report praises him by saying, “No one better exemplifies the current Yankees than Derek Jeter.”

12.  Identify these women in Spock’s life from the various permutations of Star Trek for ten points each.

a.  This is the name of Spock’s mother.

b.  As a seven-year-old child, Spock had been bonded to this woman but when he came to formalize their marriage during the episode “Amok Time” while experiencing the pon farr, she spurned him for her lover Stonn.

_T’Pring_

c.  Spock takes some pride in the performance of this Vulcan trainee played by Kim Catrall in Star Trek VI: The Undiscovered Country, but she turns out to be part of a conspiracy to disrupt the peace talks at Khitomer.

Lieutenant _Valeris_

13.  Jeremy has fond memories of playing video games in his gifted class in elementary school on a Magnavox Odyssey 2 machine, which somebody had donated to the program under the grossly inaccurate impression that it was somehow educational.  Name these games for the Odyssey 2 from a description for ten points each.

a.  This game was the only even remotely educational thing going on for the Odyssey.  It required players to grab floating numbers or operands from a screen to correctly complete a mathematical expression.
