Toss-ups

2.  A Miami court recently dropped charges against him for allegedly illegally changing lanes on a scooter, but a Long Island judge fined him $350 for cutting down protected vegetation.  Robert Thompson, Natania Reuben, Julius Jones, Wardel Fenderson, Michael Bergos and Roger Mills all filed massive civil suits against him in 2001.  No wonder he had to plead “not guilty” in his “Let’s Get It” video.  For ten points, name this mogul of Bad Boy Records and hip-artist that David Letterman recently called “J. Lonely.”

3.  On April 4th, he went out for the season to have surgery on his right elbow after completing only 2/3 of an inning in 2001.  This former Oklahoma State right-hander was effective after Jack McKeon converted him to a starting pitcher for 10 games in 2000 only a year after he had replaced Rob Nenn on the National League All-Star team as a reliever.  For ten points, name this Cincinatti Reds player who won the National League Rookie of the Year award in 1999.

Scott _Williamson_

4.  He tells Ives that he earned tuition money by competing in county fair motorcycle races and he presumably used his collegiate engineering training to help Hendley turn potatoes into moonshine for a 4th of July celebration.  After his 18th, 19th, 20th and 21st breakout attempts he ends up back in solitary confinement with his glove and ball.  For ten points, name this character portrayed by Steve McQueen in The Great Escape.

Virgil _Hilts_ or The _Cooler King_

5.  The perennial villain of this game series is Umbrella Corporation whose experiments always go horribly wrong.   In the fourth installment, subtitled Code Veronica, players can control either Claire or Chris Redfield as they investigate Umbrella’s activities abroad and try and stop a repeat of the tragedy of Raccoon City.  For ten points, name this Capcom game, the most successful of the adventure horror genre, which requires players to combat mutant creatures and zombies.

6.  Claus Norreen, Rene Dif, Lene Grawford Nystrom and Soren Rasted are members of this band that was originally called Joyspeed.  Their first single on the Universal Music label, “Roses Are Red” went platinum and their next single “My Oh My” went gold in six days.  They did not find much success outside of Scandinavia, however, until recording a single about a title character that was both plastic and fantastic.  For ten points, name this Danish group that hit the charts in the US with “Barbie Girl.”

7.  On June 8th, Dwayne Kellum and Kenneth Reeves were charged with mail fraud for attempting to cash this man’s 160-thousand dollar state income tax refund check.  Without that check, he might not have been able to make his basketball team’s payroll, which grew larger in the off-season when General Manager Mitch Kupchak signed free agents Samaki Walker and Mitch Richmond.  For ten points, name this owner of the defending NBA champion Los Angeles Lakers.

8.  One of the most controversial plots in this series’ history was the one involving Ellen Holly’s portrayal of Carla Benari, a black woman posing as a white woman.  A more recent key plot involved Lindsay’s use of a drug to eliminate the memory of Nora, former wife of Bo.  For ten points, name this long running soap opera that covers life of the Buchannans and other citizens of Llanview every weekday on ABC.

_One Life to Live_

9.  This 1964 film is a remake of the Deanna Durbin flick It Started With Eve.  Its plot begins in earnest when ailing millionaire Phillip Dulaine insists that he cannot die happy unless daughter Cynthia gets married.  A young professional played by Robert Goulet fills in as instant fiancée, but Cynthia really wants to marry Warren Palmer.  For ten points, name this comedy starring Sandra Dee, Andy Williams and Maurice Chevalier.

10.  The three books based on this comic strip drawn by Jeffrey Darlington are Mating Call of the North American Computer Geek, Gone with the Windows and And the Geek Shall Inherit the Earth.  Characters include sentient slime molds, Professor Wisebottom, Ki, Trudy and Nick.  For ten points, name this Internet-based comic about the goings-on at GPF software.

11.  She has been a staff writer for South Park since March of 1998 and her first screenplay, The Sweetest Thing, has been filmed with Cameron Diaz in the lead role and is slated for March 2002 release.  She is best known for her on-screen TV gig that began airing on September 11, 2000 when the torch was passed to her by Jimmy Kimmel.  For ten points, name this co-host of Win Ben’s Stein Money.

Nancy _Pimental_

12.  Straight sets against Fredrik Jonsson.  Four sets over Carlos Moya.  Four sets over Andy Roddick.  Then a relatively easy straight-sets win over Greg Rusedski.  A 4-set win over Marat Safin in the quarterfinals, followed by a 5-set win in the semis against local hero Tim Henman.  For 10 points, name this man, who won his first Grand Slam title in a 5-set victory over Patrick Rafter at the 2001 Wimbledon Championships.

13.  On May 16, 2001, this exclusive list included Power Salad’s “Cellphone on the Highway”, Eric Schwartz’s “Stoned People” and “Napster Rap”, Tom Tuerff’s “First House” and Barnes and Barnes’ “Fish Heads”, which was ranked #1 for the 58th time.  For ten points, name this weekly countdown of the hottest and the coolest tapes of the week that is calculated from requests to the Dr. Demento Show.

_Funny Five_

14.  He served in an administrative capacity with the US pentathlon team at the 1996 Olympics perhaps in part because his Thor Pictures produced a thriller called Pentathlon in 1994.  He made his film debut in A View to a Kill and one of his more memorable recent roles was as a street preacher in Johnny Mnemonic.  For ten points, name this actor who you may know better as The Punisher, He-Man or Russian boxer and Rocky opponent Ivan Drago.

Dolph _Lundgren_

15.  According to legend, his greatest achievement in his day job was figuring out how to make powdered sugar stick to doughnuts.  He is better known for literature, however, and he finished his first book in 1919.  He was not published until Amazing Stories paid him 125 dollars to serialize that book, Skylark of Space.  For ten points, name this author credited as the founder of space opera who is best remembered for the Lensman series.

Edward E. “Doc” _Smith_

16.  According to a Muppets Tonight episode, she was a Frogiteer at age 14.  She fought Janeane Garofalo on Celebrity Deathmatch.  On Veronica’s Closet, Bryce took her to Ronnie’s charity event.  She played the turncoat Venusian Mascha in a two-part 3rd Rock from the Sun episode.  A much-hyped 1998 TV special promised Sex with her.  For ten points, name this television celebrity who was the original host of MTV’s House of Style.

Cindy _Crawford_

17.  Roger Rueff based this film’s script on his play Hospitality Suite.  The setting is a Wichita convention and title character is Dick Fuller, president of the Midwest’s largest industrial lubricants buyer.  The main characters are middle-aged account manager, Phil, the rookie R&D man Bob and the confrontational salesman Larry.  For ten points, name this film about corporate sales starring Peter Facinelli, Danny DeVito and Kevin Spacey.

The _Big Kahuna_

18.  Name's the same, first and last.  The left-handed pitcher played for Milwaukee, Seattle, and the Mets from 1990-1992, throwing 63 2/3 innings for the Brewers in 91 with a 5.51 ERA.  The catcher has kicked around since 96, but only got serious playing time in 98, catching 52 games and hitting .264 for the Blue Jays.  The right-handed pitcher also came up with Texas, but in 1986, eventually winning 21 games in 92, before becoming the traveling man: Baltimore in 95, Florida from 96 to 97 (for whom he lost two games in the World Series), San Diego in 98 (for whom he lost one game in the World Series), and Los Angeles from 99 to the present.  For 10 points, give the common first and last name for these players, the last of whom is the defending NL ERA champion.

19. One such crisis was the recall of 2.5 million units in France, which Atlanta analysts blamed on faulty carbon dioxide.  For ten points, name this company that sells its cola in devilish red cans.
