Toss-ups

4. He’s hardly “swift”; he hit only 43 triples and stole only 83 bases in his 19-year career.  But, as the sign on the wall says, he did play in over 1500 consecutive games, as a long-time stalwart at first base for the Dodgers and Padres.  For 10 points, name this man, the 1974 NL MVP.

5.  Director Thomas Mignone took over the Sea View Hospital in May so that this band that calls its music “math metal” and that includes members Ryknow, Spag, Gurrg and Kud could film their latest video.  The clip was for “Death Blooms,” a single from their album L.D. 50.  For ten points, name this band whose make-up smeared faces set against a bleak background created enough of an impression to make their “Dig” video winner of the MTV2 Video Music Award.

6.  Warning two answers required.  They have appeared in two films together, namely Road to Wellville and Happiness and now appear in the same television series.  One of them was depicted by SNL as a spokesperson and beneficiary for the Save the Starving Actresses Foundation while the other wrote a book entitled, Wake Up, I’m Fat.  For ten points, name these two actresses who play pushy attorney Ellenor Frutt and tough DA Helen Gamble on The Practice.

7.  Tea Olive, Pink Dogwood, Flowering Peach, Flowering Crab Apple, Magnolia, Juniper, Pampas Yellow Jasmine, Carolina Cherry, Camellia, White Dogwood, Golden Bell, Azalea, Chinese Fir, Firethorn, Redbud, Nandina, and Holly.  Louis Alphonse Berckmans planted these namesake plants alongside the 18 holes of – for 10 points – what golf course in Georgia?

_Augusta_ National (accept “Masters” if it’s answered before “course”)

8.  King Records head Syd Nathan did not support the idea behind this album, so the artist ended up paying to record the October 24th session personally.  It opens with a rousing introduction from Fats Gonder and then the backing band the Flames proceeds to lay down “I’ll Go Crazy,” “Try Me,” “Night Train” and other soulful hits.  For ten points, name this legendary album, the first live release from the hardest working man in show business.

The James Brown Show _Live at the Apollo_ 1962 (or Volume 1)

9.  Introduced on April Fool’s Day in 1970, nearly seven hundred thousand were produced over an eight-year run although over 25% of them were sold in 1974.  Some were designated the X series and options included a 304 V8 and a Levi’s interior.  To save money on development, it was created using parts that were interchangeable with the Hornet.  It was phased out in 1978 after its maker decided to focus on the Spirit and Pacer.  For ten points, name this AMC model, the first American subcompact car.

10.  She has appeared in two Sundance entries, Michael Steinberg’s Wicked in 1998 and this year she appeared alongside Stockard Channing in The Business of Strangers.  She played Ophelia on screen opposite Ethan Hawke’s Hamlet and she should have been well prepared for Shakespeare since she had already played Katrina in the Taming of the Shrew update 10 Things I Hate About You.  For ten points, name this young actress who has become a bankable star in the wake of the teen flick Save the Last Dance.

11.  A remix of “Running” returned them to the dance charts in 2001.  Paul Robb, James Cassidy and crew hit a sophomore slump in 1990 when the album Hack faltered as the single “Think” fizzled on the charts  Their self-titled debut, however, was a classic bit of synth-fueled dance music that produced two hit singles.  For ten points, name this group best known for “Walking Away” and “What’s on Your Mind.”

12.  Elmer, played by Buster Keaton in Tars and Stripes.  Alfalfa, played by Will Rogers in a series of 1924 shorts.  Suzie, played by Debbie Reynolds in Give a Girl a Break.  Clarence, played by Frank Sinatra in Anchors Aweigh.  James, played by Spencer Tracy in Thirty Seconds Over Tokyo.  For ten points, name the common surname of the aforementioned characters as well as Eliza in My Fair Lady.

_Doolittle_

13.  He won the 55-meter dash at the 2000 Sun Belt Track & Field Championships, and took second in the 200-meter dash.  But his best sport was football, where he led the Ohio Valley Conference as a senior in rushing with over 113 yards a game at Western Kentucky.  He was cut by the Chargers, who wanted someone with better receiving skills out of the backfield.  For ten points, name this man who became part of television when he ended up with the Las Vegas Outlaws of the XFL.

14.  Astrology.com, Lamaze Publishing and The Newborn Channel are among the ventures of this media company.  Their flagship website houses the websites for print magazines like Country Living, Marie Claire and Good Housekeeping and sets up multiple forums called The Women’s Network.  For ten points, name this company that trades on the NASDAQ under the symbol IVIL.

_iVillage_ Inc. or _iVillage_.com

15.  Wes Allison wrote material for this character whose signature line is “a little song, a little dance, a little seltzer in your pants.” This WJM children’s host’s career tragically ended when while dressed as Peter Peanut he was crushed by an elephant during a Minneapolis parade.  For ten points, name this comic character whose funeral gave Mary Richards a severe case of the giggles on a classic episode of The Mary Tyler Moore Show.

16.  Numbers 1 and 50 were against perennial powerhouse Maryland.  Number 100 came against the mighty Wolfpack of North Carolina State.  Bowling Green was number 200 and 300, so at this rate, maybe he ought to schedule them again.  320 was Illinois, 321 was Indiana, 322 was Michigan State.  For 10 points, name the man who, as of this writing, is still trying to tie Bear Bryant’s record for career victories in NCAA football with 323.

17.  Small-time boxer Battling Jack Murdock tried to provide a better life for son by supplementing the family income by becoming an enforcer for a mobster named the Fixer all the while telling young Matt not to get in fights.  Bookish young Matt would be frequently teased by bullies with a certain nickname and learned to fight anyway.  When Matt later saves a blind man from being hit by a truck, the radioactive waste in the truck blinds him while enhancing other senses. 18.  According to the Onion book Our Dumb Century, this film swept the Oscars in March of 1983.  Small wonder when Robert Mandan turns in such a fine character acting performance as a high school principal frustrated by lack of response to a personal ad in Bachelor Bait.  Heather Thomas and Scatman Crothers are also in the ensemble cast as is Willie Ames, whose character’s marijuana growing experiments do not pay as many dividends as the main character’s development of telekinetic powers.  For ten points, name this eighties romp starring Scott Baio.

19.  After graduating from high school in 1987, she relocated from Montreal to Nashville, wandered in unannounced into Tootsie’s Orchid Lounge and landed a gig as the house vocalist.  In 1995 her debut album was released, she was named opening act to George Strait’s concert tour and she was named Top New Female Country Artist by Billboard for her three top 10 singles, “Better Things to Do”, “If I Were You” and “When Boy Meets Girl.”  For ten points, name this singer who had hits in 2000 with the album Fearless and the song “A Little Gasoline.”

20.  Lara Piper, Michael DeLorenzo, Jonathan Ke Quan, Leslie Bega, Kimberly Russel, Jory Husain, Tony O’Dell, Tannis Valley, Rain Pryor, Dan Frischman, Khrystyne Haje, Robin Givens and Brian Robbins all played IHP students of Monroe and later Fillmore High in Manhattan on, for ten points, what 80s sitcom about a gifted class?

_Head of the Class_

21.  According to text that appears over this film’s closing shot, the title character went to “the Europe” on earnings from 63 appearances on “A Reason to Love”.  Featuring Chris Rock and Morgan Freeman as a father-son hit man team, this film chronicles a Kansas woman’s demented odyssey to Hollywood after witnessing a grisly murder.
