Toss-Ups

1.  Baltimore homicide detectives Sergeant Douglas and Lieutenant Ryan are baffled by the work of an inventive serial killer.  One victim is hit with a hand crafted shotgun-shell stick and another, a drug pusher named Billy, is found ravaged by the effects of a depressurization chamber.  The killings stop when the perpetrator takes a brief “vacation” from offing those responsible for the death of his girlfriend in order complete a mission in Vietnam for the CIA, which enables John Kelly to assume a new identity.  For ten points, name this Tom Clancy novel that explains the origins of John Clark.

_Without Remorse_

2.  He drove the tour bus for New Orleans R&B musician Huey “Piano” Smith before becoming a stand-up comedian.  Stand up quickly led to film acting and his unforgettable characters like Petey Wheatstraw and Tucker Williams, the Disco Godfather.  He recently reprised his most famous film role in the Insane Clown Posse vehicle, Big Money Hustlas.  For ten points, name this Human Tornado best known for playing Dolemite.

Rudy Ray _Moore_

3.  Eric Cartman’s report on Asian culture revealed they were not brothers in real life, only on television.  Janet Fowler, daughter of a rival business owner, helped them on early cases but then became an assistant DA.  Undercover detective “Downtown” Brown assisted them when there was something to be gained from the action.  For ten points, name this 80s series starring Jameson Parker and Gerald McRaney as AJ and Rick.

_Simon and Simon_

4.  The lyrics of this song are directed at someone beautiful (that’s for sure), someone who will never fade and someone whose faith causes tears.  The lyrics emphasize that the singer does not want to say goodbye, but as the chorus suggests, not knowing where one’s soul or home is can bring out avian characteristics in a person.  For ten points, name this hit song by Nelly Furtado.

_I’m Like a Bird_

5.  He, his wife, and two daughters recently released a gospel album entitled Don’t Worry, the Lord Will Carry You Through, the result of a five-year project which started when he learned that his father was dying of cancer.  The release date coincided with the Florida Marlins’ visit to Shea Stadium, so his son Preston could be there.  For 10 points, name this Mets first base coach and one-time centerfielder, who hit the groundball that made Bill Buckner infamous.

_Mookie Wilson_

6.  This series began in 1950 but was almost cancelled before it began since sponsor DeSoto was upset that the host refused to wear his trademark garb.  Winners included future Exorcist novelist William Peter Blatty.  The series lasted eleven seasons, although in the last season it had a different name and George Fenneman received the secret word from Marilyn Burtis instead of the duck.  For ten points, name this classic game show that was really a showcase for the barbs of host Groucho Marx.

7.  Led by captain Devon Harris who has been a member since it was formed in 1987, this team is currently training in Evanston, Wyoming and raising money for their return to competition next year by working as Domino’s Pizza delivery men.  The day jobs are needed since they no longer have the sponsorship of Red Stripe.  For ten points name this team fictionalized in the film Cool Runnings who are the best known Caribbean-based practitioners of a winter sport.

_Jamaica_n Olympic _Bobsled_ team or equivalents including the key elements of Jamaica and bobsleds

8.  In Kinky Friedman’s song “Dear Abbie”, the last time Kinky saw Abbie was at this location.  Jon Bon Jovi wrote about it at “Midnight.”  Sid Viscious’s girlfriend Nancy Spungeon was found dead here.  This building located at 222 West 23rd Street also gives its name to a song that reportedly recounts a sexual encounter with Janis Joplin.  For ten points, name this building that gave its name to the aforementioned Leonard Cohen song that in turn gave its name to the daughter of a former president.

_Chelsea_ Hotel

9.  This film’s VHS package quite correctly carries the tagline “There is no escape from the evil inside.”  It technical flaws are impressive.  Liutenant Lemont is killed by Kalgan and yet returns in a later scene.  Interior walls of the spaceship look suspiciously like brick and the exterior looks even more suspiciously like the ship from the Battlestar Galactica television series.  The plot involves the attempt of the Enforcers to usurp control of a ship, but the plan is foiled when the Ballerians dance suggestively.  For ten points, name this horrific 1988 sci-fi film starring Reb Brown and John Phillip Law.

_Space Mutiny_

10.  She recently received twenty one-year service anniversary pins because the company had run out of twenty-year anniversary pens.  After making a request for shorter hours after having a baby in the office, she received a complimentary copy of the pamphlet “Celibacy and Adoption: The Choice for the Nineties.”  She once received a rating of “Tyrannosaurus Rex” on a performance review and escaped sensitivity training because her pointy-haired boss said “Chicks are born already knowing this stuff.”  For ten points, name this no-nonsense female engineer in the Dilbert comic strip.

