Toss-Ups

1.  His stories of life on the USC football team have appeared in baseball media guides for a decade, but earlier this year it was revealed he never played on the team, or even enrolled in the university.  In March 1999, he was arrested after exchanging punches with his 21-year-old girlfriend of six years, who claimed that they had been married in Las Vegas three months previously, despite the fact that he had been married to someone else since 1991.  When this was found to be true, police pledged to pursue charges of bigamy.  He played outfield for the Pirates from 1992 through 1999, when he hit a career-high 24 home runs.  FTP, name this leftfielder, currently with the Seattle Mariners.

2.  This book begins -- like Edward Bulwer-Lytton's "Paul Clifford" and many a Snoopy novel -- with "It was a dark and stormy night."  Soon to be made into the Disney Channel's first miniseries, it concerns the adventures of three children who, at the behest of a trio of strange old ladies, go through space and time in search of the patriarch of the Murry family.  FTP, name this novel about Calvin O'Keefe, Meg Murry, and Charles Wallace Murry, winner of a 1962 Newbery Medal, written by Madeleine L'Engle.

A _Wrinkle in Time_

3.  The Year Was 1964, and The Battle Was Just Beginning!  Featuring Sting in his screen-acting debut, it is the story of Jimmy, who hates his life, his job in mailing division, and his parents. He does like his girl Steph, his scooter, his clothes and his music. For ten points, name this Frank Roddam movie about the clash between the Mods and the Rockers that largely shuttled the split-personality themes of The Who's album. 

_Quadrophenia_

4.  Blond waitresses spin around with their trays.  The kids at school are sick of books and they like the punk and the metal band.  Party boys call the Kremlin, but if you want to find the cops, you have to go to the donut shop.  Foreign types with their hookah pipes go “Way-Oh Way-Oh” FTP in the lyrics of what #1 song by the Bangles?

_Walk Like an Egyptian_

5.  The Knife of Carlos Valero, Alien Range, Black Sheep, Tricky Fingers, Masquerade for Matilda, and Twisted Trails were all titles of episodes of this television series, based on novels by Clarence E. Mulford.  Prior to appearing on television, the show's main character appeared in over 65 full-length films.  Called the epitome of gallantry and fair play, the main character spent his days hanging around the Bar 20 ranch with his pal Red Bottoms and his horse, Topper.  FTP, name this cowboy, portrayed by William Boyd.

_Hopalong Cassidy_

6.  Jailed in England for 9 months as a sentence for cocaine smuggling, he won an Obie in 1967 for his portrayal as the title role in "Macbird!"  Film roles performed by this Berkeley alum include turns as Frank James in 1980's The Long Riders and as Jess Tyler in the Pia Zadora crapfest, Butterfly.  Currently, featured as Ken Titus on the Fox TV series, Titus, FTP, name this actor, best known for his role in the 80's TV incarnation of Mickey Spillane's Mike Hammer.

Stacy _Keach_
7.  He contributed a scenario to Godard's Les Carabiniers in 1962, a stunningly surrealistic film. This may be surprising, as he had helped to found the Italian Neo-Realist movement, despite directing a few films sponsored by the Fascist government during WWII. He directed fellow director Vittorio De Sica in 1959's General Della Rovere, but more notable was his direction in Stromboli of then-married mistress Ingrid 

Bergman. For ten points, name the director of Open City and father of Isabella.

Roberto _Rossellini_

8.  Their goalie shares his name with a former Speaker of the House from Illinois.  Their youngest player was born in March of 1982.  Their foreign born players hail from Ghana, El Salvador, and Denmark.  Joe Cannon, Landon Donovan, Junior Agogo, Ronald Cerritos, and Ronnie Ekelund, all play FTP for what Major League Soccer team formerly known as the Clash.

