Other than its female lead, its best-known actor is probably Bruce Davison, who plays a wealthy California congressman whose artistic but emotionally-scarred daughter falls hard for an athletic, intelligent Latino boy.  FTP, name this high school romantic drama released earlier this summer, starring Kirsten Dunst.

8. As observed and reported by the baleful Mr. Ben Lea, Super Bowl MVP Ray Lewis apparently named the video for this song as his all-time favourite when he hosted Madd Sports on BET.  It’s the title cut of a steamy 1973 album and was the second number one hit for a seminal R&B artist.  Last year, it was mercilessly covered by Jack Black in the film High Fidelity.  The lyrics begin, “I've been really tryin', baby/ Tryin' to hold back this feelin' for so long.” FTP, name this Marvin Gaye classic.

9. You are Agent 17; codename: "Otto". She was nominated for a Blockbuster Entertainment award for her role in Face/Off and received Oscar nominations for her roles in Nixon, The Crucible, and The Contender.  FTP name this actress known for her stoic-wife roles.

11. 2001 saw the release of her 6th album, which she recorded in Minneapolis.  Minneapolis is far from the South where she was raised by her father, a poet, critic and English Literature professor.  In the mid-70s, she was a fixture of the Texas folk scene and 1979 saw the release of her debut album, Ramblin’ on My Mind.  A year later she recorded Happy Woman Blues.  She would not release another album, a self-titled release, until 1988.  This self-titled release included a song which became a hit for Mary Chapin-Carpenter, “Passionate Kisses.”  She did not become well known until 1998, when the album Car Wheels on Gravel Road was released to much critical acclaim.  FTP identify this singer-songwriter whose latest release is Essence.

A:  Lucinda Williams

12. The IMDB lists his first television appearance as Leave it to Beaver in 1957.  Throughout the 1960s and 1970s he made appearances in shows such as Ironside, Kung Fu, Medical Center, Rhoda, and Here’s Lucy.  Here’s Lucy paired him with the woman who would play his mother in Yours, Mine, and Ours, one of his first feature films.  FTP name this prolific actor who appeared in Magnum Force and To Be or Not to Be, starred in Up the Creek and Animal House, and who can currently be seeing portraying Vice President John Hoynes in The West Wing.

A: Tim Matheson
13. His first name is Robert, or Robbie, but he’s almost exclusively addressed by either his last name or his job title. Two occasions on which his first name was used were a trip to Australia with his boss, and when that boss made provision for him in his will. For 10 points name this character, played by Kevin Whately on television, a detective sergeant for the Thames Valley Police and primary sidekick of Inspector Morse.

14. Like Alex and Mallory Keaton, he attending Harding High School, but he never appeared on Family Ties.  He was a team MVP at Ohio State in 1994 and selected 24th overall in the 1995 NFL draft. He was usually teamed with guard David Dixon on the right side of the line.  FTP, name this tackle for the Minnesota Vikings who tragically died from complications of heat stroke during training camp on August 1.

This NBC series won 3 Emmys during its 3-season run from 1965-1968, and its co-stars reprised their roles for a TV movie in 1994.  It’s one of the few series in history to be actually shot in exotic European and Asian locations rather than on a Hollywood backlot, and much of its footage was filmed by NBC news crews.  This fast-paced show presented the adventures of Kelly Robinson and Alexander Scott, who often successfully defused dangerous situations with improvised banter.  FTP, name this espionage drama and civil rights landmark starring Robert Culp and then-neophyte actor Bill Cosby.

16. They’ve saved the world from such esoteric villains as Lunatik, Nebulon, the Presence and the Headmen, and currently suffer under the curse of Yandroth. Their fluctuating roster has at times included former X-men and Avengers, and even the Son of Satan. Long-term members include Gargoyle, Hellcat, Nighthawk and the Valkyrie. FTP name this recently re-formed non-team whose original members were Dr. Strange, the Sub-Mariner, and the Hulk.

17. Mark Valley, Alan Simpson, Christopher Marquette, Balthazar Getty, Philip Baker Hall, Alison Lohman, Barbara Babcock, Martin Donovan, and Dana Delaney will star in this 2001 television series.  Diane Keaton is directing the ensemble family drama created by Mike White.  FTP name this Fox series that is named for the California city most famous for hosting the annual Rose Bowl.

Frustrated by his finds, he opened a general store in Stockton to sell provisions to the other miners. In 1856 he opened a shop in San Francisco to sell his signature product, which he would eventually ship throughout the United States, as well as Mexico, Hawaii and British Columbia. A famous shopping center in the city by the bay has been set up in one of his old factories. FTP, name America’s first chocolatier.

A prolific worker at one point he was doing a movie (A Man Called Adam), an eponymous TV variety show and a Broadway show (Golden Boy). FTP, name this singer of “The Candy Man” and African-American member of the Rat Pack.
