Toss-ups

1.  This word is the title of the samba-based song that is the fifth track on Rod Stewart’s Human album.  As an album title, it names the disc containing “When You Sleep”, “Only Shallow” and the nine other tracks that form the magnum opus for My Bloody Valentine.  For ten points, name this word that is also the surname of country singer Patty whose hits include “Lonely Too Long” and “Blame it On Your Heart.”

_Loveless_

2.  The first shot is not fired in this novel until page 602.  The title character is Oleg Zaitzev, a mid-level KGB communications employee who arranges defection with Mary Pat and Ed Foley in part to divulge information about an assassination plot being planned in the Kremlin as a response to a letter Pope John Paul II sent to the Polish government.  For ten points, name this most recent best-seller by Tom Clancy.

_Red Rabbit_

3.  A distinguished law career at Fidley, Barrow and Bain and his fame as a former Wooden Award winner for Georgetown helped him earn a Maryland Congressional seat.  While on the House National Security Subcommittee, he ordered Operation Nightfall, which had the aim of eliminating Yugoslavian terrorist Viktor Drazen.  For ten points, name this presidential candidate and assassination target in the first season of 24.

David _Palmer_

4.  This film was the follow-up to The Great Santini for director Lewis John Carlino.  Jonathan, a seventeen-year-old prep school student, picks up Ellen, a beautiful older woman, in a Chicago bar by claiming to be a Northwestern PhD candidate.  The resulting affair ends once Ellen learns Jonathan’s real age, but things are complicated further when Ellen turns out to be the mother of Jonathan’s college buddy Skip, played by Rob Lowe.  For ten points, name this 1983 film starring Jacqueline Bissett and Andrew McCarthy. 

_Class_

5.  According to the Pro Football Hall of Fame, he is the only NFL wide receiver to ever play in his 40s.  Born in Starkville, MS, he went to Mississippi Valley State, where he graduated in 1985.  Drafted in the 1st round by the defending Super Bowl Champions, he played there until the end of the 2000 season.  A salary cap casualty, he joined the Oakland Raiders the next year, and has played there ever since.  For ten points, name this long time 49er.

Jerry _Rice_

6.  In 1978, at the age of 56, he hosted Saturday Night Live and appeared in four feature films, namely Night of the Askari, Caravans, Circle of Iron and Escape From Witch Mountain.  His pace may have slowed at the age of 80, however the last two released movies in which he appeared have broken 300 million dollars at the box office.  For ten points, name this actor who made his name as the lead in a string of Hammer Studios Dracula pictures and who could be seen at your local Cineplex in 2002 playing both Count Dooku in Star Wars Episode 2 and Sarumon in the Lord of the Rings series.

Christopher _Lee_

7.  In the pivotal third episode, Walter and Lizzy face an ethical crisis after using the title character’s special powers to help them negotiate a better deal on a painting.  The title character managed to glean the necessary information, but the naiveté of his six-month-old mind resulted in a misinterpretation.  For ten points, name this CBS sitcom starring Adam Arkin, Joely Fisher and Ken Campbell as the voice of the titular talking baby.

8.  Soupy Sales’ sons Tony and Hunt played bass and drums on his first two solo albums recorded under the pseudonym Runt.  He recorded all the instruments and vocals by himself for three of the four sides of his third solo effort, the double album “Something/Anything?”  For ten points, name this pop craftsman and producer whose hits include “Hello It’s Me” and “Bang on the Drum All Day.”

Todd _Rundgren_

9.  NC State doesn't turn out a lot of trauma specialist MDs, but one such notable alumnus can be heard most every weekend.  He named his first-born son AJ, revealing a love of auto racing; in fact, some of his fame lies in reviving Rusty Wallace after a crash at the 1988 Busch 500.  For 10 points, name this ESPN broadcaster, now a sideline reporter for college football.

Dr. Jerry _Punch_

10.  Its Eagle Eye Motion Sensor is designed to work with its VCR Commander.   It also offers a Ninja Pan &Tilt camera mount and a Floodcam.   Ironically, one of its security products, which chimes whenever movement is detected, is called a Hot Body Detector, which sounds more like it fits with the flagship product’s other main use besides home security.  FTP name this banner-happy company which hawks inexpensive miniature videocameras.

11.  He once became romantically involved with Jane Hancock, a woman who had just awoken from a 13-year coma, but his attraction to Dr. Maggie Graham went mostly unstated.  Although he later reported to Dr. Freedland played by Franchot Tone, his main professional mentor was his previous boss, County General’s Chief of Surgery Dr. David Zorba played by Sam Jaffe.  For ten points, name this title neurosurgeon of a 1960s ABC medical drama who was portrayed by Vince Edwards.

