1.  Current NFL alumni number only 5: Lennie Friedman, Bernard Holsey, Kevin Lewis, Patrick Mannelly, and Scottie Montgomery.  Of course, that's still more NFL alumni than ACC football wins in the last few years.  For ten points, name this North Carolina college, much more successful at basketball than football.

2.  The DVD release for this movie includes an alternate ending in which the Three Wise Men come to Jake Hoyt’s house asking why Alonzo did not make the appointment with the Russians.  Earlier in the day, Detective Alonzo Harris had taken down a drug dealer in order to steal enough money to pay off a debt and Hoyt had seen it all on his first day as a narcotics officer.  For ten points, name this cop corruption drama starring Ethan Hawke and Denzel Washington. 

_Training Day_
3.  He played Curly in the TV-movie bio The Three Stooges.  He was a virtual unknown when he won a talent search to play another dead comedian, John Belushi in another TV-movie bio, Wired.  His first two series – “St. Michael’s Crossing” and “Daddio” – were flops, but third time was the Emmy-winning charm.  FTP name this actor, who plays ethically challenged cop Vic Mackey in FX’s surprise hit “The Shield.”

Michael _Chiklis_

4.  Its author claims to be an “inveterate newspaper clipper” and supports the book’s thesis with news stories like that of a Tuscon woman collecting $450,000 for tripping in a gopher hole as well as everyday items like a stroller warning label reading “Remove child before folding.”  For ten points, name this book about the lunacy of the legal system written by former Dallas judge and Court TV reporter Catherine Crier.

5.  His large poster photograph of a greyhound bus is on permanent display in the Museum of Modern Art.  He won Emmys in 1967 and 1969 for Outstanding Comedy Writing for a variety series for work on the Smothers Brothers that included creating Pat Paulsen’s presidential campaign schtick.  Despite those successes, he is better known for a 1968 hit instrumental.  For ten points, name this performer of “Classical Gas.”

Mason _Williams_

6.  Rendered in 532 triangles, he was fleshed out by cartoon designers Charles Zembillas and Joe Pearson for game developers Naughty Dog, Inc.  The latest installment in his series is subtitled “The Wrath of Cortex”; previous editions included “The Huge Adventure,” “Warped,” and “Team Racing.”   For ten points, name this oversized-shoe-wearing marsupial, star of one of the most popular game series for Sony’s Playstation.

_Crash Bandicoot_

7.  Space aliens, zombies, a mummy, trolls and Valkyries, a hypnotic duck, a weremole, and malevolent sentient eggplant are among those who have placed sweet, elderly Muriel Bagg in jeopardy.  Muriel’s loyal companion must somehow free her from each unlikely predicament, usually against the best efforts of her cluelessly crotchety husband Eustace.  FTP name Muriel’s pet and you’ll have named this show, created by John R. Dilworth and seen on the Cartoon Network.

_Courage the Cowardly Dog_

8.  His current endorsement deal features him telling the viewer that he uses a Macintosh (essentially) because he's too dumb to use a PC.  Born in San Diego in 1968, he turned pro in 1979, and hasn't looked back.  Namesake of both a EA Sports game and a pro tour of the same sport, he is undoubtedly the most famous ever in his sport; a legacy cemented when he won the Vert championship in the first X-Games.  For ten points, name this icon of skateboarding.

Tony _Hawk_

9.  Name’s the same.  One is the Terence Hill portrayed title character of three 1970s spaghetti western spoofs.  The second is rumored to get it on with Neo in one of two long awaited sequels next year.  For ten points, give this name of a comic western hero and the The Matrix babe played by Carrianne Moss.

_Trinity_

10.  Its fifth track, “Let’s Roll,” was inspired by the last known words of Frank Beamer, one of the passengers on the hijacked 9/11 Flight 93.  It sounds different from its artist’s typical work since ten of the cuts are backed by soul grooves from Booker T. and the MGs.  Of course, the prevalent soul influence serves to make the artist’s more typical rock sound seem fresher on “Goin’ Home,” the sole track backed by Crazy Horse.  For ten points, name this most recent album release from Neil Young.

_Are You Passionate_

11.  The corporation behind it, founded in 1996, is headquartered in Deerfield Beach, FL.  Since its launch, it has enrolled roughly 950,000 members.  Peer-to-peer Power Group sessions reinforce the members’ follow-through on their customized exercise and/or diet plans.  FTP name this aggressively marketed website, which Forbes named “Best of the Web” in the category of fitness and nutrition.

