Toss-ups

1.  In the past three seasons, this NCAA Divison 1 men’s basketball program racked up 87 wins, second only to Duke.  Despite losing sophomore center Jack Ingram to transfer, this team faces high expectations in the coming season due to the return of its nucleus of five seniors including Kevin Johnson and Dante Swanson, both second-team all conference selections in the WAC last season.  For ten points, name this basketball program coached by John Phillips and nicknamed the Golden Hurricane.

University of _Tulsa_

2.  This game was developed by SimTex under the name Star Lords.  It pits the player against races like the Psilons, Alkari and Meklars with the goal of controlling the universe by being voted leader of the senate or by obliterating the other races.  Two sequels have been published, the first of which was subtitled Battle at Antares.  For ten points, name this turn-based strategy computer game published in 1993 by Microprose.

_Master of Orion_

3.  A then 40-year-old Sam Peckinpah played Charlie the meter reader and also performed an uncredited rewrite on the screenplay that was adapated from a Jack Finney novel.  Allied Artists vainly attempted to soften the impact of the film’s paranoid conclusion by altering director Don Siegel’s cut.  For ten points, name this 1956 classic in which the residents of Santa Mira, California are slowly destroyed and replaced by beings hatched from extraterrestrial seed pods.

_Invasion of the Body Snatchers_

4.  It was first demonstrated in Japan in 1922 at the Butokuden by Gichin Funakoshi, the founder of Shotokan.  On June 19, 1999, an International Governing Body for this sport was recognized by International Olympic Committee when the WKF was selected after years of competition with the ITKF.  For ten points, name this martial art with roots in Okinawa.

_Karate_   accept Shotokan before that word is read in the question.

5.  This term has been defined by Jimmy Eat World guitarist Jim Adkins as “shit hitting you in the face with the singer screaming and rolling on the ground.”  Originally used to describe bands like Rites of Spring with a fairly specific emotional stage presentation, today the music press uses it loosely to describe bands as diverse as Dismemberment Plan, The Promise Ring and Weezer.  For ten points, name this three-letter term for a subgenre of punk originally distinguished by tortured, passionate vocals.

_Emo_

6.  He first appeared in the December 1932 edition of Weird Tales as hero of the story “The Phoenix and the Sword,” which was just a thinly veiled rewrite of one of Robert E. Howard’s rejected Krull tales.  Marvel writer Henry Thomas brought him to comic books in October 1970 and the resulting series eventually spun off Red Sonja.  For ten points, name this literary action hero of the ancient world brought to the big screen in 1982 by Arnold Schwarzenegger.

_Conan_ the Barbarian

7.  She refers to her late Pomeranian Chester, who appeared with her in the film Hollywood Nights, as the best 500 dollars she ever spent.  She and future husband Peter Marc Jacobson attended Beauty Culture School together to have something to fall back while starting acting careers.  She invented her most famous character during a vacation in England on which she stayed with the family of Twiggy and found the contrast between a proper English family and her Queens accent hilarious.  For ten points, name this actress who played Fran Fine on The Nanny.

Fran _Drescher_

8.  Once past the age of 12 months, only three cuts, the Continental, English Saddle and Sporting are allowed in competition.  Fifteen inches of height at the shoulder is the dimension that separates standard from miniatures while the toys are under ten inches at the same point.  Parti colored ones are automatically disqualified from competition and according to a commercial, ones with the Cingular logo on their sides are severly penalized.  For ten points, name this national dog breed of France that is also associated with 1950s skirts.

_Poodle_
9.  It is not The Empire Strikes Back or A Bridge Too Far, but John Ratzenberger appears as a military officer and Edward Fox plays a British general.  It is not Murphy Brown, but Candace Bergen plays a journalist, specifically photojournalist Margaret Bourke-White.  For ten points, name this biopic directed by Richard Attenborough that stars Ben Kingsley in the title role.

_Gandhi_

10.  Quote:  “I have a 31-inch waist, a 42-inch chest. I'm still real butch."  Quote: “It's deeply personal, on the one hand. On the other hand, it is my professional calling.”  Quote: “Every boom I kind of said, ‘Go for it, boys. How this, Osama? Remember September 11. And they were rockin' all night long,”  For ten points, such are the nuggests of journalistic restraint that have emanated from what FoxNews Channel war correspondent and one-time opener of Al Capone’s vault?

Geraldo _Rivera_

11.  First-time feature director Peter MacDonald spent 63 million dollars creating this 1988 release making it the most expensive film ever produced at the time.  The lead character initially turns down a request from Colonel Trautman to join a mission aiding the muhajadeen in Afghanistan, but joins the fray once Trautman is taken prisoner by the Russian commander Zaysen.  For ten points, name this film that to date represents the final adventure of the Buddhist one-man army played by Sylvester Stallone.

