Toss-ups

1.  Along with John Cusack, he founded Chicago’s New Criminals Theater.  He was a member of the repertory cast of the short-lived Carol and Company sketch comedy series and he became part of Seinfeld lore when he played the television version of George Costanza in “The Pilot.”  For ten points, name this actor whose TV gigs include playing Larry Sanders’ head writer, Ellen’s cousin Spence and some guy who thinks he is Cupid.

Jeremy _Piven_ 

2.  Drummer Jeremy Taggart, bassist Chris Eacrett, guitarist Mike Turner and vocalist Raine Maida made up the original lineup for this band that formed at the University of Toronto in 1992.  Their albums include Clumsy, Happiness is Not a Fish You Can Catch and Spiritual Machines.  For ten points, name this alternative band who had a modern rock hit in 1995 with “Starseed” and who released their fifth album Gravity in 2002.

_Our Lady Peace_

3.  In this film, Jeremy Northam plays actor and songwriter Ivor Novello, who travels to the title location with American guest Morris Weissman and an actor named Henry who poses as valet in order to observe the servant’s quarters.  Weissman and Henry enter an upstairs-downstairs drama that culminates in the murder of Sir William McCordle, owner of the title mansion.  For ten points, name this 2001 Oscar nominated film starring Maggie Smith and Helen Mirren and directed by Robert Altman.

_Gosford Park_

4.  At the urging of Nobel Prize winning bacteriologist Dr. Jeremy Stone, the US government builds the Wildfire Lab in the desert of Nevada as a potential decontamination site for extraterrestrial biological agents.  Those services become needed when the government’s Scoop VII satellite crashes and causes a deadly outbreak.  For ten points, such is the plot of what debut novel by Michael Crichton?

The _Andromeda Strain_

5.  This NFL team’s top draft choices in 2002 built their receiving corps with Auburn wide receiver Tim Carter in the second round and Miami tight end Jeremy Shockey in the first round.  Selecting a tight end made sense since they had lost tight ends Howard Cross and Brady McDonnel in the off-season and Kerry Collins only completed 17 passes to tight ends last season.  For ten points, name this team that failed to make the playoffs in 2001 just one year after losing to the Baltimore Ravens in Super Bowl 35.

_New York_ and/or _Giants_

6.  He co-wrote the 1987 Donna Summer tracks “Jeremy” and “All Systems Go”, played synthesizer on Laura Brannigan’s album Self Control and produced The Pet Shop Boys’ album Behavior.  He began a careen in film soundtracks as an arranger on the soundtrack to Midnight Express and he went on to compose for Top Gun and The Running Man.  For ten points, name this keyboardist and composer best known for his instrumental theme “Axel F” recorded for Beverly Hills Cop. 

Harold _Faltermeyer_

7.  Proposed “Jumping the Shark” moments for this series include the introduction of Jeremy Hanlon as played by Lauren Holly, the introduction of Lisa Catera and the moment Mark Harmon said “shit” on the air.  For ten points, name this series that most posters felt jumped the shark when Alan “the Eel” Birch was shot and Dr. Geiger took a leave of absence to facilitate the exit of Peter MacNicol and Mandy Patinkin.

_Chicago Hope_

8.  Will Rogers once said of him, "Every time I see him work, it looks to me like a bunch of firecrackers going off all at once."  His later roles included land baron Jeremy Rodock in Tribute to a Bad Man and Lon Chaney in the biopic Man of a Thousand Faces.  For ten points, name this actor who made his name with a series of gangster roles in The Public Enemy, The Roaring Twenties and White Heat and who won an Oscar for his role in Yankee Doodle Dandy.

James _Cagney_

9.  In October of 2001, this racing team unceremoniously dumped Jeremy Mayfield from its #12 Winston Cup car and replaced him with Ryan Newman while Rusty Wallace retained their #2 ride.  For ten points, name this legendary racing team better known for open wheel racing that has rode the repeat wins of Helio Castroneves to renewed dominance of the Indianapolis 500.

_Penske_ Racing

10.  This species is well represented in children’s literature.  Cynthia DeFelice wrote a book about a Clever one.  A Kay Chorao book tells of how a Pig is repeatedly tricked into various deals by one of these animals.  Nancy Van Laan writes of a Rainbow-colored one.  A series of Wilson Gage books chronicles battles between these animals and Mrs. Gaddy.  For ten points, name this species, the best known member of which in children’s lit is Jeremy, the bird that flies the title character to see the great owl in Mrs. Frisby and the Rats of NIMH.

