Round 9 Tossups
1. Recurring features include “The Breakfast Table”, a discussion of a topic among two experts hashed out over e-mail, the “Ad Report Card”, where Rob Walker reviews recent television ads, and Kausfiles, a “mostly political” web log creation of Mickey Kaus. It’s also the home of “Today’s Paper’s”, a summary of major newspaper headlines, and occasional consumer and technology features. For 10 points, name this online magazine originally created by Michael Kinsley for Microsoft.

ANS: Slate
2. This band added a "the" to its name after being sued by a jazz record label. The officially broke up in 1999; they had temporarily disbanded for a few weeks after Richard Ashcroft quit in 1995 after recording A Northern Soul.  Guitarist Nick McCabe refused to come back until 1997, when the band recorded its breakthrough album Urban Hymns, which includes the song "The Drugs Don't Work." For 10 points, what band is best known for "Bitter Sweet Symphony"?
ANS: The Verve
3. Myles Barton goes with his friend Scott to a party, where he keeps track of his friend Sara Moyer.  Sara, Jen, Rudy, Jim, Donna, and Bill can be viewed over the Internet as part of a scene by Freddie Harris. Harris's assistant, Nora, is played by Tyra Banks, while Harris is played by Busta Rhymes. The role of Laura Strode is reprised by Jamie Lee Curtis in, for 10 points, what 2002 film, the latest to feature villain Michael Myers.

ANS: Halloween: Resurrection
4. He made his film debut in 1985’s Marie: A True Story, playing himself, a lawyer who helped expose a cash-for-clemency scheme that brought down Tennessee’s governor. He went on to appear in 18 films, playing White House Chief of Staff Harry Sargent in In the Line of Fire. After appearing in 1994’s Baby’s Day Out, he was elected to the U.S. Senate. For 10 points, name this soon to be former U.S. Senator from Tennessee, who returned to acting in 2002, cast as the new district attorney on Law and Order.

ANS: Fred Dalton Thompson
5. He played mostly first base in 1981, then mostly third base in ’82 and ’83, returning to his original position for his last game.  He faced fellow Native American catcher Bill Freehan in five All-Star games, was selected to 13 All Star teams in a row, and won the 1970 and 1972 MVP awards.  He won 10 straight Gold Gloves, and retired with the most home runs as a catcher.  For ten points, name this Cincinnati Reds catching legend.

ANS:  Johnny Bench
6. Duncan Regehr, Gerard Butler, and Rutger Hauer have all played him. John Carradine played the role five times, including in 1966 when he fought Billy the Kid. Charlie Callas, Leslie Nielsen, and George Hamilton played him for laughs. Frank Langella and Gary Oldman both brought new blood to the role, while Christopher Lee built his career getting staked by Peter Cushing. For ten points, name this celebrated neck-biter, portrayed most memorably by Bela Lugosi.

ANS: Count Dracula
7. The first one with this name was opened on August 1, 1952, in Memphis, Tennessee by insurance salesman Kemmons Wilson, who wanted to create affordable, family-friendly lodging. The first hotel chain to introduce a nationwide reservation system and frequent lodging program, this chain got its name from a 1942 movie musical where Bing Crosby sang “White Christmas.” For 10 points, name this hotel chain -- America’s hotel for 50 years.

ANS: Holiday Inn
8. In 1976, he starred as the title character in the children’s gangster spoof Bugsy Malone; the next year, he joined the cast of Happy Days, leading to his own spin-off in 1982. That same year, he appeared in the teen romp Zapped! with Willie Aames, who would co-star as his best friend on a new series in 1984. Most recently, he has been seenas Assistant Principal Martin Rozierelli on Buffy the Vampire Slayer. For ten points, name this former teen heartthrob, the former star of Charles in Charge and Joanie Loves Chachi.
ANS: Scott Baio
9. Current players with this uniform number include the Dolphins’ Jay Fiedler and soccer star Mia Hamm. Michael Jordan wore this number when on the 1992 Dream Team. Major leaguers who have had this number retired include Enos Slaughter, Minnie Minoso and Roger Maris. For 10 points, give this shared number most notably worn by Gordie Howe and Ted Williams.

ANS: 9
10. His latest project involves an attempt to prevent the Malibu City Council from developing land around the downtown civic center.  In 1990, he started the Walden Woods Project, aimed at preserving the land near Henry Thoreau’s original Walden site, a project partially funded by proceed from the 1993 album Common Threads, where country artists covered Eagles songs.  His recent album Inside Job is his first album of new solo material since 1989’s The End of the Innocence. For 10 points, name this member of the Eagles whose solo hits include “The Boys of Summer” and “Dirty Laundry.”
ANS: Don Henley
11. In 2001, it was estimated that 81% of Americans were familiar with him and his catch phrase, and he is considered to be the most successful public service campaign in history. He was an unnamed character in his first three ads, until New Orleans police officer John Isbell won a contest to name him in 1980. In 1987, ads become more focused towards children, and his nephew Scruff appeared in 1993. For ten points, name this animated canine, who wants us all to help take a bit out of crime.

ANS: McGruff
12. The leading scorer in the history of Rutgers men’s basketball, in 1969, this English major graduated then led Johns Hopkins to a 10-9 record, its first winning season in 24 years.  A year later he would start a three-year stint at Bucknell College, then went to Iona for five years before his 10-year tenure at North Carolina State, where he won the national championship in 1983.  For ten points, name this head coach who became a TV analyst and is remembered by the Foundation he established to fight cancer.

ANS: Jim Valvano
13. In the TV movie, Portrait of an Ass Grabber, he was the voice of Homer Simpson. However, he’s usually seen as a police officer, playing Joe Gilland in Chicago Story, Angelo Carbone in Bay City Blues, Captain Carmine Lorenzo in Die Hard 2 and both Detective Sal Bendetto and Lieutenant Norman Buntz on Hill Street Blues. He continues the theme today as he enters his 10th year of his current show.  For 10 points, name this gruff, rotund actor best known for playing Detective Andy Sipowicz on NYPD Blue.

ANS: Dennis Franz
14. Referring to a dance performed near Veracruz, the song’s lyrics state that in order to perform it, one needs “a little bit of grace, a little grace, and another little thing and higher and higher.”  In the middle of the song, the dancer says he’s not a sailor, but “for you I’ll be, for you I’ll be.”  For ten points, name this classic dance song popularized in the 1950s by Ritchie Valens and later performed by Los Lobos.

Richard Clark’s father, played by John Neville, is the headmaster of the Wellington Academy, but Richard is dead set on leaving his father’s school.   He lands a job teaching history at the inner-city Marion Barry High School, where he tells students that he knows what’s “straight up booty,” and in Dangerous Minds fashion motivates six students to graduate.  For ten points, name this 1996 movie featuring Guillermo Diaz, Mekhi Phifer, Tia Carrera, and Jon Lovitz.

16. At this event, Omarr Smith won the Iron Man Award and John Dutton was named the MVP, as the winning side won its 14th straight home game at the Compaq center while setting a record for margin of victory in the 16-year history of the game. The final score was 52 to 14 in, for 10 points, what post-season event, which saw the San Jose SaberCats defeat the Arizona Rattlers?

17.
