Being chased by the Top Secret Military (*) Organization to be used in a weapon, this creation of Mo Williams has to maintain its anonymity. It shares show time with such characters as The Ranting Swede, General Specific, and Lady Richington.  This is, FTP, what Cartoon Network character, an animal trying to make it on its own, far away from the farm?

5.  KRS-One attempted to organize a boycott of it because it allegedly leans too close to pop.  Its creator will make his film debut in the upcoming “Snipes”.  In addition to “Dem Boyz”, “The Gank”, and (*) “#1”, it also features “Hot in Herre”.  FTP, name this 2002 follow up to “Country Grammar” by a St. Louis-born rapper.

7.  Ian Miller is a high school English teacher.  Toula’s family owns Dancing Zorba’s restaurant in Chicago (*).  Toula meets WASPish Ian after taking computer classes and working at her aunt’s travel agency.  N Sync singer Joey Fatone portrays Angelo in, FTP, what 2002 film about a certain ethnicity, starring Rita Wilson discovery Nia Vardalos and “Sex and the City’s” John Corbett?

Answer:  My Big Fat Greek Wedding
8.    He made it on the NBA’s “All-Time 50 Greatest Players Team” despite never being named to an All-NBA first team.  Drafted by Golden State in 1976 out of Centenary College, he holds the NBA record for defensive rebounds and played a record 21 seasons in the NBA, including 14 with the (*) Boston Celtics. FTP, name this alien villain in “Men in Black II”, portrayed by Lara Flynn Boyle.

12.  He first appeared on the show on September 20, 1993 on a “meet the neighbors” sketch.  Among the stunts he has performed are calling himself “Kenny” to annoy people, pretending to be Dan Rather’s nephew, and talking his way into Regis Philbin’s office by claiming “the little weasel owes me money” (*).  FTP, delivering hot soup to audience members might be a typical task for what owner of New York’s Hello Deli, a frequent guest on “The Late Show with David Letterman”.

13. In 1997, he became, at age 15 and 11 months, the youngest qualifier ever at the Australian Open.  After winning his first ATP title in 1998, he became the youngest Doubles champion ever at a Grand Slam tournament in 2000, and won the U.S. (*) Open a year later.  FTP, name this Adeleide, Australia native who most recently took home the championship at Wimbledon.

Answer:  Lleyton Hewitt.

14.  Among its features are “Game Breaker mode”, bringing the action into slow motion once the meter reaches 100%, Dynamic Deke control, in which players can create their own dekes, and “On the (*) Ice sound”, with clips from actual games.  Stronger, more realistic goalies and other improvements highlight, FTP, what upcoming release of the most popular hockey video game franchise?

Answer: NHL 2003 (must have the year to distinguish from previous games)

15.  The first step to doing this is to “move your body if you got the notion, front to back in a rock-like motion”.  Moving ones hips from side to side is next, while taking care not to slip.
