1.  It was originally sponsored by Pepsi Cola in the 1964 New York World’s Fair.  Featuring a song of the same title by Richard and Robert Sherman, it was put together in less than a year, but it is still entertaining people nearly 40 years later, although some are more entertained by it than others.  While on it one can see  nearly 300 audio-animatronic children from over 100 countries while floating along in a boat.  FTP, name this ride which was moved after the World’s Fair to become a staple ride at Disneyland.

2.  Before the beginning of the 2002 season, this stadium was the site of the last tie game in NFL history, a 1997 game in which the only scoring in the game came on touchdowns by Gus Frerotte and Chris Calloway, and that took place in the stadium’s inaugural season.  The name of this stadium has changed since 1997, but it still has the largest seating capacity of any facility in the NFL.  FTP, name this stadium, formerly known as Jack Kent Cooke Stadium, that replaced RFK Stadium.

3.  Released in 1987, this album features performances by such diverse artists such as U2, the Pointer Sisters, and Sting.  It was created to benefit the Special Olympics, and since its release, this album, along with its sequels, has raised over $55 million for the Special Olympics.  FTP, name this album, featuring such songs as Run DMC’s “Christmas in Hollis” and John Cougar Mellencamp’s version of “I Saw Mommy Kissing Santa Claus,” and whose easily-recognizable  cover art of a mother holding a child was done by the late Keith Haring.

4.  This comic strip has the distinction of being the last personally approved by William Randolph Hearst, as well as being the first strip with a white cast to incorporate a black character, Lt. Jack Flap.  The title character, whose original name was Spider, made his debut as a college student named in 1950, but the onset of the Korean War would change the strip’s fate forever, as the title character accidentally enlisted in the Army.  FTP, name this Mort Walker cartoon, which for more than 50 years has provided a humorous view into military life.

5. Born as Frederick Karl Pruetzel, he would drop out of the Fiorello LaGuardia High School of the Performing Arts in order to work at the Improv Club in New York.  His big break came in 1973 when, as a 19 year old, he performed his comedy routine on the Tonight Show.  Less than a year later, he won the starring role on a new television series.  FTP, name this “Hungarican” comedian, and co-star of Jack Albertson, who tragically took his own life in 1977.

6.  With the exception of 1997's I Think I Do, the only movie in which one can see her is The Sound of Music, in which she plays Sister Sophia.  A few years ago, she worked on Disney’s Mulan, providing the singing voice for Grandmother Fa, but she is still much better known for her work in musicals from the 1950's and 60's.  FTP, name this woman, who infamously worked on The King and I, West Side Story, and My Fair Lady, providing the singing voices of Anna, Maria, and Eliza Doolittle, respectively.

7.  (Note: I don’t know how to pronounce half the names in this question, so  just do your best)

This book’s story takes place on many different worlds, including Wayland, Bimmisaari, Nkllon, Myrkr, and Coruscant, but it takes place five years after we last saw any of the characters.  By now, Leia and Han have married, and are expecting twins, and the Empire has started to go on the offensive again, with the help of Jedi clone Joruus C’baoth.  Among the other new characters we are introduced are Talon Kaarde, Mara Jade, and a mysterious, blue-skinned, red-eyed, genius, the only non-human ever to be promoted to the rank of Grand Admiral by Emperor Palpatine.  FTP, name this 1991 novel, the first in the Thrawn Trilogy, written by Timothy Zahn.

8.  The game starts in Brooklyn Heights, and you are Jarrod, who must figure out some way to get across the country to meet your brother.  You have three different routes to choose from: going over land; going across the Isthmus of Panama; and going around Cape Horn.  The fact that there are three different routes makes the game replayable, which is always good.  FTP, name this late 1980's Sierra AGI game, in which you must race across the continent to get to Sacramento in the year 1848.

9. Known in 1944 and 1945 as the Blue Jays, this team has had only one other name since 1883. This franchise has never had much success on the field, though, winning just 6 division titles, 5 league titles, and 1 world championship in its entire history.  Things seem to be turning around for this team, though, as it just barely missed finishing with a .500 or better record for the second year in a row.  FTP, name this team, which is hoping to win its division next season for the first time since 1993 with the help of recent acquisition of Jim Thome.

10.  This company merged with CBS in 1999, and currently produces some of the most popular shows on tv, including the two highest-rated shows in syndication, as well as the #1 daytime talk show.  In addition to those shows, it also produces such shows as Martha Stewart Living, Inside Edition, and Hollywood Squares.  FTP, name this company, whose most popular shows include CBS’s CSI: Crime Scene Investigation, Everybody Loves Raymond, as well as The Oprah Winfrey Show, Wheel of Fortune, and Jeopardy!.

11.  A new trophy was designed for this twenty-year-old award this year, but it still bears the names of the previous winners, Paolo Rossi, Diego Maradona, Toto Schillaci, Romario, and Ronaldo.  This year’s winner garnered 25% of the votes, beating out Ronaldo, and making him the first goalkeeper to ever win it.  FTP, name this award, sponsored by adidas, that is traditionally given to the outstanding individual player at the World Cup, won this year by German goalkeeper Oliver Kahn.

