TOSSUPS

1. According to the owner, it’s located fifteen miles outside of Fairvale, California, the town where Sam Loomis runs a hardware store. 2. She graduated in 2002 with a B.A. in communications from the University of Arizona. Leading Arizona to a national championship in 2001 with a 32-0 season, she finished her career with a record of 199-16, including hitting 50 home runs. A three-time All-American and two-time National Player of the Year, although she lost the 2002 ESPY for Best Female College Athlete to Sue Bird, she won the Best Dressed Competition by a landslide. ANSWER: Jennie Finch
[Editor's note: Anna Kournikova is way hotter.]

3. This band initially took the name Crawlspace and landed a spot on the Mortal Kombat soundtrack with the song “My Ruin.” Forced to change their name after a west coast group claimed ownership of Crawlspace, they chose their current name, which bassist Vinnie Hornsby found on a can of plant pesticide. Debuting in April 1997, they reached #1 on the metal charts and stayed there for a record 12 weeks. FTP, identify this Atlanta-based metal band featuring Lajon Witherspoon on vocals, whose latest CD Animosity was released in November 2001.

ANSWER:  Sevendust
4. This game first appeared in 1976, and its main character has never changed, always wearing a white shirt, a brown hat, brown shorts with suspenders, lederhosen, and carrying a curved pick-ax. The debut of the game came at a bad time for Janice Pennington, who at the time was searching for her husband Fritz who was lost in the Himalayas. FTP, name this game where contestants have to guess the prices of three prizes within 25 dollars to save the yodeling climber from falling off the side of a mountain, perhaps the scariest pricing game on The Price is Right.

ANSWER: Cliff Hangers
5. This brewing company is responsible for Colt 45, Lone Star, and of course its namesake brand. Established in 1844 by Jacob Best and his four sons who opened a brewery on Chestnut Street Hill in Milwaukee, Best’s granddaughter Maria would marry a steamship captain who would become president of the company, and give the company its name. FTP, name this brewing company, most famous for its Old Milwaukee and  “Blue Ribbon” beers.

ANSWER: Pabst Brewing Company

6. This man’s name is on a trophy given to the Most Valuable Player during the playoffs of the Quebec Major Junior Hockey League. A 1988 inductee into the Hockey Hall of Fame, he won five Stanley Cups, all with the same team, and won the Art Ross trophy and Lester B. Pearson award three times each. The first NHL player to score more than 50 goals in a season, FTP, name this Hall of Fame right winger for the Montreal Canadiens.

ANSWER: Guy LaFleur

7. On Valentine’s Day 2004, this actor will turn 40. Though he hasn’t appeared in a major motion picture release since 1990, he has kept busy appearing in B-movies, many by director Anthony Hickox including 1993’s Warlock: The Armageddon, 1997’s Prince Valiant, and starring roles in Waxwork I and II. FTP, name this actor whose most notable work was as Billy Peltzer, the aspiring architect who owns a pet Mogwai named Gizmo in the two Gremlins movies.

ANSWER: Zach Galligan

8. This website’s home page features a bad MIDI rendition of “Big Pimpin’” and offers sections like Pump Up, Sightings, and Hate Mail. It made headlines on CNN when a South Carolina parent sued the site's author, 10-year old Robert Hamburger, for encouraging kids to disregard rules, and "flip out". The most famous section of the site, Seppuku, teaches one how to commit hari kari with a Frisbee. FTP name this website about ninjas, REAL NINJAS, who are cool, and by cool I mean totally sweet. 

ANSWER: Real Ultimate Power  (accept www.RealUltimatePower.net)

9. This TV show aired from 1982 to 1987 and started off the young careers of Jason Bateman, Alfonso Ribiero, and the show’s star. Joel Higgins played Edward Stratton III, an “overgrown kid” whose wealth has allowed him to avoid responsibility. He learns that he has a son in military school, a product of a seven-day marriage. Over the course of the show, Edward teaches his son how to be a normal kid, and his son teaches Edward how to be a responsible adult. FTP, name this early 80’s sitcom starring Ricky, or Rick, Schroder.

ANSWER: Silver Spoons
10. Billy Debeck is credited with the creation of this cartoon character who first appeared in 1934, whose strip is now drawn by John Rose. Other characters in this character’s strip include Sheriff Tate, Parson Tuttle, and Old Doc Pritchard. His nephew Jughaid, son Tater, and wife Loweezy are all regulars, but Barney Google never seems to visit anymore. FTP, name this inhabitant of Hootin’ Holler, North Carolina.

ANSWER: Snuffy Smith

11. A group of former Russian soldiers start a crime ring in Prague under the name Anarchy 99. They plan to turn into bio-terrorists by launching an unmanned solar-powered submarine called Ahab that will fire rockets containing a binary nerve agent called Silent Night at all world capitals to incite world war. That is, until they enter the Xander Zone. FTP, this is the sinister plot that gets thwarted by Samuel L. Jackson and Vin Diesel in what 2002 movie?

ANSWER: XXX
12. This athlete currently hosts a show called Undercover Angels, a charitable reality show where he dispatches his angels to help out those in need. He escaped death in 2001 by going back to his hotel room for his camera on the day he was to visit the World Trade Center, September 11th.  However, he is most famous for winning three gold medals and two silvers at the 2000 Olympic Games in front of his hometown. 20. This contest was originated in the 1890’s as a dance contest which consisted of couples promenading in a dignified manner, high-stepping and kicking, mimicking high society. Today, multiple participants walk around a circle of numbered spots on the floor while music plays. When the music stops, the participants stop on a number, and a number is drawn.
