TOSSUPS

1. Mrs. BJ Smegma meets her end because she stands up.  Someone tips off the proctors of the film that Mr. Ken Andrews is in a water barrel, despite his best efforts to pick a landscape suited to his task.  Mr. and Mrs. Watson go so far as to go away for a weekend, but a neighbor rats them out and they too are blown to smithereens. Billboard called her 2000 album, “the finest country album post Shania Twain.”  At South Plains Junior College, she toured with the college's band Country Caravan.  After working as a songwriter, she released albums such as Some Things I Know and Something Worth Leaving Behind.  FTP, name this artist who hit it big in 2000 with her single “I Hope You Dance.”

ANSWER: LeeAnn Womack

4. He has starred on Broadway in Sam Shepard’s  True West.  His film credits include a bisexual federal agent in Flirting with Disaster, Bed of Roses, and opposite Claire Danes in Mod Squad.  His debut came as Brand in The Goonies, but he has more recently been in The Young Riders and Hollow Man.  FTP, name this actor currently playing a do-gooder junior senator from California in NBC’s Mister Sterling, the son-in-law of Barbra Streisand.

ANSWER: Josh Brolin
5. The blackout and curfew in Times Square was lifted on VE-Day, and after three years of darkness the sign for this candy bar was re-lit.  Introduced in 1938, it was the first molded chocolate bar with four distinct centers. Now, it can only be found in a few select stores, and through online realtors.  With separate caramel, vanilla, peanut, and fudge squares, this is, FTP, what candy bar by Necco that was named for the high-flying way it was introduced?

ANSWER: Sky Bar
6. This Concord native earned a degree in fine arts from Amherst College.  A former elementary school teacher, he draws inspiration from the likes of Gary Larsen and Berke Breathed.  Since he now lives in an apartment complex where pets are banned, he draws inspiration from his childhood dog Patch as well as the animals he watches, including stray cats, other people’s dogs and rats in the subway. FTP, name the creator of Rob Wilco, the Siamese Bucky, and the dog Satchel, artist of the comic strip Get Fuzzy.

ANSWER: Darby Conley
7. This native of Peoria, Illinois worked as a sign language interpreter in hospitals.  She developed an interest in acting after working at a Renaissance Fair at age 16 and earned  a Master's Degree from NYU in 1987.  She played a nurse in Eraser and Toby Walters in Romy and Michelle’s High School Reunion.  She starred in a one woman show based on her memoir, Wake Up, I'm Fat! and played Snow White in The 10th Kingdom.  FTP, name this actress most famous for playing lawyer Eleanor Frutt on The Practice.  

ANSWER: Camryn Manheim

8. This band from Milwaukee was discovered playing for a crowd waiting for a Pretenders concert and released their first self-titled album on Warner/Slash in 1983. Their music, generated much by teen angst, caught on like wildfire with suburban kids in the early 80s.  Continuing to record and tour into the 90s, they contributed two songs to the soundtrack of the 1997 film Grosse Pointe Blank.  Their latest album was 2000's Freak Magnet.  FTP, name this band responsible for the tunes "Country Death Song", "Kiss Off", "Gone Daddy Gone", and "Blister in the Sun."

ANSWER: Violent Femmes
9. Father Lonergan and Michaeleen Flynn, a matchmaker/bookie, are the eccentric but friendly residents of the birthplace of retired boxer Sean Thornton, who returns to Ireland to start a new life.  But he earns the enmity of 'Red' Danaher, who dislikes Thornton and the attraction between him and his sister, Mary Kate.  Despite Red's anger and comic mishaps with the dowry, they marry anyway.  FTP, name this movie which earned a fourth and final Best Director Oscar for John Ford, starring Maureen O'Hara and John Wayne.  

ANSWER: The Quiet Man
10. Although he was overshadowed in the press by bigger names like Sven Hannawald and Adam Malysz (MAL-ISH), he did win his country’s first ever gold medals in his event at the 2000 Olympics in Salt Lake City.  He won the 90 and 120 meter portions of his event, improbable because his country does not have a 120-meter hill on which he could have trained.  He’s actually 20 years old, but his resemblance to a character played by Daniel Radcliffe makes him look more like 14.  FTP, who is this Swiss ski jumping sensation who bears a striking resemblance to Harry Potter?

ANSWER:  Simon Ammann 
11. Named as one of the 10 best children's shows by TV Guide in 1996, in 1997 it was nominated for a daytime Emmy in the outstanding preschool series category.  Each show had a theme, from learning about sharing to the benefits of okra, and there was always at least a few songs. Set on Sea Island off the coast of South Carolina, this is, FTP, what Nickelodeon show, featuring Ron and Natalie Daise, their family, and the mischevious amphibian Binyah Binyah Polliwog.

