1.  Born in Helsinki, he played Bob Baker in the original Broadway production of Wonderful Town, and 50 years later is still married to the same woman.  For years he had only minor film roles, getting most of his onscreen work in soap operas.  This no doubt helped him in his big step forward as the lecherous old actor John Van Horn (AKA “The Tongue”) in Tootsie.  FTP name this character actor, probably most familiar as Commandant Lassard in the Police Academy films.

It follows a group of ice age era men on a journey in search of a rare and vital substance after they lose theirs fending off an attack. In the mid-Seventies they became the only group besides the Beatles to work for several years with famed producer George Martin, resulting in their most acclaimed albums Holiday and Hearts.  In 1977 Dan Peek left the group to become a Contemporary Christian artist; his successor Michael Woods was guitarist for their comeback 1983 hit “You Can Do Magic.”  But image-wise this trio could never overcome their hugely successful but widely panned first hit.  FTP name this underrated group whose songs included “Lonely People,” “Tin Man,” and “Horse with No Name.”

The 13th Apostle in Dogma, played by Chris Rock. FTP give the name shared by these as well as George Carlin's character in the Bill and Ted movies.

Calvero a fading clown helps a paralyzed dancer regain the use of her legs and achieve great fame, but this act of charity does end up costing him dearly in the end. It features the only screen pairing of two of the legends of the silent film era. One being the film's director who reportedly cut his co-stars best bits in their scenes together.  FTP name this film starring Claire Bloom, Nigel Bruce, Sydney Chaplin as well as the legendary, one time screen team, of film giants Charlie Chaplin and Buster Keaton.
