Our travelers encounter Gnoolies, Minusland, the President of the United States, and Vernicious Knids.   FTP, what is this Roald Dahl sequel to Charlie and the Chocolate Factory?

14.  It was originally concocted as a nutritional supplement and its discoverer, Georg Wander (YORG VON-dur), had hoped that it would someday win the world’s battle against malnutrition.  Georg’s son, Albert, added sugar, why, and beet extract to his father’s creation in 1904.  An instant hit on the ski slopes, it was exported to Britain in 1909 and the cocoa-enriched version appeared a few years later.  It was the official drink of the 1948 Olympics and was carried up Mount Everest by Sir Edmund Hillary in 1953.  Popular adult lore holds that this mixed with raw eggs gives a powerful boost to the male libido.  FTP, what is this drink that kids politely beg for more of?

15.  "Lays down a monster, should have paid me off on that. 16.  Reuniting with producer Paul Samwell-Smith, this album kicks off with the bracing "Music" and never looks back, managing to be both more adventurous and focused than its predecessor. Though perhaps belied by the preciousness of the hit "Oh, Very Young," there's a muscular determination to songs like "Sun/C79" and "Ready" that serve the artist  well. Lyrically, tracks like "Jesus," "King of Trees," and "Home in the Sky" give early hints of the artist’s spiritual quest, though delivered through Samwell-Smith's eclectic, if still pop-focused production. Jagged, stark and recorded almost entirely live, this album marks the temporary return of the original team, with his backing group in tow and Nick Lowe back in the producer's chair. 19.  Every five minutes, enough of these are made to out-stack the Eiffel Tower.  They hold a place in the Guinness Book of World records, with 418 individual units of them eaten every second worldwide.  In 1945, the wrapping changed to a blue wrapper when the candy was produced with a plain chocolate covering due to a shortage of milk, and returned to it’s original red and white wrapping soon after.  A larger version of this confection was released with much success in 1999 – 54 million units of the new, bigger, thicker, crunchier product were sold within the first seven weeks of its introduction. 20.  This film follows the unlikely friendship between David, an uptight conservative, and Diego, his flamboyantly gay neighbor. At first David balks at Diego's anti-Castro leanings, which have grown especially strong in light of the government's suppression of homosexuality. However, David soon finds Diego's access to American contraband irresistible, and they negotiate their disappointments and ultimately find the pleasures of life. Combining drama with a bit of humor, this film provides a light, but realistic look at the Cuban Revolution, government persecution of marginalized groups, and the tendency of human kindness to overcome hardship.
