1.  Snooper, Blabber, Yakky Doodle, Hokey Wolf, Wally Gator, Augie Doggie and Doggie Daddy, Pixie and Dixie, Grape Ape, Quick Draw McGraw and Baba Looey, Huckleberry Hound, Cindy Bear, and Boo Boo were all members of, FTP, what orange clad team from the late 70s’ “All-Star Laff-A-Lympics” led by one smarter than average bear?

2.  According to the man who played this character, his tattoos are “fab fakes that migrate from arm to arm.”  Usually, one is the laughing and crying faces of drama, and the other is a rose with the inscription ‘Mom & Dad’.”  He was forced, much to his chagrin, to help Josie and the show’s title character in the lab, but spent most of this time spouting sarcastic witticisms and belittling the head scientist. 3.  One of its characters, Sergeant Glory was originally created by this show’s lead actor in 1972 to advertise Purity dairy products, predating this show’s most famous character by a decade.  Other characters portrayed by the aforementioned actor on this show include Dr. Otto, Auntie Nelda, Woody, and of course one doofus who has gone to camp, gone to jail, saved Christmas, and been scared stupid.  Lasting from September to December of 1988 on CBS this is, FTP, what sketch show starring Jim Varney and his never seen companion?

4.  He was originally found at the Sedgewick Hotel in whose basement he was believed to be created.  He was never actually alive, but is instead what is known as a Class V, which are just manifestations from the netherworld, often the byproducts of cult rituals.  A leftover of his eventual allies’ victory against Zuul and Gozer he was accepted after he saved their lives in the first episode of their cartoon incarnation.  Eventually becoming the show’s headliner in 1988 this is, FTP, what slovenly green ghost from “The Real Ghostbusters?”

5.  Originally appearing on NBC in September of 1972 this version stars Dr. Paul Williams, who while working in his laboratory rescues Mike Murphy, his niece Sally, his nephew Bobby, and their companion.  Vastly different than its successor it was actually a serious science oriented show that attempted to teach children about protecting the environment.  Featuring a crew that hasn’t yet been driven insane from living underwater this is, FTP, what Hanna Barbera cartoon set a year before its surreal Adult Swim counterpart?

A:  Sealab 2020 (do not accept 2021)

6.  Voiced by cartoon veteran Mr. Lawrence, it was revealed in a recent episode featuring his thousands of relatives that his real name is in fact Sheldon.  His wife is a cynical computer named Karen who lives in his lab with his Lab.  He claims to be a college graduate although that is dubious since he is constantly being foiled by an apathetic egomaniac, a greedy entrepenuer, and an incredibly naive poriferan.  Constantly after the secret recipe of the Krabby Patty this is, FTP, what megalomaniacal microscopic creature, the proprietor of the Chum Bucket?

7.  Created by Sid and Marty Krofft it ran on NBC from September of 1974 to December of 1976.  Among the show’s trademarks were the matrix tables, crystal covered devices capable of altering the weather.  Detroit Piston Bill Laimbeer at one point portrayed the show’s villians, the lizard-like Sleestaks.  Featuring a cast of dinosaurs including Grumpy the Tyrannosaur and Dopey and Emily the Brontosaurs as well as the Marshall family on their “routine expedition” this is, FTP, what live-action fantasy show later remade in 1991?

8.  This show got its start in a comic strip written by George Gately that is still in circulation.  Running in syndication in different time slots from 1984 to 1991 the show was actually two in one, both set in the town of Westfinster.  The first eleven minutes featured the titular prankster and his girlfriend Sonja while the second featured the junkyard dwelling Catillac Cats Riff Raff and Cleo.  Featuring, in its early seasons, the voice talent of the legendary Mel Blanc, this is FTP, what cartoon about an orange cat who loved to “terrorize the neighborhood?”

