tc \l2 "Weird Al   Pay close attention to the rules.  The first thirteen questions are lyrics from a Weird Al parody song.  I want you to answer with which song he’s parodying, not the name of his song. (For example answer with Michael Jackson’s “Bad” not the parody “Fat.”)    The last twelve questions are lyrics from Weird Al’s original songs.  For those I want you to simply give the name of the song in question.  Keep in mind in both sections the lyrics may not always come in the correct order.

1.  “Who’s that waddling down the street/It’s just me cause I love to eat/Fudge and Twinkies and deviled ham/Who’s real flabby yes I am.”  “No more pie now/No more crème brulee/Lay off the gravy/And soufflé/ No French fries now/No ice cream parfait/Mr. Cheese Nachos/Stay away.”  These lamentations of a large man attempting a new lifestyle featured on “Running with Scissors” is FTP a parody of what late 90’s neo-swing hit?

A:  “Zoot Suit Riot”  (parody song: “Grapefruit Diet”)

2.  “Well I’ve got, I’ve got a woman named Wilma/Well I’ve got, I’ve got a baby named Pebbles/Well I’ve got, I’ve got a doggy named Dino/We do a little bowling and we drink a little vino.”  “Got a car, gonna push it with my feet now/Gonna take my family out to eat now/Jumbo ribs at the drive-in can’t be beat now/Made from brontosaurus, baby, not a moo-cow.”  So FTP “yabba dabba, yabba dabba dabba do now” and name for FTP the Red Hot Chili Peppers’ hit being parodied by Weird Al’s “Bedrock Anthem.”

4.  “Walk real funny, bless my soul/Can’t play tennis and it’s hard to bowl/(You can’t even do the splits now)/Say it/(Better call it quits now)/Now I’m sick of all this dancing anyhow.”  “Al I do is grunt and groan/Hurt me to walk anywhere/Went to see my physician, Dr. Jones/He took my trousers off, told me to cough/Doctor says there ain’t nothin’ to discuss/He tells me any day I might have to wear a truss.”  “Too much bad pain/ Good God, drives me insane,” in FTP Weird Al’s herniated parody of what James Brown hit?

A:  “Living in America”tc \l1 "“Living in America”
5.  “After Homer went gay/They patched up their schism/But the dude never dealt with/his alcoholism/Weird Al saying’/Oh yeah/The credits go on/Long after the viewer’s interest is gone/Oh yeah/Weird Al had fun on this show/Even if it was just a brief cameo.”  A story about a woman whose heart was as big as her husband’s stomach was large, this song featured on “The Simpsons” is FTP a parody of what John Cougar song?

6.  “Hey would you like some-a zucchini/Or-a my homemade linguini, it’s hard to beat/Have-a more fettuccini/Ay, you getting too skinny, you gotta eat.”  “A-don’t you get any on ya, you sloppy pig/Have-a more ravioli/You-a get roly poly, a-nice and-a big/Like you cousin Luigi, Luigi, Luigi.”  Featured on both “Even Worse” and “The Food Album” this is FTP a parody of what song 50’s song covered by Los Lobos?

7.  “My butt is aching/As I watch NASCAR racing/That show about undertaking/Larry King/To ‘24’ to ‘Law and Order’/The Weather Channel’s boring like ’60 Minutes’’ ancient reporters/Next up on ‘E! True Hollywood Story’/The rise and decline of twelve actors named Corey/Shows for next fall, they’ve already been namin’/’CSI:Boise’ and ‘Touched By an Uncle’ both sound pretty lame/So does “Everybody Tolerates Raymond’/And “King of Queens jumped the shark in the first minute/I can’t believe Richard Simmons ain’t in it.” So take “one shot” and “lose you mind watchin’ TV” with FTP Weird Al’s parody of what Eminem rap?

9.  “They got paid for their sound bites/And sold their TV movie rights.”  “Once there was this girl who/Swore that one day she would be a figure skating champion/And when she finally made it/she saw some other girl who was better/And so she hired some guy to/Club her in the kneecaps.”  “And then there was this guy who/Made his wife so mad one night that she cut off his wiener/And when he finally came to/He found that Mr. Happy was missing.”  A song that may have lost its humor in the post 1994 world this is FTP a parody of what Crash Test Dummies song?

A:  “Mmmmm Mmmmm Mmmmm Mmmmm”  tc \l1 "“Mmmmm Mmmmm Mmmmm Mmmmm”  
10.  “Mom and dad are goin’ out for the evening/And you’re stuck inside the house all alone/That’s when you decide it might fun to harass someone/Dial a random number up on your telephone.”  “Little Melvin has a natural obsession/Asking for Prince Albert in can/He gets a kick each time he makes a collect call/To some guy he doesn’t know who lives in Japan.”  Featuring an interlude with Bart calling up Moe’s Tavern, this is FTP a parody of what TLC hit?

11.  “You like the latest fashions/You’d like to keep ‘em clean/You take a trip every week to the laundromat/Throw a load in the washing machine/But if you don’t wanna ruin your clothes/You gotta sort ‘em out first as everyone knows/Remember bright colors and the others don’t mix/Before you wash ’em up, wash ’em up, wash ’em up.”  “Are you undies turning pink?( Hey, are your cottons gonna shrink?”  Officially unreleased, but popular in concert “Laundry Day” is FTP a parody of FTP what Offspring song?

"They showed up on my doorstep just a couple weeks ago/They looked so sweet and harmless/Tell me, how was I to know/They got a little to close to the microwave and then much to my surprise/they grew to forty thousand times their original size."  Featuring monsters using the whole world as their exercise wheel, FTP this is what song about malevolent extraterrestrials from the UHF soundtrack?

"Merry Christmas to all, now you're all gonna die," unless FTP you can name this 1996 song about a not so jolly St. Nick.

"You know, I even think it's kinda cute the way/You poison my coffee just a little each day/I still remember the way that you laughed/When you pushed me down that elevator shaft."  In a song followed by 10 minutes of silence then sudden loud noises, FTP Weird Al has a funny feeling that what is true about your feelings?
A:  "You Don't Love Me Anymore"

22.  "I wanna shine some pennies/I wanna mend some leather/I wanna Krazy-Glue my head to the bottom of a big steel girder."  "I need a Vegematic/I need a Pocket Fisherman/I need a handy appliance/That'll scramble an egg while it's still inside its shell."  "Make me buy a Garden Weasel/Make me buy a Bamboo Steamer/Make me take advantage/Of this amazing TV offer.  Found on "In 3-D" this is FTP an ode to which ubiquitous infomercial host?

A:  "Mr. Popeil"

23.  "He was always the neighborhood clown/Like the time he took my pants off and he took those color pictures/And posted copies all over town/Or the time that he dumped toxic waste on my lawn/Or those wacky prank phone calls from midnight 'till dawn."  "So do you remember when I broke in his house/Late at night and tied his mouth with a rag/Then I dragged him by his ankles to the middle of the forest/And stuffed him in a big plastic bag."  A song about an obnoxious joker and funny funny guy, this is FTP what some what disturbing song from "Bad Hair Day."

A:  "I Remember Larry"

"I was driving down the highway when all the traffic slowed/There was a twelve car pile-up, everybody dead/And I saw brains and guts and vital organs splattered everywhere/As well as my friend Robert's disembodied head/And I thought - Poor Rob, I just had lunch with him/Hey, wait a minute, he still owes me money - what a jerk/Well there's five bucks that I'm never gonna see again/Plus now, on top of everything else, it looks like I'm gonna be late for work."
