He recently wrote a play, Hope Leaves the Theater, whose title refers to a character originally played by Hope Davis actually leaving the theater.  He became angry at director George Clooney for making dramatic alterations to his script for Confessions of a Dangerous Mind without consulting him, however he has had no complaints for Spike Jonze and Michel Gondry, the directors who helmed his most recent films.
