FTP, what animal is described by all of the above statements, an often yellow bird that is a staple of Squaresoft games, especially the Final Fantasy series.

When the show is picked up, its creators end up going to jail in Latham, Massachusetts for violating the Good Samaritan Law on the way to Los Angeles.
