1)
The CBC was once inundated with complaints at the end of one episode when the cow failed to jump over the moon during the closing sequence. Originally begun in 1953 on Madison, Wisconsin station WHA-AM, it moved to WHA-TV, and to the CBC in 1958. Most of the show would involve a chat between the titular character, a (*) rooster, and a giraffe, followed by a story or music. For 10 points, look up, look way up, and name this staple of CBC programming from 1958 to 1985 that featured Jerome, Rusty, Bob Homme, and a theme song played on the recorder.

Answer: The Friendly Giant

2)
The smallest odd one of these numbers is 945; ones that are this, but not semiperfect, are known as weird numbers. Every proper multiple of a perfect number is also one, meaning (*) 12, 18, 24, and 30 are the first four in the sequence. For 10 points, name this type of number, defined as a number whose proper divisors sum to more than the number itself.

Answer: abundant number

3)
While covering Wimbledon, the narrator of this book chooses not to read the London tabloids, a theme repeated later in the book when he was advised to reject popular(*) culture in favour of creating his own. After choosing to reunite with the titular character as a result of a television interview, they meet weekly as the titular character gives his thoughts on the meaning of life. For 10 points, name this "last thesis together", a 1995 work sharing the stories of a Brandeis professor, written and narrated by Mitch Albom.

Answer: Tuesdays With Morrie (accept Mitch Albom prior to "this book")


4)
Their very first concert was held at Stanislas High School in Montreal in 1976, under the name Wave 21. Their second album in 1982 was rejected by every noted label in Canada before being picked up by Statik records in the UK. The album (*) Rhythm Of Youth had a song go to Number 1, propelling the band onto the international scene. For ten points, name this 80's group that had a minor hit with “Pop Goes The World”, but is most remembered for the hit song “The Safety Dance”.

Answer: Men Without Hats


5)
Judge Lawrence Rittenbrand retired from the bench in 1989 even though the judge vowed not to retire until this man returned for sentencing. Born in 1933, his mother was killed in the (*) Auschwitz concentration camps, and he spent most of the war wandering the European countryside. He turned to cinema after World War II, and his first major film, Knife in the Water, netted him an Oscar nomination. Throughout the 1960s and 1970s, critically acclaimed films were intermixed with the death of his wife, and a statutory rape charge that led to his 1978 escape to Paris. For 10 points, name this Franco-Polish film director that directed Chinatown, Rosemary's Baby, and The Pianist.

Answer: Roman Polanski
6)
It was first used in 1955 at a session at the Western Training Laboratory in Group Development. The test contains a list of personality traits, and the test subject and their (*) peers separately select five or six traits that are felt to describe the test subject. The responses are then plotted onto a four-quadrant, two-axis grid, with quadrants Arena, Façade, Blind Spot, and Unknown. For 10 points, name this metaphorical tool used to assist people in understanding their interpersonal relationships, invented by and named after Joseph Luft and Harrington Ingram.

Answer: Johari window

7)
The survival of the two men of this event was attributed by Catholics to divine intervention; however, Protestants maintained it was due to their landing in manure. Caused by a dispute over whether the Protestants were building (*) chapels on Catholic or royal land, the Bohemian Calvinists seized two Imperial governors, tried them, and found them guilty of violating the Letter of Majesty, leading to the titular event. For 10 points, what was this May 23, 1618 event, central to the initiation of the Thirty Years' War, which involved the throwing of two Catholics out of a high castle window?

Answer: Second Defenestration of Prague


8)
In 1945, this island was proposed as the location of the World Peace Capital and headquarters of the United Nations, as it lay on the boundary between two peaceful countries. In 1837, William Lyon (*) Mackenzie captured the island with 200 supporters and declared it the Republic of Canada; however, the rebels were forced from the island a month later. The Queens Hotel on the island was destroyed by fire in 1910, and since 1936 the Canadian government has leased the island to the Niagara Parks Commission. For 10 points, name this island on the Canadian side of the Niagara river about 4.5 kilometers upstream from Niagara Falls.

