1. 
With 30 consecutive point-scoring games to start a season, he is second only to Wayne Gretzky in that specific record.  He accomplished that as a start to the 1992-93 season with the (*) Québec Nordiques.  A former #1 draft pick, he was traded to Toronto in 1994 and remains there today.  For ten points, name this hockey player who led Sweden to a recent Olympic gold medal and currently captains the Maple Leafs.

Answer:  Mats Sundin
2.
This actor played John Travolta’s father in the TV-movie The Boy in the Plastic Bubble.  He was Lieutenant Tobias in the gritty series Mannix, which greatly contrasts with one of his more famous TV series, in which TV Guide voted his role as one of the 50 greatest TV (*) dads of all time.  Quoted as being embarrassed by his character and considering the show silly, he walked out of the final episode.  For ten points, name the actor who played Mike Brady on The Brady Bunch.

Answer:  Robert Reed
3.
It was adapted from a 1999 novel of the same name by Andre Dubus III.  Released on December 19, 2003, it has a running time of 126 minutes.  It tells the story of an (*) Iranian immigrant purchasing a house that has been sold off—only to find that the house’s previous owner is far from accepting of the sale. For ten points, name this film, directed by Vadim Perelman and nominated for three Academy Awards, starring Ben Kingsley, Jennifer Connelly, and Shohreh Aghdashloo.

Answer: House of Sand and Fog
4.
This band contains members who were born as Michael Pritchard, and Frank Edwin Wright III.  Hailing from California, the band’s big break came in their album debut for Reprise Records in 1994, with the album (*) Dookie.  The band’s best-known member is probably lead vocalist Billie Joe Armstrong, who allegedly acquired the nickname “Two-Dollar Bill” as the result of selling marijuana at that price. For ten points, name this punk band that released the album American Idiot in 2004.

Answer: Green Day
5.
He was born on July 18th, 1950, and was educated until the age of 16 at Stowe, where he began his business activities by founding a student magazine.  Later on, his record label signed such bands as the Sex Pistols and Culture Club.  He successfully intimidated (*) British Airways with a lawsuit, which forced BA to settle out of court.  However, he divided his recompense among his staff, which was known as the “BA Bonus”.  On September 25, 2004 he announced a new space tourism company.  For ten points, name this man who made the business name “Virgin” famous.

Answer: Sir Richard Charles Nicholas Branson
6.
Born in 1962, she is a member of the Norway House Cree Nation.  On January 23, 2006, she defeated independent incumbent Bev (*) Desjarlais, with some help from her billing as a “star candidate.” However, she is perhaps better known for playing Michelle Kenidi on the television series North of 60.  For ten points, name this actress and activist who was elected as the Liberal Member of Parliament for Churchill.

Answer: Tina Keeper
7.
It is used for the prophylaxis of thrombosis and embolism in many disorders. Its activity has to be monitored by frequent blood testing for the International Normalized Ratio.  Its generic name is named for the (*) Wisconsin Alumni Research Foundation, and while it was originally developed as a rat poison, rats resistant to it are reportedly becoming more common.  For ten points, name this vitamin K antagonist, which inhibits coagulation, approved for medical use in humans in 1954.

Answer: Warfarin (Accept: Coumadin, Marevan. Do not accept: Coumarin)

8.
Directed by Ming-Liang Tsai, this film focuses on the lives of May Lin, Hsiao-Kang, and Ah-jung as they all separately inhabit the same apartment.  The film’s final segment is simply a long, unending shot of May crying in a park, although she eventually subsides. (*) Set in Taiwan, most of the language spoken is Mandarin, although English is occasionally used as well.  For ten points, name this ironically titled 1994 film, which won the Golden Lion at the 1994 Venice Film Festival.

