1.
It may describe its author as “a harmless drudge that busies himself in tracing the original, and detailing the signification of words” as it was written (*) by a lexicographer.  Unlike future works based on this, the author chose to use several allusions to literature and mythology rather than dull facts.  “Aardvark”, according to Edmund Blackadder, is missing from the first page of it.  For ten points, name this 1755 orderly work by Samuel Johnson.

Answer: A Dictionary of the English Langauage (prompt on “dictionary”) 

2.
Ken Schinkel served two separate terms as its head coach in the 1970s, while Eddie Johnston’s two terms were a decade apart.  It became the second team in NHL history to have a European-born head (*) coach when this team hired the 1998 Olympic gold medal winning bench boss.  “It’s a great day for hockey!” was the catchphrase of another coach, “Badger” Bob Johnson.  For ten points, name this Atlantic Division team that won two Stanley Cups under Scotty Bowman that is currently coached by Michel Therrien.

Answer: Pittsburgh Penguins (accept either) 

3.
Given its current name by H. D. Macleod, it was actually understood before the time of the economist credited with its discovery. Copernicus explained it, and in the Aristophanes play The Frogs, he notes how (*) brass coins replaced gold coins. For ten points, name this law of economics that holds that currency with less actual value will be used more than currency with more actual value but the same stamped value, or, more simply, "Bad money drives out good."

Answer: Gresham’s Law
4.
A dozen years separated its win for Bob’s Birthday from its next victory.  It celebrated its fiftieth anniversary in 1989 and had its first Oscar (*) win in 1941 for Churchill’s Island.  Neighbours, The Sand Castle, I’ll Find a Way, Special Delivery, Every Child, If You Love This Planet, and Flamenco at 5:15 have also won Academy Awards for this organization.  For ten points, name this Canadian cinema organization that also funded Ryan and The Hockey Sweater.

Answer: the National Film Board or NFB
5.
Nana Visitor and Rose McGowan have both performed it in character on TV.  Written by John Davenport and Eddie Coole, it’s been sung by Beyoncé Knowles and Michael Bublé. The singer claims, “I light up when you call my name” and that the title thing (*) “isn’t such a new thing” and “started long ago.”  It talks about the romances of Captain Smith and Pocahontas, and Romeo and Juliet. Ending by saying that the title thing is “a lovely way to burn,” for ten points, name this song sung by Madonna and Elvis Presley that isn’t about illness.

Answer: “Fever” 

6.
It concludes, “I hear things are just as bad up at Lake Erie.”  Banned for its political (*) content, it is considered to be a parable of industrialized society and the resulting environmental plight.  Featuring pictures of colourful trees, it has a rhyming character typical of its author.  For ten points, name this 1971 Dr. Seuss children’s book.

Answer: The Lorax
7.
His children married Victor Amadeus I of Savoy, Charles I of England, Philip IV of Spain, and Marie to Bourbon, Dutchess de Montpensier and later Margaret de Lorraine.  He also had at least 11 bastards, which probably did not please Marie (*) de Mèdici, his wife.  A Capetian monarch, he was murdered by François Ravaillac.  He passed the Edict of Nantes, which granted religious liberties to Protestants. The edict included the Huguenots, of which he used to be a member.  For ten points, name this king of France who succeeded Henry III.

Answer: Henry IV, the Great (or Henri le Grand) or Good King Henry (or le bon roi Henri) or the Green Gallant (or le Vert gallant)

8. He received the only A+ ever handed out by Benjamin Graham for his security analysis class at Columbia Business School.  He lives in the same house he bought for $31,500 in 1957, (*) despite purchasing 130 million ounces of silver in 1997.  A major investor in Coca-Cola, he told shareholders he drinks five cans of Cherry Coke a day.  For ten points, name this CEO of Berkshire Hathaway, the Oracle of Omaha.

Answer: Warren (Edward) Buffett
9.
It tells of three groups: one is described as “Apollonian,” another is considered “paranoid,” and the third was much researched by Franz (*) Boas.  “Personality writ large” is what culture is, given that very little of the range of human culture and expression is found in any one society.  The result is unique cultural mindsets.  For ten points, name this 1934 work of cultural anthropology about the Dobu, Zuni, and Kwakiutl, by Ruth Benedict.

