Tossups

1. 
He presently owns a delicatessen, though he was previously employed as an auctioneer until a blow (*) to the head caused his characteristic speech impediment. Recently, he divorced his wife Loretta after he discovered her affair with Quagmire.  For ten points, name this African-American friend of Peter Griffin.  

Answer: Cleveland Brown

2. 
The smallest types of these objects are known as “growlers” with a height of less than 1 meter. Their point of origin, such as the Bellingshausen [“BELL-ingz-how-zen”], Weddell (*) or Amundsen Sea, is used to classify them by a collaborative US government agency of the Navy, Coast Guard and National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration. For ten points, name these objects typically calved from glaciers in Greenland or Antarctica.

Answer: Icebergs

3. 
Using this program, one can purchase and install stand-alone games like Darwinia, Rag Doll Kung Fu or Codename: Gordon, or play popular modes such as Science & Industry, Day of Defeat, and Team Fortress (*) Classic. First released in 2002 by Valve Software to streamline multiplayer connection and patching, it is now mandatory if you want to play Counter-Strike: Source. For ten points, name this content-delivery program associated with Half-Life 2.

Answer: Steam
4. 
Its sister cities include Dortmund, Germany and Lille, France. In 2001, it won USA Today’s “City with a Heart Contest” as the friendliest city in America. Its impressive Art Deco city hall (*) pays tribute to Canada-US relations, the Iroquois Nation, and the Erie Canal. For ten points, name this city, the birthplace of Chief Justice John Roberts, and second largest city in the state of New York.  

Answer: Buffalo
5. 
This team holds the dubious distinction of having lost the highest fraction of Grey Cup championship games in the CFL, having won only two of their 15 appearances. Those two wins came in (*) 1989 against Hamilton and 1966 against Ottawa. Their fans are noted for their tradition of wearing a watermelon on their head. For ten points, name this team, which plays its home games at Taylor Field in Regina. 

Answer: Saskatchewan Roughriders (prompt on “Roughriders”)

6. 
A negative review of this group’s early work under the name “Darlin’” appeared in the British magazine Melody Maker and provided it with its current name. Its two members, Guy Manuel de Homem-Christo and (*) Thomas Bangalter [“BANG-all-turr”], appeared with Juliette Lewis in a Gap commercial, dancing to the song “Digital Love” from their successful 2001 album Discovery. Their next effort, 2005’s Human After All was a critical flop. For ten points, name this electronic duo famous for their dance anthem “One More Time”.

Answer: Daft Punk
7. 
A recent addition to this sport is the introduction of the libero [“lee-BAIR-oh”]. This primarily defensive player must wear a differently coloured (*) jersey than the rest of his or her team, and can only serve the ball in women’s NCAA rules. At the 2004 Olympics, Brazil and China won the men’s and women’s gold, respectively. For ten points, what is this indoor sport, which has a variety played on beaches?

Answer: Volleyball
8. 
In every residual class of modulo p, the single polynomial with coefficients greater than or equal to zero and less than or equal to p minus one is called this. All subgroups of Abelian [“ah-BELL-yan”] groups are of this type. Operators of this kind (*), such as Hermitian [“her-MEESH-yan”] and Unitary, commute with their adjoint. For ten points, give this common mathematical concept, the distribution type of which is also called “Gaussian” [“GOW-shyan”]. 

Answer: Normal (do not accept “Standard normal”, prompt on “bell curve”)

9. 
In the background, a painting of sailboats under a gray sky, and a grandfather clock showing the time as ten past one, are visible. Seven figures are seated around a green and brown table (*) under a red overhead lamp. Two of the figures are smoking pipes, while a third smoking a cigar discreetly passes the Ace of Clubs to his left. For ten points, name this painting, colloquially known as “Dogs Playing Poker”.

Answer: A Friend In Need (prompt on “Dogs Playing Poker” before it’s mentioned)

 Jay Gorney produced the music for this song, with lyrics by E.Y. Harburg. The speaker recalls his service in World War I, in which he was “the kid - with the drum”. He further recalls having built (*) “a tower, to the sun” from “brick and rivet and lime”. At the end of the song, he reveals that his name is Al, and begs for charity while standing in a bread line. For ten points, name this characteristic song of hopelessness from the Great Depression.

