The later film would contain Uma Thurman in one of her first roles, cameos by Sting and Robin Williams, and John Neville as the main character.  According to his stories, he rode cannonballs, traveled to the moon, and fought Don Quixote. She is also known to American TV viewers for her failed Fox talk show, playing Claire Otoms on Ally McBeal, and her frequent appearances on The Tonight Show.  Known for her greeting of "welcome, possums!," her lilac-colored hair, and her flashy glasses, FTP, identify Barry Humphries-portrayed drag queen.
