He briefly coached the Lakers during the 1999 lockout season, and stayed on as an assistant when Phil Jackson took over.  FTP, name this forward, perhaps best known for his thick mustache and his thick black goggles, who won four NBA championships with the Lakers.

It has been released in no fewer than 11 different versions, none of which is canonical, and even Columbia’s May 1966 release date is questionable as the official release.  Its artist claimed that the Nashville sessions that led to the album were the closest he ever got to the sound he heard in his head.  Among its tracks include "One of Us Must Know (Sooner or Later)," which was released as a single but didn't chart, and the comedic "Leopard Skin Pill-Box Hat."  Considered by many to be rock and roll’s first double album, FTP, name this album that features “Just Like a Woman,” “Visions of Johanna,” and “Rainy Day Women #12 & #35," a classic release by Bob Dylan.

All of the crises for these characters and attorney Olympia Crawford is caused by an invitation to her twin daughters to attend a ball. Bob Wallace and Phil Davis form a singing and dancing duo after returning from WWII.  After meeting a sister act played by Vera Ellen and Rosemary Clooney, Davis and Wallace follow the sisters to a Vermont Lodge, where romantic hijinx ensue.  This sequel was originally intended to reunite Bing Crosby and Fred Astaire, but Astaire was “retired” at the time, and so the part was reworked for Donald O’Connor.  However, O’Conner pulled out at the last minute and was replaced by Danny Kaye.  Filmed on the same set as the original film, slightly remodeled, FTP, name this 1954 movie which shares its name with a song originally featured in Holiday Inn.

Several characters were added in later seasons, including Jack, Shawn’s half-brother, and Angela, Shawn’s on-again-off-again love interest. While investigating crimes, the main character listens to Schubert’s Unifinished Symphony, an allusion to the unfinsished nature of the crimes.  Supposedly, it was ready for production 3 years earlier and would have co-starred Matt Damon, but the director put it on hold to work on AI: Artificial Intelligence. Released In May 2006, the album is a quite unexpected collaboration with Brian Eno, who is credited with the album’s “sonic landscape.”  Songs like “How Can you Live in the Northeast” and “Wartime Prayers” reflect on life in America in the post-9/11 world.  Contributions from the likes of Bill Frissel and Herbie Hancock, help to give a playful feel to songs like “That’s Me” and “Sure Don’t Feel Like Love” that stands in contrast to some of the heavier subject matter on other tracks.  The album also includes an older track, “Father and Daughter,” which was included on the soundtrack to The Wild Thornberrys Movie, and which received an Oscar nomination for best original song.
