He holds the record for most home runs in a season by a switch hitter with 54 and the most World Series home runs hit in a career with 18. For 10 points – name this legendary Yankee outfielder, member of seven World Series champion teams, three-time AL MVP, and fellow record chaser of Babe Ruth's home run record in 1961.

For 10 points – name this Mexican filmmaker best known for directing 21 Grams and 2006 Best Picture Nominee Babel.

For 10 points – name this Brad Anderson penned one panel cartoon about the Winslow family and their Great Dane.

Recurring characters on this show include one played by Harriet Harris, who plays the title character's agent Bebe, and one by Edward Gibbert, who plays a food critic, Gil. The (*) title character's father is an ex-cop who was shot in the line of duty, and his brother towards the end of the series finally dumps his unseen wife to marry Daphne Moon.  For 10 points – name this spin-off of Cheers, which won 37 Emmys and starred Kelsey Grammer as the title radio psychologist.

For 10 points – name this Polynesian Pittsburgh Steelers safety, famed for his long hair and willingness to torpedo himself into people.

His nemesis is "Ah-sheel", and unlike his brother Julian, he is married to Petra Arkanian and served as part of Ender's jeesh in the war on the Buggers. For 10 points – name this protagonist of the Shadow saga, the last four books in a series that began with Ender's Game.

It reached number 24 on the UK singles chart, with this song following up the band's earlier hit "The Spirit of Radio" and is the opening track of Moving Pictures.  For 10 points – name this song by Rush, named for the character created by Mark Twain.

The name (*) stems from an epitaph, as one entity involved allegedly died in 1882.
