FIRST PERIOD – "Stay Home" Bonuses in Effect

This actor's early roles included as Dusty, the driver of the "Barn Burner" mini-bus in Twister and as a professor writing in The Savages.  A (*) more famous recent role saw him ask Joanne Herring, played by Julia Roberts, if she wanted to have sex with him after a party clearing the title character of the film from cocaine charges.  Recently appearing as bad guy Owen Davian in Mission Impossible III and as CIA Agent Gust Avrakotos in Charlie Wilson's War, for 10 points, name this actor who won an Oscar for his portrayal of Truman Capote.
Answer: Philip Seymour Hoffman
2.
This artist collaborated with former Peter Gabriel producer Hugh Padgham to come up with tracks like "Angry", which featured Pete Townshend and Phil Collins, on (*) 1986's "Press To Play".  This artist's most recent album contained tracks like "Only Mamma Knows" as well as a single where he is prominently playing a left handed mandolin, "Dance Tonight".  Best known for songs like "Silly Love Songs" and "The Long and Winding Road", for 10 points, name this artist probably best known for writing "Yesterday".
Answer: Paul McCartney
3.
Note: Actual title not required.  At one point during this episode, a husband gives his newlywed wife a copy of Sonnets from the Portuguese before boarding a garbage truck because (*) there is no room in the Jeep transferring his wife.  Despite constantly trying to obtain a Section 8 discharge, Max decides in this episode to stay in the country and its final scene shows the word "Goodbye" spelled out over the deserted 4077.  For 10 points – name this event that saw the departure of characters like B.J. and Hawkeye from their mobile hospitals in Korea.
Answer: "Goodbye, Farewell and Amen" (also accept the Last Episode of M*A*S*H and other clear knowledge equivalents)

4.
World champions in this sport include Woody Clouse and Keith Minor.  In this Joe Sobek invented sport, safety (*) devices in this game include thongs, and "hinders" are called when players inadvertently get in each others way.  Serves must hit less than three walls, while returns can hit any wall so long as the ball does not hit the ground before it reaches the front wall.  For 10 points--name this sport played on 40 by 20 foot indoor court, faster and larger than squash.
Answer: racquetball

In a memorial written on the wall to this character, it has been placed over the heads of a family and next to some repeated text asking "why?".  The character (*) is revealed to not be dead after the song "Still Alive" is played, and 8 out of 10 scientists agree that it cannot feel pain.  Late in the game you are told by GLaDOS that this character was going to be invited to a party until you went and murdered it in Test Chamber 17.  For 10 points, name this character, literally a box with a heart printed on all sides, useful in the game Portal.

An unusual hyphenation of this song's title inspired a They Might Be Giants song which includes a character who is having a "weep day".  William (*) Shatner combined the song with a theme from Cyrano de Bergerac and Judy Collins also covered this song on her Fifth Album.  The famous Byrds version of this song only includes the second verse, a verse that proclaims "I'm ready to go anywhere" including "into my own parade".  For 10 points, name this song by Bob Dylan that entreats the title figure to "play a song for me".
Answer: "Mr. Tambourine Man"
7.
His loose grasp on English led to phrases like "bring on the empty horses" that would become a title of a David Niven memoir.  This director's early work for Sascha Films (*) includes Biblical films like Sodom and Gomorrah and Moon of Israel, while his first in the U.S. was The Third Degree.  His later work saw him directing Bing Crosby in White Christmas, while he'd win an Oscar for a film containing characters like Signor Ugarte and Signor Ferrari.  A mainstay of the Warner Brothers era–for 10 points–name this Hungarian-born director of Casablanca.
Answer: Michael Curtiz (also accept Manó Kertész Kaminer)

SECOND PERIOD – Jackpot Scoring in Effect (unused points carry from previous tossups)
8.
He credits Hampshire professor Jerome Liebling for teaching him how to create a now namesake effect employed in software like iMovie, and his other work includes Not For Ourselves Alone and (*) the upcoming boxing film Unforgivable Blackness.  He re-edited one of his most recent projects by giving air time to Native Americans and Hispanics for his seven episode series chiefly narrated by Keith Davis with episodes including "FUBAR" and "The Ghost Front".  For 10 points – name this creator of The War, Baseball, and The Civil War.
Answer: Ken Burns
9.
The Pirates hold the record for having the most players perform this action, including Wally Westlake and Arky Vaughan performing it twice for that team, while John Olerud and Bob Watson are the (*) only two players to have done it in both leagues.  Accomplished 276 times in MLB history, it was done in 2007 by Fred Lewis, Mark Ellis, and Aubrey Huff.  The last natural one was done by Brad Wilkerson in 2003.  For 10 points – name this baseball feat that involves hitting a single, double, triple, and home run in one game.
Answer: hitting for the cycle (do not accept anything involving a "natural cycle")

