A fashion model in Paris, he returned to Chicago to be with his girlfriend, who he spotted at a New Edition concert. (*) Once rival Curtis was out of the picture, he proposed to Laura but was rejected.  Originally appearing only temporarily, his existence became permanent after an encounter with a cloning machine.  Created by a transformation chamber fueled by Boss Sauce – name, for 10 points – this suave, sophisticated alter-ego of Steve Urkel.

Three of its songs check in under two minutes, while "Death Letter" is the longest at nearly four and a half minutes.  Released by Sympathy for the Record Industry, (*) its lone single, "Hello Operator", features the duo's off-kilter take on the Dolly Parton song "Jolene" as a B-side.  Its dual dedications are to Blind Willie McTell, the writer of the closing track "Your Southern Can is Mine", and noted designer Gerrit Rietveld, as seen in the album's title and cover. For 10 points -- name this 2001 album from The White Stripes, which takes its name from a Dutch art movement.

In 2001, a football game was cancelled here when sections of the turf were sinking.  The site of the 1990 "Body Bag Game", name – for 10 points – this Philadelphia stadium that was imploded in 2004, the former home of the Phillies and Eagles.

She retired from acting in 1956 upon her marriage to Rainier Grimaldi.  For 10 points--name this actress, best known for her roles in Rear Window and Dial M for Murder.

Lasting for 65 episodes as a daily strip in 1989, the show featured celebrity guests such as Magic Johnson, Ernie Hudson and Roddy Piper.  The two hosts often played guest stars themselves, including female versions of their characters.  (*) Released on DVD in 2006, it featured live action interludes between animated segments, while the rapping introduction urged viewers to "Get hooked on the brothers."  Starring Danny Wells and Lou Albano, name – for 10 points – this show based on a popular video game franchise.

(*)  He was selected seventh overall in the 1999 NFL Draft and his younger brother was drafted four years later by the Lions.  In 2006 he tied the NFL record for the longest non-scoring play with a 100-yard interception return.  An eight-time Pro Bowl selection, he was a unanimous choice for the 2007 All-Pro team.  Traded for Clinton Portis in 2004, for 10 points, name this cornerback for the Denver Broncos.

This film, the first ever to gross $100 million before being released in the U.S, features a caretaker from the Royal National Gallery who is transferred to Los Angeles. While there, he lives with a curator (*) and causes his host's family to move out. Meanwhile, a famous general is in L.A. to purchase "Whistler's Mother" just so the French can't have it. Featuring slapstick British humor plus Peter MacNicol and Burt Reynolds, name – for 10 points – this 1997 movie starring Rowan Atkinson.

A survivor of the 1967 car crash that killed her mother, she won the Emmy for Outstanding Lead Actress in a Drama in 2006.  For 10 points – name this actress who plays Detective Olivia Benson on Law & Order: SVU.

This school, the winner of the 1969 and 1975 Peach Bowls, saw their current stadium open in 1980 including a personal appearance by John Denver.  Despite an (*) all-time winning percentage of nearly .600, their bowl record is only 12-15 and they hold the record for most D-I all-time victories without having finished a season ranked #1.  Currently coached by Bill Stewart, their national championship drought was prolonged by an upset home loss to a longtime rival on December 1, 2007.  For 10 points--name the winner of the 2008 Fiesta Bowl.

Born to wealthy parents in Beverly Hills, this man blew up his own father after having his allowance cut off at age 21, (*) and used that inheritance to become an assassin.  Adopting aliases such as Mad Monk and AR Cadenski, he later began charging a million dollars per target.  He actually loses money on each hit as his methods tend to involve highly advanced robotics.  Usually fighting mutant teams such as the X-Men, name for 10 points, the creator of Murderworld.

(*) Sung in Spanish, the lyrics describe a woman from Seville, Spain who hooks up with two friends of her boyfriend Victorino in order to celebrate his entry into the Spanish Army.  Spreading to the English-speaking world, it stayed on top of the Billboard Hot 100 number-one singles chart for the majority of fall 1996.  For 10 points, name this song by Los del Rio, famous for its accompanying dance.

It began as a radio show in Seattle and as a segment on Almost Live. Segments used in this show's 100-episode run include "Hey!
