1. The singer notes “the country I come from is called the Midwest” on its third track before noting “you don’t count the dead” when “God’s on your side”.  Another song on this album describes a man who lives “with his wife and five children … on the outside of town” and who “spent [his] last dollar on seven shotgun shells”.  Its sixth track notes that “he’s not to blame” since he’s “Only a Pawn in Their Game”, a song followed by “Boots of Spanish Leather”.  Its title track asks “Congressmen, Senators please heed the call” and that title track notes that a “battle outside’s ragin’”.  Also containing the tracks “North Country Blues” and “Ballad of Hollis Brown”, For 10 points, name this 1964 Bob Dylan album, whose title track says “you better start swimming or you’ll sink like the stone” because of the eponymous transition.

ANSWER: The Times They Are A-Changin’


2. Recently announced renovation plans here will add a "Green Necklace" outdoor area.  The Expos' Dennis Martinez threw a perfect game at this stadium in 1991, and it will be the site of this year's World Baseball Classic.  The last World Series game played here saw the home team pitch a shutout against losing pitcher Storm Davis, while the first World Series game played at this stadium currently owned by Frank McCourt also saw a home pitcher blank the Yankees in 1963.  This stadium, designed by Emil Praeger, holds the distinction of being the only privately financed stadium besides Yankee Stadium built in the 20th Century, thanks to the efforts of owner Walter O'Malley who built it on Chavez Ravine.  Currently the third oldest park in the MLB, for ten points, name this ballpark in Los Angeles.
ANSWER: Dodger Stadium [prompt on "Chavez Ravine Stadium" before mentioned]

3. Yabause is one of the relatively few emulators for this system, a scarcity mostly owing to its relatively strange design by the "Away Team".  A highly regarded 10-player version of Bomberman was released for this system, and it was also home to the critically acclaimed shooter Radiant Silvergun.  A crazy circular controller for this system, complete with an analog stick, was released with a game developed by Yuji Naka that would later see a Christmas sequel.  The surprise announcement of its release at the first E3 really pissed off KB Toys and Walmart, and resulted in a limited launch library including Worldwide Soccer, Clockwork Knight, Panzer Dragoon and Daytona USA.  Though ultimately released for its successor, Shenmue was originally developed for it, and this system did not launch with a Sonic game.  For ten points, name this system, a rival of the original Playstation and N64 and precursor of the Dreamcast by Sega.
ANSWER: Sega Saturn

4. He first appeared in a feature directed by Robert McKimson donning a red shirt and a large gold front tooth, although he was later retooled by Hawley Pratt and Friz Freleng in an eponymous feature that won the 1955 Academy Award for Best Short Film.  His polar-opposite cousin at one point hypnotizes his chief antagonist and also enjoys singing a song about marijuana.  It is often noted that he "goes steady with everybody's sister", and he starred in a cross-over cartoon called "The Wild Chase" where he lost to a rocket powered by his chief rival as well as a "Carnivorous vulgaris", Wile E. Coyote.  The cousin of Slowpoke Rodriguez and nemesis of El Pussygato, Sylvester, for ten points, name this "Andale!  Andale!" yelling Looney Tunes character, "The Fastest Mouse in all Mexico". 
ANSWER: Speedy Gonzales [accept either underlined answer]


5. Blue Country and Stone Temple Pilots both provided covers of The Beatles' "Revolution" for its soundtrack, while its opening montage contains a cameo by Catherine Bell and ends with the title character stating "I feel just like that old Indian standing in front of all that garbage".  The pivotal scene in this film comes after the failure of a structure proposed by John Goodman's Chuck Long, while other characters include Rita Daniels, played by Wanda Sykes. In a review titled "Throw this god-awful sequel a life jacket", Richard Roeper gave kudos for the star of the original for completing "perhaps the most amazing movie-disappearing-act hat trick in motion-picture history" by opting out of this film, Dumb and Dumberer and Son of the Mask.  Centering on the titular Congressman's quest to build an ark, for 10 points, name this sequel where Morgan Freeman reprises his role as God, which starred Steve Carell. 
ANSWER: Evan Almighty

