1.In 1986, he starred in the Halloween program Mystery Magical Special, wherein he and three children visit a haunted house containing Lance Burton doing card tricks.  In 2000, he, along with Melissa Joan Hart, buried the Nickelodeon time capsule, though he had garnered earlier attention during an on-stage fight with Burt Reynolds on an episode of The Tonight Show with Jay Leno.  In 1999 he wrote Everything in Its Place, a book detailing his battle with obsessive-compulsive disorder. Emcee of such programs as Couch Potatoes and Pick Your Brain, for 10 points, identify this host of such programs as the Game Show Network’s WinTuition, the Food Network’s Unwrapped and the classic kids game shows What Would You Do? and Double Dare.
ANSWER: Marc Summers

2.This team played at the Met Center for all twenty-six seasons of their existence.  During this team’s first season, forward Bill Masterton suffered a fatal hit during a game against the Oakland Seals.  The team would rebound from this tragedy and would lose Game 7 of their conference finals in double-overtime to the St. Louis Blues.  This team made two trips to the Stanley Cup Finals; first in 1981, when they lost to the Islanders, and again in 1991, when despite having a losing record they rode a streak to the finals before losing to Pittsburgh in six games.  For ten points, identify this defunct NHL team whose stars included Neal Broten and Mike Modano, a team that moved to Dallas in 1993.
ANSWER: Minnesota North Stars (prompt on just Minnesota to clarify that it's not the Wild; do not accept or prompt on just Stars)

3.One recurring motif in this film is advertisements for vacations in the Florida Keys and one subplot involves a nine-year-old in Fresno who allegedly fell down a well. This film includes footage from The Birds and Vertigo as well as a 1931 Marx Brothers movie and it is based on the French short La Jetee. Near the end, a cabbie complains about an emu blocking traffic, one of many animals released by the group founded by Jeffrey Goines, though that titular group turns out to be a red herring and a lab assistant the real culprit.  To gather information about the plague that killed five billion people in 1997, James Cole is sent back in time in, for ten points, which Terry Gilliam film starring Madeline Stowe, Brad Pitt and Bruce Willis?
ANSWER: Twelve Monkeys

4.This album was re-released in 1999 with the previously unreleased track “Feio”, which, like original album closer “Sanctuary”, was written by saxophonist Wayne Shorter.  The first side of this record consists only of the song “Pharaoh’s Dance”, while side three features the tracks “Spanish Key” and “John McLaughlin”.  The follow-up to the similarly experimental In a Silent Way, it is usually considered the best-selling jazz record of all time despite not having any hit singles.  For ten points, identify this 1970 double album that is considered a turning point in modern jazz, a release by Miles Davis.
ANSWER: Bitches Brew

5.In the United Kingdom, this beverage is nicknamed “wife beater” due to its perceived connection with domestic aggression.  One recent advertisement for it features a bartender on the back car of a train disconnecting the car from the rest of the train in order to get a perfect pour as the slogan “perfection has its price” appears, and its logo includes the words “Arno 1366”, a reference to the year it was first brewed in Leuven.  Although it is quite successful internationally, particularly in the United States, it is still outsold by Jupiler in its native Belgium.  For 10 points, identify this lager brewed by InBev that was for years advertised with the slogan “reassuringly expensive.”
ANSWER: Stella Artois

6.The English store Hanley’s produced an early set containing this game bearing the name “Gossima”.  Professionals in this sport include Biba Golic, Kalinikos Kreanga, and Ma Lin.  Jan-Ove Waldner is the only European who has ever won an individual Olympic gold medal in this sport, and unlike most modern champions in this event, uses a “Shake hands” grip.  A Summer Olympic event since 1988, the 2008 games were the first to feature team events and saw the home country sweep all four available medals in this sport.  That shouldn’t be much of a surprise, as China has won 20 out of the 24 gold medals ever awarded in this event, which was describes a type of diplomacy used with China by Nixon.  For ten points, identify this sport also known as ping pong.
ANSWER: table tennis (prompt on “ping pong”)

