1. [EK] One character on this show gets rid of a would-be suitor by telling him that her boyfriend recently cut off a guy’s balls for buying her a CD. Minor characters include the hypocritical politician Duke Smith, while one of the main characters claims he grew up in a nudist colony near Beaumont. Jerry is killed after it is revealed that he has hepatitis D, while dealing “V” may have led to the death of flamboyant fry cook Lafayette Reynolds. The central character kills Rene with a shovel after finding out that he killed several women who’d had sex with consumers of the titular substance, which comes in types O and A minus. For ten points name this HBO show starring Anna Paquin as the telepathic waitress Sookie Stackhouse, who is in love with a vampire.
ANSWER: True Blood

 2.(BR) One character in this work exclaims "Aw, dang!" after falling for a "chloroform-deploying portable enticement snare", while another identifies himself as "Phoenix Darkdirk" to a waitress and turns an armored car from a junkyard into his group's vehicle. One character notes that "I shovel well. I shovel very well", while Tom Waits cameos in this film as Dr. Heller, inventor of the "blame thrower". The title group invades the disco palace of Casanova Frankenstein, emerging victorious thanks to the dubious powers of Invisible Boy and the dead father of The Bowler. For 10 points, name this 1999 movie in which Janeane Garofalo, William H. Macy, Ben Stiller, and others defend Champion City as amateur superheroes.

ANSWER: Mystery Men

3. [FM] He once voiced Space Ghost’s grandfather, Leonard Ghostal, in an episode of Coast to Coast. He released the rap album Be A Man in 2003; in the title track, he informs a rival “Your movies and acting skills are both trash.” He initially retired after losing to the Ultimate Warrior at WrestleMania VII, but returned to face Jake “The Snake” Roberts, who attacked this man with a snake and slapped his famous valet. Of the six times he was world champion, he lost it two men each time: Ric Flair and Hulk Hogan. For ten points, name this professional wrestler, known for his love of Slim Jims, flying elbow drops, gaudy jackets and the lovely Miss Elizbeth, oh yeah!

ANSWER: “Macho Man” Randy Savage or “Macho King” Randy Savage or Randy Poffo (prompt answers of just “Macho Man”)

4. (BR) The man who invented Comic Sans is beaten in one of these strips while being told, “the disease is inside of you.” One character in this work edits his Wikipedia page to note that he does not "audiocast, or urinate standing up", hires Pat as a guitarist for Prime Time Records, and returns from Hell through the toilet of a Friendly's restaurant. In this comic's "Man Why You Even Got To Do A Thing" zine, Molly discusses the Welsh ship she sank on in 1676, and Teodor [TAY-adore] gets a yeast infection from following the Great Outdoor Fight, a three-day battle won by this comic strip's two most prominent characters. For 10 points, name this Chris Onstad-created webcomic that follows Phillippe, Ray Smuckles and Roast Beef Kazenzakis in the titular parody of Stanford, California.

ANSWER: Achewood

5. [FM] In a 1994 movie about the game that he appears in, he is played by Byron Mann and is given the surname Hoshi. His master Gouken is killed by a man who becomes his rival; this character must constantly fight the urges to become evil to avoid becoming like Akuma. In the fourth game of his most famous series, he uses the Hurricane Kick along with Shinku and Metsu variations of his most famous move. He is responsible for the scar on Sagat’s chest and is friends with Sakura and Chun-Li. Hailing from Japan is, for ten points, what Dragon Punch-performing, hadouken-flinging Street Fighter character that is friends with the American Ken?

ANSWER:  Ryu

6. [FM] The actress who played Patti LoPresti in Analyze That debuted in this film. Production of this film was halted in the midst of it so the main actor could gain 60 pounds to properly portray his character as he aged. Due to the failure of Heaven’s Gate, United Artists was not able to properly promote this movie for the Oscar season, The actor who played the protagonist in this film actually broke one of Joe Pesci’s ribs in a sparring scene. For ten points, name this Martin Scorsese-directed film about boxer Jake LaMotta, a role for which Robert De Niro won the 1981 Best Actor Oscar.

