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1.He held the NCAA freshman record for most consecutive passes attempted without an interception until this season, when Baylor’s Robert Griffin surpassed it. As a player, he threw for almost eight thousand yards and forty-nine touchdowns, but went straight into coaching after graduation, starting as an assistant at his alma mater before moving on to Baylor and Maryland. After Les Miles’ 2004 resignation, he returned to Stillwater take on his first head coaching job. Best known outside of the Big 12 for his 2007 “I’m a man! I’m 40!” rant aimed The Oklahoman’s Jenni Carlson, for 10 points, name the current head football coach at Oklahoma State University.
ANSWER: Mike Gundy

2.Originally developed by Mark Voorsanger and Greg Johnson for Sega, their first two games are now available for Wii as sidescrolling two-dimensional platform games. Unofficially, they also appeared in “Ready, Aim Tomatoes!” for the Menacer light gun. Their third official game, made for Xbox, introduced a female character, Latisha, and follows the title characters’ attempt to recover the twelve sacred albums of funk stolen from the Great Funkopotamous. Featuring ranks such as “weiner,” “dufus,” “poindexter” and “homey” and helpful Earthlings along the lines of Santa Claus and the Opera Singer, for 10 points, name these aliens from Funkotron.
ANSWER: ToeJam and Earl

3.This man’s autobiography is titled Still Growing, and he currently co-hosts a show called The Way of the Master on TBN.  His real-life wife Chelsea was a body double in his most recent film, due to his religious belief that he should not kiss any woman but his spouse. After finding religion at age eighteen, he began openly protesting content in his sitcom that he considered “immoral,” including the casting of a former Playboy playmate as his girlfriend Julie. Best known for playing wiseass older brother Mike Seaver on Growing Pains, for 10 points, name this actor and evangelist, recently seen in the Left Behind films and Fireproof.
ANSWER: Kirk Cameron

4.One of this band's singles contains the otherwise unreleased song “Van Tango” as a b-side, and another such b-side is “L. Wells”. New songs entitled “Lucid Dreams” and “Ulysses” have been released this year, in advance of a new album. The words “Stalin smiles and Hitler laughs; Churchill claps Mao Zedong on the back” close a song on their second album, and the opener on their debut album proclaimed that “it's always better on holiday”. In addition to “Walk Away” and “Jacqueline,” this band's best known song states that “I know I won't be leaving here with you” before the singer invites the addressee to perform the title action. For 10 points, name this band most famous for their 2004 single “Take Me Out”.
ANSWER: Franz Ferdinand

5.In August 2006, Brian Kapellusch established a Web site with this name to provide independent coverage of his local team. It has its own page on the team’s official Web site, complete with pictures and the chronology of the play that yielded its first performance. Visiting players, such as Minnesota Vikings cornerback Fred Smoot, have tried to do it, but are generally denied. First spontaneously performed by safety LeRoy Butler in a Dec. 26, 1993, game against the Los Angeles Raiders, for 10 points, name this touchdown celebration performed by members of the Green Bay Packers when the scoring player jumps into the arms of fans in the bleachers.
ANSWER: Lambeau Leap

6.As a child, Marge Simpson borrowed money from her sisters to be able to buy one. Roughly a million of this toy were recalled in February 2007 after reports of injuries leading to the amputation of fingers.  Invented by Ronald Howes in 1963, it was initially turquoise, but additional colors, including avocado, harvest gold, white and pink were eventually introduced. The original unit cost $15.95, but the current incarnation is available for about $40 at most retailers and comes with two baking pans, two cooking utensils, two warming cups, a pan pusher and three mixes. With “Real Meal” and Potato Chip variations, for 10 points, name this Hasbro product, now resembling a microwave that allows kids to bake their own light-bulb warmed treats.
ANSWER: Easy-Bake Oven

7.In the unreleased ending of the first film in which his character appears, he is shot dead during an attempted robbery.  His cousin Grant is a TV news reporter in New Jersey, while another cousin, Jim, is a television producer and a third, Gil, is a scholar who appeared on a fictional dating show. He once lied on national television that he was gay to save his town from being destroyed, and his girlfriend dropped out of Seton Hall to spend more time with him.  He was portrayed by Dame Judi Dench in the “Bluntman and Chronic” movie within Jay and Silent Bob Strike Back. For 10 points, name this Askewniverse character played by Brian O’Halloran, one of the title characters in Clerks, who wasn’t supposed to be here today.
ANSWER: Dante Hicks (accept either)

