1.In one of this character’s offices, he doesn't have time for foreign dignitaries because of all the cool stuff on his desk and must mediate a conflict among North, South, and West Dakota. This character obtained that office after he was elected President in a game subtitled Abe Lincoln Must Die! Using him on the world's largest ball of twine will get you a piece in the game subtitled Hit The Road. His best friend commonly refers to him as “little buddy.” He is one of the sample tattoos in a parlour in Grim Fandango and his face can be found as the map of a level in Star Wars: Dark Forces. For 10 points, identify this character created by Steve Purcell and notable for appearing in a series of games by Traveler's Tales and one by LucasArts; a rabbit often paired with his dog partner, Sam.
ANSWER: Max

2.This player nearly died when, after being kicked in the face by Abou Diaby, he swallowed his own tongue. This 2008 UEFA Defender of the Year was briefly the highest-paid player in his league until, his contract was surpassed by that of teammate Frank Lampard. A recent incident saw him step in to replace the ejected Didier Drogba as a kick taker, only to slip on the wet field at Luzhniki Stadium, thereby sending wide a penalty kick that would have won his team the UEFA Champion’s League, a title that instead went to Manchester United, perhaps the greatest rival of the Premiership team that this center back captains. For 10 points, name this defenseman who replaced David Beckham as captain of the English national soccer team and who also captains Chelsea.
ANSWER: John George Terry

3. Differentiated from the Old Fashioned by the lack of sugar and in that it is served straight up, these can be made with Scotch, in which case one is called a Rob Roy. Replacing the Angostura bitters with the cordial Amer Picon makes it a Monahan, while the addition of cherry brandy and absinthe makes a McKinley's Delight. As with a martini, a “perfect” one of these uses equal parts sweet and dry vermouth. This cocktail is often made with bourbon, though the more traditional use of rye is regaining popularity. For 10 points, name this cocktail of whiskey, sweet vermouth, and bitters probably named for a club in New York City.
ANSWER: a Manhattan

4.This film featured The Passengers’ “Always Forever Now,” one of the few actual soundtrack cuts from Original Soundtracks 1 by that group consisting of U2 and Brian Eno. One pivotal moment in this film sees one main character return home to find a bathtub full of blood containing Lauren Gustafson, played by a young Natalie Portman. Shortly after that, Vincent Hanna drags Neil McCauley to a café where the latter delineates his “thirty-second rule.” Val Kilmer’s gambling-addicted character Chris Shiherlis is wounded in the massive shootout outside a Hollywood bank that is this movie’s climax. For 10 points, name this film that casts Robert DeNiro as the head of a gang of armed robbers and Al Pacino as the L.A. cop tasked with bringing him down.
ANSWER: Heat

5.He purchases his trademark article of clothing from a Ukrainian in the back room of a pet store, having patterned his look after the man who stole his girlfriend, Shannon. This man's promiscuous mother was for a time also his bookie; he has convinced himself that his father is Bob Barker. This character's portrayer performed a combat roll in his audition, a move useful in laser tag, which he gives “two months, tops” before it becomes cool again, and he has played that game with his crush Robin Scherbotsky. Fond of suits, scotch, and a number of catchphrases like "legendary", for 10 points, name this character played by Neil Patrick Harris on How I Met Your Mother.
ANSWER: Barney Stinson [accept either underlined part]

6.This athlete was originally slated to attend UNLV, but was beset by controversy before ever playing a game: a Sports Illustrated story questioned the validity of his ACT score, he was accused of accepting payment from a booster, and he was arrested for solicitation of a prostitute. After a transfer to Rhode Island, he was drafted by the Clippers, where he spent four injury- and drug suspension-plagued seasons.  He resurrected his career with a turnaround season in Miami before being traded with Brian Grant and Caron Butler for Shaquille O’Neal. For 10 points, name this Los Angeles Lakers forward who has been replaced in the starting lineup this season with the return of Andrew Bynum.
ANSWER: Lamar Joseph Odom

7.This game has three major variants: punto banco, which is most popular in North America; chemin de fer; and banque. The game is named for the worst possible hand, with a value of zero, which is also the value of 10’s and face cards in this game. Similar to faro, it is often found in American casinos in a “mini” version only requiring a blackjack-sized table and a single dealer. In Rush Hour 3, Chris Tucker's character doesn't understand the rules of this game, asking the dealer to “hit [him]”.  The film version of Dr. No introduces James Bond at a table for this game, while the original novel and 1967 film version of Casino Royale make it central to the plot. For 10 points, name this card game in which the highest scoring hands add up to nine.
ANSWER: baccarat

