This man led Southern Illinois to an NIT title, and in 2007, he asked to tutor Mardy Collins, then a rookie for one of this man’s former teams. Known for his defense, this man starred as a rookie alongside Phil Jackson, as both made the All-NBA Rookie team in the 1967-68 season. Two years later, the absence of teammate Willis Reed for most of the final game of the championship series resulted in this man exploding for 36 points, 19 assists and five steals, giving his team the win over the Lakers in that series. He teamed up with former backcourt rival Earl Monroe to win his second title. Gaining his nickname from a Warren Beatty star-vehicle, FTP name this Knicks point guard and all-time steals leader, nicknamed Clyde.
ANSWER: Walt Frazier
This man recently won the lifetime Davey O'Brien Legacy Award, in part for his play at Oregon, where he set school records in passing yardage and total offense as an All Pac-8 quarterback. His greatest success came while throwing to receivers Wes Chandler and Charlie Joiner and he had his best streak after Joe Gibbs became offensive coordinator in 1979, the start of a stretch of three straight seasons that saw this man throw for more than 4,000 yards. His team lost the 1981 AFC Championship game to the Bengals in the "Freezer Bowl" a week after this man's heroic performance against the Dolphins, in which he threw a game-tying touchdown to James Brooks that was intended for Kellen Winslow. A Hall of Fame quarterback for the Chargers, FTP, name this beneficiary of the Air Coryll system.
ANSWER: Dan Fouts
The first franchise of this name was coached by Alan Hinton when it lost the 1982 Soccer Bowl to the New York Cosmos. In addition to that club, which starred Kevin Bond and Jack Brand while playing in the NASL, another franchise located in the same city as the original took this name and served as a feeder squad to the MLS while including such players as Peter Hattrup, Cam Weaver and Sébastien Le Toux on its roster. That team played its final season in the USL at the Starfire Sports Complex in Tukwila, having moved there following several seasons at Qwest Field. That franchise won the U.S. Open Cup in 2009, pleasing minority owners Paul Allen and Drew Carey. The former USL rival of the Portland Timbers and the Vancouver Whitecaps, FTP, name this MLS expansion team that stars Freddie Ljungberg and Kasey Keller.
ANSWER: Seattle Sounders

Team and year needed. One member of this team became the only player traded in the offseason following a 50-homer year; he was the only batter on this team to clear 30 home runs or drive in more than 82 runs. Despite weak-hitting surrounding Greg Vaughn, this team made the playoffs behind a pitching staff that sported Joey Hamilton and Sterling Hitchcock, who won the NLCS MVP award after beating Tom Glavine. Utility man Jim Leyritz homered in three of the four NLDS games after coming over to this team in a deal orchestrated by GM Kevin Towers, and Andy Ashby won 17 games as the team's No. 2 starter. Led on the mound by Kevin Brown, FTP, give the team and year that saw Tony Gwynn play in his final World Series.
ANSWER: 1998 San Diego Padres 

In one iteration of this annual occurrence, Pau Gasol was said to resemble a combination of Toni Kukoc, Skeet Ulrich and Ricky Martin, while in another iteration, its author criticized Rob Babcock's selection of Charlie Villanueva as one of the top-five worst picks of all time. Its creator prefaced one edition of it by nicknaming a foreign player "The Chairman" due to that player's pre-draft workout videos that saw him posting up a wooden chair. In addition to dreading his team taking Yi Jianlin in 2007, the author of this yearly publication frequently includes references to his friend Jacko and to his father, who was excited in the 2001 edition of this feature when Joe Johnson was picked by the Celtics. Created by the same man who first described the Manning Face and the Ewing Theory, FTP, name this annual column by an ESPN.com blogger that sees him track a certain NBA event.
ANSWER: Bill Simmons Draft Diary (Accept clear knowledge equivalents)

A former defensive end with the Winnipeg Blue Bombers, this man got his first head coaching position with North Carolina State, leading the team to a 16-17 record over three seasons. He left NC State after the 1982 season to join the staff of Green Bay head coach Bart Starr, and he would go on to serve as a coordinator in various roles with the Bills, Vikings, Jets and Saints. In his most famous role, he helped design a scheme that involves using speedy lineman in a 4-3 alignment while dividing the rest of the field into zones covered by the linebackers, corners and safeties, all of whom are instructed to "run to the ball" using a gang-tackling strategy. That strategy enabled this man to help head coach Jon Gruden win the Super Bowl in 2002. The current defensive coordinator for his son at Tennessee, FTP, name this creator of the Tampa-2 defense, also known as the Cover-2.
ANSWER: Monte Kiffin

