[10]Anthony Michael Hall creates his own personal girlfriend in this Hughes film.
ANSWER:  Weird Science
[10]Molly Ringwald and Michael Schoeffling share a famous kiss over a birthday cake in this John Hughes film.
ANSWER:  Sixteen Candles
2) The origins of this creature can be traced back to 19th century Germany, where they were referred to as “Gartenzwerg.”  Currently, there are an estimated 25 million of these in Germany. [10]In 2004, Shatner was temporarily “replaced” by this Star Trek co-star, but Shatner came back within weeks.
ANSWER: Leonard Nimoy
3) According to Uncyclopedia, this person’s fight with Aquaman has left the world with one less super hero. In the real world she is the author of eighteen books and has, along with Bill Clinton, started a charity organization called the (*) “Yum-O organization.” One of this woman’s television shows features her quest to enjoy various cities for $40 a Day. [10]This other Rush album is featured alongside Moving Pictures on the 1001 Albums You Must Hear Before You Die list, and features the tite track along with “A Passage to Bangkok” and “The Twilight Zone”
ANSWER: 2112
[10]Rush’s song “YYZ” is the IATA Airport Code for the airport in this Canadian city.
ANSWER: Toronto
[10]This Rush drummer wrote the lyrics for most of Rush’s songs.
ANSWER: Neil Peart
5) This character enjoys dressing up like a fox and flying around. Besides being a doctor, he’s also been the president of a toy company and a superstar. He was the basis for the first movie about his kind ever, where he  was played by Bob Hoskins. His first appearance was as a carpenter in a 1981 arcade video game (*), where he dodged barrels thrown by a giant, crazy monkey. FTP, name this plumber and video game star that has appeared in 116 games along with his brother Luigi, often called “super.”
ANSWER: Mario
BONUS: Mario is pretty darn cool. For 10 points each, name these other characters from the Mario franchise.
[10]This green dinosaur has a six foot long tongue and is frequently ridden by Mario. He also has an island named after him
ANSWER: Yoshi
[10]He becomes the antagonist in Super Mario Land  2: 6 Golden Coins after stealing Mario’s castle. In Japanese his name means “bad Mario.”
ANSWER: Wario
[10]Based off of shiitake mushrooms, this character has been described as the “everyman” of the video game world. 
ANSWER: Goombas
6) “It’ll tickle your innards!” was originally its slogan and a rumor says that it can be used to prevent pregnancy. In 2008 Doritos debuted a mysterious new flavor called “Quest,” (*) which was later reveled to be this product. New flavors introduced in 2010 include White Out, Typhoon, and Distortion, while some of its better known flavors include Pitch Black, LiveWire, Baja Blast, and Code Red. [10]This hillbilly lives on Rural Route 29 with his wife Brandine and their 44 children. He was first introduced in the episode “Bart Gets an Elephant.”
ANSWER: Cletus Del Roy Spunkler (accept Cletus the Slack-Jawed Yokel)
7)  While suffering from Hodgkin's lymphoma, this hockey player bought his team from bankruptcy court in 1999, which caused him not to be allowed to vote in owner's meetings after he made a comeback in 2000. ANSWER: Swagger and Mick Jagger respectively
12) Professor Westwood V(The Fifth) writes the entries to this device and its latest version is the HANDY910is. Jakks Pacific has created several toy versions of this item, the latest of which includes nearly 500 entries. (*)  Giovanni’s computer has a program that functions similar to one of these devices, though it can only scan what’s inside a Pokéball. 16) This character’s name is also a species of agnostid trilobite that is known only from fossils found in southern China.  Brian Daley wrote a series of Extended Universe novels depicting this character’s smuggling adventures. [10]This man betrays Han in The Empire Strikes Back, selling Han out to Vader and bounty hunter Boba Fett.
ANSWER: Lando Calrissian (Accept either name)
[10]After disowning Jacen, who becomes a Sith Lord, Han adopts Jacen’s daughter, this character.
