[10]In addition to appearing on the Warped Tour, this band behind the singles “My Curse” and “The Arms of Sorrow” appeared on MTV2’s Headbanger’s Ball in 2003.
ANSWER: Killswitch Engage
[10]Hayley Williams fronts this rock band, whose singles include “Misery Business” and “Crushcrushcrush.”
ANSWER: Paramore
3) It was originally founded as a “New Sodom” and it was the first town in America with an Aquacar factory, allowing its streets to temporarily be paved with gold. ANSWER: New New York
[10]It’s located in Massachusetts and it includes such locales as The Icehouse bar and Leery’s Fresh Fish. It’s also the hometown of Dawson Leery.
ANSWER: Capeside
4) The final shot of this film shows a photograph of the main character at the place he had been working at during the course of the film.  An elderly cook guides Danny Torrance(*) until he is axed in the chest by Danny’s father.  Before leaving the hotel for the winter, the cook telepathically tells Danny to make sure that he stays out of Room 237.  Later in the film, Danny is seen writing REDRUM in blood on the wall. [10]Jack Nicholson co-stars with Morgan Freeman in this film about two terminally ill men trying to live out their wildest fantasies before dying.
ANSWER:  The Bucket List
[10Jack Nicholson is part of an ensemble cast featuring stars like Matt Damon, Leonardo DiCaprio  and Mark Wahlberg in this Irish crime film.
ANSWER:  The Departed
[10]Jack Nicholson stars with Adam Sandler in this comedy film about a therapist who moves in with his emotionally-troubled patient.
ANSWER:  Anger Management
5) Originally a “complete afterthought”, multiplayer mode was only added after this game’s release.There is no melee weapon found throughout the game, but there is a multiplayer setting known as “Slappers(*) Only!” Five multiplayer levels in this game aren’t featured in single player, including Temple and Complex, with a grand total of 33 characters being unlocked throughout the game. BONUS: Identify these other players drafted in the 2001 Amateur Draft, for ten points each.
 [10] Drafted with the 36th overall pick out of Don Bosco Technical Institute in California was this second baseman, who is currently out of baseball but last played for the Red Sox, the original team of his brother Nomar.
ANSWER:  (Michael) Garciaparra
[10] One of the other successful players in the draft of 2001 was this 1st baseman, drafted 38th overall by the team he currently starts for, the Mets.
ANSWER:  (David) Wright
[10] Drafted 5th overall by the Rangers was this 3rd baseman out of Georgia Tech.  He has since spent time in Atlanta and Anaheim before signing an 8-year, $180 million dollar contract with the Yankees in 2009.
ANSWER:  (Mark) Teixeira
7) Two new characters for this franchise were revealed on February 10, 2010. Those two new characters, Zorua and Zoroark, are slated to appear in this franchise’s thirteenth movie, Ruler of Illusions: Zoroark. Other, better known characters from this franchise, such as Dawn and her (*) Piplup will also be featured. [10]Portrayed Pesci as the character Harry who tried, unsuccessfully, to rob Kevin McCallister’s house when he was in the predicament the title foreshadow’s.
ANSWER: Home Alone
[10]Kevin McCallister was played by this actor also known for his lead role in “Richie Rich”
ANSWER: Macaully Culkin
[10]Even though he only had a cameo role in “Home Alone” as the leader of a brass band, this actor starred in movies such as “Spaceballs” and “Planes, Trains, and Automobile.”
ANSWER: John Candy

[10]In Goldmember, Dr. Evil plots to build a tractor beam with this codename.
ANSWER: Preparation H

ANSWER: University of Miami(FL)
BONUS: Speaking of Devin Hester, a lot of NFL records sure have been broken lately. Name some stuff about them, For 10 points each.
[10]This controversial wide receiver surpassed Jerry Rice’s record for most touchdown catches in a season with 23, even though he played 4 more games than Jerry did when he set the record.
ANSWER: Randy Moss
[10]This running back set the NFL record for most total touchdowns in a season with 31 in 2007, breaking the record set two years earlier by Shaun Alexander.
ANSWER: LaDanian Tomlinson (Accept L.T.)
[10]In the 2009 season, Peyton Manning passed this Quarterback for 5th most passing TDs in NFL history.  He is perhaps best known for being the winning quarterback in “The Greatest Game Ever Played” in 1958.
ANSWER: Johnny Unitas
13) According to GameSpy, this game is the most played Half-Life modification to date.  Created by “Gooseman” and “Cliffe,” it has had four sequels, a lesser known one being called “Condition Zero.” The beginning of each round consists of a “freeze time” in which players can’t move but can buy weapons, which are determined by a dynamic pricing system. [10]Sheen’s played rolls in Wall Street and Platoon, both movies directed by this man. Sheen was also approached to star in his Born on the Fourth of July, but was later replaced by Tom Cruise.
ANSWER: Oliver Stone
[10]Sheen, along side Michael Jordan, appears in ads for this clothing company, often making a fool out of himself in the process.
ANSWER: Hanes
15) In 2005 BoingBoing.net offered $1,000,000 if anyone could provide empirical evidence that Jesus was not His son and in 2008 a statue of Him was placed in front of Crossville, Tennessee’s courthouse. ANSWER: The Road
[10]Viggo Mortensen also stars in this third film based off of J.R.R Tolkien’s novel.  Frodo and Sam finally manage to walk to a volcano and throw a ring in a fire in this film.
ANSWER: The Lord of the Rings: Return of the King

[10]Bob Knight
ANSWER: Army(Accept West Point), University of Indiana, Texas Tech University(Accept any underline answer)
18) Mark Little does the voice for this beverage, which inspired the drink Brawndo: The Thirst Mutilator in Idiocracy. It interrupts it’s namesake YouTube video to BLOW YOUR MIND. ANSWER: Brad Pitt
[10]This actor who appeared in numerous Super Bowl commercials from 2002-2005 played Basher Tarr in Ocean’s Eleven.
ANSWER: Don Cheadle
