2) This film was originally going to be in 3D, but as it turned out, the company that made the movie wasn’t too wealthy. BONUS:  Animals are very popular as antagonists in films.  FTPE, name these deadly animal movies.
[10]The Asylum, the same company that did Mega Shark vs Giant Octopus is doing this planned 2010 film that takes place in the Amazon River.
ANSWER: Mega Piranha
[10]Samuel L. Jackson wants the title animals off of his transportation in this 2006 film.
ANSWER:  Snakes on a Plane
[10]Betty White feeds cows to a giant alligator in this 1999 horror film set in the titular New York city.
ANSWER:  Lake Placid
3) Many well-known celebrities participated in this event, including Jason Alexander, Nelly, Shannon Elizabeth and Ray Romano.  Many past champions of this event didn’t fare as well this time, such as Tom McEvoy, Doyle Brunson and Phil Hellmuth.  Peter Eastgate, the previous year’s champion, finished at a meager 78th place. [10]This man was the only British player to reach the November 9 final table in 2009.  He started the final table with the least amount of chips and was knocked out for 9th place by Kevin Schaffel.
ANSWER: James Akenhead
[10]This man reportedly said that if he had won the World Series of Poker championship bracelet that he would throw it away due to his loathing of the casino in which the tournament was played at.  He didn’t have to worry about that though, as he came in 5th place.
ANSWER: Jeff Shulman
[10]This self-employed American logger was the biggest surprise at the final table.  Maintaining the chip lead for a good portion of the tournament, he consistently got pocket Aces throughout the tournament.  After playing for 18 hours, his Queen and Jack of Diamonds fell to Joe Cada’s pocket 9’s.
ANSWER: Darvin Moon

[10] Gilbert Arenas once instructed the crowd not to boo this man when introduced.  Drafted #1 Overall for the Wizards in 2001, he notably started at Center for the Lakers in the 2007 playoffs. He currently plays for Detroit.
ANSWER: Kwame Brown
[10]Another genius pick by Michael Jordan, this infamous moustache-wearing guard from Gonzaga was drafted #3 Overall by Charlotte in 2006. He was traded to the LA Lakers in February 2009, where he has averaged 1.3 and 2.4 points per game in his two seasons there.
ANSWER: Adam Morrison
[10]The Chicago Bulls drafted this chubby player from Thornwood High School 4th Overall in 2001. After 4 seasons in Chicago, he played 4 in New York, where his weight and position at times brought up comparisons to Shaquille O’Neal. He has not played in double digit games since 2008.
ANSWER: Eddy Curry
5) This game’s earliest predecessor was known as “DeviousMud.”  Recently it has upgraded to its namesake tek 5 (tech 5) engine, allowing for a high and low level detail and a full screen option. Recent changes to this game include renaming the skill hitpoints to constitution(*) and include multiplying the player’s “life points” and maximum hit by 10.  One recent skill release in this game was the ability to have a summoned creature fight by their side, while the most recent skill release was Dungeoneering. [10]This god shaped Runescape after the Elder gods left the plane.  His stone of Jas (“Jah”) has allowed players to buff their levels to over 200, for a short period of time
ANSWER: Guthix
[10]Bob the JagEX cat alludes to being this god.  He is known as the god of the Ultimate power, and the Ancient Curses can be accessed by praying on his namesake altar.
ANSWER: Zaros
[10]This menaphite god of Fertility and Growth is the favored god of the town Nardah.  Her name is partially featured in a quest about a river.
ANSWER: Elidnis
6) The main point that is tried to be proven in this comic is that Batman is just as insane as the criminals he pursues.  Alan Moore, the creator of this comic novel, uses elements from Detective Comic #168, which had established the concept of the Joker originally being a thief known as the Red Hood.  The character of the Joker becomes more three-dimensional in this comic, as he is portrayed with more human and tragic elements present.  Although the story does affect the main Batman continuity due to the Joker shooting and paralyzing Barbara Gordon, it leads to Barbara becoming the Oracle.  FTP, name this one-shot graphic novel by Alan Moore, which is one of the most accepted forms of the backstory to the Joker.
ANSWER: The Killing Joke
BONUS:  The Killing Joke is one of the most influential Batman comics.  FTPE, name these details related to The Killing Joke.
[10]In The Killing Joke, the man who becomes the Joker quits his job at a chemical company to do this form of entertainment.  Notable real-life people associated with this occupation are Demitri Martin, Mitch Hedberg and Dane Cook.
