1. It told the story of the members of a marching band who continued to perform after their team moved in 1984 until the NFL returned to their city in 1996. FTP, name the band.

5 pts. each. The documentary Two Brothers told the story of two former best friends and Yugoslavian National Team members who went on to successful NBA careers with the Lakers and Nets. Their friendship was damaged because their ethnicities put them on opposite sides of the Yugoslavian Civil War, and the story is told mainly from a solo point of view because one of the subjects had been dead since 1993. FFPE name them.

10 pts.  Director Rory Karpf ‘s film To the Limit told the heartbreaking story about a rising NASCAR superstar who’s hard living life was cut tragically short in 1989 by AIDS. His rivalry with Dale Earnhardt and relationship with his old school Crew Chief Harry Hyde heavily influenced the plot of the racing movie Days of Thunder.
ANSWER:  Tim Richmond
18. In November 2008, Cartoon Network began televising a series which played homage to a lighter, campier time in the saga of the caped crusader, Batman: The Brave and the Bold. FTPE, answer these questions about the lesser known DC heroes who work with Batman throughout the series.
He lives as an archaeologist named John Ulthoon who creates a robotic son capable of emotions who starts as his champion but becomes evil after being struck by lightening. It’s left to him and Batman to defeat the tyrant. He’s a recurring character in the Young Justice series.

Sayles has adapted the autobiography of Red Hot Chili Peppers lead singer Anthony Kiedis  for TV. The story centers around Kiedis’ relationship with his father, Spider. The title of both is taken from a hit off of 2005’s Californication.
