1. He was recently nominated as Michael Bamberger’s Sportsman of the Year, not only for his pitching but for his charity organization Second Chance located in his home state of Virginia. He originally was a right-hander but after breaking it twice he taught himself to pitch left-handed before going to Ferrum College where he broke many NCAA records including the division 3 mark for career strikeouts. He was drafted in the first round by his most known team in 1993 as a starting pitcher and his only game in the majors before being called up for good was against one of his future teams in 1995, the NY Mets. FTP name this advertising flash of genius portrayed by actor Jerry Lambert that holds such positions as VP of Apologetic Apologies, VP of Still Got it, Director of Rumor Confirmation, Chief Weaponologist, VP of Add More Awesome, and of course simply Playstation VP of…Lots of Stuff.
Answer: Kevin Butler
5. The protagonist of this show, while trying to help out her sister Nessarose, accidentally reveals her talents impressing the Headshiztress. Dr. Dillamond uses the protagonist of this show confides in her saying “The things one hears these days. Dreadful things”. Then Fiyero Tiggular arrives and joins with the protagonist over animal rights. In the second act we find out he is engaged to another while still holding feelings for the protagonist saying “People are so empty-headed, they'll believe anything.” In attempting to save Fiyero she sings “All helpful urges should be circumvented” other characters include Boq, Madam Morrible and Chistery. What is FTP this musical written by Stephen Schwartz featuring the songs “Dancing Through Life”, “What is This Feeling” and “Defying Gravity”

6. He’s not Michael Moore, but this Flint, MI native spent years in another field before working in the movies, when his career inauspiciously began when he co-wrote and produced Young Boys Incorporated, about gang kids in Detroit.  His first screen role was as T-Money on the American Gladiators-ripoff, Battle Dome.  His acting career started in 2000, when he played Vincent in the Schwartzenegger vehicle, The 6th Day. He may be embarrassed to remember his roles in the truly terrible Soul Plane and Who’s Your Caddy, but later went back to a role that fit him in 2005’s The Longest Yard, as he was a 1991 draft pick for the LA Rams. Floronic Man went insane when he tried to access this mystical realm, which connects most of the plant-based members of the DC universe. FTP, name this elemental location chromatically linked to the Swamp Thing.

9. Formed in 2002 and originally called A Couple of Couples, this band got its current name from a liquor store in their northwest Los Angeles neighborhood.  Jack Black’s wife Tanya Haden played cello on their 2005 debut EP, Pikul.  Although band members say their influences include My Bloody Valentine, The Pixies and Sweet, their signature sound of multiple overdubs of distorted guitar most often brings comparison to The Smashing Pumpkins.  Nominated for the Grammy for best new artist in 2008, but eventually losing to the Zac Brown Band, they went on to open for Muse on their 2010 US tour.  FTP, name this Dangerbird Records rock quartet behind the albums Carnavas and Swoon, containing the respective singles Lazy Eye and Panic Switch.
ANSWER: Silversun Pickups 
10. He was given his nickname by his dad because as a baby he resembled a famous WWWF wrestler from the 60’s and 70’s.  His dad Pete had a cameo in Honeymoon in Vegas, and this too would eventually influence this performer’s persona.  His first musical appearance as a singer was on Far East Movements album Animal and when explaining his reasoning for having guest vocalists on one of his songs he said “If I’d sung all of it, it might have sounded like some ‘90’s R&B”.  He has credited Elvis for influencing much of his music and he was arrested in September of 2010 for cocaine possession. With co-writing credits for Flo Rida’s “Right Round” and Cee-Lo’s “Fuck You!” and he was the musical guest during an episode of SNL hosted by Jane Lynch. 11. Even though they’re not villains, the protagonists of this show are still menaced by Gatekeepers and “men with sticks and rope” who lie beyond doors that appear out of nowhere.  One character was pushed down the stairs after her fiancée found a thong in her possession, another is a guilt-ridden addict, while the third is a Jewish man who likes cages.  Mark Pellegrino and Sam Huntington have been in talks to play American versions of the characters, Mitchell and George.  They move into an apartment in Bristol, but they don’t know that Annie is already staying there. Much of the series takes place in George and Mitchell’s workplace, despite a hospital being a weird place for a vampire and a werewolf to hang out. FTP name this BBC3 horror-drama which shares its name with a Robin Williams movie. 
Answer: Being Human
12. He has an ancestral home in Bavaria, and his games are split into time sections which each have a required set of actions to complete to move on.  The last in his series was said to have a puzzle so ridiculous, so unintuitive, that it entirely killed the adventure game genre. Sorry, Jane Jensen, but that’s what you get when you make us use cat hair and maple syrup to make a fake mustache. The first game in the trilogy follows the protagonist as he investigates the “Voodoo Murders” in Louisiana, and finds out that he’s a hereditary shadowhunter, or “Schattenjäger.” The second shows him tracking down werewolves in Germany with the help of his partner, Grace Nakimura, and the third has him investigating the Knights Templar in France. Originally released with "Can’t Get Outta the Rain" as a B-side, the repeated use of the line "the way I rock" was added by the Black Eyed Peas' will.i.am to ruin this song in a special 2008 remix.  The song chronicles a fairly playful debate, with a refusal to fight being responded to with "I think I told you, I'm a lover not a fighter."  It was the first single released from Thriller and the only track released before the album, mostly due its high-profile guest musician.  FTP, name this duet in which Michael Jackson and Sir Paul McCartney both stake their claim to a doggone woman.
ANSWER: "The Girl is Mine"
14. This young hunter volunteers in place of her sister, Prim, to spare her from the Reaping. This sixteen-year-old manufactures a love story with Peeta, her competitor in the reality show they are both on, in order to curry favor with the audience. As a result of her popularity, she becomes known as the “Girl on Fire,” and later as the “Mockingjay,” a symbol of rebellion. FTP, name this heroine of Suzanne Collins’s Hunger Games series.
Answer: Katniss Everdeen accept either

