1. In order to direct this film, the director turned down directing The Lion, the Witch, and the Wardrobe. In one scene in this movie, the main antagonist shoots a man and his son over contents in a brown sack that turned out to be a rabbit. That antagonist carries a watch which is stuck at the time his father died in war. The protagonist of this movie places a bowl with a mandrake root, milk, and a drop of blood under her mother’s bed in order to cure her. She also has to accomplish (*) three tasks in order to prove that she is the incarnation of Princess Moanna including retrieving a key from a giant frog and a dagger from the lair of the Pale Man while trying to avoid eating the plethora of food laid on a table. For 10 points, name this post-Spanish Civil War film centering on Ofelia, a Mexican film directed by Guillermo del Toro.

ANSWER: Pan’s Labyrinth [Accept El laberinto del faun]

2. While trying to commandeer a ship, Captain Jack Sparrow uses this alias upon entering Port Royal in order to avoid detection, and in the videogame Killer 7, all player-controlled characters have this surname. Two characters with this surname met while evading Colombian authorities and those two characters each attempt to seek out Benjamin "the Tank" Danz. A cartoon character with this surname attempts to foil Stewie Griffin's plans of world domination but is unsuccessful. Shared by Luke, Sky, Mickey, and (*) Sarah Jane on Doctor Who, for 10 points, identify this surname of LL Cool J, Stan from American Dad, and Jefferson, a Junior senator who launches an extended filibuster to prove his innocence in a movie where he "goes to Washington".

ANSWER: Mr. Smith

3. In The Simpsons Game, a parody of this character can be seen on a billboard advertisement for a chowder restaurant. At one point, 7/11 had a limited edition slurpee flavor that was a blackberry-lime mixture, called “[this character’s] fury. This character gives himself a tattoo identical to his brother’s birthmark after the kidnapping of that brother, (*) Deimos.  In one appearance, this character makes a deal with a goddess to be reunited with his daughter. He later goes back on said deal and kills Persephone. He wields a variety of weapons including the Nemesis Whip, the Nemean Cestus, and the Blades of Hades. His more notable chained blades are the Blades of Chaos. For ten points, name this alabaster skinned spartan, slayer of the greek gods, who serves as the main character in the God of War series.

ANSWER: Kratos

4. This driver's first win on the Sprint Cup Circuit came in 2005 during the Golden Corral 500 at the Atlanta Motor Speedway. In 2003, he was named the Craftsman Truck Series Rookie of the Year and, in 2005,  he was named the Busch Series Rookie of the year. In 2008, this driver attained second place, losing to (*) Jimmie Johnson in the Chase for the Sprint Cup Series. On the final lap at Talladega in 2009, this driver's car got wrecked by Brad Keselowski, but he ran across the finish line prompting Chris Myers to exclaim, "shades of Ricky Bobby".  In 2011, this driver finished second behind Tony Stewart although tying him in points, and his sponsors include Kellogg  and Aflac. For 10 points, name this driver of the number 99 car, who does a backflip every time he wins a race.

ANSWER: Carl Edwards

5. A cover of this song appears in the movie The Next Best Thing. This song’s central event nearly took the life of Waylon Jennings and Tommy Alsup, and one verse of this song describes the infamous Rolling Stones concert at Altamont Motor Speedway. An ambiguous line in this song may refer to either John Lennon or Vladimir Lenin being a communist. It references a movie in which (*) James Dean lends someone his coat, and it describes a football game in which the players try for a forward pass, and a generation lost in space. “Satan” is Mick Jagger, “the jester” is Bob Dylan, and “the girl who sang the blues” is Janis Joplin, who doesn't have any happy news for the singer. Written to mourn the death of Buddy Holly, for 10 points, name this Don McLean song about the day the music died.

ANSWER: American Pie

6. This player's first appearance in a major league game came as a pinch runner for catcher Jody Davis against the Houston Astros. He is the only pitcher in MLB history to win at least 15 games in 17 consecutive seasons, and he was the first pitcher in MLB history to win the Cy Young Award in four consecutive seasons. He is an eight time all-star and won game one of the 1995 World Series. This man currently works for the same organization as his brother (*) Mike, the Rangers’ pitching coach. This pitcher won a record 18 Gold Glove awards, and his nicknames include “The Professor” and “Mad Dog.”  For 10 points, name this pitcher, whose number, 31, has been retired by both the Atlanta Braves and the Chicago Cubs.

ANSWER: Greg Maddux

7. This band's album Secret Treaties was hailed by Rhapsody.com as one of the best proto-metal albums, and featured such tracks as “Astronomy” and “Flaming Telepaths”. In one hit single for this band, the singer “can't see no reason to put up a fight” and is “living for giving the devil his due”. Another song by this band warns that the title entity pulls the city's high tension wires down, and that (*) “history shows again and again how nature points out the folly of man”. In another song, 40,000 people perform the title action every day and “Romeo and Juliet are together in eternity”. An SNL skit asked for more cowbell from, for 10 points, what band with songs “Burnin' For You”, “Godzilla”, and “(Don't Fear) The Reaper”?