11.  The Wilton Street Place Band’s “Lucy.”  GQ’s “Nights.”  Johnnie Taylor’s “Lady.”  A Taste of Honey’s “Dancin’.”  Hot Chocolate’s “Queen.”  Rick Dees’ “Duck.”  For ten points, name the word that forms the names of seventies Top-40 hit songs when added to the aforementioned phrases and groups as it does with The Tramps’ “Inferno.”

_Disco_

12.  The first college football game it hosted was on September 6, 1975, pitting Grambling and Alcorn State; later that year, Grambling returned to host Southern in the first Bayou Classic.  The hometown teams went 50-50 in their home openers that year; the visiting Bengals destroyed the footballers 21-0 on September 28, but the Pistons came to town and lost 114-106 a month later.  Dallas won the first Super Bowl played there, beating the Broncos in Super Bowl XXII in 1978.  For ten points, name this edifice, home to the Nokia Sugar Bowl.

Louisiana _Superdome_

13.  He attended Oxford, but dropped out to join an experimental group of five that also included Ethan Rayne.  He once carried on a romantic relationship with Jenny Calendar, but that ended tragically.   A former museum curator, he left that position to become librarian at a California High School.  For ten points, name this character played by Anthony Stewart Head, who although officially relieved of the duty, serves as the watcher of Buffy the Vampire Slayer.

Rupert _Giles_

14.  Common rules variants include The Jacoby Rule which results in a faster game or implementing “beavers.”  Technical terms in this game include blots, bars and bearing off.  The aforementioned beavers variant allows a player who has just been doubled to immediately redouble while retaining possession of the cube.  For ten points, name this game that involves moving checkers around triangular points.

_Backgammon_

15.  “Complain”, “What Did the Teacher Tell You”, “My Land”,  “Drugs Stink”, “Wall Street Rap” and “Times Are Changing Back” all seem to merit a soundtrack album for this film, but the composers felt the songs were dangerous out of context.  The context is the media-savvy campaign of the title character against Brickley Paiste for a seat in the US Senate.  For ten points, name this film written and directed by its star, Tim Robbins.

16.  Number 7 was seized in Dover.  Numbers 5, 6 and 7 were returned to Gibraltar.  Three and four docked in Papeete, Tahiti and told the passengers to disembark and await charter flights.  Such were the fates of some of the 684-passenger Alstom-built R-series vessels operated by this Fort Lauderdale based business.  For ten points, name this cruise line that on September 25th announced its bankruptcy and immediate cessation of operations.

_Renaissance_ Cruises

17.  This season, the Milwaukee Brewers hitters broke a major league record for number of team strikeouts, with over 1300.  Clearly, they’re not listening to their batting coach, who had nearly 10,000 at-bats in 19 major league seasons, yet only struck out 1028 times.  For 10 points, name this 18-time all-star and 1991 inductee to the Hall of Fame, a lifetime .328 hitter with 3053 career hits with the Twins and Angels.

18.  Modern medicine falls short of your complaints.  You’re moving in circles, won’t you dilate?  Baby, try.   Time after time, short of breath, don’t even try.  Try a little harder.  Something’s wrong, you’re not naïve, you must be strong.  Hey girl, move a little closer.  For ten points, hush, hush, eye to eye, you are what according to Kajagoogoo.

_Too Shy_

19.  Amanda and Paul Kirby are desperate to find son Eric, so under false pretenses the couple hires a man to give them an aerial tour of the area where Eric’s paragliding accident occurred.  Of course, the party eventually lands on Isla Sorna and Dr. Grant again has to help save people from being eaten.  For ten points, name this Joe Johnston helmed sequel starring Tea Leoni, William H. Macy and Sam Neill.

_Jurassic Park 3_

20.  He played Jerry October, a fast-talking, leather-clad motivational speaker on Titus.  He made two guest appearances on Caroline in the City, one as an ill-tempered auditor dreaming of joining the cast of Cats.  His other Caroline appearance was a cameo as his most famous character whose more recent exploits include taking a half-court shot during halftime of a Supersonics game and having a romance with his long admired Daphne.  For ten points, name this actor who plays Niles Crane on NBC’s Frasier.

David Hyde _Pierce_

21.  Stellan Skarsgaard makes a cameo as the eye doctor who clears a virtually blind, musical-loving Czechoslovakian immigrant for working heavy presses at the J. Anderson Tool Company in Washington state.  In time, the woman loses the job due to poor eyesight, kills a thieving neighbor and is hanged.  Far more disturbingly, Selma also drifts into surrealistic musical inspired dream sequences to songs like the Oscar-nominated “I’ve Seen it All.”  For ten points, name this Palme d’Or winner starring Bjork.