_San Jose_ and/or _Earthquakes_  prompt on Clash before mentioned.
9.  The name’s the same.  The female impersonator who released the song “Who Wants to Be Your Lover.”  The Beastie Boys rap that samples dialogue from Cheap Trick’s Live at Budokan album.  The stage name used by Jimi Hendrix when he performed with his back-up band, the Blue Flames.  FTP, what is the name they share with the owner of WNYX-AM, the boss on the sitcom, News Radio?

_Jimmy James_  (prompt on partial answer)

10.  In the days before the space station Mir was brought down over the Pacific, this chain created a 12-meter-square floating target for Mir to hit; if it had actually done so, the chain would have given one of its signature product to every American.  One of the most famous characters to appear in its ads is actually a female named "Gidget", though its raspy voice is provided by Carlos Alazraqui.  In the movie "Demolition Man", this chain is the sole survivor of the fast-food wars, leaving its restaurants as the only ones on Earth.  FTP, name this chain which serves ultra-low-priced quasi-Mexican food.

_Taco Bell_

11.  Katie Potter is a celebrity reporter who decides to give up her career at the end of this film.  But the more memorable part of the ending involves a completely nude fashion show, to the dismay of Lauren Bacall and Lyle Levitt.  Among the all-star international cast are Vanessa Redgrave, Tim Robbins, Sophia Lauren, Julia Roberts, and Kim Basinger.  FTP identify Robert Altman's social satire of the fashion world.

_Ready to Wear_ (or Pret a Porter (pronounced pret a portay))
12.  An article about children with this rare disease, many of whom attend Camp Sundown, recently appeared in the New York Times Sunday Magazine.  Its name derives from the typically dry, blotched skin of its sufferers, many of whom develop numerous tumors.  The children in the recent film "The Others" suffer from it; victims will blister almost instantly from any exposure to sunlight, although those who can avoid sunlight can live otherwise nearly-normal lives.  FTP, name either this disease or its commonly-used initials, which are shared by a soon-to-be-released version of Windows.


_Xeroderma Pigmentosum_ or _X.P._

13.  He humbly dedicated his first world title in 1994 to “the man who deserved to get it, Ayrton Senna.”  The next season, he pretty clearly demonstrated he deserved to repeat while winning seven of the nineteen races in his Bennetton Renault.  For ten points, name this German driver who in 2001 repeated as champion of the Formula One Circuit.

Michael _Schumacher_

14.  His roommate is Jasmine, the masseuse, and he used to play Bryce on the soap opera All My Children, until his character was killed off in an avalanche.  He buys a hairless Sphinx cat named Mrs. Whiskerson for $1500, even though he thinks it’s a snake, because he is infatuated with its owner.  FTP, name this manager of the Central Perk coffee house on Friends who has a big crush on Rachel.

_Gunther_

15.  He was "welcomed into the cruel world" on October 28, 1969 in Pomona, CA.  As an adolescent, he began playing the acoustic slide guitar, which would become his signature instrument.  Signed to a major label record deal in 1992, he released his debut in 1994 to little fanfare.  But after years of touring with his backing band, the Innocent Criminals, behind releases such as "Fight For Your Mind" and "The Will to Live," he has accumulated a fairly large fanbase and a movie star girlfriend, Laura Dern.  FTP, name this singer-songwriter, whose only radio hit was "Steal My Kisses," off of the album, Burn To Shine.

Ben _Harper_

16.  Ray Bradbury once published his own version of the ending of this movie, in which he outlines the catastrophic consequences resulting from the upbringing of the titular personage. The film, in which the protagonist is raped by the devil in a dream, ends with the protagonist staring at Satan's child with a smile on her lips.  Based on a novel by Ira Levin, for ten points name this Roman Polanski masterpiece, which starred Mia Farrow.

_Rosemary's Baby_
17.  Irene Cara was only 7 years old, when she appeared on this TV program as a member of the Short Circus.  Rita Moreno won a Grammy for appearing on the original cast album; Bill Cosby played a milkman; and Easy Reader was an early role for Morgan Freeman.  For ten points, name this PBS children’s show that might have solved the California power crisis if it hadn’t been cancelled in 1981.