12.  Its front cover features a low-angle shot of Chicago’s Marina City.  The title phrase is repeated earnestly by a female voice at the end of the penultimate track, “Poor Places.”  Eventually released by Nonesuch, its rejection by Warner Brothers is depicted in the documentary I Am Trying to Break Your Heart.  Jeff Tweady was shocked by its rejection as uncommercial due to his belief that he had created a “Herman’s Hermit’s album” with poppy tracks like “Heavy Metal Drummer.”  For ten points, name this 2002 release by Wilco.

13.  In the Entertainment Weekly dated August 3, 2002, NYU dermatology professor Darrell Rigel is quoted as saying that this is “extremely caustic” and not recommended for use on human surfaces.  Nonetheless, SC Johnson reported a bump in sales after Michael Constantine used it to cure psoriasis and poison ivy on the big screen.  For ten points, name this alternative skin treating substance in the film My Big Fat Greek Wedding better known for the Ammonia-D streak-free shine that made it America’s best-selling glass cleaner.

14.  On an episode of The Daily Show, Robert Wagner credited this man with having sold the best pants ever made.  He left the garment trade after Norma Shearer discovered him lounging by the pool at the Beverly Hills Hotel.  On the starwars.com documentary Beneath the Dome, he is blamed for nixing Francis Ford Coppola’s plan to cast R2-D2 as Michael in The Godfather.  For ten points, name this man whose own life was recently chronicled in the documentary The Kid Stays in the Picture and whose producer credits include The Marathon Man and Chinatown.

Robert _Evans_

15.  Name and profession are the same, but they are unrelated.  Niko scored the first goal of the 2002-03 NHL season, potting his 1st career NHL goal for Dallas against Patrick Roy & the Colorado Avalanche.  And Sami was a 4th round pick of the Hartford Whalers who has gone on to score at least 20 goals for 5 straight seasons for the Carolina Hurricanes.  For 10 points, give the common last name of these Finnish hockey players.

_Kapanen_

16.  Unable to afford fuel for a Marxist’s friend’s mobile home, this song’s protagonist is stuck home watching television and enumerating economic laments including having a crummy job and lacking a digital television signal.  Because of these and other woes, the singer determines to engage in the title activity while it is still free and to tell everyone to lighten up.  For ten points, name this summery hit single by Sheryl Crow.

_Soak Up the Sun_

17.  Originally depicted as a former social worker, this son of an influential Harlem minister actually turned to crime after his mother was killed by a mugger.  Dressing like a pimp and dealing narcotics, his life was changed when, returning from a mob assignment in Rio de Janeiro, his plane crashed on an island owned by the Exiles.  The Red Skull used the Cosmic Cube to give him a psionic bond with his animal sidekick, and after spending years swinging from ropes, the Black Panther's Wakandan technology provided him with jet glider wings.  FTP, name this former partner of Captain America, aka Sam "Snap" Wilson.

_Falcon_

18.  Its existence is revealed to the public during an interview conducted by news anchor Reg Hartner, in which Marshall Willenholly cautions viewers not to stimulate this tiny offshoot of the Liberate Apes Before Imprisoning Apes movement.  Willenholly believes its alledged leaders are the two most dangerous men on the planet since they have abducted an orangutan, the most dangerous animal alive.  For ten points, name this hard-to-find fictional simian liberation outfit that is concocted by jewel thieves in order to make a patsy of the title characters of Jay and Silent Bob Strike Back.

The leader in that unique category hit .331 in 3026 games from 1941-1963, all for the same team.  For ten points, name this outfielder and first baseman, whose 475 career home runs all came for the St. Louis Cardinals.

21.  With “Star,” it’s the name of one of the five human tribes in the Sierra computer game Tribes II.  It’s the middle word of the subtitle of Myth III.  Preceded by “Winter of the,” it’s in the subtitle of the followup to Battle Dreams.  With “White,” it’s the name of the company that developed Victorian Age: Vampire and Hunter: Fall from Grace.  FTP name this word, popular in game titles even without the word “Castle” and the suffix –“enstein.”

_NeoGeo_

c.  In 1996 designer Gumpei Yokoi, the creator of the Game Boy, resigned in disgrace as Nintendo blamed him for the failure of this system, which was intended to be the first stand-alone 3-D 32-bit system.  Only about 20 games were ever made for it, and within months Nintendo had erased all mention of it.