12.  One of this film’s few highlights occurs in the closing scenes when disturbed geek Ethan sings a song in a restaurant bar inspired by an unrequited love for Angela, played by James King.  The song was written by the film’s rookie director Dewey Nicks and the actor who portrayed Ethan, Jason Schwarzman.  For ten points, name this film gross-out comedy about cheating in academics and romance that “starred” Devon Sawa.

_Slackers_

13.  He drove for race car builder Johnny “Flip” Johnson and his hard charging style earned him the nickname “Skid.”  After Flip was murdered, he stole the race car “The Coyote” for Johnson’s daughter, Barbara, but was caught and arrested for Grand Theft Auto.  When his case came up, the soon-to-retire judge took him into custody for the purpose of using him to help track down criminals who escaped on legal technicalities.  For ten points, name this race car driver played by Daniel Hugh-Kelly who became partners with vigilante judge Milton Hardcastle.

Mark _McCormick_

14.  On October 12, 2002, he had 5 catches for 78 yards in a 44-16 loss to Iowa.  The big news is that he was kept out of the end-zone, breaking a streak of 14 straight games with a touchdown catch, an NCAA record.  For a quick ten points, name this Michigan State Spartan wide receiver.

Charlie _Rogers_

15.  The original trio that made up this band was Mark Holser, Richard Lyons and David Wills, aka The Weatherman.  Recent albums include 1997’s Dispepsi and their new CD Deathsentences of the Polished and Structurally Weak.  For ten points, name these collage artists who gained notoriety when they interspersed U2’s “I Still Haven’t Found What I’m Looking For” with clips of a profanity spewing Casey Kasem.

_Negativland_

16.  He went to The Academy at Ursuline High School in Youngstown, OH, also the alma mater of Ed (Al Bundy) O'Brien.  From there, he attended the Citadel, where he led the nation in receiving touchdowns in 1960.  A punter/linebacker for the Chargers & Bills, he was named the punter on the Bills' silver anniversary team in 1984.  For 10 points, name this man, now a comic foil for Joe Theisman and Mike Patrick on Sunday Night Football.

Paul _Maguire_

17.  He created the characters Jaybee Corbell, Alf Harness, Lucas Lancelot Garner, Beowulf Schaffer, Gil Hamilton a.k.a. Gil the ARM, Louis Wu, Phssthpok the Pak, and Speaker-To-Animals.  FTP, these are all the product of what science fiction author, who penned The Protector, Neutron Star, and Ringworld?

Larry _Niven_

18.  “Prisstina”, the first of their songs to feature a male vocal, “Funeral Song” and “Sympathy” are among the highlights of their latest album, One Beat.  Taking their name from a freeway exit, this band was formed by members of defunct bands Excuse 17 and Heavens to Betsy.  They became critics darlings with the album Call the Doctor.  For ten points, name these riot girls whose albums include The Hot Rock and Dig Me Out.

_Sleater-Kinney_

19.  Ponder Blue’s Barbecue Villa was its most popular restaurant.  Its town newspaper, the Argus was owned by Evan Evans, who disapproved of daughter Ava’s choice of husband despite himself dating a ditzy stripper named Fontana.   The town’s high school football mascot was the Mules and the starting quarterback was Taylor, son of the former NFL star coach, Wood Newton.  For ten points, name this Arkansas town that was the setting for an early 90s CBS sitcom starring Marilu Henner and Burt Reynolds.

_Evening Shade_

20.  She narrates the recently released children’s fantasy Tuck Everlasting and played one of the title characters in the Oprah-produced TV movie Amy and Isabelle.  Playing the title character in Molly and supporting roles in Palmetto and Cousin Bette have done little to capitalize on her Oscar win.  For ten points, name this actress who went on from dating The Karate Kid and having Adventures in Babysitting to win a Best Actress Oscar for Leaving Las Vegas.

21.  “Hitchin’ a Ride”, “Macy’s Day Parade”, “Nice Guys Finish Last”, “Brain Stew”, “Jaded” and “Walking Contradiction” are among the International SuperHits of, for ten points, what punk band best known for “Good Riddance (Time of Your Life)” and “Basket Case” from the album Dookie.