_Rambo III_

12.  Former Baylor tackle Derrick did not play in 2001 after being cut by the Redskins.  Terrell rushed for 107 yards for the San Diego Chargers in 2001.  Cornerback Jamar was drafted in the first round of the 2001 NFL draft by the Miami Dolphins.  For ten points, name this common football surname of these athletes and linebacker London, who collected 4.5 sacks for the 2001 NFC champion St. Louis Rams.

_Fletcher_

13.  Melissa Schuman left this group in 2002 to pursue an acting career while they were in the midst of working on the follow-up to their debut release.  This group was assembled by manager Kenny Burns following massive additions and they were subsequently signed to Bad Boy Records.  For ten points, name this prefab girl group that hit the charts in 2000 with “He Loves U Not” off their album It Was All a Dream.

_Dream_

14.  Although he became a single father when his wife Rose Ellen passed away, he received considerable household help from his mother-in-law Daisy May Moses.  He tried to provide a better quality of life for his tomboyish daughter by using the twenty-five million dollars he received from the OK Oil Company to relocate his family to 518 Crestview Drive in Beverly Hills from their original home in Bug Tussle.  For ten points, name this television character played by Buddy Ebsen on The Beverly Hillbillies.

Jed _Clampett_

15.  One of this band’s least-known releases is a 1983 EP featuring the danceable title track "Twisting by the Pool", which according to one member was recorded because, "you can only play doo-wah" after an ungodly number of takes of "Telegraph Road."  For ten points, name this band whose albums Making Movies and Brothers in Arms showcase the lead guitar work of Mark Knopfler.

_Dire Straits_

16.  The opening verse of this song mentions hair combing, leg shaving and toe painting as optional activities depending on what feels good to the soul.  This song’s protagonist is not built like a supermodel, but has learned to love herself unconditionally because she is a queen.  For ten points, name this song for which the singer is not the average girl in the titular entity because she will always be India.arie.

_Video_

17.  This number represents Middleweight boxer Marvin Hagler’s professional career win total and it was the uniform number of Hall of Fame Miami Dolphins center Jim Langer.  In the 1995-96 season, the Detroit Red Wings set an NHL regular season record by notching this number of wins.  For ten points, name this number that was most significant in sports history on September 9, 1998 when Mark McGwire passed Roger Maris to set what was then the single home run record.

_62_

18.  In the second episode of this series, the main supporting character, Kevin Blakely, temporarily lost his job in a horse race.  The lead character, private detective Vic Nardozza was nicknamed the Chameleon for a knack at undercover cases like posing as a mailman to discover an identify theft perpetrator or infiltrating a Chinese sweatshop to identify a toy thief.  For ten points, name this ill-fated 2000 season NBC sitcom that starred Tim Meadows and the actor behind Seinfeld’s Cosmo Kramer.

The _Michael Richards Show_

19.  This is the profession of Sylvia Marpole, the title character’s romantic interest in the direct-to-video An Extremely Goofy Movie as well as Jocasta Nu at the Jedi temple.  The title character in The Gun in Betty Lou’s Handbag, Mary’s godmother in Party Girl, Marian in The Music Man are other characters who earn a living this way.   For ten points, name this noble profession shared by the aforementioned fictional characters as well as Buffy's watcher Giles.

_Librarian_

20.  This Orion film shot in Tulsa features Invasion of the Body Snatchers star Kevin McCarthy as villain, R.J. Fletcher.  Basic cable airings sometimes trim Emo Phillips’ cameo, Conan the Librarian and the attempt to teach poodles to fly.  Other highlights include parodies of Gandhi, Geraldo Rivera, Rambo III, the rants of karate instructor Kuni and the dream that morphs “The Ballad of Jed Clampett” with a Dire Straits video.  For ten points, name this film about the revitalization of U62 from the efforts of characters played by Fran Drescher, Michael Richards and “Weird Al” Yankovic.

_UHF_

21.   Last name’s the same.  Fran is the author who wrote the book Once a Warrior and The Lady and the Champ.  Rick is the special effects wizard who has created monkey suits in movies from Sclock to the remake of Planet of the Apes.  Kathy played Dr. Jill Brock on Picket Fences.  Anita had Top 40 hits with “Just Because” and “Givin’ You the Best that I Got” and Ginger drummed for Cream.  For ten points, name the common surname of the aforementioned and Dusty, the current manager of the San Francisco Giants.

_Andouille_ (pr. An-Dwee or An-Doo-ee)

b.  This smoked sausage is usually made of pork, though beef can be added.  It comes in chunky (about 2 inches in diameter) links and is usually sold precooked, though an occasional butcher will sell it fresh.