_Crow_

11.  Chad and Jeremy covered it as the fourth track on their Distant Sun album and Mel Torme and Petula Clark both recorded versions of it in the 60s.  The song’s lyrics have obvious appeal for musicians as it describes a disillusioned performer “on a tour of one-night stands, my suitcase and guitar in hand.”  For ten points, name this song about wishing to go to where music’s playing, thought’s escaping and love lies waiting silently as recorded by Simon and Garfunkel.

_Homeward Bound_

12.  In this film, Greg Germann plays Jeremy Callahan, an office rival of a video communications specialist at Starke Pharmaceutical.  The title character gets an even more threatening adversary after an SUV cuts him off pulling into the 10-years-of-service parking lot on Take Your Daughter to Work Day and thus begins training with action star Chuck Starrett played by John Belushi.  For ten points, the aforementioned plot belongs to what alleged comedy starring Tim Allen?

_Joe Somebody_

13.  Call 1-800-726-0339 to order this blend of 21 natural ingredients including Yohimbe that guarantees 25% growth in size.  Don’t believe it works?   Just listen to the testimonials from the casual chat from Ruby, Chantz Fortune, Kim Chambers and Scott Styles on the talk show Sex Talk.  For ten points, name this purportedly penis-enlarging pill promoted in an infomercial hosted by Ron Jeremy.

_ExtenZe_

14.  Dana proclaims he has left the building when Kathie Lee’s face-first fall into a bowl of tapioca is reported.  Earlier, he was blamed for a turkey falling onto the desk and Dan’s verbal blooper “Wed Wings Rocker Room.”  According to Jeremy, he teaches humility during live performances on November 23rd because on that day in 534 BC he first stepped into the Theater Dionysos.  For ten points, name this first actor whose ghost is blamed for a host of screw-ups in an episode of Sports Night.

_Thespis_

15.  After becoming a Phillie this season, Jeremy Giambi’s first road game and home game were both against this team and in both games Giambi hit a first at-bat home run, against starters Carl Pavano and Javier Vazquez respectively.  The Phillies eventually lost both games to this team, the first on a Jose Vidro walk-off grand slam and the second on a home run by Troy O’Leary that also scored Vidro and Vladimir Guerrero.  For ten points, name this team that escaped contraction and thus continues to supply employment for Youppi!

_Montreal_ and/or _Expos_

16.  Jeremy’s peers include romantic tormentor Sara and mischievous best friend Hector Garcia whose taste for mismatched clothes inspired the motto, “If it goes, it blows.”  At home, Jeremy is frustrated by parents Walt and Connie frequently reporting on the perfection of older son Chad, who is away at college.  For ten points, name this comic strip about the Duncan family that focuses on the frustrations of adolescence and is created by Jerry Scott and Jim Borgman.

_Zits_

17.  On June 25, 2002, former teammate Jeremy Roenick reverentially described him as a “freak of nature” and the next day former coach Mike Keenan said that he “would make a lot more sense than Darius Kasparaitas.”  He became an unrestricted free agent on July 1st as expected, but two days later he re-signed for two years and twelve million dollars on the same day Curtis Joseph became his teammate.  For ten points, name this 40-year-old three-time Norris Cup winning defenseman who is set to return to the Detroit Red Wings this season.

Chris _Chelios_

18.  She caused a major understanding when she told boyfriend Robbie that she had had sex with someone named Jeremy, which happened to be the name of sister Lucy’s fiance.  While taking firefighter training, a romantic encounter with Ben contributed to the end of her engagement to Wilson.  She finished the sixth season by completing flight attendant school.  For ten points, name this character portrayed by Jessica Biel, the eldest daughter of the Camden clan on the WB’s 7th Heaven.

_Mary_  Camden

19.  Ed Begley, Jr., Daniel Logan and Jeremy Bulloch have all portrayed him in various forms of media.  Previous background stories identifying him as Journeyman Protector Jaster Mareel are hard to reconcile with newly revealed information that he grew up on Kamino although the story about him being an escaped Stormtrooper makes sense in the abstract since he was cloned from the same source as Stormtroopers. For ten points, name this group that completed its transition to the middle of the road by absorbing the soft rock duo Buckingham-Nicks before recording 1977’s Rumours.

21.  It begins with “Once”, ends with “Release” and along the way visits a “Porch”, a “Garden” and “Oceans.”  Allegedly named after Mookie Blaylock’s uniform number, this album’s first single release was the second track, “Even Flow.”  For ten points, name this album that featured “Alive,” “Black” and “Jeremy” and which was the debut for Pearl Jam.