Two answers required: Both guest-starred on the Twilight Zone, one as a sidewalk salesman who saves a girl’s life, the other as a playwright who describes characters so well that they come alive.  The first, a former vaudevillian, lent his voice and facial appearance to the Mad Hatter in Alice in Wonderland, and appeared in another Disney film as Uncle Albert in Mary Poppins; the second appeared as a gangster in Kiss Me Kate, and as Colonel Guano in Dr. Strangelove.  FTP, name the father and son, who appeared together in the Playhouse 90 version of “Requiem for a Heavyweight.”

13.  The message of this song is that you should take time to live life to its fullest.  In it, the singer names some of the things that he wants to do, including going for a walk, saying a little prayer, taking a deep breath of mountain air, putting on his glove and playing some catch, wading the shore and casting a line, picking up a long lost friend, and sitting on the porch and giving his girls a kiss.  FTP, name this song, whose title object is held under an old brass paperweight, from the album Pull My Chain by Toby Keith.

The rival of Club North Beach, this beach club once actually made the mistake of booking a Sweet 16 party and a 50th Anniversary party at the same time, which would have been a problem if the two parties hadn’t gotten along so well together.  The club also played host to a 4th of July beauty pageant, as well as a volleyball match against Club North Beach, which was won with the help of the owner’s daughter, Stacey.  FTP, name this club that provided summer employment for several Bayside High students.

15.  Currently married to Olympic gold-medalist Amy Van Dyken, he played with the Ohio Glory of the World League of American Football in 1992, winning all-league honors as best punter.  He started playing in the NFL full time in 1993, and was able to stay with the same team until this season, winning two Super Bowls along the way.  FTP, name this punter, who was recently signed and released by the New York Giants, best known for his years with the Denver Broncos.

16.  Co-written by Harvey Weinstein, this 1981 movie was a fairly standard horror flick, replete with lots of gratuitous nudity and violence.  The movie features Holly Hunter and Jason Alexander in their film debuts, and like many films of its genre, it takes place at a summer camp, where a counselor tells a creepy story one night about a camp caretaker named Cropsy, who was killed a few years earlier when a prank went awry.  FTP, name this movie, in which the counselor’s story about the groundskeeper is true, and in which he is now back to seek revenge for being so horribly maimed in a fire started by the counselor and his friends.

17.  This company’s namesake was one of tennis’s Three Musketeers, the first non-American team to win the Davis Cup, doing so in 1927, and during his career, won three French Opens, two Wimbledons, and two U.S. Opens.  It was during the Davis Cup, though, that he gained his famous nickname.  In 1933, he joined with Andre Gillier to form a company that would make sport shirts.  FTP, name this company, whose shirts are easily recognizable from the prominently displayed embroidered representation of its namesake’s nickname, “The Alligator.”

18.  This movie won a Special Achievement award at the 49th Academy Awards for its visual effects, but those effects would be put to shame a year later when Star Wars came out.  The story takes place in a 23rd Century city, whose inhabitants are on the whole happy, except for the fact that everyone must die or renew when they turn 30, as is indicated by a crystal on their hands.  If a person tries to escape his death, he is hunted down by sandmen, such as the title character, who also tries to escape when his time is up.  FTP, name this 1976 classic, starring Peter Ustinov, Jenny Agutter, and Michael York as the title character.

19.  In 1987, the company that makes this soft drink merged with 7 Up, making it a force to be reckoned with in the fight for soft drink supremacy.  First sold in 1885, making it America’s oldest soft drink, it was created in Waco, Texas, at Morrison’s Old Corner Drug Store, and it was named after the man who gave its creator his first job, and this drink was a huge hit at the 1904 World’s Fair.  FTP, name this drink, of which Forrest Gump was able to drink 16 bottles on one trip to the White House.

20.  A cofounder of Artists United Against Apartheid, this musician was responsible for writing the song “Sun City,” as well as producing the 1985 album of the same title.  He got his start in music more than ten years earlier when he helped to found the band Southside Johnny and the Asbury Jukes, but he would gain greater fame playing for another New Jersey band.  FTP, name this man, a one-time bandana-wearing guitarist for the E-Street Band, who can currently be seen on The Sopranos playing Silvio Dante.

21.  The 1960 version starred Rod Taylor as the main character, and featured Yvette Mimieux as his mute love interest, although the corresponding character in the latest version not only has the ability to speak, but can actually speak English, despite the fact that she lives 800,000 years in the future.  FTP, name these movies of the same title, based on a much earlier work, the latest version of which stars Guy Pearce as Alexander Hartdegen, and Jeremy Irons as the Uber-Morlock.

22.  It is 780 feet long, with a beam of 105.8 feet, and a gross tonnage of 61,000.  From January 4 to April 22, 2003, it is scheduled to go on a World Cruise, leaving from Fort Lauderdale and arriving at Los Angeles, making stops along the way in many places, including Brazil, Easter Island, China, and Japan, but it is possible that the cruise will not take place if the problems that forced it to skip a ten-day cruise in November are not corrected.  FTP, name this ship, the sister of the MS Rotterdam, which had to be disinfected after more than 500 people came down with a virus while aboard.