ANSWER: Gullah Gullah Island
12. It begins as a man comes to the aid of an innocent victim and ends up being kidnapped by the mad scientist Professor Weston and his greedy accomplice. The man is taken to Malacandra where he discovers that he is to be given to the natives as a human sacrifice. He manages to escape and learns to survive on the planet, also known as Mars. Considered more “religious fiction” than “science fiction”, FTP name this novel following the adventures of the philologist Dr. Ransom, the first of the Space Trilogy by C.S. Lewis?

ANSWER: Out of the Silent Planet

13. Jane is out of work and answers an advertisement placed by a shy young lady named Robin looking for a ride to accompany someone to Los Angeles. Holly is picked up in Pittsburgh, escaping a violent and drug-dealing partner. This isn’t your typical trio however - Jane is a lesbian, Robin is suffering from AIDS, and Holly is seeking one-night stands and a good man.  Matthew McConaughey makes a guest appearance as Tuscon Police Officer Abe Lincoln.  FTP, name this movie, starring Mary-Louise Parker, Drew Barrymore, and Whoopi Goldberg.

ANSWER: Boys on the Side

14. The retirement of Murray Bannerman prior to the 1987-88 season left a spot open, which this man filled.  He led all rookie goalies in wins with 17 and barely lost the Calder Trophy race to Joe Nieuwendyk.  He played in 35 games the following year, but rookie Ed Belfour played better, and so he retired following only his third year in the NHL.  FTP, name this former Blackhawks goaltender now known more for his 5 foot 5 inch frame and his analysis on ESPN than his success as a netminder.

ANSWER:  Darren Pang
15. On their 1998 album Obsolete, Fear Factory remade this song, which garnered them unlikely radio play, as well as a spot on the Resident Evil soundtrack.  The song has appeared in Dreamcast’s Test Drive 6, and most recently, it has been used in a Nissan Altima commercial.  Off the album The Pleasure Principle, it was a top 40 hit for its singer. FTP, what is this song that tells where Gary Numan “feels safest of all”?

ANSWER: "Cars"
16. Constructed in overlapping layers, it is a sealed system, capable of “extravehicular activity or operations in a toxic atmosphere.” Impervious to EMP and radiation, it has special environmental filters that remove toxins and bacteria from the surrounding atmosphere. A layer of crystals is found in between the hard external shell and the inner padding, which is the latest in networking technology. Now she is appearing on Broadway in Mornings at Seven, a role probably better suited for the Julliard educated actress than the film roles that made her famous.  FTP, name the actress who played Julie Brody in Freddy Got Fingered, Fay Marvin in What About Bob?, and Elaine Dickenson in Airplane! and Airplane II?

ANSWER: Julie Hagerty
18. Television appearances on Ed Sullivan, Jerry Lewis, American Bandstand, and the Smothers Brothers helped them to be named "The Most Listened To Band In America" in 1967.  Their website claims they are still popular today, and they appeared in the “Happy Together” tour with such acts as The Turtles, The Grass Roots, and Gary Lewis and the Playboys.  Breaking the top 10 four times, their hits include "Don’t You Care", "Susan", and Mercy, "Mercy, Mercy", but FTP, what band hit number one in 1966 with “Kind of a Drag”?

ANSWER: The Buckinghams
19. The female half of the pair aspired to be an actress, cultivating her horticultural talents with local flower sellers at the farmer’s market in between working for the AIDS hotline.  The male half made up to $350 per day skipping school to take a train to Manhattan to sell homemade jewelry.  She is the author of Potted Gardens and Gardening in Unlikely Spaces.  He has decorated the homes of Courtney Love and Ricki Lake.  FTP, what is this Discovery Channel show where Rebecca Cole and Robert Verdi get $2500 to redo a room?

ANSWER: Surprise By Design
20. In March 2003, celebrities gathered to play this sport to raise money for the Pediatric AIDS Foundation, including Thora Birch, Dave Foley, Jeff Probst, and Rob's future wife Alyson Hannigan.  The national organization for the sport is a club in Scahumberg, Illinois, whose acronym is the Spanish word for "nothing", also the number of players you hope will be on the opposing side at the end of the game.  Played on a field of at least 50 by 30 feet, it begins with players running to the center and tossing the game's central objects back to their teammates, who hurl them at the opposing side.