9.  The first episode in this series involved the title character trying to escape the clutches of his babysitter to go to the same movie his parents went to.  Another episode involves the title character selling bottles because he thinks his dad is broke.  In another, he meets a girl named Helen and decides he wants to be a pirate.  Another episode involves him spraying perfume on his neighbor’s flowers.  All this takes place in only the first season.  FTP, identify this show or character, played by Jay North, who was America’s first bad boy?

10.  He was inspired by the comic book beings known as the Utroms, although while they were benevolent beings he was most obviously not.  He once ruled over a race of rock-like people with the help of General Traag before he came to Earth in an attempt to conquer it.  Having no legs, he originally required a little wheeled tripod to carry him around but eventually had a giant, bald, sunglass and red underwear wearing robot body built for him.  One of the many inept villains opposing the Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles this is, FTP, what ally of Shredder, a disembodied brain?

11.  It was Hanna Barbera’s first foray into live action, and in 1968, became the most expensive Saturday morning show ever produced.  There were cartoons segments between the main characters antics, including “The Three Musketeers,” “The Hillbilly Bears,” “Arabian Nights,” and “Micro Venture.”  The main action of the show, however, revolved around costumed-theme park characters that were in a rock band.  FTP, identify this group or its namesake show, something you might give to someone upon breaking up with them.

12.  Each show opened with the walrus-mustached “Guardian of the Gate,” played by announcer Kenny Williams, and Peter Marshall opening the door to the set.  Notable guests included Stu Gilliam as Merlin, Wally Cox as Paul Revere, and everyone’s favorite, Paul Lynde, as the evil queen from Snow White.  Airing on Saturday mornings in place of its more risqué Hollywood version, this is, FTP, what show that pitted two kids against in each other in a complicated game of Tic-Tac-Toe?

A: Storybook Squares
13.  This show first aired at 10:30 on NBC in 1976, a bold move because of its rather grim subject matter and style, as compared to the shows around it.  A wax museum curator named Walter, played by Fred Grandy, discovers that he has the power to summon his figures to life.  Fortunately, these figures include Bruce Wolf, Frank Stein, and Dracula, who help him fight crime.  FTP, identify this show, which shares its name with a late 80s movie with similar subject matter, containing Batman-like fight scenes involving supernatural beings.

14.  Forest Whitaker was originally attached to direct a movie based this character’s life, but left over disagreements with its screenwriter.  Joel Zwick of My Big Fat Greek Wedding fame has taken over, fitting considering the subject matter.  The original character and his friends, such as Weird Harold, Mush Mouth, and Dumb Donald, grew up in Philadelphia in the 70s, but the upcoming film will be set in the present day.  FTP, identify this upcoming movie about a chubby urban child, who will no longer be played by Bill Cosby.

15.  The 1978 incarnation of this show lasted only one year, perhaps because fisticuffs were replaced by ray guns that either froze people in place or gently moved them aside.  Even a main character was replaced, tragically by “Herbie the Robot,” who has been described as a “flying gas pump.”  Further incarnations of the show brought Johnny back into the fold to help, FTP, what group fight the evil genius Dr. Doom?

16.  So many people taped this show during its 5 year run and watched it later that the Nielsen people were afraid that the entire ratings system would need to be revised.  It was called “Captain Kangaroo with an ontological migraine” by Spy magazine, and the set designs by underground artist Gary Panter only added strength to this assessment.  Identify this show, FTP, where the title character encounters such notable characters as Dirty Dog, Cool Cat, Chicky Baby, Floory, Chairy, and a young Laurence Fishburne as Cowboy Curtis.

17.  One early 60s commercial for this product had Bugs Bunny, working as a carnie, convincing Daffy to take shots at his own relatives.  Some less common drinks made with it include the Tiki Torch, Fuzzy Phaser, and Cosmonaut.  Only becoming available for civilian use after development by a certain government agency, this is, FTP, what NASA-researched orange drink?