Answer: Navy Island


9)
This character sent a guy to get a Diet Coke for her in the closing seconds of a tight basketball game. She also telephoned this same guy incessantly, leaving dozens of messages on his answering machine on (*) Day 7. She's doing all of this on an assignment given to her by her editor. For ten points, name this Composure Magazine how-to columnist portrayed by Kate Hudson in the movie How To Lose A Guy In 10 Days.

Answer:  Andie Anderson (accept either name)


10)
In 2003, a Brandeis student's published criticism of this manager's handling of that year's National League Championship Series led to the writer's dismissal from the newspaper and student government. As a player, the best year of his 19-year career was 1977, where he batted .291 and hit 30 home runs as a Dodger outfielder. After his playing career, he became a coach and then manager of the (*) San Francisco Giants, where he won National League Manager of the Year in 1993, 1997 and 2000, and led the Giants to the 2002 World Series. The next year, he began his tenure with his current team. For 10 points, name this current Chicago Cubs manager.

Answer:  Dusty Baker


11)
The name's the same. A group of 30 characters, chiefly Cyborg, Starfire, Raven, Beast Boy, and Robin -- who happen to live in quite a messy tower; the mascot for Cal State (*) Fullerton's sports teams; the largest known beetle in the Amazon rainforest -- growing up to 15 centimeters; a family of expendable American rockets used between 1959 and 2005; the Acadie-Bathurst squad in the Quebec Major Junior Hockey League; and the largest moon of Saturn, all, for 10 points, share its name with what NFL franchise in the state of Tennessee?

Answer: Titans (accept Teen Titans, titan beetle, Titan rocket, Titan, etc.)

12)
In this work, one of the titular character's five husbands was actually her half-brother; however, she left him in disgust. After husband number five dies, she resorts to (*) thievery; when she's caught, she's reunited with husband number four while on death row at Newgate. After both get their sentences commuted, they get moved to Virginia, where they end up as plantation owners. Finally, the titular character "grew Rich, liv'd Honest, and died a Penitent." For 10 points, name this 1722 Daniel Defoe work.

Answer: The Fortunes and Misfortunes of the Famous Moll Flanders, Etc. Who was born in Newgate, and during a life of continu'd Variety for Threescore Years, besides her Childhood, was Twelve Year a Whore, five times a Wife (whereof once to her own brother), Twelve Year a Thief, Eight Year a Transported Felon in Virginia, at last grew Rich, liv'd Honest and died a Penitent. Written from her own Memorandums.

He dropped out of high school at 14 to run AdsCPM Network, which supplies pop-under advertising to websites. However, conflicts between the multi-million-dollar company and his training schedules caused him to move from his native (*) Vancouver to his new home. After sitting out for two years to gain Australian citizenship, he broke out onto the World Cup scene in 2004-05, finishing second in the standings to Jeremy Bloom. He did even better in 2005-06, with his fifth win of the season being his most noteworthy. For 10 points, name this ex-pat Canadian that won gold in the men's moguls in Turin, competing for Australia.

Answer: Dale Begg-Smith

According to trends on this website's "Pulse", the most number of its users call Houston their hometown. It's also undergone some controversy, as university administrators are now beginning to use it to investigate on-campus (*) alcohol policy violations. New features added recently include the "Social Timeline", "Groups", and the "Wall". It is said that 85% of students in supported colleges have an account on, for 10 points, what social networking website founded by four Harvard students in February 2004?

Answer: Facebook.com (accept thefacebook.com)


15)
The only person in American history executed by this method was Giles Corey, after refusing to enter a plea in the Salem witch trials. Saint Margaret Clitherow was also killed in this manner in 1586 after being accused of harboring priests. The (*) peine forte et dure method piles large rocks onto the victim to coerce a guilty plea, whereas the Romans, Carthaginians, and some Southeast Asians preferred the use of the elephant. For 10 points, name this rather painful method of torture or execution.