Answer: Vive L’Amour (Accept: Aiqing Wansui [“eye-ching wan-su-ee”])

9.
He traditionally traced his genealogy back to Adnan.  He had eleven wives, with nine living at the time of his death.  From 595 to 619, he had only one wife, (*) Khadijah. After her death, he married Aisha, then Hafsa.  His name means “the praised one” in Arabic, and he is a very controversial figure in history.  Dying on June 8, 632, at approximately 63 years old, he left behind one of the most unified forces of the time under the Caliph Abu Bakr.  For ten points, name this prophet of Islam who was driven out of his Saudi Arabian birthplace.

Answer: Muhammad (accept similar pronunciations)

10.
The men in this novel do not fare so well.  Roger Chillingworth is initially presumed to have been lost at sea, and Arthur Dimmesdale, the minister, dies from a mysterious illness - or possibly heart failure - the moment after (*) confessing his guilt.  The novel contains an introduction called “The Custom House”, which purports the story to be real and somehow supernatural.  For ten points, name this 1850 novel by Nathaniel Hawthorne, whose storyline could not exist without a little girl named Pearl.

Answer: The Scarlet Letter
11.
Currently coached by Terry Sanderson, who is also the general manager, this team has won the Champion’s Cup 5 times since its founding in 1998.  In 2001, the team lost in the finals to the Philadelphia (*) Wings, and lost again in the 2004 playoffs to the Buffalo Bandits.  They played their first season at Copps Coliseum in Hamilton as the “Ontario Raiders”, but were then moved.  For ten points, name this National Lacrosse League team from Toronto.

Answer: Toronto Rock (prompt on “Toronto”)

12.
This large city is the capital of the Russian Republic of Tatarstan, and its major citadel was declared a World Heritage Site in 2000.  The citadel includes the 16th century Annunciation Cathedral, as well as the mysteriously leaning (*) Söyembikä Tower, which is named for the last queen of the city—legend has it she committed suicide by jumping off the tower.  For ten points, name this city, which is at the confluence of the Volga and Kazanka rivers, and is situated on Lake Qaban.

Answer: Kazan
13.
Joe Keller is an apparently successful businessman who made his fortune by selling airplane parts to the army during World War II. Not wanting to slow business, he sent out a batch that he knew to be defective, and (*) 21 pilots died as a result.  The narrative begins after these events, when a son of Keller proposes to the daughter of the man who was convicted of Keller’s crime.  This play debuted at the Coronet Theatre on Broadway on January 29, 1947, and won the 1947 Tony Award for Best Play.  For ten points, name this drama written by Arthur Miller.
Answer: All My Sons
14.
Airing for 52 episodes on various networks, including UPN and the Comedy Network, this television show explores the life of Brendon Small, voiced by Brendon Small.  Other recurring voice actors in the show include H. Jon Benjamin and Melissa Bardin Galsky, as well as (*) Loren Bouchard, who voices Brendon’s baby sister, Josie.  For ten points, name this show, which used retroscripting to add a flavour of improvisation in the first season, and was cancelled by Comedy Central in April 2004.

Answer: Home Movies
15.
The writer of Achtung Panzer!, he was born on June 17, 1888, and died May 14, 1954. In the Second World War, he first served as the commander of the XIX [“nineteenth”] Army Corps in the invasion of Poland and the invasion of France. He personally led the attack that traversed the (*) Ardennes Forest, crossed the Meuse River and broke through the French lines at Sedan.  Despite Polish opposition, he was charged with no war crimes; his behaviour was deemed appropriate for a professional soldier.  For ten points, name this German commander, nicknamed “Fast Heinz.”
Answer: Heinz Wilhelm Guderian
16.
Based on a story from the Mahabharata, it depicts the love affair between King Dusyanta and the title character, which produces a son.  However, a sage’s curse causes the king to forget his love and lover, and until a magic ring is discovered swallowed by a fish, things look bleak.  However, all is explained and rectified at the end, with a happily-ever-after ending.  Written by (*) Kalidasa between the first and fourth centuries AD, its prologue influenced Goethe’s Faust.  For ten points, name this piece of famous Indian theatre, written partly in verse and partly in prose.