Answer: Patterns of Culture
10.
Used in Fehling’s solution to test for reduction sugars, the ketones will reduce its blue “2+” ions to red “1+” ions.  It is also used to test blood for anemia, due to a precipation of iron compounds.  It most commonly occurs in nature in a compound with (*) pentahydrate in a mineral called chalcanthite.  It decomposes before melting, leaving sulfur dioxide, oxygen and copper oxide.  For ten points, name this most common copper salt made by reacting sulfuric acid and copper(II) oxide.

Answer: Copper(II) sulfate or bluestone or blue vitriol or CuSO4
11.
Named for the original location of Crossroads Studios, it is the flagship program of Crossroads Television System and was created in 1977 by David Mainse, its original host.  It now broadcasts from near the same numbered (*) exit on the QEW.  Lorna Dueck and Cal Bombay were former hosts of this daily talks how that runs on Global throughout much of Canada.  For ten points, name this Christian show hosted by Rhonda Glenn, Norm MacLaren, and Ann and Ron Mainse.

Answer: 100 Huntley Street

12.
The only German invited to the tricentennial of Newton’s birth in 1946, he is the namesake of asteroid 1069 and, since 1928, the highest medal awarded by the DPG.  He rejected Bohr’s, (*) Heisenberg’s, and Pauli’s Copenhagen interpretation of quantum mechanics.  For ten points, name this winner of the 1918 Nobel Prize, the inventor of quantum theory.

Answer: Max (Karl Ernst Ludwig) Planck
13.
A wedding guest in The Princess Diaries 2: Royal Engagement, he was also a white-haired hot dog vendor in X-Men, and was in the audience at the World Unity (*) Fest in Spider-Man.  In Spider-Man 2, he dodges falling debris, while in Daredevil he is pushed out of the way of a car.  For ten points, name this illustrator who played himself in Mallrats.

Answer: Stan Lee
14.
Edgar Kaufmann Jr. gave it to the Western Pennsylvania Conservancy in 1963, three decades after it was built for his father, a Pittsburgh (*) department store owner.  Noted for its organic architecture, its cantilevered horizontal structure is balanced over a waterfall.  For ten points, name this work of residential architecture at Bear Run by Frank Lloyd Wright.

Answer: Fallingwater

15. He began his collegiate coaching career at Virginia Commonwealth University and rebuilt Tulsa’s basketball program in the early 1990s.  He spent two seasons at the University of Georgia, leading them to the Sweet (*) Sixteen, just as he had done with his previous club.  He succeeded Rick Pitino in 1997, returning to where he was once an assistant coach.  For ten points, name this 2005 Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year Award winner who coached the Kentucky Wildcats to the 1998 NCAA title.

Answer: Orlando “Tubby” Smith (prompt on “Smith”, accept “Tubby”)

16.
John W. Forney read its 7,641 words before a joint session in 1862 to commemorate the 130th anniversary of its speaker’s birth.  In 1888, it was again read to commemorate the centennial (*) of the ratification of the Constitution.  Since 1893, the Senate has read it annually, alternating between parties.  For ten points, name this 1796 letter to “friends and citizens” that warned against geographical sectionalism, political factionalism, and interference by foreign powers in domestic affairs upon the departure from office of the first President of the United States.

Answer: George Washington’s Farewell Address (prompt on Washington)

17.
This group began, oddly enough, as a doo-wop group called Danny and the Memories. It became The Rockets in 1966, with Danny Whitten on guitar, Billy Talbot on bass, and Ralph Molina on drums. Whitten was eventually fired because of a heroin addiction (*) that killed him. They first played with a certain Canadian songwriter on his second solo record, Everybody Knows This is Nowhere, but are best known for their work with him on After the Goldrush. For ten points, name this group, widely hailed as progenitors of grunge, who have collaborated with Neil Young.