Answer: “Brother, Can You Spare a Dime?”

11.When its construction began in 1933, its purpose was to provide irrigation to nearby Grant County. However, during World War II, the increased demand for aluminum smelting (*) caused its priority to switch to generating electricity. Lying on the border of Grant and Okanogan [“oak-ah-NOG-an”] Counties, it is the largest concrete structure in the United States. For ten points, name this hydroelectric dam located on the Columbia River in Central Washington.

Answer: Grand Coulee Dam

12. The words “GOP Sweep Indicated in State; Boyle Leads in City” follow this famous statement. It came about partly because many of the regular (*) Chicago Daily Tribune typesetters were on strike, leaving the evening’s duties to inexperienced replacement workers. Nevertheless, the November 2nd edition was sent out with one of the most famous journalistic gaffes in history. For ten points, name this infamous headline incorrectly announcing the outcome of the 1948 US election.

Answer: “Dewey Defeats Truman”

13. They have exactly two planar nodes, and can have radial nodes if the principle quantum number is greater than 3 (*). These are defined by a value of two for the angular momentum quantum number. The z squared type looks rather like an hourglass with a doughnut around the middle. The xy, xz, yz and x squared minus y squared types resemble teardrops in a cross formation. For ten points, what are these orbitals which are found in scandium but not carbon?

Answer: d orbitals

14. A preface to its tenth edition by Henry Cabot Lodge notes that the author thought of it as a completion of St. Augustine’s Confessions, but that “St. Augustine, like a great artist, had worked from multiplicity to unity, while he, like a small one, had to reverse the method and work back from unity to multiplicity.” (*) It was a sequel to the author’s 1904 work Mont Saint Michel and Chartres. For ten points, name this critique of the American educational system that won its titular author the 1919 Pulitzer Prize.

Answer: The Education of Henry Adams
15. Numerous national variants of this game exist, including Canadian, Spanish, Turkish and Russian. The Brazilian variant has “flying kings”. In the Canadian variant, each player starts with 30 pieces. (*) Strangely, the “Chinese” variant of this game is neither Chinese nor a true variant of this game. For ten points, name this game known in the UK as “draughts” [“drafts”].

Answer: Checkers (accept “Draughts” before it’s mentioned)

16. The phrases “the world’s [my] oyster”, “the short and the long of it”, and “laughing stock” all originate in this play. (*) The only one of Shakespeare’s plays set in his contemporary Elizabethan era, it is also the only comedy in which Falstaff appears. Other important characters include Shallow, Slender, and Fenton. For ten points, name this play that also features Mistresses Page and Ford as the titular women.

 Answer: The Merry Wives of Windsor
17.
Like Glenn Miller in Europe, this man and his band enlisted in the US Navy during World War II and toured the Pacific theatre. Among his numerous marriages were actresses Ava Gardner, (*) Lana Turner and Evelyn Keyes. One of the all-time great clarinetists, for ten points, name this band leader whose best-known song may be “Begin the Beguine” [“buh-GEEN”].

Answer: Artie Shaw (Also accept “Arthur Arshawsky”)

18. This book lists, among others:  piperine [“pipp-ur-een”] and ascorbic acid, without which the Age of Discovery might never have occurred; glucose and cellulose, which facilitated the slave trade in the Americas; (*) and compounds in the title objects, which are solid at room temperature, but become a crumbly gray powder at lower temperatures, and may have contributed to the failure of a French emperor’s Russian campaign. Also included are nylon, the Pill, morphine, nicotine and caffeine. For ten points, these are among the “17 molecules that changed history” in what 2004 book?

Answer: Napoleon’s Buttons
19. Warning: two answers required. The first represents “organic” groups formed by individuals through their own will in which membership (*) is self-fulfilling, such as friendships. The second represents “mechanical” groups, such as a state, which form in order to achieve a particular goal. Together they form the bases of all human relationships. For ten points, give these two terms expounded Ferdinand Toennies [“TUH-neez”], roughly equivalent to “community” and “society”.