This character, originally betrothed to Elisabetha, was transformed from Mathias Cronqvist to his current form thanks to the possession of the Crimson Stone.  Graham Jones at (*) one point thought that he was the reincarnation of this character, and other candidates for his reincarnation include Dmitri Bilnov.  In Julius Mode in Dawn of Sorrow, it's implied that Soma Cruz became this character's reincarnation.  Defeated by Simon Belmont, for 10 points, name this boss of the Castlevania games who probably wants to suck your blood.
Answer: Dracula Vlad Tepes

A former vaudeville performer, she and her husband have a fight in the first episode of the series over whether to spend their 18th wedding anniversary at the Copacabana or "the fights".  She (*) and her husband eventually move from 623 East 68th Street in New York City to Connecticut, where her former tenants take up new residence in her guest house.  In the episode "Job Switching", she and her best friend famously try out working for a week in a candy factory.  The wife of landlord Fred Mertz, name – for 10 points – this friend to Lucy on I Love Lucy.
Answer: Ethel Potter Mertz

His exploits include hitting a half court shot to help his team win the Shooting Stars Competition at the 2007 All-Star game.  Drafted third overall by the Celtics in 1997, he (*) was traded to the Raptors for Kenny Anderson during his rookie season.  He signed a $46 million deal to stay with his current team in July, and this wearer of #1 joined teammate Tayshaun Prince on the Second All-Defense Team in 2005.  For 10 points – name this MVP of the 2004 NBA Finals, a point guard for the Detroit Pistons.
Answer: Chauncey Ray Billups
13.
The British version of this drink is the namesake of a roller coaster at England's Pleasure Beach Blackpool amusement park.  The Canadian version was something of a precursor to Edge, and (*) a recent commercial for the drink in the US features a coach yawning while calling a play, resulting in Jerry Jones giving the coach this product and taking the headset from him and the motto "Wake Up People!" being displayed.  For 10 points – name this variety of a certain soda which in the U.S. contains ginseng and additional caffeine to give it an extra kick.

Their lead singer wants to get back to Deal or No Deal when filming a public service announcement for dysentery on an episode of Extras.  Their (*) early singles on the Fierce Panda label included the songs "Ode to Deodorant" and "Brothers and Sisters", but they wouldn't find mainstream success until the release of an album with tracks like "Trouble", and "Don't Panic", 2000's Parachutes.  Fronted by Chris Martin--for 10 points--name this band whose X&Y album contained "Speed of Sound" and "Fix You".

Sadly, this is the last movie Roscoe Lee Browne ever narrated.  Darrell Hammond and Crispin Glover play roles (*) "inspired" by Johnny Depp while Kevin McDonald is apparently Daniel Radcliffe.  The film follows four orphans from the worlds of Nacho Libre, X-Men, Snakes on a Plane, and The DaVinci Code as they wind their way through the worlds of Charlie and the Chocolate Factory and the Pirates of the Caribbean series.  For 10 points – name this untruthfully named parody movie starring Kal Penn plus Jennifer Coolidge as White Bitch.

She made her film debut in 2005 playing Orlando Bloom's aunt in Elizabethtown but she is more famous for her television appearances, getting (*) started by appearing on Doornock Dinners. Perhaps best known for her love of butter, y'all name – for 10 points – this white-haired Food Network star from Georgia who specializes in southern comfort food.

The Books include this song as the third track on The Lemon of Pink, and it was also the third track on Athlete's album Beyond the Neighborhood.  The soundtrack for a movie set (*) in this place featured songs like "Bandaleros" and "Conteo" by rapper Don Omar presumably playing when expatriated characters like Twinkie, played by Bow Wow, and Sean, played by Lucas Black, meet up with each other and learning a new technique to do with their cars.  For 10 points – name this city – also home to the Yomiuri Giants, "The Yankees of Japan".

In one incarnation this character is connected to an actor wearing a bowler hat and sings the same song "with due sense of decorum and with pride", "Morning Report", (*) as he does in the special edition. Drafted by both the Minnesota Twins and Miami Dolphins, he detoured his NFL career in 1971 for a stint with the Toronto Argonauts. His NFL (*) career officially started with him as a punt returner, but later got his chance in his better-known position in 1978 when Billy Kilmer was not performing well. Jimmy Kimmel got himself banned from ESPN thanks to comments regarding this former broadcaster.  For 10 points – name his QB who led the team to victory in Super Bowl XVIII [18] whose career ended with a compound leg fracture.

In an early episode, the owner of a cappuccino bar summons this character after his ramblings are mistaken for Beatnik-style poetry.  He is triggered by stimulants and Spanish sounding (*) words, such as when the combination of No-Drowz and "chicken piccata" cause him to go nuts on a plane to Las Vegas.  He has mentioned that he's from "Lake Titicaca", and he frequently asks "are you threatening me?"  Originally triggered by consuming all of the soda at Burger World, name – for 10 points – this alter ego of Beavis who wants to find "t.p. for my bunghole".

Starring Peter O'Toole as tutor Reginald Johnston as well as John Lone – name, for 10 points – this 1987 Oscar winner for Best Picture, a film about Puyi, the final person to hold a position seated in the Forbidden City.