6. One band from this state has released the albums All We Know is Falling and Riot! and is fronted by Hayley Williams, a band called Paramore.  Ralph Peer was responsible for ushering in a sound associated with a city in this state that later lost out to the Bakersfield Sound.  A rap group from this state includes Crunchy Black and Juicy J and recently put out Last 2 Walk, although they're best known for "It's Hard out Here for a Pimp", Three 6 Mafia.  Many blues musicians in this state congregate in W.C. Handy Park on Beale Street, part of a city also home to Sun Records.  The capital of this state is home to the Grand Ole Opry and Country Music Hall of Fame.  For 10 points, name this state where you can find Graceland and the cities of Memphis and Nashville.
ANSWER: Tennessee

7. This player noted that he's "very American" while discussing the tattoo of a bald eagle and the American flag on his right bicep he spent 21 hours getting in 2005.  In an interview with Maxim he stated how he picks up girls by telling them he's a gas pumper and that he fantasizes having a "threesome" with a mother and her two twins.  After his team lost a 2003 preseason game 26-6, he called Bill Parcells a "homo.” Domanick David succeeded him as the Diet Pepsi NFL Rookie of the Year, earned in part thanks to a 74 catch season.  Following an injury to his fibula in 2007, he was competently replaced by Kevin Boss, who would go on to win the Super Bowl.  Drafted 14th overall in 2002, he played the same position as college teammate Kellen Winslow while at Miami.  For 10 points, name this tight end, who was dealt in 2008, along with his wavy blond locks from the Giants to the Saints.

ANSWER: Jeremy Charles Shockey

8. It was written by Robert Parissi, and the band who recorded this song made it the first track on their self titled album, following it with "The Lady Wants Your Money" and "99 1/2", and it was originally supposed to be the B-Side of a cover of The Commodores' "I Feel Sanctified".  Allegedly inspired by a request a fan made at the 2001 Club, its lyrics tell of a man "burnin' down one night stands / and everything around me" who decides to "disco down and check out the show".  A notable cover of this song states "there's nodissin' allowed" and that "Vanilla's on the mike", and was released before "Ice, Ice Baby".  In the original, the artist is also beseeched to "lay down the boogie" and do the title action "till you die".  For 10 points, name this song by Wild Cherry whose title demands a "white boy" perform a certain genre of music.
ANSWER: “Play That Funky Music”

9. One advertisement by this company listed "proving your sobriety" and "claiming your team's superiority" as things that could be done with one finger.  In another ad, two men in flannel shirts sit on chairs next to a boombox and a monkey tap-dancing on top of a barrel, before noting "Well, we just wasted 2 million bucks".  Yet another ad by this company has a recurring character state that he can go "anywhere he wants now" before saying "hey girl, can I hit ya back?" after he receives a call on his Blackberry, interrupting his use of the company's "Mobile Pro" service.  Most of its ads boast that "it's so easy, 1000 new accounts are created each day".  For 10 points, name this company whose most recent ads have featured talking babies discussing online stock investment.
ANSWER: E-Trade Financial Corporation


10. Along with First National, this studio released shorts like "Carnival Night in Paris" and several others that preceded Don Juan that made use of its Vitaphone sound technology. One of their most enduring early stars first appeared in Where the North Begins and later starred in The Lightning Warrior and Clash of the Wolves, Rin Tin Tin. In the early 1930s, it relied on the star power of Frank Fay, Dorothy Mackaill and others, although its greatest draw during this period was Bette Davis. Recent film series owned by this studio include The Matrix trilogy and the Batman films, and they merged with Time Inc. in 1989. The company behind Casablanca, For 10 points, name this film studio, named for Jack, Sam, Albert and Harry. 

ANSWER: Warner Brothers

11. Their first full length album, released on Barsuk Records, ends with a bonus track sometimes titled "Salute My Shorts!", a reference to the singer of that song's childhood role on Salute Your Shorts, credited as Blake Soper. Another hidden track by this band has listeners sit through the "Annoying Noise of Death", and appeared on an EP with songs like "Frug ", which made it on the Desert Blue soundtrack. Albums by this band include one with a song that says "And sometimes when you're on / you're really fucking on", "A Better Son/Daughter", and they've also released the single "Silver Lining" from their most recent album. That most recent album, Under the Blacklight, spawned a single about sex, "The Moneymaker", and they've also released The Execution of All Things and More Adventurous. For 10 points, name this indie band fronted by Jenny Lewis. 