7.At one point in this film, the protagonist and his brother watch part of a performance of Gluck's Orfeo ed Euridice.  This film's screenwriter was, before this film, most famous for The Full Monty. A man who starred in The Last Lear drew attention with comments on his blog about this film, and an early chase scene was modeled after one from the film Black Friday.  MIA is featured greatly in the soundtrack, which also included the Best Song winner, “Jai Ho”.  Based on the novel Q&A by Vikas Swarup, it stars Freida Pinto and Dev Patel as Latika and Jamal.  For 10 points, name this Danny Boyle film, the most recent winner of the Oscar for Best Picture.
ANSWER: Slumdog Millionaire

8.The follow-up to this single, “Obscene Phone Caller”, failed to make an impact on the charts despite a similarly expensive music video.  The video for this single features a haunted house theme and includes Halloween-inspired imagery and a parody of the famous shower scene from “Psycho”.  The singer of this song is “an average man with an average life” who “just wants to be left alone” but feels as if he is “living in The Twilight Zone”.  Among the entities the singer fears are his neighbors, the mailman, and the I.R.S.  Owing most of its fame to a guest vocal on the chorus by Michael Jackson, for ten points, identify this song about paranoia, the only hit for Berry Gordy, Jr. ,a.k.a. Rockwell.
ANSWER: “Somebody’s Watching Me”

9.The titular character of this show was based on a character portrayed by Clifton Webb in the film Sitting Pretty.  In the final episode, the title character marries Louise Gilbert and moves to Africa. This program was known for its “very special episodes”, including shows where Heather almost gets raped, one of Wesley’s friends becomes HIV positive, and a classic where Wesley’s camp counselor touches him inappropriately by massaging his shoulders.  The show centers around George Owens, a Pittsburgh sportswriter, and his harried wife Linda, a law student, who just needed some help corralling their three rambunctious children – and find it from a recent British immigrant.  For 10 points, identify this late 1980s sitcom starring Christopher Hewett as the titular butler.
ANSWER:  Mr. Belvedere

10.A claim that on October 22nd, 2006 dirty bombs were set to go off in seven different US cities was made by Jake Brahm through this entity and and the “n” board was destroyed by a story claiming Barack Obama would be sworn in on the Qur'an. The founder of this website is not Matt Weiner, despite having been a VCU student.  That founder is named Christopher Poole, although on the webiste he goes by the name moot. This website originally was created to discuss anime and manga and is based on the Japanese website Futaba Channel. For ten points name this website that has originated internet memes such as Chocolate Rain, Rickrolling, and LOLcats.
Answer: 4chan (accept “the website that shall not be named”)

11.Based on a novel by Paul Gallico, this film was remade in 2005 as a made-for TV movie starring C. Thomas Howell. A huge box office success that boasted that it “combin(ed) the talents of fifteen Oscar winners”, including Red Buttons and Shelly Winters, it earned its only two Academy Awards for visual effects and for the song “The Morning After.” It was also remade in 2006 starring Kurt Russell. A notable scene from this film features a character played by Ernie Orsatti falling into a skylight.  It featured a young Leslie Neilsen as Captain Harrison, who goes along with Linarcos’s recommendation to proceed “full speed ahead” despite his better judgment.  For 10 points, identify this 1972 film in which a tsunami hits a luxury liner on New Years’ Eve, a blockbuster starring Gene Hackman.
ANSWER:  The Poseidon Adventure

12.This band grew from the ashes of the band Graduate and released their first single, “Suffer the Children”, in 1981.  The title track from their first album, “The Hurting”, was sampled in the intro of the charity single “Do They Know It’s Christmas?”, and their most recent top 40 hit was 2004’s “Closest Thing to Heaven” off of their comeback album Everybody Loves a Happy Ending.  Curt Smith left the group in 1992, but while Roland Orzabal kept the band name alive, he wasn’t able to match the success of albums such as The Seeds of Love and Songs from the Big Chair.  With a name inspired by Arthur Janov’s primal scream therapy, for 10 points, identify this band behind the singles “Shout” and “Everybody Wants to Rule the World”.
ANSWER:  Tears for Fears

13.(JB) Near the end of this game, Scott Dolph’s daughter is revealed to have her heart on the right side of her chest, and after being infected with a virus, one character refers to earlier games in the franchise by telling you to infiltrate the fortress Gaulaude as well as exclaims, "I need scissors!  61!"  The directional mic is required to identify Ames due to his pacemaker, and other missions include disarming the Fatman's bombs on the Big Shell and rescuing Emma Emmerich, Otacon's sister.  Revealing that all facets of American society are controlled by the shadowy Patriots, for ten points, name this 2001 sequel that drew the ire of fans by introducing the character of Raiden as a replacement for Solid Snake.
ANSWER: Metal Gear Solid 2: Sons of Liberty