ANSWER: Raging Bull

7. (EA) One speaker in this songs claim, “They put up my picture with silence, Cuz my identity by itself causes violence,” and this song ends with the shout of “I want justice! I want justice” after being pronounced a “redneck, whitebread, chickenshit, muthafucka.” One singer protests getting searched just because he’s “teenager, With a little bit of gold and a pager” and announces that he’s coming straight from the underground because the title people think “they have the authority to kill a minority.” For 10 points name this 1988 song in which the title group are found guilty in the court of Dr. Dre, a protest against police by NWA.

ANSWER: Fuck tha Police

8. [DL] He ordered a detectives’ disguise kit and pretended to be Sherlock Holmes to help Mr. Briggs locate the prize marrows, while another of his stories saw him almost arrested for inflating a raft on the roof of a bus; that raft had been brought to him by Aunt Lucy, who lives in a retirement home in Lima.  He also accidentally rode a lawn mower through his neighbor’s fence, foiling the plans of Mr. Curry.  He usually has “elevenses” with antique-store owner Mr. Gruber, at which he eats his beloved marmalade sandwiches, and he lives at 32 Windsor Gardens with the Brown family.  The star of books about him “On Screen,” “Abroad,” and “At Large,” name, for 10 points, this blue duffel-coat and red hat wearing Michael Bond character, an ursine stuffed animal named for a London Underground station. 

ANSWER: Paddington Bear 

9. [DS] One music video by this band is a sci-fi spaghetti western and that song also appears on Guitar Hero III. The song "Exo-Politics" is one of many on this band's most recent studio albums that have a outer space based name and that album also includes the bonus song "Glorious." The titular object of one of their songs "crucifies my enemies when I'm tired of giving" and that song "Plug-in Baby" is sung by this band's lead vocalist Andrew Bellamy. Songs like "Apocalypse Please" and "Time is Running Out" came on their album Absolution. For ten points name this band whose album Black Holes and Revelations contains the songs "Knights of Cydonia" and "Starlight."

Answer: Muse

10. (BR) One popular animation depicting this figure states that he invented cocaine and that he "once held an opponent's wife's hand in a jar of acid at a party." An institute named after this person lost exclusively to North Carolina State, Temple, and Duke in the 2005-06 men's basketball season, and a commercial for Boost Mobile featured this personage rapping about "bringing value back" to the small unit of currency that Weird Al Yankovic says "it's all about" in his parody of "Whatever You Like". For 10 points, name this namesake of a certain bridge connecting Manhattan to New Jersey, an American historical figure first reported by Parson Weems to have told the truth, when young, about chopping down his father's cherry tree.

ANSWER: George Washington

11. [DL] This individual’s MySpace page cites as a hero his sensei “Shun Ling Woo,” who presumably taught him to catch the blow darts fired to him at a Tae Kwon Do center before he convinced the center’s members that he was on their side.  Other specialized tactics include using three cute babies to provide a distraction for his computer-hacking lemur and donning an eye-patch to convince someone his eye had been pecked out by the Falcon of Truth.  He has also had vases broken by his assistant NoFee to intimidate a clueless man at his laptop, and smooth-talked a desk clerk into being “naughty” and lowering a Chicago hotel room price to $99. For 10 points, name this character played by William Shatner who demonstrates the deal-making power of a certain website.

ANSWER: The Priceline Negotiator (prompt on “William Shatner”)

12. [DS] Ryan Minor, the player who replaced Cal Ripken at the end of his streak was an All-American basketball player at this school and Dave Bliss coached this team from 1976-1980. The most recent first team All-American player from this team was Hollis Price in 2003 and that was also the last time this team earned a number one seed in the NCAA tournament, losing to eventual champions Syracuse in the Elite Eight. This teams most recent Final Four appearance saw them lose in the semifinals to Indiana and they lost the 1988 National Championship game to the Danny Manning and the Miracles Kansas Jayhawks. For ten points name this Big Twelve team whose men's basketball team is currently coached by Jeff Capel, and has Willie Williams and Blake Griffin on their team.