8.Formed in 1967, their name comes from three streets that once formed the black business district in their hometown of Tulsa, Oklahoma. Occasionally referred to as “the black Aerosmith,” four of their nine albums went platinum and four singles topped the R&B charts, with the most recent coming in 1989. One song tells its subject, “You were my pills, you were my thrills, you were my hope, baby, you were my smoke.” Comprised of Charlie, Ronnie and Robert Wilson, name, for 10 points, this R&B/funk act from the ‘70s and ‘80s, known for  “Outstanding,” “Oops Upside Your Head” and “You Dropped a Bomb On Me.”
ANSWER: The Gap Band (or Greenwood, Archer and Pine Street Band)

9.They opened their season and new arena with a ten game win streak, with then-President Bill Clinton watching their victory over Texas Southern. With thirty-one victories on the season, including NCAA tournament victories over Georgetown, Tulsa, Michigan and Arizona, they never dropped below sixth in the Associated Press poll and All-American and all-conference starting forward Corliss Williamson earned Most Outstanding Player honors at the Final Four. Known for Nolan Richardson’s “40 Minutes of Hell,” name, for 10 points, this Southeastern Conference team that defeated Duke University at the Charlotte Coliseum to win the 1994 NCAA tournament.
ANSWER: University of Arkansas Razorbacks (accept either)

10.A former psychiatric technician, disability payments for injuries sustained in a 1999 psych ward riot helped cover her recent medical expenses, but she still relies on government assistance. Rosie O'Donnell recently caused a stir by calling this person “fragile”.  In early February 2009, she launched her own Web site and began taking PayPal donations when she failed to garner any corporate sponsorships. A single, unemployed Angelina Jolie look-a-like who still lives with her parents, for 10 points, name this California woman who gave birth to six boys and two girls on Jan. 26, 2009, giving her the nickname “Octomom” and making her the mother of fourteen young children, all conceived via in-vitro fertilization.
ANSWER: Nadia Suleyman

11.Had she listened to German producer David Selznick, she would have changed her name, plucked her eyebrows and capped her teeth. She did none of the above and went on to star in more than fifty films in five languages, including two versions of the same tale, “Intermezzo,” one done in her native  tongue and the other in English. A three-time Oscar winner, she also received four Golden Globes, including a posthumous honor for her portrayal of Golda Meir in “A Woman Called Golda,” her last on-screen role before dying of cancer. The mother of actress Isabella Rossellini, for 10 points, name this Swedish actress, perhaps best known for playing Anna Anderson in “Anastasia” and Ilsa Lund in “Casablanca.”

12.For episode thirty, “Lights, Camera…Homicidio,” this show's theme song is played in Spanish. In third season episodes like “Earth, Wind and…Wait For It” an extended version of that theme song performed by The Friendly Indians is used. The most recent episode of this series saw the protagonist go an a date with his high school crush Abigail Lytar after he saved his mother, played by Cybil Shephard, from the Ying Yang Killer. In one episode the main character of this show mentions that he is going to watch The Mentalist with his father, a show which has almost the exact same premise as this one. For ten points name this USA Network series starring James Roday as Shawn Spencer, a fake psychic detective.
ANSWER: Psych

13.Bucky Katt claimed to win it once, and a blancmange attempted to win here in an episode of “Monty Python’s Flying Circus,” but was eaten by Mr. and Mrs. Brainsample instead. Spencer Gore won the first event here in 1877. Maud Watson was the first ladies’ champion here, defeating twelve other women in 1884. May Sutton was the first international champion, winning its title in 1905, while Martina Navratilova holds the all-time record with twenty titles here, including six consecutive singles wins in the 1980s. For 10 points, name this Grand Slam event played at the All England Lawn Tennis Club.
ANSWER: The Championships, Wimbledon