8.The liner notes to this album contain an interview with the band’s primary songwriter by author Daniel Handler, who played accordion on a few songs. A song expressing regret over the title subject compares that subject to a rose and says “Let's pretend it's a work of art.”  Guest vocalists included Shirley Simms, Dudley Klute, and LD Beghtol, who recently published a “Field Guide” to this album as part of Continuum Books’ 33 1/3 series; the rest of the vocal duties are handled by band members Claudia Gonson and Stephin Merritt. Songs contained on this album include “The Death of Ferdinand Saussure”, “My Sentimental Melody”, and  “All My Little Words”.  For 10 points, identify this album by the Magnetic Fields featuring twenty-three songs about the titular subject on each of its three discs.
ANSWER: 69 Love Songs

9.In the 1980’s, this person shared an apartment with Jeff Garlin in the Wrigleyville neighborhood of Chicago. One of only two two-year editors of the Harvard Lampoon, he has been yelled at for such actions as playing softball in leg-warmers and busting the toilet when he sat on it to take a leak at the Joe’s bar. A fictional version of this person has been married to Yoko Ono, Tom Arnold and Sally Jessy Raphael and is the sidekick of Jim Gaffigan on Pale Force. On Robot Chicken, he voiced Zuckuss as a host of a fake show. This former boyfriend of Liz Lemon on 30 Rock briefly appears in the background of an episode of The Office. A chance encounter outside Carnagie Deli led to Max Weinburg becoming the bandleader of, for 10 points, what soon-to-be-former Late Night host who will replace Jay Leno on The Tonight Show?
ANSWER: Conan Christopher O’Brien

10.It was the site of the NFL’s first playoff game in 1932, which saw the home team defeat the Portsmouth Spartans 9-0 to win the championship on an 80-yard field after the game was moved indoors due to extreme cold. Also the host of five political conventions between 1932 and 1944, and was the largest indoor sports arena in the world when it opened in 1929.  After that, for the next sixty years the only championships won by teams that played in this arena would be three Stanley Cups won by its resident hockey team, the last of which occurred in 1961, until a basketball team, which had moved in 1967, won the first of three consecutive titles in 1991. For 10 points, give the name of this “Madhouse on Madison,” the home until 1994 of the Blackhawks and Bulls.
ANSWER: Chicago Stadium

11.This film was remade in 1956 as a musical called You Can’t Run Away From It. A scene from it is referenced in the 2001 movie Bandits when Bruce Willis’s character hangs a blanket from the ceiling to divide a room he’s forced to share with a woman. A large part of the action takes place on a bus from Miami to New York, as Ellie Andrews travels to reunite with her new husband, whom she married against her father’s wishes, but falls in love along the way with Peter Warne. For 10 points, give the title of this 1934 Frank Capra screwball comedy starring Claudette Colbert and Clark Gable, the first film to capture all five major Academy Awards.
ANSWER: It Happened One Night

12.This song was written partially because the band hated playing encores and thus wanted a song where they wouldn't have to actually be on stage to play. The drum machine intro to this song does not match the beat of the main melody when it fades in. The original video for this song features clips of Zaxxon, false colored military stock footage, and simple wireframe graphics. The myth that Factory Records lost money on every sale of this single is false, especially since the die-cut process to make the cover look like a floppy disk was used only on the first pressing. “Those who came before me / Lived through their vocations” begins the second verse and the singer repeatedly asks in a deadpan voice “How do I feel?” and “How should I feel”? at the end of each verse. Officially, the lyrics are not about the death of Ian Curtis in, for 10 points, what best-selling single of the band New Order?
ANSWER: “Blue Monday”

13.In order to save money on production costs, this show is co-produced with Global Television in Canada. The angle it uses to separate itself from other shows in the genre is that the cameras involved are visible, though its host is often hidden or disguised in the skits. Skits have included a fake commercial for a cleaning product where a victim is hit with rotten eggs and raw sewage, and several featuring various fake auditions. It features the major hit of Montell Jordan as its theme song; that song's title has also become its host's catchphrase. For 10 points, name this pranks show on NBC, the network on which this show’s host also hosts Deal or No Deal.
ANSWER: Howie Do It