In a Vanity Fair article about Gus Dominguez, Michael Lewis implied that this player's lack of support for the agent might have helped keep Dominguez imprisoned because of the murky details about this man's flight from Cuba. Columnist Joe Posnanski parodied the title of a Paul Lukas-authored ESPN sartorial blog in a series of posts about this player's time with his current team, who acquired this supposed fielding whiz after three consecutive seasons in which this shortstop recorded at least 20 errors. His current team acquired him a season after he walked in just three percent of his at-bats, the lowest percentage in the majors, a feat accomplished while this man played alongside Jose Lopez and Richie Sexson in the infield. A former weak-fielding, weak-hitting shortstop for the Mariners, FTP, name this current weak-fielding, weak-hitting shortstop of the Kansas City Royals.
ANSWER: Yuniesky Betancourt

He played college basketball at UNC-Wilmington and Clarion, where he led the team in assists as the point guard. He got his start in the coaching ranks under Ted Owen and Larry Brown at Kansas before moving on to a post where he would win three Atlantic-10 Coach of the Year awards. Both of his teams' appearances in the Final Four have been vacated, the second due to travel expenses reimbursed to the brother of his star point guard. At his last job, he popularized the Vince Wahlberg-developed dribble drive motion offense, utilizing the talents of players like Rodney Carney and Chris Douglas-Roberts. The former coach of Marcus Camby at UMass, FTP, name this former Memphis coach of Derrick Rose, now the coach at Kentucky.
ANSWER: John Calipari

This hitter supposedly uttered the line "Home run hitters drive Cadillacs, singles hitters drive Fords," and during his announcing career for the Mets, this former outfielder noted of a pitcher, "All of his saves have come in relief appearances." In his best season, he led the league in home runs and RBI while finishing fourth in MVP voting, losing to Jackie Robinson. After a year in which this man’s team finished 42-112 despite his 37 home runs, GM Branch Rickey traded this player, famously noting, "We finished last with you, we can finish last without you." The first person to homer in three straight All-Star games, FTP, name this former Pirates slugger who set the record for leading the NL in home runs each of his first seven seasons in the league. 
ANSWER: Ralph Kiner

In a famous exhibition match between this man's team and the Montreal Canadians, he pushed his team to a 3-3 tie, despite that team getting outshot 38-13. In one of this man's national team appearances, a rebound goal off of him by Paul Henderson sealed a win for Canada in the Summit Series, a shot nicknamed by the Canadian press as "the goal heard round the world." He retired at just 32 after his request to join the NHL following his drafting by the Canadians was denied. In perhaps his most famous appearance, a controversial move by his coach, Viktor Tikhonov, led to this man watching Vladimir Myshkin play the second and third periods. A former goaltenders coach with the Blackhawks, FTP, name this Soviet goalkeeper, famously pulled after the first period during the Miracle on Ice game.
ANSWER: Vladislav Tretiak

While hosting the ESPYs, Norm MacDonald told this athlete he had won an award "nobody can take away from you... unless you're O.J." This athlete became a starter as a freshmen, when he garnered both the Big Ten Freshman of the Year award and All-Big Ten First Team honors. Used on special teams and offense as well as at his primary position on defense, this athlete returned a punt for a touchdown, caught a key 37-yard pass and returned a punt for a touchdown against Ohio State as a junior, helping his team en route to a Rose Bowl matchup against Washington. This cornerback reeled in a key interception from Ryan Leaf in that game, which his team won behind MVP Brian Griese. The third player to win the Heisman for his school after Tom Harmon and Desmond Howard, FTP, name this Lloyd Carr-coached Michigan cornerback, the first and only defensive player to win the Heisman Award.
ANSWER: Charles Woodson


This draft featured both Roland Ferreira and Tito Horford, the first players to play in the NBA from Brazil and the Dominican Republic, respectively. One third round pick, Anthony Mason, was among the six players picked in this draft who eventually made an All-Star team, including Hersey Hawkings and Dan Majerle. The draft was shortened to just three rounds after going seven rounds the year prior, and it saw the Miami Heat make its first pick in franchise history, Rony Seikaly, while the Warriors drafted the M in Run TMC, Mitch Richmond, with the No. 5 pick. Seeing Rik Smits go second overall, FTP, name this NBA draft most famous for seeing the L.A. Clippers take Danny Manning with the first pick.