ANSWER: Stand-up comedian
[10]Over the course of the comic, the Joker is attempting to drive this Police Commissioner absolutely insane.
ANSWER: James Gordon
[10]The Joker tells Batman a joke involving two guys escaping from a lunatic asylum.  The first guy manages to jump across the building, but the second is afraid, so the first offers to use this object to help him cross.
ANSWER: Flashlight
7) This man made his Broadway debut as George W. Bush in a one-man-show called “You’re Welcome America.” Along with Adam McKay, he co-writes and produces the show “Eastbound & Down.” He stars in an online video with McKay’s daughter, Pearl, where she is a beer guzzling 2 year old who wants her rent. He also plays Gene Frenkle in a popular SNL skit featuring Blue Oyster Cult.  FTP, name this actor, who normally stars with John C. Rilley, and has a popular catch phrase, “If you ain’t first, you’re last.”
ANSWER: Will Farrel
BONUS: FTPE name these things about Will Farrel.
[10]Will Farrel began this website in April 2007, which features the short film “The Landlord”
ANSWER: Funny or Die dot com
[10]On Funny or Die one could view this other video featuring Pearl the 2 year old, where Farrel is interrogated
ANSWER: Good Cop Baby Cop
[10]This TV network has recently picked up Funny or Die.  It’s shows include “The Wire” and “The Sopranos”
ANSWER: HBO
8) The plot of this game centers around the Naughty Sorceress kidnapping King Ralph XI. Leprechauns, Saber Toothed Limes and Hovering Sombraros are some of the pets, or familiars(*) in this game and  Seal Clubber, Turtle Tamer, Disco Bandit, Accordion Thief, Pastamancer, and Sauceror  are all classes that can be played in this game. It was created by Zack “Jick” Johnson and written by Josh “Mr. Skullhead” Nite. FTP, name this MMORPG designed and operated by Asymmetric Publications and has the tag line “An Adventurer is You!”
ANSWER: Kingdom of Loathing (prompt on KoL)
BONUS: FTPE, name these other MMORPGs.
[10]This MMORPG was announced on September 12, 2001 and was released in 2004. Since then, it has had two expansions released, The Burning Crusade and Wrath of the Lich King as well a third, planned expansion, Cataclysm.
ANSWER: World of Warcraft
[10]Guinness World Records recognized it as the world’s most popular free MMORPG and it currently has approximately ten million active accounts. This game takes place in the world of Gielinor and includes skills such as woodcutting and mining, which you could use to acquire ores like Mithril and Adamantite.
ANSWER: RuneScape
[10]It was developed by Cryptic Studios and later Paragon Studios and was published by NCSoft. It was recently announced that there would be an expansion where you can “go rogue.”
ANSWER: City of Heroes (prompt on City of Villains, punch on Sarah Palin)
9) Tom Ruegger teamed up with the creators of Animaniacs to make this ‘90s cartoon about the titular super hero. The main character’s only weakness is graphite bars charged with negative ions and some of his powers include (*) turning into a streak of lightening and super speed. Some other characters in this cartoon include Dexter Douglas, Sgt. Mike Cosgrove, Roddy MacStew, and Candlejack. FTP, name this cartoon series created by Steven Spielberg and the phrases “Freak in!” and “Freak out!”
ANSWER: Freakazoid!
BONUS: Cartoons were so much better in the ‘90s. FTPE, name some.
[10]It aired from 1993 to 1999, and featured Wako, Yako, and Dot who lived in the Warner Brother’s water tower
ANSWER: Animaniacs
[10]It featured such characters as  Dr. Lipschitz, Louis Kalhern Pickles II, and Harold Frumkin. Some of its better known characters are Tommy, Chuckie, Phil, Lil, and Angelica.
ANSWER: Rugrats
[10]This cartoon told of the exploits of a group of the titular beings living in a landfill in New Jersey and featured Ickis, Oblina, and Krumm.
ANSWER: Aaahh!!! Real Monsters!
10) One coach involved in this event blamed the outcome on a player wanting to watch the play instead of doing his job. That player, Webster Slaughter(*), had earlier caught a 4 yard touchdown pass to tie the game at 31. The player most affected by this event finished with 187 total yards and 2 touchdowns, but the stigma from this event forced him out of Cleveland and in to Washington, where he won a Super Bowl title in 1992. BONUS: John Elway sure is awesome. Now name some stuff about him for 10 points each.