15. The penultimate song of this film's soundtrack is "Here We Go," a phrase that is also this film's last line of dialogue.  The protagonist asks a relative who is also a doctor for help with mental issues.  That doctor, played by Robert Smigel, turns out to be a dentist.  A call to a phone sex line ultimately leads to a confrontation with a man played by Philip Seymour Hoffman.  The protagonist pursues a woman all the way to Hawaii, taking advantage of a Healthy Choice frequent flier mile promotion that explains the need to buy a lot of pudding.  FTP, name this 2002 Paul Thomas Anderson film in which Adam Sandler, in a rare serious role, experiences the title condition.
ANSWER: Punch-Drunk Love
16. He won the 1990-91 Most Improved Player award after being promoted to starter over Sam Vincent.  He ranks third in all-time scoring for the men's basketball program at Michigan State, trailing only Steve Smith and Shawn Respert.  En route to helping his team score 155 points in a 1990 blowout of the Denver Nuggets, he recorded 30 assists, still an NBA single-game record.  Known to many video game fans for teaming up with Shaquille O'Neal in the arcade version of the original NBA Jam, FTP, name this long-time Orlando Magic point guard and current coach of the Milwaukee Bucks.
ANSWER: Scott Skiles
17. This show's main character has kissed a law enforcement officer in Birmingham, Alabama, and has been taken advantage of by a dentist played by Stephen Root.  Regular characters include the protagonist's frequently teasing and verbally abusive physician played by Ricky Gervais and a fellow single parent played by Pamela Adlon, who starred opposite the lead in a failed HBO sitcom.  Fellow comedians Todd Barry and Nick DiPaolo often appear as themselves at the comedy clubs where the recently-divorced title character performs sets when not taking care of the kids.  FTP, name this FX show, the latest vehicle for the balding, red-headed, middle-aged comedian whose last name is abbreviated C.K.
ANSWER: Louie (do not accept Louis)

18. She was recently featured in her own MTV documentary called My Time is Now where she spoke about pickle juice saying “Next time, they know better. But had I accepted the pickle juice, I would be drinking pickle juice right now.” She holds the distinction of being the first artist to have 7 songs on Billboards Hot 100 chart simultaneously and has created several alter identities including Cookie, Harajuku Barbie and Roman Zolanski. Her first official single as a solo artist includes lines such as "And for your lovin' Imma die hard like Bruce Willis" and "I mean he was Adam, I think I was Eve, But my vision ends with the apple on the tree" FTP name this rapper who became the first solo female artist to have a unaccompanied #1 hit on the Billboard rap chart in 7 years with “Your Love”.
ANSWER: Nicki Minaj
19. Using vintage dorky black and white photos as their banners, this website operated by Jared Wunsch and Hans Johnson, allows anonymous users to post very short letters, that readers can vote as “How Dare They,” “You’re a Douche,” “Hilarious,” “I Like This,” and “Umm, WTF?!”  Posters have told JK Rowling that her books are not very believable (a Ginger kid with TWO friends?!?), while also informing Twi-hards that since vampires have no blood pumping through their veins, it is impossible for them to get erections.  FTP, name this site somewhat similar to F My Life, where postings follow a simple letter-writing format.
ANSWER: Dear Blank Please Blank
20. Prior to this game's release, Nintendo Power subscribers received a behind-the-scenes video tape which concluded with a teaser for the fighting game Killer Instinct.  The game's final boss battle involves dodging both a crown and falling cannon balls on a pirate ship and includes a fake-out credits sequence.  It introduced animal sidekicks such as Enguarde the swordfish and Rambi the rhino and while later sequels to this game have introduced characters such as Kiddy and Dixie, the original duo from this game Returns in a recently-released Wii game.  FTP, name this Super Nintendo platform game where Diddy and the title character attempt to recover stolen bananas.