ANSWER. Blue Öyster Cult

8. This character is a fan of the “Mexican Halloween” sexual position, even though he is not often capable to use it as he has the body of a fifth grader. He appears shirtless one day because his shirt was stolen at the YMCA again. Many characters malign him for making his name into bad puns, and he plays the keytar. He is disguised as a (*) snowman in his show’s Season 2 Christmas episode, and he used to live in the air ducts at the school he works at. In a recent story arc, he has trained a group of pre-teen deputies. He fake-attacks Shirley after lecturing about his nickname of “El Tigre Chino.” For 10 points, name this wannabe study group member portrayed by Ken Jeong, a former Spanish teacher on Community.

ANSWER: Señor Ben Chang [accept either]

9. A team coached by this man delivered Georgia Tech their only non-win in the Yellow Jackets’ 1990 national championship season. In his role at that school, this man called for the expansion of Kenan Memorial Stadium, but, as every coach at that school has done since 1980, failed to win an ACC title. In 2004, Aaron Rodgers accused this former North Carolina head coach of being “classless” after he lobbied for his next team to play in that year’s Rose Bowl against (*) Michigan, a game that they won one year before he led his team to a dramatic victory in that same stadium against Pete Carroll’s USC Trojans. Current NFL players that this man coached include Jermichael Finley, Brian Orakpo, and Colt McCoy. For 10 points, who is this head coach of the Texas Longhorns?

ANSWER: Mack Brown

10. In this film, one of the main characters and his mother’s Jewish boyfriend argue over whether or not the Rodney King incident was justified, and this film also sees a black v. white basketball game for control of the court. The Disciples of Christ gang is run by (*) Cameron Alexander in this film and Edward Furlong’s character is chastised for attending a party held by Cameron. The film ends with Danny being shot in the school bathroom by a black classmate after completing his paper for Mr. Sweeney. His older brother, Derek Vinyard, is sent to prison for murdering a black gang member, where he is reformed. For 10 points, name this film directed by Tony Kaye and starring Edward Norton, told mostly with non-chronological black and white flashbacks about two brothers and their experience with curb-stomping and Neo-Nazism.

ANSWER: American History X

11. A show ran by this man was won by brothers Peter and Jonray, who had to knock off “You and Yu” on their way to the finals. His autobiography focuses on dealing with his brother’s heroin addiction and father’s alcoholism, his relationship with Albert Roux, and his short career with the Junior Rangers. Turkey, sheep, and pigs were raised by this man on a show where contestants were rated on how many customers would pay for their services. Mamma Sherri’s Soul Food Shack appeared on the (*) original version of his show which prompted a lawsuit from a manager who claimed he staged the missteps that occurred while re-invigorating his failing restaurant. Michael Wray and Paul Niedermann have both walked through the winning door on this rival of Jamie Oliver’s most famous show. For 10 points, name this swearing British chef, the host of Kitchen Nightmares, MasterChef and Hell’s Kitchen.

ANSWER: Gordon Ramsay

12. While known for her movie appearances, she played the main character in the Pit Pony tv series as well as made an appearance as Treena Lahey in the Canadian show Trailer Park Boys. In one film, she plays a foul-mouthed comic book store clerk and becomes the Crimson Bolt’s sidekick, (*) Boltie. That film is Super. In Smart People, this actress plays the daughter of professor, Lawrence Wetherhold, the smart yet reserved Vanessa. Arthur kisses  a character played by this actress to seem less conspicuous while in another man’s subconscious and in a different film her character explains how the boy who got her pregnant tasted like Orange tic-tacs, and in that same film she owned a hamburger phone. For 10 points, name this actress who played the architect Ariadne in Inception and the titular teen mom in Juno.

ANSWER: Ellen Page

13. A viral video about this animal was first uploaded by user czg123, whose real name may be Chris Gordon. That video contains such lines as “oh, look it's chasing things!” and an iOS app based around that video finds you eating other animals because “nobody stops [this animal], stupid!” On Glee, Terri Schuester receives this as a nickname from Sue Sylvester when she forms the League of Doom. One (*) sports personality with this nickname was suspended for one game against Auburn for violating his team’s drug policy. That player also won 2011’s SEC Championship MVP and was a finalist for the Heisman that same year. For 10 points, identify this animal, the nickname of LSU cornerback Tyrann Mathieu, an animal that “just don’t care”.

ANSWER: The Crazy Nastyass Honey Badger [prompt on badger]

14. The opening line to Ice Cube’s “Now I Gotta Wet’cha” references this character and in The Fast and the Furious: Tokyo Drift, Sean responds to a mention of Takashi’s nickname by citing this character. In Braid, an obvious homage to the game this character first appeared in can be found in the (*) “Jumpman” level. This character was created after a license to use Popeye fell through for his creators and one stage in Super Smash Bros. Brawl is based on this character’s first game, 75m. The title character of a game played by Billy Mitchell and Steve Wiebe, for 10 points, identify this large ape with family members like Cranky, Dixie, and Diddy that is usually depicted wearing a red necktie.