The _Electric Company_

18.  He declared Jessica Simpson as the greatest singer of all time upon a recent visit to Dollywood.  Consistently tortured by Dylan, he lives with his recently re-united, substance abusing parents, his newborn brother, Perry, and his grandfather.  His only friend seems to be a greasy-haired kid named Walter and he lusts after Jolinda.  For ten points, name this recurring MAD Magazine character, whose name is the same as one of our nation’s first presidents.

_Monroe_

19.  This man was cut twice from his Andrew Jackson High School junior varsity squad.  He then fell out of a tree, broke his right arm, and learned to dribble and shoot with his left arm, whereupon he made the varsity squad as a play-making guard.  He went to Holy Cross, and thence to the Tri-City Blackhawks, who traded him to the Chicago Stags, who folded before the 1950-51 season.  His next team, with whom he would become famous, won him by picking his name out of a hat.  After retiring, he coached Boston College for six years, then returned to the pros as coach of the Cincinnati Royals, with whom he played for seven games.  FTP, name this 1956-57 NBA MVP, the "Houdini of the Hardwood", the passing and dribbling genius for the Celtics.

Bob _Cousy_

20.  His last name is Mitchell and his birthday was October 17th.  In memory of his death, his brother Matthew died his hair blonde.  According to reporter Jane Yammamoto, his car plunged into a lake at 90 miles per hour, while his pregnant girlfriend was tied up in the trunk.  For ten points, name this obsessive fan, the title character of a rap by Eminem.

_Stan_ (also accept Stanley)   

21.  He made his first film appearance playing Rick Sandford, an obnoxious junior high quarterback who gets his nose broken constantly by the title character, Angus.  He was the voice of Pazu in Laputa: Castle in the Sky, but he is better known as a TV actor.  FTP, name this young star who played Steven Anderson on As the World Turns and Dawson on Dawson’s Creek.

James _Van der Beek_

1.  Not too many interior offensive linemen are selected in the first round of the NFL draft.  Name these who were for ten points each.

10.  This fifth year offensive guard out of Colorado was selected number ten in the 1997 draft by the New Orleans Saints.

Chris _Naeole_

b.  This New England Patriots center out of Boston College was taken number 17 overall in 1999 and was a co-subject of one of Dennis Miller’s most infamous Monday Night Football lines.

Damien _Woody_  [JMW editor’s note - The Miller line was something to the effect of, “Like so many things in life, it all comes down to who has the better Woody.”]

c.  This USC alum has played all along the offensive line in his 19 year career, but was drafted ninth in the draft as a right guard back in 1983.

c.  A host during the 1959-60 season, he was an announcer for the Yankees from 1939 to 1964 and from 1976 to 1985.  He also hosted This Week in Baseball from its inception in 1977 until his death in 1996.

Mel _Allen_
6.  Has Michael Crichton written anything that hasn't been made into a movie? Surprisingly, yes! Name these not-yet-adapted works of his for ten points each. 

a.  First published in 1977, this began as a catalog for a Whitney Museum retrospective of the artist perhaps best known for his "Three Flags" and for his tendency to yell “yoink” when stealing on the Simpsons. Name the artist, and you've named the work. 

_Jasper Johns_ 

b.  Combining quantum physics and time travel, this novel is set right after the English victory at Poitiers and is, in its author's words, "a survival story." 

_Timeline_ 

c.  A tale of sabotage, international sales, and fatal turbulence, in researching this book, Crichton learned that "each year, thousands more people die choking to death from food than die on airplanes." 

_Airframe_

7.  Identify the following sketch comedy shows on the Fox network that were cancelled before finishing their first season.

This show won an Emmy for comedy writing even though it was cancelled after only 12 episodes.  The cast included future members of Mr. Show, Saturday Night Live, the Larry Sanders Show, and News Radio.

b.  In 1995, John Leguizamo hosted this Latino-themed comedy show, which featured the hilarious “Chicano Militant Minute” sketch.