18.  In the first episode, a group of teenagers discusses whether or not they can jump over a large pit behind a museum.  One of them, a boy named Mario, gets tired of listening to the discussion and decides to take matters into his own hands.  The pit is too far, but luckily instead of getting a face-full of tar, he crashed into a mysteriously unnoticed dinosaur egg.  Instead of a long-dead dinosaur fetus, FTP, what fully-grown dinosaur emerges, who is “my friend and a whole lot more.”

A:  Denver the Last Dinosaur

19.  Among the villains he foiled on behalf of Sgt. Flint and the police secretary Rosemary were The Tornado, Dr. Nowhere, The Rotten Rhymer, and Dr. Disguiso.  Usually the police station’s janitor Penry, upon jumping into a filing cabinet he would become his famous ego.  Ridiculously incompetent, the day was usually saved by his quick-witted feline sidekick Spot, who, of course, would never get credit for being the real hero.  Voiced by none other than Scatman Crothers this is, FTP, what martial arts master dog?

A:  Hong Kong Phooey
20.   “Take a Giant Step.”  “This Just Doesn’t Seem to Be My Day.”  “Tomorrow’s Gonna Be Another Day.”  “Saturday’s Child.”  “The Kind of Girl I Could Love.”  “All the King’s Horses.”  I Wanna Be Free.”  “Papa Gene’s Blues.”  All of these songs appeared in, FTP, what musical Saturday morning show, along with songs like “Last Train to Clarksville,” “I Wanna Be Your Stepping Stone,” and “Daydream Believer?”

21.  Some of its sets and vehicles were saved for use in the less popular “Jason of Star Command,” which aired upon its cancellation.  The interior of the Ark II was actually used for this show’s main school, known as the Seeker.  Commander Gampu and his trusty robot Peepo are in charge of keeping students like Tee Gar and Loki out of trouble.  FTP, identify this show starring Jonathan Harris and relying solely on his “Lost in Space” fame, that perhaps fared as well in the cosmos as a much-maligned Steve Gutenberg series of movies.

22.  “When your room looks kind of weird/And you wish that you weren’t there/Just close your eyes and make believe/And you can be anywhere.”  These anywheres were usually not physical, as the main characters always remained in the nursery under the supervision of Nanny.  However, they would use the objects in their playroom to reconstruct scenes from Indiana Jones, Renaissance-era history, and various other sources.  FTP, identify this show starring young versions of Scooter, Rowlf, Fozzie, Gonzo, Miss Piggy, and Kermit.

23.Although it only ran thirteen episodes in the fall of 1991, in 1996 the Family Channel picked it up for another short lived run.  It centered on Nick McClary who stumbles upon a magical baseball glove sent by a shooting star.  All Nick would have to do is punch this glove three times and his wildest dreams would come true.  Chaos would typically ensue as Nick would try to undo the often backfired magic all while keeping his mitt a secret from everyone, especially the bully Frankie Dutweiler.  Originally featured on NBC this is FTP what cartoon featuring the voice talent of Macaulay Culkin?

24.  “I believe that to have a friend, a man must be one. That all men are created equal and that everyone has within himself the power to make this a better world. That God put the firewood there but that every man must gather and light it himself. In being prepared physically, mentally and orally to fight when necessary for that which is right. That a man should make the most of what equipment he has.”  FTP, this is the beginning of the creed spoken by what character, appearing in reruns on Saturday mornings, famously played by Clayton Moore and introduced by the “William Tell Overture.”

Casey, Daffney, Dimmy, Dr. Galeo, Jo-Jo, Junior, Governor Wetworth, Mr. and Mrs. Kelp, Mr. and Mrs. Seaworthy, Looter, Willie, an octopus named Occy, Auntie Marina, and the most famous, Allstar, were all characters featured on this show.  So come along with them, swim along with them, and FTP, identify this creatures, created in 1984 to cash in on the popularity of the Smurfs, but residing in an underwater city.