Answer: death by crushing or pressing (accept "peine forte et dure" early; do not accept “stoning”)


16)
The NFL record for the longest one of these is 50 yards, set in 1924 and equalled in 1926 by Paddy Driscoll. Wilbur Henry and Jim Thorpe were also masters of this skill, which became much more difficult to perform successfully after (*) 1934, when the regulation football took its familiar shape. The NFL's last successful one for more than six decades took place in 1941, though Jim McMahon was never given clearance by his coach to attempt one in the 1980s. For 10 points, name this archaic football maneuvre, worth an extra point in an Arena Football League game if converted successfully, which Doug Flutie successfully converted in an NFL game on January 1, 2006.

Answer: drop kick

17)
They got their name not from their mother, but from the fact that their star cluster is visible during the (*) Mediterranean sailing season. It is said that the seventh star does not shine as brightly due to shame for having an affair with Sisyphus, instead of with a god like her siblings. It is said that Zeus, who had affairs with three made them stars after their suicide, possibly caused by the fate of their father, Atlas. For 10 points, name these companions of Artemis, the seven daughters of Atlas and Pleione (PLEYE-oh-nee).
Answer: The Pleiades (PLEYE-a-deez or PLEE-a-deez)


18)
The single for this song, released on September 22, 2005, only reached #52 on the Billboard Hot 100; however, it reached #13 in Australia, #3 on the Adult Top 40, and #1 and Top 40 Adult Recurrents chart. The second single and lead track from the album (*) Something to Be, the artist's first solo album, it was written by the artist along with the Swedish songwriting team of Karlsson, Winnberg, and Jonback. For 10 points, "this is all I can take" -- name this Rob Thomas song.

Answer: This Is How A Heart Breaks


19)
It has been suggested that he posed for Vermeer in both "The Astronomer" and "The Geographer"; he and Vermeer were baptized within days of each other in Delft. His 1683 observations on plaque reported that there were "many very living (*) animalcules, very prettily a-moving." His early life as a draper introduced him to using low-powered textile microscopes, and he used his own skill to create microscopes that could reputedly magnify things 500 times. For 10 points, name this Dutch scientist who used his hand-crafted microscopes to be among the first to observe and describe micro-organisms.

Answer: Anton van Leeuwenhoek ("Lay-you-when-hook")

Miss Piggy once said about her appearance on this show that “before my appearance, no one took me seriously. After my appearance, no one took (*) Ted seriously.” Merv Griffin revealed in an 1987 interview on the show that its anchor’s television beginnings were on his game show Play Your Hunch, where he forgot the words to a lip-synch recording. For ten points, name this ABC news program that got its start in 1979 reporting on the Iran hostage crisis, hosted by Ted Koppel.

Answer: Nightline

This song was used as the main background music for the classic 1980s computer game Digger. Originally composed by (*) Gershon Kingsley, it was first recorded for the 1969 album Music To Moog By. Its "International" version, consisting of 7 movements, have been performed by the Cologne Radio Orchestra and the Boston Pops. In 1971, Stan Free rerecorded the instrumental of, for 10 points, what synthpop song by Hot Butter?

Answer: “Popcorn” (do NOT accept "William Tell Overture" early; William Tell was the bonus music, not the main background music.)

Susan Gress. Judy MacLeod Reardon. Nick Aretakis [AIR-uh-TA-kis]. Bruce England. Merritt Hamilton Allen. Beth Salkind [SAL-kinnd]. Matt (*) Ottinger [OTTing-er]. For ten points, name this painter, known to the Spanish as El Bosco, whose more famous works include “The Garden of Earthly Delights” and "The Temptation of St. Anthony".

Answer: Hieronymus Bosch or Jeroen van Aken

This game was created after Mr. Lockjaw, the school baseball coach, calls the game's creator a "quitter". Designed to be far removed from organized sport, it has (*) 3 known players, and the main game equipment is a soccer ball, wickets, and  masks -- but no one is allowed to question the masks. For "Q to 12" points, name this sport created and played by the main characters in Bill Watterson's Calvin and Hobbes, whose rules can change at any time.

Answer: Calvinball