Answer: The Recognition of Sakuntala (Accept: The Lost Ring, The Fatal Ring)

17.
She was born on August 16, 1958, the third of six children.  When she was 5 years old, her mother died of breast cancer.  She attended the University of Michigan, but left after two years.  Her first single, (*) “Everybody”, was produced by Mark Kamins and peaked at #3 on the Billboard Dance Chart.  Since then, her songs have included “Like a Prayer” and “Open Your Heart” and she has acted in films such as Who’s That Girl? and A League of Their Own.  For ten points, name this artist, who recently released Confessions on a Dance Floor. 

Answer: Madonna Louise Veronica Ciccone (accept either name; also accept Esther)
18.
This animal is featured on the Australian 20-cent coin.  With the binomial nomenclature of Ornithorhynchus anatinus, it has the most developed sense of electroreception of any mammal.  The male has (*) venomous ankle spurs, used in vicious territorial battles and fights over mates. The poison is not normally lethal to humans but produces excruciating pain and swelling that lasts for several months.  For ten points, name this aquatic animal, whose bill is located over its mouth.

Answer: Duck-billed Platypus
19.
His mother Cornelia was the daughter of the famous Roman hero Scipio Africanus.  He had two siblings, Gaius, who later followed in his footsteps as tribune of the plebs, and Sempronia, who married Publius Cornelius Scipio Aemilianus, another famous politician. (*) Elected to the position of tribune in 133 B.C., he proceeded to offend the Senate and break with tradition by seeking another term.  The unrest he caused ultimately ended in his death in a riot instigated by prominent Senators, including the Pontifex Maximus.  For ten points, name this saviour of the Roman army against Numantia.

Answer: Tiberius Sempronius Gracchus (Prompt on “Gracchus”)

20.
In the film Serendipity, this novel is the one John Cusack must find in order to retrieve Kate Beckinsale’s phone number. It is a story of a love triangle spanning fifty years. (*) Florentino Ariza is madly in love with Fermina Daza, but she rejects him for Dr. Juvenal Urbino. After Urbino’s death, caused by falling from a tree in pursuit of his friend’s pet parrot, Fermina and Florentino reunite and cast themselves adrift in a boat marked with the yellow flag indicating the titular disease. For ten points, name this Gabriel García Márquez novel.

Answer: Love in the Time of Cholera  (Accept: El amor en los tiempos del cólera)
21.
This film used the largest indoor set ever built at the time:  because of some excavations needed for getting under the set, it is at ground level, not up several storeys in an apartment building.  In this film, a (*) disabled photographer passes his time by watching neighbours in other apartments.  Later remade in 1998 as a TV-movie starring Christopher Reeve, for ten points, name this 1954 Hitchcock thriller starring Grace Kelly and Jimmy Stewart.

Answer:  Rear Window
22.
He attends the University of Maryland Baltimore County, and was instrumental on second board in UMBC’s chess team emerging victorious at the 2005 Pan American Intercollegiate Chess Championships, held in Miami, where he gathered 3 points.  Recently achieving the qualifications to earn his (*) Grandmaster title at an event in Chicago, he is a regular at major Canadian chess tournaments, and is the current Canadian chess champion. For ten points, name this Québécois chessplayer who won both his Canadian titles while still only an International Master.

Answer: Pascal Charbonneau
23.
She was born December 18, 1975, in Richmond Hill, although she is announced on her show every week as being from “Toronto, Canada.”  She is marketed by the (*) WWE as being the first six-time Women’s World Champion, despite her WWE debut occurring on March 19, 2000.  She was a York University student majoring in biology and kinesiology and reportedly pursuing a place in medical school when York went on strike in her graduating year, forcing her to pursue other career options.  For ten points, name this professional female wrestler, who on the show is currently being pursued by her “number one fan,” Mickie James.

Answer: Trish Stratus, or Patricia Anne Stratigias (accept any name)