Answer: Crazy Horse 

18.
Charles S. Dutton and Theresa Merritt were nominated in 1985 for Tonys for their performances in this play, not set in Pittsburgh.  Written in 1982 (*) and set in 1920s Chicago, the title character and her band are exploited by the white-run music industry and internal conflicts arise.  For ten points, name this August Wilson play from the “Pittsburgh” cycle.

Answer: Ma Rainey's Black Bottom
19.
She was called Nerwen by her mother and Artanis by her father. Of all the Noldor who went into exile in Middle-earth, the only one more powerful than she was Fëanor [FEH-ah-nor], and she was wiser than he.  At the end of the (*) First Age, she was banned from Valinor, and remained in Middle-Earth until the end of the Third Age, when she was allowed to return to Valinor after rejecting dominion over Middle-Earth by rejecting the One Ring. For ten points, name this daughter of Finarfin, wife of Celeborn [KEL-eh-born] and Lady of Lórien in The Lord of the Rings.

Answer: Galadriel (accept Artanis or Nerwen before mention)

20.
Its San Francisco brick building is home to Wharton Business School’s California offices.  For years, its ads featured “Mrs. Olsen,” a Swedish (*) neighbour to many of the campaign’s other characters who invariably recommended this product as the solution to their problems.  In 2003 it introduced the AromaSeal Canister to preserve their product.  For ten points, name this Procter and Gamble coffee that is “the best part of wakin’ up”.

Answer: Folgers (accept Folger Coffee Company) 

21.
He published his Fragment on Government, a criticism of Blackstone’s Commentaries, anonymously.  His Offenses Against One’s Self: Paederasty (*) was not published until 1978, as there was fear that promoting the liberalization of laws against same-sex attraction would offend public morality.  His Auto-Icon resides at University College, London.  For ten points, name this English classical liberal philosopher considered an early advocate for utilitarianism.

Answer: Jeremy Bentham
22.
Coryat’s Crudities is often credited with starting the craze for this activity, which in the 19th century saw most educated young British men participate.  Lasting for up to eight years, sightseeing, (*) studying, and shopping would be mixed as travel though neighbouring European lands increased one’s knowledge of politics, culture, art and antiquity.  For ten points, name this large undertaking that some contemporary sociologists view as the prototype for modern tourism.

Answer: Grand Tour
23.
The chief of staff on Benson, he was the voice of Louis in The Little Mermaid.  He appeared in Brewster (*) McCloud and McCabe and Mrs. Miller.  A favourite of cinephiles, he was part of Robert Altman’s repertory and appeared in MASH, but was replaced for the TV show by William Christopher.  For ten points, name this actor who on Star Trek: Deep Space Nine played Odo.

Answer: René Auberjonois
24.
It was believed to cause two outbreaks of priapism, one in 1861 and the other in North (*) Africa in 1893, although it was later discovered that green blister beetles’ cantharides caused the swelling after it was discovered to be an ingredient in Spanish fly.  For ten points, name this French delicacy often served with lemon grass or garlic butter.

Answer: Frog legs

Name these neurological disorders for 10 points each.

A: (10) Generally emerging before the age of 18, this syndrome sees the sufferer gain numerous tics, both motor and verbal. While it's known for its association with coprolalia and copropraxia, this is relatively rare among sufferers.

Answer: Tourette’s Syndrome (accept Tourette's Disorder or Gilles de la Tourette Syndrome)

B: (10) Although associated with brain injuries before, during, or shortly after birth, it’s unknown what causes this disorder. While development is delayed, sometimes severely, regression is not associated with this disorder. It is a motor disorder which can be classified by the type of impairment, such as spastic or athetoid, or by what is impaired, such as hemiplegia, diplegia or quadriplegia.

Answer: Cerebral palsy

C: (10) First diagnosed in 1966, this disorder is seen almost exclusively in females. There is generally a developmental regression before 2 years of age, and apraxia, or dyspraxia, is one of the most handicapping symptoms. Other symptoms can include seizures, poor circulation, breathing abnormalities and scoliosis. It is thought that two X chromosomes are necessary for its development.