Answer: Gemeinschaft and Gesellschaft (Prompt on “community” and “society” before it’s read) 

20.
A group of characters, including this one, stand in a circle just outside a large chamber. They discuss strategy for their attack, though Abduhl [“abb-dool”] calculates that they only have a 32.33 - repeating, of course - percent chance of survival. (*) Suddenly, and without warning any of his clan-mates, one of the heroes charges into the chamber, screaming his own name as a battle cry, leading to the slaughter of himself and all his friends. For ten points, this describes the comical demise of what hero of the World of Warcraft?

Answer: Leeroy Jenkins (prompt on partial name)

21. She trained as a Padawan under Quinlan Vos and Tholme, and has been romantically linked with Kit Fisto.  A veteran of the Battle of Geonosis [“juh-NOE-siss”], she was stationed on the jungle world of Felucia [“fuh-LOOSH-ya”] when (*) she was killed by her own Clone Troopers. Played by Amy Allen, her athletic physique and ample cleavage made her an instant fanboy favorite. For ten points, name this Twi’lek Jedi.

Answer: Aayla Secura
22.
It’s not a pro wrestling pay-per-view, but Bill Goldberg, Kevin Nash, and Stone Cold Steve Austin all appear in it. Goldberg plays “Battle”, a convict (*) with a giant penis, while Nash and Austin both play prison guards. Burt Reynolds, who starred in the original movie with this title, appears as Coach Scarborough. For ten points, name this Adam Sandler film about a prison football team.

Answer: The Longest Yard
23.
To the Poles it is called “Niemcy” [“NYEM-chee”]. The Danes know it as “Tyskland” [“TISK-lund”], and the Czechs are familiar with it as “Německo” [“nem-ECH-koe”].  Farther away, the Finns use the name “Saksa”, and the Hungarians call it “Németország” [“neh-METT-orr-shag”] (*). For ten points, what is this nation, which shares a border with the first three nations mentioned in this tossup, known in French as Allemagne?

Answer: Germany or Deutschland

Answer:  denim (accept blue jeans)

C: (10) Lukashenko is arresting exit pollsters and restricting all transportation into Minsk in an effort to avoid rallies similar to what happened in what neighbouring country in late 2004?

C: (5, 5) For five points each, name the two metals alloyed together in the kilogram.

Answer: Platinum and Iridium

For ten points each, name these members of Canada’s Olympic gold medal-winning women’s hockey team, none of whom is Hayley Wickenheiser.

A: (10) Number 32, this Québécoise goalie conceded only one goal through 180 minutes of play, and had the best save percentage at the tournament with 0.976. Although this was her first Olympics, she started in net for the gold-medal match. 

Answer: Charline Labonté
B: (10) Number 77, she was team captain and has played for Canada in the last three Olympics. She plays for the Calgary Oval X-Treme of the WWHL and has provided guest colour commentary for TSN.

Answer: Cassie Campbell
C: (10) A third-generation hockey player, her father and grandfather both played in the NHL. With seven goals, she tied with teammate Cherie Piper for leading scorer of the tournament. She wore number 10.

Answer: Gillian Apps
4. For ten points each, answer these questions on the geography of the island of Newfoundland.

A: (10) The city of St. John’s is located on this peninsula at the southeastern tip of Newfoundland.

Answer: Avalon Peninsula

B: (10) To the west of the Avalon Peninsula is this bay on the southern coast of Newfoundland. It was settled by French colonists until the Treaty of Utrecht gave control of Newfoundland to the British in 1713. 

Answer: Placentia Bay

C: (10) The longest river in Newfoundland, it empties into a namesake bay to the south of Notre Dame Bay. 

Answer: Exploits River

B: (10) He was posthumously awarded a Medal of Honor for his heroism in the South Pacific. His eponymous ballad in part goes “On the island of New Georgia in the Solomons / Stands a simple wooden cross alone to tell. / That beneath the silent coral of the Solomons / Sleeps a man, sleeps a man remembered well.”

Answer: Rodger Young
C: (10) The most decorated American soldier of World War II, he famously used the machine gun of a burning tank destroyer to single-handedly hold off dozens of advancing German soldiers.

Answer: Audie Murphy

A: (10) In this game, you travel through Ages with linking books, and must choose between rescuing Sirrus or Achenar from the library on the main island.