ANSWER: Rilo Kiley 

12. This writer tackled "Species-On-Species Abuse" and "These Little Town Blues" in Post Cards, part of an essay collection also containing the story "What I See When I Look at the Face on the $20 Bill" about "being at least a little Cherokee in Eastern Oklahoma". A work subtitled A Listener's Diary brought her to national attention, landing her on a program where she discussed "What I Learned From TV" on a Chicago Public Radio program. One of her audio books featured the voice talents of Jon Stewart, who played President Garfield, while her own voice acting roles saw her play Violet in The Incredibles. Her most recent book centers on Puritans and is known as The Wordy Shipmates. A frequent contributor to This American Life, For 10 points, name this author of Assassination Vacation. 

ANSWER: Sarah Jane Vowel 

13. One character with this last name was played by Jeremy Gelbwaks for the first season before dropping out and being replaced by Brian Foster. The actor who played the most popular character with this surname famously renegotiated his contract to cash in on merchandising after it was revealed he was a minor when he first signed on, and posed semi-nude for Rolling Stone. All of the characters with this last name interacted with Dave Madden's Reuben Kincaid. The family with this last name is most associated with the song "I Think I Love You." For 10 points, give this common last name of Danny and Keith, played by Danny Bonaduce and David Cassidy respectively, members of a musician family rolling around in a multicolored bus. 

ANSWER: Partridge family

14. This school's women's team has been propelled into the Top 10 this year thanks to the play of Angel McCoughtry and coaching of Jeff Walz.  One of its earliest stars was the MVP of the 1956 NIT and would later play for the Knicks, Charlie Tyra.  In the '70s, this school was home to future Nets coach Butch Beard, as well as Darrell "Dr. Dunkenstein" Griffith, who led them to a 1980 NCAA Championship.  This season, they beat their in-state rival thanks to a Edgar Sosa three-pointer.  With Taquan Dean, they were led to the final four in 2005 thanks to Francisco Garcia. Playing its home games in Freedom Hall, it is currently coached by Rick Pitino.  For 10 points, name this traditionally dominant Big East school based in Kentucky.
ANSWER: University of Louisville Cardinals

15. One character proclaims "Oh, Lawsey, Lawsey, Lawsey" after the introduction of this character, and his name derives from a car commercial his creator wrote before creating the strip.  His only birthday celebration saw another character caring that "there's a cake here somewhere, right?", while one chronology sees him being adopted after a visit to Liz's place of work.  His only real piece of dialogue is an early utterance of "I'm Hungry", although in a dream sequence he turns his head and states "Don't even think about it" after another character approaches him on a precipice.  Originally belonging to Lyman, he is frequently kicked off the table by the title character of the comic strip he appears in.  For 10 points, name this dumb dog from the Garfield comics.
ANSWER: Odie



16. Acing the Lowrider level in this game unlocks the Dinosaur Tail, while a Pirate Hook can be unlocked by completing First Steps without dying.  Although it's not a Tom Stoppard play, it did have a working title of "The Next Big Thing".  Its main game has the player traveling through levels like Endurance Dojo and the Great Magician's Palace and concludes with a boss fight against The Collector.  Developed by Media Molecule, the company behind Rag Doll Kung-Fu, one downloadable expansion for this game introduced the Paintinator gun and was based on a Metal Gear Solid theme.  Frequently used objects in this game include a skateboard, and characters and levels can be decorated with a variety of stickers.  For 10 points, name this PS3 exclusive, where players play user-created platforming levels with their Sackboys and Sackgirls. 
ANSWER: LittleBigPlanet [prompt on "The Next Big Thing"]


17. Early in his career, he had a four-episode guest appearance as Johnny O'Donnell on NBC's Crime Story.  Some of the crappy movies he starred in saw him playing Phil, who gets cuckolded by Josh Lucas' character in Session 9, as well as John Hawkins in the straight-to-video Black Point.  His decision to star as David Corelli in Jade and Jimmy Kilmartin in Kiss of Death led to a reference to him in the first episode of South Park, where Ike jumps out of a spaceship to do his impersonation of this man's career.  He's best known for playing a character who utters lines like "Join the Club" and "Get to the Truth", battles against Walter Resden and has a recurring nightmare after Tim Speedle's death on a popular spin-off.  Stupidly leaving the role of John Kelly on NYPD Blue, for 10 points, name this actor best known for playing Horatio Caine on CSI: Miami.
ANSWER: David Stephen Caruso