14.One short-lived series on this network included characters such as the Mike O'Malley portrayed Tom Grady and it will debuting the series Parks and Recreation on April 9th. The saturday morning children's programming block that airs on this station is known as Qubo and its current CEO is Jeff Zucker. High profile cancelled series for this network in recent years included a series about Jamie Sommers, the Bionic Woman remake, and the Christian Slater vehicle My Own Worst Enemy. For ten points name this struggling television network that features shows like Life and Medium and recently promised the ten o'clock timeslot to Jay Leno.
Answer: National Broadcasting Corporation or NBC

15.He was known as a poor fielder, and in one game as catcher for the New York Highlanders, the opposing team stole thirteen bases, a feat that remains unmatched.  He had more success as manager of the St. Louis Cardinals from 1919-1925, including pioneering the farm system, but the team didn’t win a World Series until the year after he left. He notoriously attempted to damage Ralph Kiner’s image to make it easier to trade him. As a general manager, he drafted Roberto Clemente for the Pittsburgh Pirates, but is best known for a groundbreaking and controversial 1945 signing.  For ten points, identify this former executive for the Brooklyn Dodgers who is credited with breaking baseball’s color barrier by signing Jackie Robinson.
ANSWER:  Wesley Branch Rickey

16.Notable songs written by this man include “The Unicorn”, made famous by the Irish Rovers, and a pair of #1 singles for Dr. Hook and the Medicine Show, “Sylvia’s Mother” and “Cover of the Rolling Stone”.  Oscar-nominated for musical contributions to Postcards from the Edge, he was nevertheless best known as a writer.   Early works include Grab Your Socks!, a collection of comics he drew for Stars and Stripes magazine, and the sexually explicit Different Dances, as well as columns on a variety of topics in Playboy.  Even his kid-friendly books have been controversial, as a poem called “How Not to Have to Dry the Dishes” from his best-selling collection is perceived as encouraging rebelliousness.  For ten points, identify this author of such popular children’s books as The Missing Piece, The Giving Tree, Where the Sidewalk Ends, and A Light in the Attic.
ANSWER:  Shel Silverstein

17.The presence of an audible cough on this track led the guitarist and source of the cough to quit smoking.  On the original album, this song appears immediately after a snippet of Tchaikovsky's Fourth Symphony.  Both the Tchaikovsky clip and the beginning of this song are processed to sound as though they are coming from a radio, and this song follows “Have a Cigar” and segues into “Shine On You Crazy Diamond Parts VI - IX”.  The singer asks if “you can tell Heaven from Hell / blue skies from pain?” and states that “we’re just two lost souls living in a fish bowl / year after year”.  For ten points, identify this Pink Floyd single and title track of a 1975 album which refers to the breakdown and disappearance of former lead singer Syd Barrett.
ANSWER: “Wish You Were Here”

18.Shortly after gradating from Boston University School of Law, he penned his first screenplay for the Judd Nelson comedy From the Hip.  While neither that film nor any of this other film scripts, which include Mystery, Alaska and To Gillian on her 37th Birthday, made much of an impact, he has experienced much more success on television.  He produced and wrote for Picket Fences. He is best known for dramas such as a FOX series that had a unisex bathroom and a dancing baby and his most recent series was an ABC series featuring Alan Shore and Denny Crane.  For ten points, identify this creator of the legal dramas Boston Legal, The Practice, and Ally McBeal.
ANSWER:  David E. Kelley

19.(JB) He claims to be agoraphobic, but that's just a ruse to cheat at cards.  Named for a Hungarian architect who threatened to sue when he found out, he uses custom-made Rolls Royces for his smuggling scheme, but more notable is his Operation Grand Slam, which involved detonating an atomic bomb.  Some time after having Jill Masterson killed, he had his most famous foe attached to a table, about to be cut in half with a laser, expecting him to die, not talk.  The employer of Oddjob and Pussy Galore, for ten points, is what villain of the third James Bond movie?
ANSWER: Auric Goldfinger