Answer: University of Oklahoma Sooners

13. [EN] This character once fantasizes about being married to a senator during a discussion about disciplining children. Once seen having fallen asleep with a copy of True Stories of Brave Animals over her face, past significant others of hers have included Adlai Atkins and Lars Fillmore. She has to trim her elbow talons, and part of one episode portrayed what would happen if she were more impulsive. Usually seen wearing a wristlojackimator, she spent her $300 tax rebate on the rights to swim with Mushu, and grew up at the Cookieville Minimum Security Orphanarium. The worst professional Blernsball player ever, for 10 points, name this purple-haired cyclops and sometimes-paramour of Fry on Futurama.
ANSWER: Turanga Leela

14. [FM] He chastises his ill wife for her flatulence, telling her she’s “faring like a goddamned pack mule.” In one film, he kills his daughter’s husband, saying that he was “about as useless as a pecker on a pope.” In the extended version of Planet Terror, it’s revealed that his relationship is strained with his daughter, as he presses her for information regarding Stuntman Mike’s condition. He refers to Uma Thurman’s character as “a little blood-splattered angel” when he finds her on the floor of a chapel. For ten points, name this recurring law enforcement character used by Robert Rodriguez and Quentin Tarantino in Grindhouse, From Dusk Till Dawn and Kill Bill, played by Michael Parks.

ANSWER: Texas Ranger Earl McGraw

15. [FM] The longest touchdown he’s thrown to date was caught by Keenan McCardell. After he declined the opportunity, Vince Young was chosen for the cover of Madden 08. He was acquired as part of a trade package which also included Reche Caldwell and Tim Dwight. He is currently second only to Emmitt Smith on the all-time rushing touchdowns list. After this player recently stated he didn’t wish to leave his current team, that team’s GM released a statement mirroring this player’s that appeared to mock him. Name this running back, for ten points, who relatively struggled in 2008 both on the field and in dealing with A.J. Smith as a San Diego Charger.

ANSWER: LaDainian Tomlinson

16. [DS] This album by this title is its band's first album on Epic Records which followed their album Wings of Tomorrow it features songs such as "Ninja," "Cherokee," and "Rock the Night." In 1999 that band released a 2000 version of this song. The vocals to this song are sung by Joey Tempest, who also wrote this song in 1985. The lyrics of this song claim that "We're Heading for Venus" and that "Maybe we'll come back to Earth."  GOB Bluth plays this song at the beginning of many of his magic shows. The title of this song likely refers to the wait before a space flight takes off. For ten points name this song that is both the most notable album and song of the Swedish Band Europe.

Answer: The Final Countdown

17. [DS] This man's first backing group were The Creations and they were later renamed the Soul Mates. This man did a cover version of "Put a Little Love in your Heart" with Annie Lennox in 1988 and in 2008 he released the album Lay it Down. The album titled this singer Gets Next To You features his first hit, "I'm Tired of Being Alone." He notably entered the ministry and became a reverend after a former girlfriend burned him with grits and killed herself. One of this man's most famous song's sees him ask for someone to "wash me down," and the Talking Heads covered that song, "Take Me to the River." For ten points name this soul singer of songs such as "Love and Happiness" and "Let's Stay Together."

Answer: Al Green

18. [FM] One Oscar winner from this film had to have her award repaired due to her son playing with it. It was the first digitally-edited film to win the Best Editing Oscar. Originally set to be produced by 20th Century Fox, it was later picked up by Miramax. William DaFoe plays a thumb-less Canadian who was tortured due to the titular character. Fox pulled out in part due to the casting of Kristin Scott Thomas as Katharine Clifton. Criticized for being picked over Jerry Maguire and Fargo, for ten points, name this Best Picture-winning film in which Juliette Binoche nurses a plane crash-surviving Hungarian Count Laszlo de Almasy, played by Ralph Fiennes.

 ANSWER: The English Patient

19. [FM] He attempted a comeback in 1991, but relented during spring training. He appeared as an announcer for a baseball game in The Naked Gun. In the season after his last Cy Young win, he became the only pitcher to allow three home runs in the same All Star Game, but he never allowed a grand slam in his career. Nicknamed “Cakes” due to his love of pancakes, he frequently argued with the manager of nearly his entire career, Earl Weaver. He finished second to Reggie Jackson for the MVP in 1973. The only pitcher to win a World Series in three different decades, for ten points, name this pitcher, the winner of three American League Cy Young Awards as a Baltimore Oriole in the 1970s.