14.Track thirteen on this album is a one-second track with no sound, entitled “Ain’t No Thang But a Chicken Wang.”. A then-relatively unknown Keith Urban also appears on it, playing guitar on a cover of “Some Days You’ve Gotta Dance.”  “Sin Wagon” charted as a single without ever being formally released, though eight others, including “Heartbreak Town,” “If I Fall You’re Going Down With Me,” and “Goodbye Earl” were.  Featuring “Cowboy Take Me Away” and “Ready to Run” name, for 10 points, name this ten-time multiplatinum and 2000 Grammy winner for Best Country Album by the Dixie Chicks album, the follow-up to Wide Open Spaces.
ANSWER: Fly

15.The official blog for this product is running a contest to name the man on their bottles, and they sponsor Steve Wallace's car in the Nationwide series.  In addition to the original, lemon-lime, orange, extra-strength, and decaffeinated versions of this product are now available.  One side effect of this product is a Niacin flush, a hot feeling with skin redness that is caused by increased blood flow near the skin. This product is made by the same manufacturer as the hangover cure Chaser. Containing zero sugar and only four calories, for 10 points, name this boosting dietary supplement used by Osi Umenyiora, Rusty Wallace and Braylon Edwards that doesn't let you "crash" after it wears off, usually between 4 and 6 hours.

The show this man is most famous for saw him play a character who is neighbor to a character played by Norman Fell and that character would often drink at The Regal Beagle. James Garner and David Spade were added to the series this actor starred on following his 2003 death due to a heart defect. For ten points name this deceased actor who starred in the sitcoms Eight Simple Rules for Dating My Teenage Daughter and Three's Company.

Some reports from Cannes claimed that vomiting was common due to a climactic shot of an aborted fetus on the floor of a hotel room.  Directed by Cristian Mungiu, for 10 points, name this 2007 Palme d’Or winner from Romania whose title comes from the length of Gabita’s pregnancy before the abortion.
ANSWER: 4 Months, 3 Weeks, and 2 Days

18.The first band to take a stadium tour of South America, a ballet using their music premiered in Paris in 1997. The first band to top the British charts twice with the same song, they weren’t quite as successful in the United States, as only six of their sixty singles cracked the Billboard top ten and their only appearance on American television was the eighth season premiere of Saturday Night Live. Currently on tour with Bad Company’s Paul Rodgers filling in for the late Freddie Mercury, name for 10 points, the British band whose singles include “Crazy Little Thing Called Love” and “Bohemian Rhapsody.”
ANSWER: Queen

19.A graduate of Fort Berk Military Academy, he held the record for consecutive days in solitary confinement until his grandson broke it after being inspired by graffiti he left. Allegedly an uncle to a member of ZZ Top, he has three sons: an illegitimate half-Japanese man with a narrow urethra, an infant who shares his name with the middle brother and a propane-selling middle son who also has a narrow urethra. Voiced by Toby Huss, for 10 points, name this shinless decorated World War II veteran, killed as a result of a freak hibachi restaurant accident during season twelve of “King of the Hill.”
ANSWER: Col. Cotton Hill (or Cotton Hill)

20.The theme to this film is known as "Speak Softly Love" and John Marley played Jack Woltz, a film producer in this movie. This was the film debut of John Cazale and Ernest Borgnine was one of the finalists for the role in this film that would go onto to win the Best Actor Oscar. It originally relied heavily on black-and-white classics, such as Lassie and foreign programs, including Today’s Special and Mr. Wizard’s World, but by the mid 1980s, it started producing its own live-action game shows, including Wild and Crazy Kids, and Double Dare. By the early 1990s, it started producing its own cartoons, including Rugrats, Ren and Stimpy and SpongeBob SquarePants. 22.“Weird Al” Yankovic doesn’t quite have the market cornered on novelty songs, especially those about animals. Name these singles with ties to the animal kingdom for 10 points each.
[10] This song about Ernie’s bathtub buddy was released as a single in 1970 and eventually cracked the top 20, spawning two follow-ups.
ANSWER: “Rubber Duckie”
[10] According to Ogden Edsl, this song’s title creatures don’t come when they call or chase squirrels at all. His is still rotting in the hall and his mom is threatening to throw it in the stew.
ANSWER: “Dead Puppies”
[10] This Barnes and Barnes song technically isn't about live animals, but does claim the title objects are great pets.  At one point the lyrics state that the singer brought one with him to a movie and didn't have to pay to bring it in.
ANSWER: “Fish Heads”

ANSWER: “The World Is Not Enough”