14.This player began wearing a visor after his orbital was broken while he played for SC Bern, an accident that left him with a permanently dilated left pupil. This first player to score in a regular-season NHL shootout is the only player to score five goals in an All-Star Game, though only four of those were in regulation in his MVP performance in 2003. This most prolific member of the so-called Pizza line had his rights traded for Greg de Vries and Marian Hossa. Named an alternative captain along with Chris Phillips and below linemate Daniel Alfredsson, he was replaced by Joe Sakic on the cover of EA’s NHL 04 due to a reckless driving incident in which he crashed his Ferrari, killing teammate Dan Snyder. For 10 points, name this left winger, a prolific scorer for the Ottawa Senators who made his name with the Atlanta Thrashers.
ANSWER: Daniel James “Dany” Heatley

15.Officially, this character is 17 years old and from the Bronx, New York. It is arguable that he is the shirtless, blond-haired protagonist of one game in his series, but typically he has short black hair and dresses in either black and green or pink. Advice he receives includes “Join the Nintendo Fan Club Today!” and that he should wear a helmet when fighting. Between circuits, he can be seen chasing Doc Lewis on a bicycle, the only time he is seen from the side. Running out of hearts causes him to become unable to attack and stars enable him to use a jumping uppercut. He is given threats such as “I can't drive, so I'm going to walk all over you” by Soda Popinski between rounds. For 10 points, identify this diminutive boxer protagonist of Nintendo's  Punch-Out!! games.
ANSWER: Little Mac

16.One of this artist’s albums opens with an introduction by Dave Chappelle, who refers to him as “the nigga that made up the Nike ‘swoosh’” and “the man that made Kool-Aid say ‘Oh yeah!’” On Quality, this artist parted ways with longtime collaborator DJ Hi-Tek, with whom he had formed a group known as Reflection Eternal, to work instead with Kanye West, who produced his most successful single to date, “Get By.” Singles from Quality include “Move Somethin’” and “The Blast.” For 10 points, identify this MC who is still probably best known for his work with his long-time friend Mos Def as Black Star.
ANSWER: Talib Kweli Greene [accept either underlined part]

17.Don Rickles portrayed this character's old army buddy Sid Krim and Andy Dick portrayed his son Zach in a lesser-known appearance. His idol was Herb Gaffer and the car he is often seen driving is a 1965 Sunbeam Tiger. He has told his landlady that he worked in insurance even though his official cover was as a greeting card salesman. An arrow, silencer, and gun are among the many objects that he notes are the second-biggest ones he's ever seen and he generally misses anything “by that much.”  He eventually becomes the chief of CONTROL and marries Barbara Feldon’s character, Agent 99. A shoe phone is the the trademark gadget of, for 10 points, what secret agent portrayed on a 1960’s TV show by Don Adams and by Steve Carrell in a recent movie?
ANSWER: Maxwell Smart [accept either underlined part; accept Agent 86]

18.Some of his last roles include Alcott in The Man from Elysian Fields and the voice of Henry J. Waternoose in Monsters, Inc. A friend of Sam Peckinpah, he helped to direct Convoy when Peckinpah fell ill and starred as Seargeant Steiner in Cross of Iron. In the Cary Grant/Audrey Hepburn vehicle Charade, he portrayed ex-OSS agent Tex Panthollow. This actor had one role as an expert knife-thrower named Britt in one western and another role alongside Rod Stiger as an ex-IRA revolutionary named John Mallory in a second western; those movies were The Magnificent Seven and A Fistful of Dynamite, respectively. He portrayed the titular surgeon and nuclear physicist who could make love in 47 different languages and agent of Z.O.W.I.E. in Our Man Flint. For 10 points, identify this actor probably best-known for his role alongside Steve McQueen and Charles Bronson as “The Manufacturer” Louis Sedwick in The Great Escape.
ANSWER: James Harrison Coburn, Jr.