[10]One year before “The Fumble”, Cleveland’s heart was broken by this event engineered by Elway. It consisted of 15 plays to span 98 yards in 5 minutes and was capped off by a touchdown pass to Mark Jackson
ANSWER: “The Drive”
[10]Elway attended this California University. In 1982, his senior year, he came in 2nd in Heisman voting to Herschel Walker, despite leading Stanford to a losing record thanks in part to some timely laterals by Cal.
ANSWER: Stanford University
[10]Elway was the co-owner of the Arena Football League franchise before the AFL suspended operations in 2009. They won the 2009 Arena Bowl led by receiver Damian Harrell.
ANSWER: Colorado Crush (Accept either)
11) The original product line for this guitar featured two models: the regular model, which was nicknamed the Goldtop, and the custom model, which offered upgraded hardware and a more formal black finish.  In 2007, Gibson announced an idea to create a computerized version of this guitar, dubbed the “Robot Guitar.”  In the movie This Is Spinal Tap, Nigel Tufnel shows off this guitar, attempting to demonstrate its impressive sustain without playing a note.  FTP, name this guitar, made by Gibson, which came bundled with the game Guitar Hero III: Legends of Rock.

BONUS: Some of the best guitar players play on Les Pauls.  FTPE, name these Les Paul rockers.
[10]This Led Zeppelin founder most famously played a Les Paul.
ANSWER: Jimmy Page
[10]This Black Label Society founder often plays with his signature black and white Bullseye Les Paul.
ANSWER: Zakk Wylde
[10]This guitarist took up the persona of “Space Age” when KISS adopted its signature costumes and theatrics.
ANSWER: Ace Frehly
12) The biggest city in this world is referred to the “Big Wahoonie” because of its terrible smell. Other landmarks on this world include Cori Celesti, Old Tom, and the Tower of Art. Some characters that inhabit this world include Twoflowers, (*) Rincewind, Samuel Vimes, Moist von Lupwig, and the anthropomorphic personification of death. FTPE;                                            [10]Douglas Adams wrote this series of books, the first of which warns the readers to always remember their towels and, most importantly, not to panic.                                                                                                             ANSWER: The Hitchhicker’s Guide to the Galaxy series                                                                                         [10]This man is the main character in many of the books in the Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy series. He’s one of the three remaining Earthlings, along with Trillian and Random.                                                     ANSWER: Arthur Dent (Accept Either(                                                                                                                                            [10]He’s often sent on menial task, despite having a “brain the size of a planet.” The Radiohead song “Paranoid Android” is also named after him.                                                                                                            ANSWER: Marvin the Paranoid Android
13) One reoccuring theme in this film is the continual moving forward of the Doomsday Clock as tensions over the Soviet invasion of Afghanistan mount.  One scene in this movie depicts two of it’s characters breaking Walter Kovacs out of jail,(*) while another features those same two characters, Dan Dreiberg and Lori Jupiter, fighting off a gang. While another scene in this film another showed another character’s creation while he sits on Mars. The DVD for the film contains a separate animated film titled “Tales of the Black Freighter” and the documentary “Under the Hood.”  FTP, name this alternate history film, based off of one of Alan Moore’s most famous works.
ANSWER: Watchmen
BONUS:  Watchmen features an ensemble cast of superheroes.  FTPE, given an alter-ego, name the “real” person.
[10]Doctor Manhattan
ANSWER: Jon Osterman
[10]Ozymandias
ANSWER: Adrian Veidt
[10]The Comedian
ANSWER: Eddie Blake
14)This character, seen in the show that also created characters such as Lucy and Randy Carmichael, was first seen on a cereal box. When that show visit’s Paris a mechanical version of this character is forced into a fight (*)with his arch nemesis “RoboSnail.” Stu, the main father character in this show, makes a crib walking device inspired by this character for his son Dill. For ten points name this green and blue monster, a character in the Nickelodeon series “Rugrats.”
ANSWER: Reptar
BONUS: Congratulations you and your team are officially cooler than the team you are playing and it only seems fit to test your knowledge of Rugrats, so for ten points each:
[10]Name this character who falls in love with a purple poodle named “Fifi,” and whose main role in the series is to be the pet of Tommy and Dill Pickles.
ANSWER: Spike
[10]This doctor, mainly glorified by Didi Pickles, plays a instrumental role in the birth of Dill Pickles in “The Rugrat Movie.”
ANSWER: Dr. Lipschitz
[10]Name the last name of the treacherous gang of 5 brothers at the public park, led by  a character named Timmy.