ANSWER: Donkey Kong

15. The most recent player with this distinction gained national exposure by upsetting Duke and leading his team to the Elite Eight, and narrowly edged out a Turkish center to gain this distinction. Another of these players is a small forward for the Hawks largely considered a bust due to his selection over Deron Williams and Chris Paul. Hasheem Thabeet was given this distinction by the Grizzlies, but was almost immediately sent to the D-League (*). LaMarcus Aldridge was drafted at this spot by the Chicago Bulls before being traded for Tyrus Thomas, and famous draft bust Sam Bowie was drafted at this position. For 10 points, name this draft position where players like Darko Milicic and Kevin Durant were picked, after LeBron James and Greg Oden, respectively.

ANSWER: 2nd Overall Picks in the NBA Draft [Prompt on first round NBA draft picks]

16. This person attended Matthew Arnold School and has a younger brother named Rory. He claims to have had intercourse with over six women, but nine if you count fingers and thumbs. Cy Adler shoots down this man’s idea to write a novel adaptation of the Lord of the Rings films, despite those films making “literally thousands of dollars”. This man mistakenly believes that N.B.A. stands for (*) Nationwide Basketball Society, but is corrected by Shaquille O’Neal. This character has been criticized for “acting black” for his manner of dressing and his catchphrases like “Respek” and “Booyakasha.” For 10 points, name this former star of a eponymous television show, a defunct alter ego of Sacha Baron Cohen.

ANSWER: Ali G [prompt on Sacha Baron Cohen]

17. This artist made a song featuring the living members of The Doors for the album ReGENERATION, entitled “Break’n’ a Sweat.” He is often derided for his time in the band From First to Last. One music video for this artist sees a pedophilic man trailing a little girl until said girl turns around and attacks the man with telekinetic powers. Some of his (*) remixes include one of La Roux’s “In for the Kill” and Black Eyed Peas’ “Rock That Body.” His newest EP is titled Bangarang, and one of his most popular songs has a sample from a viral video showing a girl cup stacking and screaming “YES, OH MY GOD.” This sample occurs just before the “drop” in his song “Scary Monsters and Nice Sprites.” For 10 points, name this dubstep artist who remixed the Benny Benassi song “Cinema”.

ANSWER: Skrillex [Accept Sunny Moore]

18. Thomas Batuello was a founding member of this band, whose original name was the Silver Boulders. This band’s original guitarist was Joshua Kaye, but he was eventually replaced by Qaasim Middleton. Their debut album contains the lyric “sunshine happiness in the Studio City” in an ode to “L.A.”. This band wrote a song about member Allie DeMeco, (*) “Rosalina,” and the lyric, “ I could be a skateboard prodigy” appears in the song “I Could Be,” which features vocals from this band’s drummer, Alex Wolff. Their follow-up album shared a title with its hit track, “I Don’t Wanna Go to School.” For 10 points, name this band fronted by Nat Wolff, the subject of a Nickelodeon mockumentary.

ANSWER: The Naked Brothers Band  [accept Nat & Alex Wolff Brothers or the Silver Boulders before mention]

19. Crystallized pineapple is a preferred delicacy of this group’s leader, and former members of this group include newspaper editor Barnabas Cuffe. Melinda Bobbin was a member of this group due to familial connections. One past member of this group was notably killed for forging a family tree, and was named Dirk Cresswell. While one member was invited to this group due to his Uncle Tiberius, (*) Blaise Zabini was invited thanks to his famous mother. Gwenog Jones of the Holyhead Harpies occasionally donates tickets to this group, whose other members include Cormac McLaggen and Ginny Weasley. For 10 points, name this group of wizards, including Harry Potter, who attended gatherings organized by Professor Slughorn.

ANSWER: The Slug Club [accept accurate descriptions containing Slughorn before mentioned]

20. Upon being brought to the new world, Odin and Loki take up this profession in Neil Gaiman's American Gods, and it also titles an album featuring songs like “A Totally New Year”, by Matthew Pryor. Jack Harkwood describes himself as one of these in his first appearance on Doctor Who, in which he performs this job during the WWII bombing of London. This profession titles the last novel of (*) Herman Melville, and Paul Newman and Roger Redford portray two Depression-era men with this job in the movie The Sting. This is the job of Sawyer on Lost, using a briefcase of counterfeit bills. Using techniques like the Spanish Prisoner and the Fiddle Game, this is, for 10 points, what criminal profession that usually involves scamming people for their money?

ANSWER: Confidence Man/Men [Accept con artists and other clear knowledge equivalents]

TB. This word describes powerful battle chips that reduce Mega Man’s max HP by 1 in the Battle Network series. Most of the Pokemon in the Team Rocket expansion of the trading card game have this word in their names. A spin-off of Cash Cab with this word in its title rewards twice as much money as the regular version. This word describes a tattoo that (*) Death Eaters can press to call Lord Voldemort. In an upcoming film with this word in its title, Christian Bale will reprise his role as Bruce Wayne. For 10 points, “tenebrous” is a synonym of what four-letter adjective that describes an absence of light?

ANSWER: darkness