18. The namesake of the top women's prize here won the tournament five times before dying in childbirth in 1933, while the men's trophy honors a man nicknamed "The Wizard" who won it in 1911.  Stefan Edberg's defeat of Pat Cash in 1987 marked the last men's final played on grass in this tournament, and it may move to Glebe Island in 2016.  Played in the country where Mark Philippoussis was born, the most recent incarnation of this tournament saw Russia's Dinara Safina get demolished by Serena Williams while Novak Djokovic could not reclaim his 2007 title, as Nadal beat Federer in the finals.  For 10 points, name this first Grand Slam event of the year, held in Melbourne Park.
ANSWER: Australian Open

19. John Hill attempted to rewrite the original screenplay for this film, changing the main character to a police officer, but neither that nor Paul Schrader's Kingdom Come script met directorial approval.  It marked the first collaboration between its directory and his long-time editor Michael Kahn, while a special edition of this film contained a scene that revealed the S.S. Cotopaxi ended up in the Gobi Desert.  One character in this film is introduced playing with toy trains to the theme of "When You Wish Upon a Star" and later almost hits Jillian Guiler's son with his truck after the child has wandered into the middle of the road near Crescendo Summit.  With a climax at Devil's Tower, Wyoming, it concludes with Richard Dreyfuss' character, electrician Roy Neary, entering another species' mothership.  For 10 points, name this 1977 science fiction film by Steven Spielberg.
ANSWER: Close Encounters of the Third Kind

20. He has a cameo with former Surgeon General C. Everett Koop in The Tombs restaurant in The Exorcist III, while in Bee Movie he notes that his name is common after Barry B. Benson notes he exists in the real world as well.  More notable exploits include insulting Marla Wynne, aka Miss Pennsylvania 1990, on the Joan Rivers Show, while in April of 2007 XM launched a special channel devoted to this man's "50 Years in Broadcasting".  This onetime broadcaster for the Shreveport Steamers is not Dick Clark but frequently has Ryan Seacrest fill in for him on his namesake show.  In the episode "One Fish, Two Fish, Blowfish, Blue Fish", he reads the "Good Book" on tape as Homer awaits his death by poisoning.  On his most famous show, he usually utters things like "Knoxville, go ahead!", a show which hosted a highly watched debate between Ross Perot and Al Gore.  For 10 points, name this suspenders-wearing host of a namesake Live program on CNN.
ANSWER: Larry King [or Lawrence Harvey Zeiger]



21. He reveals that he is designing a jacket with a "gold satin lining" and that he always downloads cheat codes for new games he gets, part of an HP ad he starred in. He came up short at Breckenridge in 2008, and several Penny Arcade forum posters confused him for Scott Thompson when he showed off his eponymous videogame which made use of the Wii Balance Board at Nintendo's last E3 Press Conference.  Recently, he rather fraudulently beat out Kevin Pearce to become the first man to capture back-to-back golds since Tanner Hall at a certain event at the Winter X-Games.  Capturing gold in the Men's Halfpipe event at Torino, For 10 points, name this snowboarder, known as the Flying Tomato. 
ANSWER: Shaun Roger White [prompt on "The Flying Tomato" before mentioned]

22. One character on this show temporarily lowers his standards to go after "the dietitian at the cafeteria with the limp and the lazy eye", Olivia, while another character's Mom is currently enamored with Doogie Howser re-runs.  Envy of a North Korean character named Dennis Kim results in one character deciding to create a Neuvo Jerusalem, while Sara Gilbert has a portrayed a recurring character, Leslie Winkle; she appeared in an episode where the canon of a particular game was expanded to include a lizard and Mr. Spock.  Producer Chuck Lorre has denied the underlying Asperger's theme on this show, and a Season 2 episode saw the house where America's Next Top Model was being filmed discovered by Howard and Raj.  Centering around the characters of Penny, Leonard, and Sheldon, for 10 points, name this CBS sitcom about physicists.
ANSWER: The Big Bang Theory

23. Her voice work includes voicing the otherwise mute Serena in an adaptation of E. B. White's The Trumpet of the Swan, while another literary adaptation she starred in saw her garnering a Teen Choice Award for playing Cecily Cardew in Oliver Parker's remake of The Importance of Being Earnest. One of the few movies she received producer credits on was known as Anywhere But Home in the UK, had Jon Voight and Mary Steenburgen play her parents. One of her breakthrough roles saw her competing against Tammy and Paul Metzler in a 1999 Alexander Payne film, Election. For 10 points, name this actress who won an Oscar for playing June Carter in Walk the Line, also known for playing Elle Woods in Legally Blonde. 