20.“Diamondback” and “Priestess” are examples of this type of activity from Dave Sim’s comic book series Cerebus the Aardvark.  Characters in several Terry Pratchett novels play a variety called “Cripple Mr Onion”, and Final Fantasy X-2 includes one entitled “Sphere Break”.  Examples from television include “Go Johnny Go Go Go” from The League of Gentlemen, “Pyramid” from the original Battlestar Galactica, and “Tongo” from Star Trek: Deep Space Nine.  For 10 points, “Exploding snap” from the Harry Potter series and “Sabacc” from the Star Wars universe are fictional examples of this type of game whose real-life counterparts include Euchre and Whist.
ANSWER:  card games (accept clear-knowledge equivalents)

21.He finished his playing career with the Montreal Concordes, and while in college this man quarterbacked Nebraska to a 28-2 record in three years as starter, including a loss in the 1984 Orange Bowl when he failed to convert a two-point attempt.  His first season at his current coaching job saw his team go 2-10, but in 2008 his team went 7-5 and won the MAC Championship game over heavily favored Ball State.  After Gene Chizik was given the head coaching position at Auburn over him, Charles Barkley famously stated that “race was the number one factor” in the decision.  For ten points, identify this man,one of the four African-American coaches in Division I, and head coach of the University of Buffalo Bulls.
ANSWER:  Turner Gill

22.A one time student at Chicago’s American Academy of Art, he first gained fame as a producer of several tracks on Jay-Z’s 2001 record The Blueprint.  He also produced hits such as Brandy’s “Talk About Our Love” and Twista’s “Overnight Celebrity.” Less well-known singles that this artist released himself include “Flashing Lights” and “Touch the Sky”, a track which featured a video parodying Evel Kinevel. He caused a feud with Stephen Colbert after he declared himself “the voice of this generation of this decade,” and he once famously stated that “George Bush doesn’t care about black people!”  For ten points, identify this ten-time Grammy award winning artist behind singles such as “Diamonds from Sierra Leone”, “Jesus Walks”, “Stronger”, and “Gold Digger”.
ANSWER:  Kanye West

23.To date, she is the only female to play the transgender titular character in the New York production of the play Hedwig and the Angry Inch, although she missed nearly half of the shows during her run.  Her addiction to sleeping pills inspired her performance in 1998’s High Art, and she recently had a stint on Kyle XY.  First in the public eye for penning the book “She Was Nice to Mice” when she was twelve years old, she was most famous in the 1980s for starring in such films as Bad Boys, War Games, and Short Circuit, as well as a pair of John Hughes films.  For 10 points, identify this “Brat Pack” member who played Leslie Hunter in St. Elmo’s Fire and Allison Reynolds in The Breakfast Club.
ANSWER:  Ally Sheedy


1.In later years he hosted a version of the TV game show Liar’s Club, although he is better known for penning the original script for Planet of the Apes as well as a popular sci-fi anthology series.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this man, ranked as the number one TV Sci-Fi Legend of all time in 2004, most famous for creating and hosting The Twilight Zone.
ANSWER: Rod Serling
[10] This controversial Twilight Zone episode featured Terry Becker as a wrongly hanged man and a dark cloud representing hate spreading from the American South to the rest of the world.
ANSWER:  “I am the Night – Color Me Black ”
[10] The classic Twilight Zone episode “Living Doll” features this Greek-American actor bring killed by “Talky Tina”.  He is more famous for starring in Kojak.
ANSWER:  Telly Savalas

2.Levels in this video game include Mushroomy Kingdom, a recreation of the first two levels from the original Super Mario Brothers.
[10] For ten points name this 2008 Wii fighting game that pits Nintendo stars against each other.
ANSWER:  Super Smash Brothers Brawl
[10] This video game series is represented in the game with the gigantic new stage New Pork City as well as the new character Lucas.
ANSWER:  Earthbound or Mother
[10] The end of the Subspace Emissary mode in Brawl has the player fight this evil figure who has been manipulating characters like Master Hand and Ganondorf.
Answer: Tabuu

3.Nicknamed “NFL U” due to its relative success in producing players who go on to play professional football, the University of Miami is one of college football’s most consistent (Ed's note: and dirtiest) programs.  For ten points each:
[10] This 1986 Heisman Trophy winning quarterback has played for the Patriots, Buccaneers, and Cowboys, but may be best known for the “Monday Night Miracle” comeback while with the New York Jets.
ANSWER:  Vinny Testaverde
[10] Not every Miami quarterback can be successful.  This 1992 Heisman winner unsurprisingly turned out to be terrible.
ANSWER: Gino Torretta
[10] This quarterback left two years early in 1985 to play for the Cleveland Browns.  He played in his only Pro Bowl in 1988 and finished his career with Dallas and Miami.  While in college he lost the Flutie Hail Mary game.
ANSWER:  Bernie Kosar