ANSWER: Jim Palmer

20. [FM] While Kerri Hoskins, Lorraine Olivia and Raiden were not included, unusual unlockable characters in this game include George Clinton, Warren Moon, Al Gore and Bill Clinton. The star of Shut Up and Jam was available in some early versions of this game, while Drazen Petrovic is claimed to have “haunted” cabinets of this game made prior to his death. Sequels include Showtime, Hangtime and Tournament Edition. Scottie Pippen was the best player in this game, but when facing the Detroit Pistons his stats would drop. Name this classic arcade, SNES and Genesis video game in which four players could play basketball while hearing shouts of “Boomshackalacka” and “He’s on fire!”

ANSWER: NBA Jam

21. [DS] This man is one of the contributors for the website eatdrinkordie.com and this man won the James Beard award for Best Chef in New York in 2000. He also wrote the cookbooks Think Like A Chef and Craft of Cooking. After working at restaurants such as The Quilted Giraffe chef opened The Gramercy Tavern in 1994. A recent Diet Coke commercial sees this man in a fancy restaurant talking about the importance of simplicity, something this owner and founder of the Craft restaurants often espouses on a television show he appears on with Gail Simmons and Padma Lakshmi. For ten points name this chef who is head judge on Top Chef. 

Answer: Tom Colicchio

1. [BB] A recent episode of it guest starred Cybil Shepherd, who played the mother of a murder suspect. For ten points each:

[10] Name this CBS show that includes characters such as Derek Morgan and Emily Prentiss.

ANSWER: Criminal Minds

[10] Back in season three, this character from Criminal Minds got shot during a blind date, which was arranged after she fixed a man's computer in a coffee shop. She is played by Kirsten Vangsness.

ANSWER: Penelope Garcia [accept either]

[10] The first two seasons of Criminal Minds starred this actor as Jason Gideon. He is also noted for playing the title character in the Broadway musical Sunday in the Park with George, and Inigo Montoya in the 1987 movie The Princess Bride.

ANSWER: Mandy Patinkin 

2. [FM] In this game you fight hippies, cups of coffee and crazed street signs. For ten points each:

[10] First, name this video game, in which a group of four children must save the world from Giygas.

ANSWER: EarthBound

[10] This is the default name of the main character, a baseball bat using kid from Onett. He has appeared in all of the Super Smash Bros. titles released to date.

ANSWER: Ness

[10] This bizarre characters regularly appear in the Earthbound series, usually with a red bow wrapped around a few strands of hair. They routinely say things like “Boing” and “Kay-o.”

ANSWER: Mr. Saturns

3. [DS] The Reloaded version of this album has the song "If I Never See Your Face Again," a collaboration with Maroon 5.

[10] For ten points name this album that features songs such as "Disturbia" and "Shut Up and Drive," by Rihanna.

Answer: Good Girl Gone Bad

[10] This singer and songwriter of the album In My Own Words collaborates with the song, "Hate That I Love You" on Good Girl Gone Bad.

Answer: Ne-Yo

[10] Good Girl Gone Bad also features this collaboration with Jay-Z in which Rihanna claims that "It's Raining."

Answer: "Umbrella"

4. [FM] While early in its history it had relatively few rules, it has seen many reforms in an attempt to make it more acceptable to mainstream sports fans. It now has successful pay-per-views and regular TV appearances on SpikeTV. For ten points each:

[10] First, name this company, the most popular mixed martial arts company in the world.

ANSWER: Ultimate Fighting Championship

[10] A former professional wrestler, this man defeated Randy Couture for the Heavyweight Championship.

ANSWER:  Brock Lesnar

[10] This man is the Middleweight Champion, having won it from Rich Franklin in October, 2006. He is the longest reigning of any of UFC’s current champions by far.

ANSWER: Anderson Silva

5. [FM] Its cover art was done by Klaus Voormann, a longtime friend of the group. For ten points each,

[10] First, name this album by the Beatles, featuring the songs “Yellow Submarine” and “Good Day Sunshine”.

ANSWER: Revolver

[10] Released on a double A-side single with “Yellow Submarine”, this song from Revolver is the first to feature no instrumentation from members of the group. It includes the refrain, “All the lonely people.”

ANSWER: “Eleanor Rigby”

[10] One of three songs removed from the original American release of this album, it features a reversed guitar track and was covered by the Vines for the soundtrack of I Am Sam.