19.Mike Hammer is a noted user of these, as is Paul Sheldon, who has one each time he finishes a manuscript. The packaging for this brand used to contain a green chromium dye, but was changed to the modern brilliant white during World War II, ostensibly because it had “gone to war.” To this day, however, packages of this brand are stamped with a five-letter acronym claiming that it “means fine tobacco” and also contain a better-known advertising trope indicating that these cigarettes are not produced by sun-drying; that slogan was coined during World War I, though Mad Men claims that FTC regulations caused Don Draper came up with “It’s Toasted!” For 10 points, name these cigarettes whose iconic logo is a target with a large red bull’s eye.
ANSWER: Lucky Strike cigarettes [accept Luckies; prompt on cigarettes or similar answers before “brand”]

20.One song from this artist's first album describes a at Henry’s Swing Club on Hazel Street, while another sees threats to get through the door and on the floor by a creature that rules its den. The former of those songs is almost certainly the basis for ZZ Top’s “La Grange,” and they are respectively “Boogie Chillun” and “Crawlin’ Kingsnake”; other oft-covered songs by this musician include “One Bourbon, One Scotch, One Beer” and a song that mock-threatens “Gonna knock you out / Right offa’ your feet.” This artist’s career was revitalized by his appearance playing the aforementioned song on Maxwell Street in Blues Brothers, in which appearance he characteristically played seated and wearing sunglasses. For 10 points, name this boogie-guitar bluesman from Texas most famous for the song "Boom Boom".
ANSWER: John Lee Hooker

21. One song on this album uses lines from the Nirvana song “Drain You.” The album cover features a bear giving another bear a piggyback ride. It was scheduled to be released on 2008’s United States Election Day but was delayed, supposedly due to not wanting to minimize the importance of the date. Another song from this release features members of The Academy is…, Gym Class Heroes and Panic at the Disco alongside Elvis Costello. Named after the French phrase referring to two people sharing a psychiatric disorder is, for ten points, what 2009 album released by Fall Out Boy, featuring the singles “America’s Suitehearts” and “I Don’t Care”.

ANSWER: Folie à Deux


1.2008 featured an epidemic of shameless exhibitionism among NFL players.  Identify these offenders for 10 points each.
[10] Photos of this third-year Steelers receiver from Ohio State posing nude in the shower surfaced on Deadspin.com with the headline “Sir, You Seem To Have Dropped Your Terrible Towel.”
ANSWER: Santonio Holmes, Jr.
[10] This Pro Bowl Redskins tight end favored readers of his blog with a few pictures of coach Jim Zorn’s new playbook. Also included: his penis.
ANSWER: Chris Cooley
[10] Fox demonstrated the perils of live locker room footage when they broadcast an accidental full-frontal shot of this Vikings tight end to millions of horrified but strangely aroused viewers.
ANSWER: Visanthe Shiancoe

2.This film closes in Kazan as the main character somewhat uncharacteristically decides not to kill Yusef Kabira after he surprises Yusef with Corinne Veneau. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this film that begins in a marble quarry outside of Siena.
ANSWER: Quantum of Solace
[10] Quantum of Solace is the second film staring this actor as Bond. He previously played a coke dealer looking to exit the business in Layer Cake.
ANSWER: Daniel Wroughton Craig
[10] This fellow agent played by Gemma Arterton accosts Craig’s Bond when he reaches Bolivia, but eventually succumbs to his charms. She is eventually killed by drowning in motor oil.
ANSWER: Strawberry Fields [accept either underlined part]

3.Minor characters on this show include Dr. Orpheus, Pete White, and Billy Quizboy. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Adult Swim show in which Hank and Dean are the titular siblings.
ANSWER: The Venture Bros.
[10] The Venture Bros. Brock Samson is a parody of this Johnny Quest character who acted as a bodyguard to the Quest Family and Hadji.
ANSWER: Race Bannon (accept either)
[10] Despite having died of AIDS in real life, this German member of New York's avant-garde music scene of the 1970’s appears on The Venture Bros. in his trademark triangular vinyl tuxedo as one of David Bowie's former henchmen alongside Iggy Pop.
ANSWER: Klaus Nomi

4.Controversy raged in January when Boston College’s athletic director fired his head football coach for merely interviewing for a vacant NFL head coaching position. For 10 points each:
[10] Gene DeFillippo, the AD, fired this coach, who had just led his team to a 9-3 record and a bowl appearance despite the loss of star player Matt Ryan.
ANSWER: Jeff Jagodzinski
[10] Before taking the BC job, Jagodzinski had spent one year as this team’s offensive coordinator.
ANSWER: the Green Bay Packers [accept either underlined part]
[10] The Jets’ head coaching job, for which Jagodzinski had been interviewing, was eventually given to this man, the Ravens’ defensive coordinator.
ANSWER: Rex Ryan