ANSWER: McNulty
15) This hockey goalie was the third goalie to win six Vezina trophies, but the first to do it since it has been awarded to only one goalie each season. He was the victim of the controversial goal scored to end the 1999 Stanley Cup finals in triple overtime in game 6 when Brett Hull stood in the goal(*) crease. He is known for having many of the lowest GAAs for a season in the NHL expansion era, and his ability to bend around to make amazing saves inspired a Mastercard commercial to say "Having a slinky for a spine: priceless". FTP, name this goalie who mainly played for the Sabres and Red Wings who helped lead the Czech Republic to a gold medal in 1998 and is nicknamed the Dominator.
ANSWER: Dominik Hasek [haw-shek]
BONUS: Name these other notable recent goalies FTPE:
[10]While with the Red Wings, Hasek split time with this goalie who spent most of the 1990's and 2000's with the Red Wings and finally retired at the end of the 2010 postseason.
ANSWER: Chris Osgood
[10]In the Red Wings-Avalanche rivalry of the late 1990's and early 2000's, Osgood was often against this goalie who had until recently held the record for all-time wins in goal.
ANSWER: Patrick Roy [raw or wah, depending on the announcer]
[10]This long-time Devils goalie set the record for wins in a season in the 2006-07 season, and is now the first goalie to have 600 career wins and the second to have over 100 shutouts.
ANSWER: Martin Brodeur [bro-dur]
16) The release of this band’s self titled 1992 debut album was a commercial success and led to the band snagging a spot on the 1993 Lollapalooza.  However, the band did not release another album until their 1996 album Evil Empire.  After breaking up in 2000, the band performed for the first time in April of 2007 at the Coachella Valley Music and Arts Festival.  Since then, the band has continued to perform at live concerts, but has yet to release a new studio album.  In 2000, this band played a free concert at the Democratic National Convention as a means of protesting the two-party system. [10]They rally round the family / With a pocket full of shells

[10]Some of those that work forces are the same that burn crosses
ANSWER: Killing in the Name
17) This man was created by Martin Hanford and has spawned 7 books bearing his name  A world record of 1,052 people impersonating this man was achieved at Rutgers University in June 2009. [5]Jim Carey, played by Lloyd Christmas is stuck to Harry Dunne as Jeff Daniels. Literally stuck to him.
ANSWER: Dumb and Dumber
[5]Jim Carey plays Stanley Ipkiss who turns into a maniac superhero while wearing the titular item.
ANSWER: The Mask
[5]Fletcher Reede, as portrayed by Jim Carey haunts his son with “The Claw” and can’t lie to his son for 24 hours.
ANSWER: Liar Liar
18) As of April 5, 2010, users in the US are redirected to a stripped down version of this site due to the MPAA breaking down on the activities that supposedly go on at this site. [10]In May of 2006, this site’s main server in Stockholm were ironically “raided” by the Swedish police.
ANSWER: The Pirate Bay .org
[10]Mass amounts of power outages caused this private BitTorrent tracker to go down from September 14, 2009 to November 5, 2009.  Its ISP is currently located in the Ukraine.
ANSWER: Demonoid .com
[10]In November 2009, the site operators for this popular BitTorrent search site deleted all torrents that enabled users to download copyrighted material.  In other words, the site was pretty much shut down.
ANSWER: Mininova .org
19) There have been many disputes over this actor’s birthday.  One party says that his birthday was in 1899 on Christmas Day, whereas others believe that he was actually born on January 23, 1899.  In 1918 he joined the Navy, where he wound up getting the trademark scar on his lip.  After going through several other jobs, he wound up as a Broadway regular in the 1920’s and ‘30’s.  After the stock market crashed, he turned to films, starring in movies such as The Petrified Forest and The Maltese Falcon.  FTP, name this actor whose most famous role came as Rick Blaine in Casablanca.

BONUS: Casablanca is basically featured on every “Greatest Movies of All Time” list.  FTPE, name these other films that regularly appear on those lists.
[10]This Orson Wells film usually goes back and forth with Casablanca for the number 1 and 2 spot.
ANSWER: Citizen Kane
[10]This Alfred Hitchcock film stars James Stewart as an acrophobic private investigator.
ANSWER: Vertigo
[10]This 1952 comedy starring Gene Kelly is widely regarded as the best musical of all time.
ANSWER: Singin’ in the Rain
20) It was originally a programming oversight. It weighs in at 3,507.2 pounds and is a stunning ten feet tall. In 2010, GameFAQs entered it in their 8th annual Character Battle, where it advanced to the third round before being beaten by Sephiroth.