ANSWER: [Laura Jeanne] Reese Witherspoon 

24. One of his more recent hits sampled "Liberian Girl" by Michael Jackson and had him lament that he may "never get to holla at my unborn child." He was the sole performer on the songs "Pour Out a Little Liquor" and "St8 Ballin'", released on an album by a group he helped create that also included Rated R and his step-brother. He is credited as the writer of the spoken word album The Rose That Grew from Concrete, while his first album featured the singles "Trapped" and "I Don't Give a Fuck". He adopted a new pseudonym for an album including the tracks "White Man'z World", "Hail Marry" and "Toss It Up", The Don Killuminati: The 7 Day Theory. Also known for the album All Eyez on Me and single "California Love", For 10 points, name this rapper famously shot in a drive-by shooting in Las Vegas in 1996. 

ANSWER: Tupac Amaru Shakur [or 2Pac or Makaveli] 

1. Identify the following about a certain boxer, For 10 points each.
[10] This four-time heavyweight champion is probably best remembered for getting part of his ear bitten off by Mike Tyson in his second fight with the man.
ANSWER: Evander Holyfield
[10] Holyfield fought three bouts against this "Quiet Man" Latino, getting knocked down for only the second time in his career in the second fight.

ANSWER: John Ruiz
[10] On his way to fighting Chris Byrd in 2002, Holyfield beat Hasim Rahman, who shares this nickname with a former WWE wrestler. The wrestler used the People's Elbow as a finisher.
ANSWER: The Rock

2. Identify the following about some old shows you can find on Comcast's TubeTime On-Demand channel, For 10 points each.
[10] One show currently on the channel is this iconic '70s sitcom starring Redd Foxx and Demond Wilson, owners of the titular Los Angeles-based junkyard business.
ANSWER: Sanford and Son
[10] While TubeTime does have Who's The Boss, it doesn't have the spin-off Charmed Lives, which starred Donna Dixon and this actress.  She shared screen time with the Sheffield family in her most notable role. 
ANSWER: Francine Joy "Fran" Drescher
[10] I guess you could also watch Gidget, which starred this actress.  People actually playing in this tournament might recognize her more from her role as Nora Holden Walker on Brothers & Sisters.
ANSWER: Sally Margaret Field


3. One man who assumed the role of this super-hero got his powers after some lightning struck a rack of chemicals.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this DC superhero, the alter-ego of Barry Allen in the Silver Age and Jay Garrick in the Golden Age, known for his lightning-bolt costume.
ANSWER: The Flash [or the Scarlet Speedster]
[10] This dude, who came from the 30th century and experienced crippling metabolic problems, graduated from being Kid Flash to regular Flash following Barry Allen's death in the Crisis of Infinite Earths.
ANSWER: Wally West [accept either underlined answer]
[10] One of The Flash's principle enemies is this guy, who wears a blue visor and a parka also makes heavy use of a gun capable of freezing the air around him.
ANSWER: Captain Cold [or Leonard Snart]


4. This franchise saw a comeback win against the Cardinals in 1985's I-70 Series.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this baseball franchise, a team which has retired the numbers of George Brett and Frank White.
ANSWER: Kansas City Royals [accept either underlined answer]
[10] The Royals were led to that only World Series victory by this manager, who also has his number retired by the club.  Before dying of a brain tumor, he guided the Yankees to an ALCS loss in 1980. 
ANSWER: Richard Dalton "Dick" Howser
[10] One of the bright spots on the otherwise dismal Royals squad of recent years has been this pitcher, who recently signed a 4-year, $38 million contract with the team.  He strangely left training camp in 2006 and was diagnosed with social anxiety disorder.
ANSWER: Donald Zackery "Zack" Greinke


5. Answer some questions about some 2009 video game releases, for 10 points each.
[10] Scheduled for a February 27th release, this Playstation FPS sequel, will have players assume the role of Sev in the single player campaign.
ANSWER: Killzone 2
[10] Characters such as King Hippo and Glass Joe are expected to return in the Wii update of this series, whose first game saw players getting their asses kicked by Mike Tyson.
ANSWER: Punch-Out!!
[10] This  PS3-exclusive RPG by Level-5, the developers of Dark Cloud and Jeanne d'Arc, was playable way back at the 2007 TGS. It takes place in Balandor and stars Lenard, who can transform into the titular medieval warrior.
ANSWER: White Knight Chronicles

6. His Oscar nominations have included one for playing Max Cady in the remake of Cape Fear and one for playing Leonard Lowe in Awakenings.† For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this actor, well remembered for his role as Jake LaMotta in Raging Bull and Jack Byrnes in Meet the Parents. 