4.It centers on Caden Cotard, a recipient of the MacArthur genius grant whose wife Adele leaves him to sell her miniature paintings that can only be seen with a microscope abroad.  For ten points each:
[10] Name this 2008 film which features Cotard constructing a city inside a giant warehouse.
ANSWER:  Synecdoche, New York
[10] Synecdoche, New York was the directorial debut of this writer of Eternal Sunshine of the Spotless Mind and Being John Malkovich.
ANSWER:  Charlie Kaufman
[10] Kaufman wrote this 2002 film starring Patricia Arquette as Lila, a woman covered in body hair who lives with apes.  This film was the directorial debut of Michel Gondry.
ANSWER:  Human Nature

5.The sixth season of this show featured the main character’s wife leaving him for a man who manufactures “No Fly Zone” underwear.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this HBO sitcom starring Larry David.
ANSWER:  Curb Your Enthusiasm
[10] In the first episode of Season 6, this family is displaced from New Orleans by Hurricane Edna and is adopted by Larry and Cheryl.
ANSWER:  The Black family
[10] In the episode “The TiVo Guy”, Larry goes on a date with this actress after getting her number from his dry cleaner.  She has also had a recent recurring role as D’Anna Biers on Battlestar Galactica.
ANSWER:  Lucy Lawless

6.A commercial featuring this software shows it correctly identifying the artist and title of The Submarines’ “You, Me, and the Bourgeoisie.”  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this application for the iPhone, which identifies songs based on their acoustic fingerprint.
ANSWER:  Shazam
[10] One could also purchase the “Origins” version of this Will Wright game for the iPhone.  Unlike the complete PC version, the “Origins” version only allows you to play through the cell phase.
ANSWER:  Spore
[10] Eight people actually purchased this $999 iPhone application, which, when launched, displays some sort of red jewel and the titular text; ostensibly, this would apply to anyone who had purchased this App.
ANSWER:  I Am Rich

7.His only victory in a Major was the 2003 US Open.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this most recent American to be the world #1, the US's highest ranked current player and the current world #6.
ANSWER: Andrew Stephen “Andy” Roddick
[10] Roddick recently skipped a tournament in Dubai as a protest for the UAE's failure to issue a visa to this Israeli women's player.
ANSWER: Shahar Peer
[10] Roddick was eliminated in this year's Australian Open semifinals by this man, the eventual runner-up.
ANSWER: Roger Federer

8.Its graphics, featuring animation by Don Bluth, were far ahead of anything else in arcades in 1983.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this first interactive movie game in which Dirk the Daring attempted to rescue Princess Daphne with “Choose Your Own Adventure” style gameplay.
ANSWER:  Dragon’s Lair
[10] Both Dragon’s Lair and Bluth’s next game, Space Ace, relied on this now-obsolete technology to store and play back the games’ animations.  Pioneer marketed it as an alternative to VHS and Beta, though it never caught on.
ANSWER: laserdisc
[10] The first laserdisc arcade game to use a light gun was this Western-themed game, where the player controlled “The Stranger” as he attempts to find the mayor’s daughter after she was kidnapped by the title villain.
ANSWER:  Mad Dog McCree

9.He answered Lars Ulrich’s newspaper ad in 1981, and had co-writing credits on “The Four Horsemen” and “Metal Militia,” but he had been kicked out of the band prior to the recording of Kill ‘Em All.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this early Metallica guitarist who went on to greater success with another thrash metal band.
ANSWER: Dave Mustaine
[10] Mustaine, determined to form a band better than Metallica, left to form this other thrash metal band.  Their albums include Countdown to Extinction and Rust In Peace.
ANSWER: Megadeth
[10] 2008 saw the fourth edition of this Mustaine-created and -headlined alternative to Ozzfest, with a name inspired by an anime from the 1960s.  Notable bands who performed at this festival include Dream Theater and Lamb of God.
ANSWER: Gigantour