ANSWER: “I’m Only Sleeping”

6. (BR) For 10 points each, name these voices that appeared in the 2008 Los Angeles Film Critics Association Best Picture Award recipient, WALL-E.

[10] John, a passenger WALL-E meets on the Axiom, shares his first name with his voice actor, who earlier played Cliff Clavin on Cheers.

ANSWER: John Ratzenberger

[10] WALL-E opens with the song “Put On Your Sunday Clothes” performed by Michael Crawford. “Put On Your Sunday Clothes” is from what musical film?

ANSWER: Hello, Dolly!

[10] WALL-E became the second major motion picture to have a four-time Oscar winner as the leading actor due to this sound designer, best known for his work with the Indiana Jones and Star Wars trilogies, 'voicing' the title character.

ANSWER: Ben Burtt

7. Everyone loves old game shows.  For 10 points each:
[10] Salvador Dali famously appeared on this show, as did the composer John Cage.  A set of panelists would guess either who the celebrity guest was while blindfolded, or the occupation of the non-celebrity contestant.
ANSWER: What's My Line?
[10] This show frequently had guests choose one of three doors, leading the Monty Hall problem to be named for its host.  People dressed up in ridiculous costumes to get picked as contestants.
ANSWER: Let's Make a Deal
[10] On this program, the panel would ask questions of a contestant to figure out a hobby or skill or whatever.  Nickelodeon's Figure It Out was basically a clone of this show.
ANSWER: I've Got a Secret

8. [FM] His overbearing father, King of the Cosmos is aloof and goofy but loving. For ten points each:

[10] First, name this main character of a video game series where you are charged with gathering items to replace stars or planets.

ANSWER: The Prince

[10] As the Prince or his cousins, you utilize these titular objects to roll up objects on earth for the previously mentioned replacement of heavenly bodies.

ANSWER: Katamaris

[10] The Katamari series is developed by this company, which also produced We Ski, the Tekken series and Pac-Man.

ANSWER: Namco

9. [FM] While coaching the Celtics, he famously ranted about how their home city booed Jim Rice and Carl Yastrzemski and noted various former players that would not be “walking through that door.” For ten points each:

[10] First, name this legendary college basketball coach, best known for his success with the University of Kentucky Wildcats, including winning the 1996 NCAA Championship.

ANSWER: Rick Pitino

[10] His disastrous stint with the Boston Celtics was only Pitino’s second stop in the NBA; he coached this team for the 1987-88 and ’88-89 seasons before heading to Kentucky.

ANSWER: New York Knicks (accept either portion)

[10] As Celtics coach, Pitino drafted this player in the first round of the 1997 draft who was also a member of the 1996 NCAA Champions at the University of Kentucky.

ANSWER: Ron Mercer

10. [DS] This song by this name features the lyric "The boys are thirsty in Atlanta,and there's beer in Texarkana."  

[10] For ten points name this Jerry Reed song that is the theme song to Smokey and the Bandit. 

Answer: "East Bound and Down" 

[10] Smokey and the Bandit stars this man as Bandit. He played Paul Crewe in the original The Longest Yard and Jack Horner in Boogie Nights. 

Answer: Burt Reynolds 

[10] East Bound and Down is also the name of a recent television series on HBO that stars this actor as former MLB pitcher Kenny Powers. He was the star of The Foot Fist Way and was the drug dealer Red in Pineapple Express. 

Answer: Danny McBride 

11. [DS] This World Series saw Paul Davis commit three errors in the fifth inning alone and the Dodgers were shut out over the last three games of this series.

[10] For ten points name this World Series in which the Orioles won their first World Series in a sweep.

Answer: 1966

[10] Game two was the last major league appearance for this Dodgers pitcher, the first three time Cy Young winner.

Answer: Sandy Koufax

[10] This Orioles first baseman scored a run thanks to Davis's errors. He also owns his titular barbecue that operates out of Camden Yards.

Answer: Boog Powell

12. [DL] Its title character’s epiphany comes while watching a Pluto cartoon during a prison sentence for assault, after which his identity is discovered and he’s freed.  For 10 points each

[10] Name this 1941 film, where Joel McCrea’s character becomes sick of directing movies like Ants in Your Pants 1938 and Hey-Hey in the Hay.