5.Answer the following involving a director and actors who probably really needed the money for 10 points each.
[10] This German director and boxing enthusiast is responsible for such fine pieces of cinema as Postal, House of the Dead, and Alone in the Dark.
ANSWER: Uwe Boll
[10] This actor starred under Boll as Edward Carnby in Alone in the Dark. He probably should be better known for portraying JD in Heathers and Clarence in True Romance.
ANSWER: Christian Michael Leonard Slater
[10] This star of several of Boll’s works played the main character in Postal and Billy the Kid in BloodRayne 2. This actor also portrayed the bully Scut Farkus in A Christmas Story.
ANSWER: Zack Ward

6.In honor of the imminent release of the film version of Watchmen, let's review some other films Alan Moore really hated, for 10 points each.
[10] This 2001 film stars Johnny Depp as a police inspector investigating the Jack the Ripper murders, and makes the story more of a straightforward mystery than in Moore's graphic novel.
ANSWER: From Hell
[10] Moore created its title character in his Swamp Thing run, but this 2005 film starring Keanu Reeves and Rachel Weisz is a pretty loose adaptation of the original conception.
ANSWER: Constantine
[10] Featuring Sean Connery as Allan Quatermain, this 2003 film has other characters including Tom Sawyer and Captain Nemo. A plagiarism lawsuit settled by Fox insulted Moore and led to his permanent break with the film industry.
ANSWER: The League of Extraordinary Gentlemen [prompt on LXG]

7.This television network has series such as Rita Rocks about a mother/rock and roller, Blood Ties which is about a vampire and the Carson Kressley-hosted How to Look Good Naked.
[10] For ten points name this female oriented television network also notable for its original movies.
Answer: Lifetime
[10] This NBC police procedural stars Damian Lewis as a detective who returns to the force after spending 12 years wrongly imprisoned.
ANSWER: Life
[10] This animated series on HBO follows the adventures of the title character, most of which become incredibly awkward situations, often involving the prostitute Debbie.
ANSWER: The Life & Times of Tim

8. Name each of the following baseball players who sat out seasons to play other sports for 10 points.
[10] This long-nosed first-baseman and outfielder for the A’s, Red Sox, and Indians ditched baseball to pursue professional golf after 1971, even though he had been the AL RBI champ in 1968.
ANSWER: Kenneth Smith “Hawk” Harrelson
[10] This two-sport star played for the Royals rather than join the Buccaneers, who had taken him first overall in 1986. He eventually joined the NFL after his rights were traded to the Raiders.
ANSWER: Vincent Edward “Bo” Jackson
[10] The Cubs never won another championship after this star catcher of the 1908 Cubs sat out the 1909 season to pursue his interest in pool. He, however, won the 1909 world championship of pocket billiards.
ANSWER: John Kling

9.Identify these films of Jean-Luc Godard for 10 points each.
[10] Godard’s first major film was this one, which starred Jean-Paul Belmondo as a criminal who asks his American girlfriend to hide him after he shoots a policeman. An American remake starring Richard Gere was released in 1983.
ANSWER: Breathless [or À Bout de Souffle]
[10] Quentin Tarantino was so influenced by this film that he named his production company for it. It follows two inept thieves, Arthur and Franz, who simutlaneously attempt to seduce and convince a woman to help them rob her own house.
ANSWER: Band of Outsiders [or Bande à Part]
[10] This 1966 film featuring French New Wave star Jean-Pierre Léaud was loosely based on two stories of Guy de Maupassant, to the extent that it has a plot; it is mainly interested in depicting the ideals and sexual politics of disaffected French youth, whom Godard referred to as “the children of Marx and Coca-Cola.”
ANSWER: Masculine, Feminine: In 15 Acts [or Masculin, Féminin: 15 faits précis]