ANSWER: Robert Mario De Niro, Jr. 

[10] De Niro was discovered by this director, playing Cecil in this man's The Wedding Party. Often compared to Jean-Luc Godard, he also directed Wise Guys, Body Heat, Raising Cain and Carrie. 

ANSWER: Brian Russell De Palma 

[10] Among De Niro's method acting exploits was learning to play the sax for his role as Jimmy Doyle in this 1977 Martin Scorsese flick. It also stars Francine Evans as Minnelli. 

ANSWER: New York, New York 

7. Answer some questions about guest stars on 24 from some of their other roles, For 10 points each.
[10] The most recent season has seen this actress and former Air America host playing FBI techie Janis Gold.  She also played Sally Reardon on Felicity, Paula on the Larry Sanders Show and Louise Thornton on The West Wing. 
ANSWER: Janeane Garofalo
[10] This actor played Lynn McGill on Season 5, and is also known for playing Mr. Smith on the short-lived Jeremiah.  However, he's much better known for film roles like playing Notre Dame football player Rudy and Sam in Lord of the Rings. 
ANSWER: Sean Astin [or Sean Patrick Duke]
[10] The current season also sees this seasoned actor playing villain Jonas Hodges.  Mike Bentley wants you to know he played the title role in Conrack, and you may also remember him playing John Paul II in a 2005 TV movie. 
ANSWER: Jonathan Vincent "Jon" Voight


8. In 2008, he notably donned a Superman costume and threw the ball into the net.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this winner of last year's NBA Slam Dunk Contest, a center for the Orlando Magic.
ANSWER: Dwight David Howard
[10] Dwight Howard was bested in this year's competition by this 5 foot 9 inches point guard for the Knicks, who donned a green uniform to dunk a green ball over Howard's head.
ANSWER: Nathaniel Cornelius "Nate" Robinson
[10] Meanwhile, a game of HORSE at the 2009 All-Star Game saw Kevin Durant defeat Joe Johnson and this player, the third overall pick in the 2008 draft by the Timberwolves.  He'd be traded to his current team later in the day. 
ANSWER: Ovinton J'Anthony "O.J." Mayo

9. Answer some questions about a British band, For 10 points each.
[10] Their most recent album, In Rainbows, was released online with a “pay what you want” pricing structure.  
ANSWER: Radiohead
[10] Probably Radiohead’s best known album, this 1997 album leads off with the track “Airbag”, and also contains a track originally written for the Romeo and Juliet soundtrack, “Exit Music [For a Film]”.  “Karma Police” is also on this album.
ANSWER: OK Computer

[10] This other Radiohead album, released in 2001, pairs its title track with “Morning Bell” and also contains the hit “Pyramid Song”.  It’s not to be confused with Kid A, which was released 8 months earlier and also contained a version of “Morning Bell”.
ANSWER:  Amnesiac

10. Answer some questions about Richard Baker, the man who has captured more Oscars for Best Make-Up than any other man, For 10 points each. 

[10] Baker's most recent win was for this 2000 film, where he made Jim Carrey into the titular Dr. Seuss character. Directed by Ron Howard, it also starred Taylor Momsen as Cindy Lou Who. 

ANSWER: How the Grinch Stole Christmas

[10] Baker's first win came for his work on this 1981 film, which literally created the category of Best Make-Up. It was notable for its special effects involving the transitions of David Naughton's character. 

ANSWER: An American Werewolf in London 

11. Identify the following about a certain incredible recording artist, For 10 points each. 

[10] He wrote the songs about The Promised Land and Candy's Room for the album Darkness On the Edge of Town, but is probably better known for penning "Thunder Road" for the album Born to Run. 

ANSWER: Bruce "The Boss" Springsteen 

[10] Springsteen's 2006 album, Magic, led off with this track where the singer is ìsetting off a satellite / crushing the last lone American night. The singer also asks, "Is there anybody alive out there?" 