10.Based on the 1966 novel Make Room! Make Room!, its final line was included in AFI’s “100 Years…100 Movie Quotes” list.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this 1973 film which shows the horrific effects of overpopulation in the year 2022 as natural food is unavailable and the population has to survive on the titular rationed substance.
ANSWER:  Soylent Green
[10] This actor portrayed Robert Thorn and uttered the famous line “Soylent Green is people!”
ANSWER:  Charlton Heston
[10] Soylent Green was the final film appearance for this character actor, whose most famous film roles include Johnny Rocco in Key Largo, Dathan in The Ten Commandments, and Howard in The Cincinnati Kid.
ANSWER: Edward G. Robinson

11.He was drafted by the San Diego Clippers in 1981 but would go on to his greatest success as an awkward white guy on the Phoenix Suns.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this 1987 NBA All-Star MVP.
ANSWER:  Tom Chambers
[10] Chambers earned many of his points via pick and rolls with this longtime Suns point guard and current mayor of Sacramento.
ANSWER:  Kevin Johnson
[10] While a Sun, Tom Chambers once scored sixty points against this defunct team on which he played from 1983-1988.
ANSWER:  Seattle and/or SuperSonics

12.Name these Star Trek: Voyager guest stars for ten points each:
[10] What wrestling star appeared as a brutal pit fighter on Voyager a year before he made his big-screen debut in The Mummy Returns?
ANSWER: The Rock or Dwayne Johnson
[10] The EMH Mark II seen in the episode "Message in a Bottle" was played by this actor, who played Owen Kronsky on Less Than Perfect and who last July pulled down an underaged girl’s tank top in a Buffalo Wild Wings parking lot.
ANSWER: Andy Dick
[10] King Abdullah ibn al-Hussein of what Middle Eastern country, then Crown Prince, appeared as an uncredited extra in season two episode "Investigations"?
ANSWER: Jordan

13.One digital single from this album, “U R So Gay”, contained an odd condemnation of male homosexuality, especially since a more famous single seemed to embrace lesbian experimentation.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this album, which also features the tracks “Waking up in Vegas” and “If You Can Afford Me”.
ANSWER:  One of the Boys
[10] This ubiquitous single off of One of the Boys discusses a brief lesbian encounter and the singer’s affinity for cherry Chapstick.
ANSWER: “I Kissed a Girl”
[10] “I Kissed a Girl” is the biggest hit to date for this singer whose other singles include “Hot N Cold” and “Thinking of You”.
ANSWER: Katy Perry (Ed's note: no, Billy Beyer, it's not Katy Peters.)

14.She made her film debut in the Oedipus Wrecks segment of Woody Allen’s New York Stories.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this actress who gained fame as a child star in such films as Bonfire of the Vanities and Interview with the Vampire and later starred as Mary-Jane in the Spiderman movies.
ANSWER:  Kirsten Dunst
[10] Dunst portrayed Lux Lisbon in this 1999 literary adaptation about five sisters with overbearing parents in suburban Detroit.
ANSWER:  The Virgin Suicides
[10] Dunst starred opposite Simon Pegg in this 2008 box office bomb based on Toby Young’s memoir.  Its trailer notably features Pegg throwing a dog out the window of a New York skyscraper.
ANSWER:  How to Lose Friends and Alienate People

15.She won seventy two LPGA tournaments before her November 2008 retirement.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this Swedish golfer, the winningest female golfer in history.
ANSWER:  Annika Sorenstam

ANSWER:  Karrie Webb
[10] Although Sorenstam won a record eight LPGA Player of the Year trophies, the last three have been won by this Mexican golfer who won the 2008 Kraft Nabisco Championship.
ANSWER:  Lorena Ochoa

16.It concerns the cross-country travels of Texas minister Jesse Custer.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this Vertigo comic book series.
ANSWER:  Preacher
[10] This antagonist of the Preacher series worships Kurt Cobain and one shot himself through the chin; he survived but his nickname reflects the extent of his facial damage.
ANSWER:  Arseface
[10] This English director is slated to helm the upcoming Preacher feature film.  He won an Academy Award for his first film, American Beauty, and recently directed his wife in Revolutionary Road.
ANSWER:  Sam Mendes