ANSWER: Sullivan’s Travels

[10] The female lead in Sullivan’s Travels is played by this ingénue actress who also starred in The Blue Dahlia.  Kim Basinger won an Oscar for playing a prostitute lookalike of her in LA Confidential.

ANSWER: Veronica Lake

[10] Sullivan seeks to adapt this Sinclair Beckstein naturalist novel to the big screen.  It lent its name to a 2000 Coen Brothers film in which Everett, Pete, and Delmar become the Soggy Bottom Boys.

ANSWER: O Brother, Where Art Thou? 

13. Plans for her to be a replacement love interest for Callie Torres were eventually scrapped, and she decided she would rather "be a quitter than a cheater." For 10 points each:

[10] Name this television character played by Melissa George, who worked in a morgue before starting her residency at Seattle Grace, and had a surgery to remove her appendix go horribly wrong.

ANSWER: Dr. Sadie Harris [accept either]

 [10] Sadie Harris was a character on this ABC show that has been "de-gayed" by the departure of Brooke Smith, who played a lesbian surgeon named Erica Hahn. It stars Ellen Pompeo as the title character.

ANSWER: Grey's Anatomy

[10] Melissa George appeared on this other ABC show as Lauren Reed, who got married to Michael Vaughn while the main character was getting brainwashed by The Covenant to think she was Julia Thorne.

ANSWER: Alias 

14. [DS] Sometimes, songs quote other songs. FTPE:

A. "Young man, I do believe you're dying," a quote from the murder ballad "Barbara Allen," appears in this man's song "I Want You," which appeared on Blood and Chocolate. He also

performed "Veronica", "Alison", and "Two Little Hitlers".

answer: Elvis Costello

B. The Clash's "Wrong 'Em Boyo" retells the story of this figure, who, in his eponymous folk song, shoots Billy over a gambling squabble.

answer: Stagger Lee

C. This Tullycraft song about a certain genre of pop music quotes Black Tambourine's "Throw Aggi From the Bridge". Italso namedrops Sarah Records, the Lucksmiths, and The Band Who Would Be King, among others.
Answer:"Twee"

15. [DS] For ten points name some of these recent monster movies.

[10] This 2008 film notably used a handheld camera to film the attack of a monster on New York City. It also features parasites whose bite makes people's stomachs explode.

Answer: Cloverfield

[10] This Korean film features an amphibious beast that came in existence due to dumping formaldehyde into the Han River. The film centers on the Park families fight against the monster.

Answer: The Host

[10] This is the title of a 2002 film as well as the subtitle of Shark Attack 3. In Shark Attack 3 the titular beast eats a man and the jet-ski he is riding on whole.

Answer: Megalodon

16. [EN] One character with this as his first name is played by Kal Penn in The Namesake. For 10 points each:
[10] Give this name, also the surname of Walter Gotell's head of the KGB in the Bond films from The Spy Who Loved Me to A View to a Kill and the surname of the author of Taras Bul'ba.
ANSWER: Gogol
[10] Gogol Bordello were seen on each incarnation of this concert and extreme sports summer tour between 2005 and 2007. Headliners for the upcoming tour include Bad Religion and Flogging Molly.
ANSWER: Vans Warped Tour
[10] This Nikolai Gogol short story about Akaki Akakievich was made into a number of movies including a mime act by Marcel Marceau and a “Bespoke” version shifted to London's East End.
ANSWER: The Overcoat

17. [DS] This player recently declared that one of the four teams he would accept a trade to is the Dallas Cowboys.

[10] For ten points name this defensive end that the Carolina Panthers recently placed the franchise tag on.

Answer: Julius Peppers

[10] This team placed it's franchise tag on its cornerback Dunta Robinson. Last year it got great production out its rookie running back Steve Slaton.

Answer: Houston Texans (Accept Either)

[10] The Tampa Bay Buccaneers used their franchise tag on this sixth year wide receiver that attended Pittsburgh. He previously played for the 49ers, Cowboys and Browns.

Answer: Antonio Bryant

18. [TM] The last season of this show, in which the central family won the state lottery, featured guest appearances by Hugh Heffner, Ed McMahon, and Jerry Springer. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this show about the Connor family, named for the mother who was married to Dan and had children Darlene, Becky, and DJ.

ANSWER: Roseanne