10.For 10 points each, identify the foodstuffs from video game appearances.
[10] In Okami, you must compete against a dog in a contest of digging these up.
ANSWER: turnips
[10] The identifier of a titular princess of the Salad Kingdom in an NES game, this food also appears in a “maximum” variety that grants full health in the Kirby games.
ANSWER: tomatoes
[10] Along with fried shrimp and a fried shish kabob, this foodstuff was a boss in the NES game Monster Party. It is the only strength-increasing item on the menu at Merv's Burger Joint in River City Ransom.
ANSWER: onion rings

11.Believe or not this bonus is walking on air… For 10 points each:
[10] Identify the 1980’s TV show about a super-powered man who finds himself unable to properly use his power-giving suit. The show’s theme song, “Believe It or Not,” might be more memorable that the show itself.
ANSWER: Greatest American Hero
[10] In Greatest American Hero, FBI Agent Bill Maxwell was played by Robert Culp. Previously, Culp had played secret agent Kelly Robinson in this 60’s TV show in which Bill Cosby played his partner Alexander Scott.
ANSWER: I Spy
[10] Michael Pare played a student on Greatest American Hero. He also played the titular character in this 1983 movie about the mysterious death of the frontman of a 1960’s band and the search for their unreleased final recordings.
ANSWER: Eddie and the Cruisers

12.Given information about a one-armed character, give the video game series they appear in for 10 points each.
[10] In this game series, Oro is a 140-year-old hermit who always keeps one arm bound. His apprentice Ryu goes on to defeat Ken Masters in the third world warrior tournament.
ANSWER: Street Fighter
[10] Both the 2008 remake of the original NES game of this series and a 2009 sequel feature Super Joe and Nathan “Rad” Spencer, whose prosthetic arm that can function as a grappling hook. Unfortunately, the sequel will not feature Hitler's head exploding.
ANSWER: Bionic Commando
[10] Baiken is a katana wielding woman who lost her right arm and left eye because of  “That man” in this metal-themed fighting game series. She is one of the many characters including Sol Badguy, Anji Mito and Axl Low trying to hunt down the main villain.
ANSWER: Guilty Gear

13.Rocky’s trainer Mickey becomes angry when Rock mentions that he likes this fighter, since Mick preferred a previous fighter with the same nickname. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this boxer who defeated Kazimierz Szczerba and Andres Aldama to take home gold in the 1976 Montreal Olympics.
ANSWER: “Sugar” Ray Charles Leonard
[10] “Sugar” Ray Leonard’s best known fights are probably his title loss and regain against this Panamanian, who famously quit their second bout in the eighth round while saying “no más”.
ANSWER: Roberto Durán
[10] Leonard and Durán, as well as “Sugar” Ray Robinson, were probably best known for boxing in this weight class, broadly between lightweight and middleweight. Leonard won his gold metal was in its light subclass.
ANSWER: welterweight

14. Answer the following about that most trashworthy of subjects, the current global financial crisis, for 10 points each.

[10] This former hedge fund manager and current host of CNBC's “Mad Money” took heat in October 2008 for suggesting on the Today Show “Whatever money you may need for the next five years, please take it out of the stock market.”

ANSWER: James J. Cramer

[10] While mortgage companies were still riding high, this type of subprime loan denoted by a five-letter acronym was seen as an acceptable financial product. Developed by HCL Finance, this loan gets its name from the things its applicants lack.

ANSWER: no income, no job or assets loan

[10] This nation has been among the hardest hit in the financial crisis due to the collapse of its three major banks and a decline in value of its currency, the krona.

ANSWER: the Republic of Iceland [or Lýdhveldidh Ísland]

15. For 10 points each, name these artists who are or were associated with the venerable Sub Pop label.

[10] Pitchfork named the eponymous debut full-length of this band led by Robin Pecknold and Skyler Skjelset as the best album of 2008. Singles from that album include “White Winter Hymnal” and “He Doesn’t Know Why”.

ANSWER: Fleet Foxes

[10] If Natalie Portman’s character in Garden State is to be believed, this band will change your life. Their latest album is entitled Wincing the Night Away.

ANSWER: The Shins

[10] Give Up, the first release of this Ben Gibbard project, was the label’s best-selling record since the halcyon days of Nirvana.

ANSWER: The Postal Service

16. Rabbits are combinations of one of these with a conventional or rotating dildo; simpler designs of them include eggs, bullets, and pocket rockets. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these devices designed to provide stimulation through reciprocating mechanical action.