ANSWER: "Radio Nowhere" 

[10] This album, Bruce's second features the amazing song "Kitty's Back". However the best known song on it is probably one in which Bruce tells the titular girl "Senorita, come sit by my fire", "Rosalita."

Answer: The Wild, The Innocent and The E Street Shuffle 

12. Identify some of these shows currently airing on Friday night, For 10 points each. 

[10] This news magazine airs Friday nights at ten eastern on ABC. Some of this show's most famous hosts include the wacky libertarian John Stossel, Diane Sawyer and the interviewer of interesting people, Barbara Walters. 

ANSWER: 20/20 

[10] Meanwhile, the CW airs an actually funny show about the life of this comedian, called Everybody Hates him. His stand-up specials like Never Scarred and Bigger & Blacker sometimes air on Friday nights on Comedy Central and HBO. 

ANSWER: Christopher Julius "Chris" Rock III [prompt on just "Chris"] 

[10] Over on CBS you can probably find this Canadian drama starring Hugh Dillon as Ed Lane and former Pink Ranger Amy Jo Johnson, a member of the Strategic Response Unit. 

ANSWER: Flashpoint  

13. Identify some of these Google products, for 10 points each.
[10] This neat program uses satellite and other imagery to display the title object.  Its 3-D rendering of buildings and features such as the Grand Canyon can be explored in a secret Flight Sim mode.
ANSWER: Google Earth
[10] Based on an open-source platform of a similar name, this web browser by Google contains features like an incognito porn mode and a Sad Tab with a frowny face and the words “Aw, Snap!” when a website crashes it.
ANSWER: Google Chrome [or Chromium]
[10] This recently discontinued social networking service for cell phones was bought by Google in 2005.  It's similar to Google's Latitude service, and users can "guide", "shout" and query for which of their friends are in which locations.
ANSWER: Google Dodgeball

14. Identify the following about some movies set in Miami, For 10 points each. 

[10] Miami is the setting of a lot of rooms full of cocaine in this film, starring Michelle Pfeiffer as Elvira Hancock and Al Pacino as the titular drug dealer, Tony Montana. 

ANSWER: Scarface 

[10] Miami's Eager Beaver is the main setting of this 1996 film, where Burt Reynold's character, Congressman David Dilbeck, develops an infatuation with Demi Moore's exotic dancer character, Erin Grant. 

ANSWER: Striptease 

[10] This extremely silly sequel took place in Miami and involved a plot to force Jefferson Billings, the director of the National Drug Control Policy, to cancel a meeting after his son is kidnapped. Francois Berleand reprised his role as Inspector Tarconi. 

ANSWER: Transporter 2 

15. Answer the following about Simon and Garfunkel for 10 points each:
[10] This song was not successful until an electric guitar, drums and bass were added to it. It still opened with the line “Hello darkness, my old friend.” 

ANSWER: “The Sound of Silence”
[10] In this song, the singer notes that “I’ve squandered my resistance for a pocketful of mumbles” and that “when I left my home and my family, I was no more than a boy.”
ANSWER: “The Boxer”
[10] Appearing on an eponymous 1970 album alongside tracks like "The Only Living Boy in New York" and "Cecilia", its lyrics state the singer is "on your side, when times get rough".
ANSWER: “Bridge Over Troubled Water”


16. This school's most recent bowl game saw them defeat Texas in the 2003 Holiday Bowl in a game where their punter, Kyle Basler, captured MVP honors.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this PAC-10 school, currently coached by Paul Wulff, who play at Martin Stadium in Pullman. Their only Division I-A win in 2008 came over their in-state rival; that rival saw coach Tyrone Willingham depart halfway through an 0-12 season.
ANSWER: Washington State University Cougars [or WSU Cougars or Wazzu Cougars; do not accept just "Washington"]
[10] One of WSU's most notable alums, this quarterback left the university early in 1993 for a long tenure with the Patriots, where he was eventually replaced by Tom Brady.
ANSWER: Drew McQueen Bledsoe
[10] This other WSU quarterback was drafted second overall in the 1998 draft by San Diego.  After playing in parts of 3 seasons for the Chargers and Cowboys, he retired at the age of 26, with a career record of 4-17 and 36 career interceptions.