17.Identify the following number 1 singles by the solo artist with the most U.S. number 1 singles in history, Mariah Carey, for 10 points each:
[10] This 2008 single with a video featuring 30 Rock’s Jack McBrayer became Carey’s 18th number one single, although it courted some controversy for its sexual imagery.
ANSWER: “Touch My Body”
[10] This 1995 track which is built around a sample of Tom Tom Club’s “Genius of Love” includes the line “When I close my eyes/ you come and you take me”.
ANSWER:  “Fantasy”
[10] This 2005 single off of The Emancipation of Mimi references Bobby Womack and its video features Carey leaving her fiancé at the altar for Wentworth Miller.
ANSWER: “We Belong Together”

18.Identify the following critically panned sequels to successful 1980s films for 10 points each:
[10] Jason Bateman stars as the cousin of Michael J. Fox’s character from the original film in this 1987 sequel.  While Fox’s character used his shocking transformation to excel at basketball, Bateman’s character uses it to excel at boxing – totally different!
ANSWER:  Teen Wolf Too
[10] This film almost received an X rating due to a scene in which a character’s head is crushed by an elevator.  Eric Stoltz plays the son of Jeff Goldblum’s character from the first film and undergoes an almost identical transformation.
ANSWER:  The Fly II
[10] This film was released eight years after the original and features Kevin Andrews joining the Science Club, drinking several mysterious vials, and developing psychokinetic powers.  As in the first film, he primarily uses this power to look up female classmates skirts; unlike the first film, there is no Willie Aames.
ANSWER:  Zapped Again!

19.This show changed tone drastically in its sixth and final season, abandoning its safe, family-friendly plotlines for darker subject matter including the titular character being shot and developing PTSD, and the death of Grace and Robert E.’s son.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this popular CBS show of the 1990s that took place in 19th century Colorado.
ANSWER:  Dr. Quinn, Medicine Woman
[10] This actress starred as Dr. Michaela Quinn. She was Solitaire in Live and Let Die and has played a cougar in both Wedding Crashers and How I Met Your Mother.
ANSWER:  Jane Seymour
[10] This actress played Dr. Quinn’s mother in season one and was later replaced by Georgeann Johnson.  She won an Oscar for her performance in Johnny Belinda but is likely best known for being married to a future U.S. President.
ANSWER:  Jane Wyman

20.He has had acclaimed roles in New Jack City and Johnny Mnemonic, but he is more famous as a rapper despite the fact that his given name is Tracy Lauren Marrow.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this Renaissance man and lead singer of Body Count, perhaps best known to cable viewers as Odafin Tutuola.
ANSWER:  Ice-T
[10] With Body Count, Ice-T released this controversial single which features the lyric “your family’s grievin? / fuck ‘em” and which was lobbied against by Dan Quayle.
ANSWER: “Cop Killer”
[10] This single from the album Power with an anti-drug message includes the lyric “Some stupid crack would just ruin / your natural high, why?”
ANSWER: “I’m Your Pusher”

21.This 2002 series starred Derek Cecil as an IRS agent trying to determine what happened to the missing $1,045,000.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this series which allowed viewers to play along at home, gathering clue phrases which hinted at a phone number that could be called to actually win the cash.
ANSWER:  Push, Nevada
[10] One of the creators of Push, Nevada was this Oscar-winning screenwriter known for appearing in Kevin Smith films such as Chasing Amy and Jersey Girl as well as directing the 2007 film Gone, Baby, Gone.
ANSWER:  Ben Affleck
[10] All four creators of Push, Nevada also worked as executive producers on this show which aired on HBO and Bravo, on which aspiring screenwriters would compete to have their script made into a movie produced by Affleck and Matt Damon’s production company, LivePlanet.
ANSWER:  Project Greenlight

22.This band achieved its greatest success on its 1995 album Pet Your Friends, although later singles such as “Somewhere in the Middle” and “Charlie Brown’s Parents” appeared on the Adult Top 40 and Mainstream Rock charts, respectively.  For ten points each:
[10] Identify this J.R. Richards fronted band.
ANSWER: Dishwalla
[10] Dishwalla’s biggest hit single by far was this track in which the singer wants you to “tell me all your thoughts on God/ cause I’d really like to meet her”.
ANSWER: “Counting Blue Cars”
[10] Dishwalla appeared as themselves in the “The Devil’s Music” episode of this WB show in which Darryl Morris investigates the mysterious disappearances of young women from their concerts.
ANSWER: Charmed