ANSWER: vibrators [accept vibes]

[10] This two-speed massager made by Hitachi is probably the single most popular vibrator sold. It operates by default on AC power and is usually white and blue plastic with a spherical head.

ANSWER: the Hitachi Magic Wand

[10] Abeo Research makes this large toy in addition to the suitcase-shaped Venus 2000. It consists of a black half-cylinder containing a large motor from which a phallus protrudes. You stratle the cylinder and, well, I hope it’s obvious from there.

ANSWER: the Sybian

17. One song from this work notes that the title figure must be thinking of a rose “’cause it rhymes with Mose.” This film’s title song was notably appropriated by A Clockwork Orange. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this film about a film studio’s struggles with the transition to talkies, given that its female star sounds like Cyndi Lauper when she speaks.

ANSWER: Singin’ in the Rain

[10] This is the star-starlette pairing whose coming dissolution drives the plot of Singin’ in the Rain. Its male end is played by Gene Kelly, while its female is played by Jean Hagen.

ANSWER: Don Lockwood and Lina Lamont [accept in either order]

[10] Lina Lamont has, by the end of the film, been replaced as Don Lockwood’s on-screen counterpart by noted former girl-in-cake Kathy Selden, as played by this actress. She allegedly didn’t know how to dance before being cast in Singin’ in the Rain.

ANSWER: Mary Frances “Debbie” Reynolds

18. Name these elements in the losing “pro” column for the argument that Minneapolis isn't a cultural wasteland for 10 points each.

[10] Perhaps the most famous Minneapolite musician, he is responsible for the songs such as “Purple Rain” with his band The Revolution.

ANSWER: Prince Rogers Nelson [accept either underlined part]

[10] This band was banned from SNL after Paul Westerberg mumbled profanity during their drunken performance of “Bastards of Young” off of the album Tim. Other songs by them include “Left of the Dial” and “Alex Chilton.”

ANSWER: The Replacements

[10] They are best known for the song “Runaway Train” off of 1992’s Grave Dancers Union. Other notable songs of theirs include “Can't Even Tell” and “Somebody to Shove.”

ANSWER: Soul Asylum

19. This album’s song “Whipping” has no whip-cracks, though its “Satan’s Bed” prominently features several. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this album produced as a black cloth gatefold. It opens with “Last Exit” and “Spin the Black Circle”.

ANSWER: Vitalogy

[10] Vitalogy was released in 1994 by this grunge band whose namesake aunt is partly discussed in the liner notes. It sucked much, much less than the succeeding No Code and Yield.

ANSWER: Pearl Jam

[10] Probably the most successful single from Vitalogy is this spouse-abuse-based pop ballad, in which a woman claims to be unable to find the titular superior male.

ANSWER: “Better Man”

20. Identify these rappers from a certain country for 10 points each.

[10] This eyepatch-wearing old school legend recorded an album, Behind Bars, while serving five years at Rikers Island. His hit singles “La Di Da Di” and “Children’s Story” have been covered numerous times.

ANSWER: Slick Rick [or Ricky Walters; accept Miles Parkin; prompt on MC Ricky D or The Ruler]

[10] Possibly concerned about trying to live up to the success of his first two releases, Original Pirate Material and A Grand Don’t Come for Free, Mike Skinner has stated that his forthcoming fifth album will be the last released under this stage name.  His song “Fit But You Know It” was featured in EA Sports' FIFA 2005.

ANSWER: The Streets

[10] Both Slick Rick and The Streets come from this city, home of the Royal Botanic Gardens and the O2 Arena.

ANSWER: London

21. Answer the following about that hallmark of any fantasy setting, the giant spider, for 10 points each. 

[10] Samwise Gamgee is the only one ever known to have seriously hurt this “evil thing in spider form” that dwells in Cirith Ungol in The Two Towers. 

ANSWER: Shelob 

[10] Father to an entire brood of giant spiders, this “acromantula” living in the Forbidden Forest was a former pet of Rubeus Hagrid in the Harry Potter series. 

ANSWER: Aragog 

[10] Born in Book Seven of Stephen King's Dark Tower series, this biological son of Roland Deschain alternates between human and giant spider forms and is responsible for the death of Randall Flagg. He shares his first name with a character from the King Arthur legend. 

ANSWER: Mordred Deschain