ANSWER: Ryan Leaf

17. Martin Brodeur shares the record for all-time leading scorer in this position, followed closely behind by Chris Mason and Chris Osgood.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this hockey position, famously played by Dominik Hasek and Patrick Roy [WAH].
ANSWER: Goalie [or Goaltender or Netminder or Goaler]
[10] After getting hit in the face by a puck from Andy Bathgate, this Montreal Canadien became the first goalie to regularly wear a mask, doing so in the 1959-1960 season.
ANSWER: Joseph Jacques Omer "Jake the Snake" Plante
[10] Plante minded the net in this home stadium of the Canadiens for much of his career.  It witnessed 24 different victorious Canadiens championship series and was eventually replaced by the Molson Centre in 1996.
ANSWER: The Montreal Forum

18. In 2007, Epic released a series of Discovery albums that each contained a sampling of hits for a band or artist.  In the case of this band, they could've just slapped that label on their debut album.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this band, whose songs on those albums included “Let Me Take You Home Tonight”, “Hitch A Ride” and “Rock and Roll Band”.
ANSWER: Boston
[10] Like this band's eponymous debut album, Discover Boston leads off with this hit, arguably Boston’s best known song, where the singer “closed my eyes and slipped away” and notes “so many people have come and gone”.
ANSWER: “More Than a Feeling”
[10] Also on Discover Boston is this track, the second on their debut album, where the singer notes “I understand about indecision” and observes “people living in competition”; all he wants is to have the titular entity. 
ANSWER: “Peace of Mind”

19. Stuff about bottled water, for 10 points each.
[10] Dennis Miller's bit on bottled water noted that this brand, which comes from sources near Lake Geneva, does nothing to hide its gimmick status, as its name is an anagram of naive.
ANSWER: Evian 
[10] Ethos Water, whose "mission is to help children get clean water" by donating a whopping five cents per bottle sold, is now owned by this company, who sells the water in their franchises.
ANSWER: Starbucks
[10] Deer Park, Ice Mountain and Arrowhead are bottled water brands distributed by this food company, who also owns the Hot Pockets and Stouffer's brands. 
ANSWER: Nestle

20. Stuff about poker, For 10 points each.
[10] Everyone sure loves this poker variant where the player is given two hole cards and must make the best five card hand by using the five communal cards.  The no-limit type of this game serves as the Main Event for the World Series of Poker. 
ANSWER: Texas Hold 'Em
[10] The winner of the 2000 Main Event and probable proponent of a greater computer science distribution is known for his black brimmed hat and nickname "Jesus".
ANSWER: Christopher Philip "Chris" Ferguson
[10] 2006 saw the return of this mixed combination of limit games to the World Series of Poker.  Won by Scotty Nguyen in 2008, games played in the rotation included Razz and 8-or-better.
ANSWER: HORSE

21. Identify the following about a recent animated feature, For 10 points each.
[10] Based on a novella by Neil Gaiman, this Henry Selick directed stop-motion animated film concerns the titular girl, who is lured into another world by her "Other Mother" voiced by Teri Hatcher. 
ANSWER: Coraline
[10] Coraline's father, who writes articles about gardening, is voiced by this comedian, known for being the "Resident Expert" on the Daily Show and for writing The Areas of My Expertise.
ANSWER: John Hodgman
[10] Meanwhile, the role of Coraline Jones went to this actress, who will be playing Jane in the upcoming Twilight sequel and whose other roles include voicing the lead human character in Charlotte’s Web.
ANSWER: [Hannah] Dakota Fanning

22. Identify the following about some '90s MTV shows, For 10 points each.
[10] Essentially launching the careers of boy bands and Britney Spears, this Carson Daly-hosted show that aired every weekday afternoon and broadcast from Times Square always pretty much sucked.  It was thankfully euthanized in 2008.
ANSWER: TRL [or Total Request Live]
[10] This short-lived MTV talk show expanded to an hour and was placed in syndication following the merger of MTV and Paramount and the cancellation of the Arsenio Hall show.  David Letterman notably appeared on its final episode, and regular segments included "Raymond and Ass." 
ANSWER: The Jon Stewart Show
[10] This show began its long tenure on the network by first appearing as a short in Cartoon Sushi, starring Charles Manson and Marilyn Manson.  Mills Lane was a recurring character when it became an actual series. 
ANSWER: Celebrity Deathmatch
