CAHLFS Packet 4

1. In one scene from this show, a character is scolded for concentrating too much on the “bowl aspect” of two friends visiting. In another episode, two characters are distracted from following a lawyer by a woman consuming a whole sleeve of Chips Ahoy!, and one of those characters tries to purchase a crack rock with her brother after going on welfare. Lesser characters in this show include Ingrid Nelson and Matthew Mara, who are better known by their nicknames of (*) Fatty McGoo and Rickety Cricket. A musical episode of this show that takes its name from a Eugene O’Neill play sees Frank say “boy’s hole” instead of “boy’s soul”. For 10 points, name this FX show in which Dee, Mac, Charlie, Dennis, and Frank operate Paddy’s Pub in the titular largest city in Pennsylvania.

ANSWER: It’s Always Sunny in Philadelphia [Prompt on It’s Always Sunny]

2. In a Strong Bad E-mail titled “Love Poems”, Homestar Runner admits that his shopping list for this entity consists of “Amazing thing, amazing thing, amazing thing, amazing thing!” On one episode of Breaking Bad, the Cartel snitch Tortuga asks the DEA to buy him many carpets that look like $100 bills from this entity; and on an episode of Parks and Recreation, Tom brings myriad (*) gadgets on a camping trip that he claims to have purchased from here. This entity sells items such as a radio controlled chicken-wing-snack pool float as well as a special seat to train your cat to use the toilet. Originally designed to allow you to pick up your items from your arrival destination, for 10 points, identify this catalogue that you might read if you are bored on an airplane flight.

3. This team was founded in 1905, and early in its history this team went by the nickname of “The Pensioners.” Recent signings by this team include international transfers Romelu Lukaku and Oriol Romeu. Reading striker Stephen Hunt collided with this team’s current goalkeeper, leading to the wearing of his characteristic (*) protective cap. Other notable current players on this team include striker Daniel Sturridge and defender David Luiz. Midfielder Ramires helped this defeat Barcelona in this year’s Champions League semifinal, which they won to face Bayern Munich in the final. For 10 points, name this English football club which plays at Stamford Bridge, featuring players like Didier Drogba and Frank Lampard, known as The Blues, the current European champions.

ANSWER: Chelsea Football Club

4. One theory regarding this show is that it takes place after a nuclear apocalypse, evidenced by the fact that the title sequence opens to a barren wasteland with weapons and bombs scattered along the ground. This theory is also backed up by the lack of (*) humans in this show. In one episode, the protagonists believe they have found a group of humans only to discover that they have gills under their animal hats. One major locale in this show is the Candy Kingdom, home to characters like Candy Butler and Princess Bubble Gum. The show takes place in the Land of Oo where the Ice King attempts to kidnap and marry all of the princesses but is thwarted by the protagonists: a boy in a silly white hat and his yellow dog. For 10 points, name this Cartoon Network show about Finn and Jake.

ANSWER: Adventure Time

5. This man was very nearly the director of One Eyed Jacks, but quit when he saw it was clear that Marlon Brando wanted to direct the picture. The director of Paths of Glory and Killer’s Kiss, he is a character in The Life and Death of Peter Sellers while John Malkovich played conman Alan Conway in Colour Me (*) [this man]. Nicole Kidman and Tom Cruise spoke at this man’s 1999 funeral, which came shortly after production finished on his final film, Eyes Wide Shut. Barry Lyndon, Lolita, and Full Metal Jacket are all examples of this director’s movies that are adaptations of novels, and he also directed a 1971 film starring Malcolm McDowell that was based on a work by Anthony Burgess. For 10 points, who is this director of A Clockwork Orange, 2001: A Space Odyssey, and Dr. Strangelove?

ANSWER: Stanley Kubrick

6. One character in this movie responds with, “Kiss my ass” when asked to state Patrick Henry’s last words. The protagonist of this film becomes the spokesperson for Mr. Pinkey’s Hefty Hideway clothing store after her climb to fame. In the movie’s opening, that character hitches a ride to school on a garbage truck after she had missed the bus while saying “hello” to her hometown of (*) Baltimore. She later is wanted by the cops for assaulting an officer with a protest sign during a march against WYZT’s cancellation of Negro Day. Penny, Blink, Seaweed and others sing “You Can’t Stop the Beat” to celebrate the racial integration of the  Corny Collins Show in, for 10 points, what movie-musical starring Nikki Blonsky as Tracey Turnblad and John Travolta in drag, based on the Broadway musical named for a styling product.

Answer: Hairspray

7. This person played collegiate ball at Eastern Illinois University, being inducted into their Hall of Fame in 2000. He was the University of Illinois quarterback coach in 1996 before landing a job as the quarterback coach for the Philadelphia Eagles. Before taking his current job, he was the assistant head coach of the Dallas Cowboys. In 2006, this man was named the (*) AP NFL Coach of the Year, helping his team make the playoffs after going 3-13 the previous year. On October 16, 2011, this coach broke his tibia and tore his MCL in a collision with his tight end. There is speculation that this man will tour with Jimmy Buffett in 2012 and 2013, as their drummer. For 10 points, name this coach, who won Super Bowl XLIV, the current head coach of the New Orleans Saints, barring a suspension.

ANSWER: Sean Payton

8. In the second scene of E.T., Elliott, his older brother, and his friends are seen playing this game, and one xkcd strip titled 'Ultimate Game' sees Death challenged to a game of this by the game's original creator, who passed away in 2008. (*) Weird Al's song “White and Nerdy” mentions that he's "got skills, [he's] a champion of” this game, and in 2009, Jones Soda introduced special flavors based on this game including “Illithid Brain Juice”, “Bigby's Crushing Thirst Destroyer”, “Eldrich Blast”, and “Dwarven Draught”. Created by the late Gary Gygax, for 10 points, identify this painfully nerdy pastime which often times sees middle aged men gather in basements, pretending to be wizards or warriors.

ANSWER: Dungeons and Dragons [prompt on D&D]

9. In this song’s music video, the guitarist is temporarily blinded by a midget shining a headlight in his face, and the audience plays kazoos as they watch a man set himself afire. A sheep and a cow appear before a man is hit in the face with a basketball while the singer gargles water. A man in blue wears a tutu, plays a (*) tuba, and eats a donut out of a pail of water. The song states, “We’re so loud and incoherent,” but singing “sure beats raisin’ cattle.” The singer also laments, “Oh well, I guess it pays to rehearse.” For 10 points, name this song the first track of the album Off the Deep End, in which the singer has no idea what he’s singing about, a parody by Weird Al Yankovich of the titular band fronted by Kurt Cobain.

ANSWER: Smells Like Nirvana

10. In one game in this series, you are able to accidentally prank call the antagonists while in a power plant. In another game in this series, an easter egg sees a disappearing TARDIS-like box leave behind a motion sensor for you. In the second game in this series, many NPCs will tell the Chosen One to use their mutated toe against Frank (*) Horrigan. Most games in this series include groups like the New California Republic and The Brotherhood of Steel, and the series includes drinks like Sunset Sarsaparilla and Nuka Cola. Taking place in a post-apocalyptic wasteland, for 10 points, identify this game series which includes three numbered entries and New Vegas,  in which you must wander the wastes while presumably being bathed in the titular residual radioactive material.

ANSWER: Fallout series

11. This pitcher weighed only 135 pounds when we was in the minor leagues, and he was exclusively used out of the bullpen, despite the endorsement of his older brother to manager Tommy Lasorda. This pitcher controversially missed out on the 1999 MVP award, barely losing to Ivan Rodriguez after being completely left off of two sportswriters’ ballots. This man’s last appearance came in a loss to the Yankees in the (*) 2009 World Series when this man pitched for the Phillies, but a more famous postseason appearance saw him punch opposing coach Don Zimmer in the 2004 ALCS. For 10 points, name this Dominican power pitcher won three Cy Young Awards and racked up over 3,000 career strikeouts, most of which were for the Boston Red Sox.

ANSWER: Pedro Martinez

12. One song with this title was the highest charting single for the R&B group Klymaxx. Another song with this title contains the lyrics, “To know that you feel the same as I do is a three-fold Utopian dream.” That song appeared on the video game Rocksmith and came from the album “Make Yourself” by Incubus. Beyonce sings, “It is so simple, a feeling, but it’s everything,” in a song with this title off her album 4. One song with this name says, “We could live like (*) Jack and Sally,” and Miley Cyrus released a song by this name dedicated to her recently deceased grandfather. For 10 points, name this three word phrase that titles a song which has the lyrics, “You’re already the voice inside my head,” by blink-182.

ANSWER: “I Miss You”

13. This name of this team, decided by the fans, beat out other names such as the Wranglers and the Express. This team featured Jim Jackson, Jamal Mashburn, and the Rookie of the Year for the 1995 NBA season, collectively known as the three J’s. Dick Motta was hired as the team's first head coach, and this team currently features Dominique Jones and Brian Cardinal. This team was upset by the eighth seeded (*) Golden State Warriors in 2007, after which Avery Johnson was fired. This team’s owner wanted to get his team Ring Pop Rings after they beat the Miami Heat in the 2011 NBA Championship. For 10 points, name this team which plays its home games at the American Airlines Center and features players such as Jason Kidd and Dirk Nowitzki.

ANSWER: Dallas Mavericks [accept either]

14. In this movie, the protagonist's parents meet in Montrichard, France during WWII, but they separate when the protagonist's father realizes that his wife, Paula, is having an affair with Jack Barnes. The protagonist of this movie poses as a substitute French teacher, convinces an FBI agent that his name is Barry Allen of the Secret Service, and poses as a lawyer in Louisiana. The protagonist meets his future fiancé (*) Brenda Strong, played by Amy Adams, while posing as a doctor in Georgia. This film opens during an episode of To Tell the Truth in which the protagonist states that he posed as a Pan Am pilot and wrote over $200 million in fraudulent checks before he was sentenced to 70 years in federal prison. Tom Hanks plays agent Carl Hanratty in this film. For 10 points, name this film directed by Steven Spielberg, centering around the real life of Frank Abagnale Jr.

ANSWER: Catch Me If You Can

15. A song whose title begins with this word contains the lyrics “Does he stay awake listening to your breath, worried you smoked too many cigarettes,” which appears on Bright Eyes’s album Fevers and Mirrors. An episode of The Office that begins this word in its title sees Dwight getting trapped inside a cardboard box. This was the only word in the most famous musical project of Matt Johnson, and it begins the title of a movie containing an extended metaphor of lions and tuna. Other notable uses of this word include it obnoxiously being inserted before (*) “Ohio State University” by their alums. For 10 points, name this three letter article that has been used five times in this question, and is the most common word in the English language.

ANSWER: The [accept The Calendar Hung Itself before “Office” to be nice.]

16. In the Super Mario World Cartoon, one of these pilots Bowser’s helicopter. In the Latin American version of Super Mario Bros. these enemies are referred to as “Heusitos.” In Super Mario RPG: Legend of the Seven Stars, these enemies are called Vomer. This enemy’s unique ability is similar to that of the (*) Stalfos in the Legend of Zelda. While these creatures cannot be killed by fireballs or the cape, they can still be defeated by the star power up. In Paper Mario, the Dark Dull variety of this enemy uses such attacks as“get up”, which allows it to recover all its HP, and “bone throw”. Typically found in dungeon levels, for 10 points, name these enemies notable for their ability to come back to life after being jumped upon, the skeletal remains of Koopas.

ANSWER: Dry Bones

17. A second baseman with this first name crashed into Ben Affleck while chasing a foul ball at Fenway Park in 2006, six years before he signed a $33 million contract extension with the Angels. The first name of the composer of the scores for The Lord of the Rings trilogy, a sportscaster with this first name worked with Keith Jackson and Don Meredith on the first Monday Night Football broadcast. People with this as their last name include an actor who recently starred with Cuba Gooding, Jr. in Red Tails as well as the recipient of the (*) 2006 National League MVP Award. George Lucas produced a 1986 film that is often considered one of the worst movies of all time about an anthropomorphic duck with this name. For 10 points, what is this name, also the name of a historically black university in Washington, D.C.?

ANSWER: Howard [accept “Howie” before “last name” is said]

18. R&B girl group RichGirl, Lil’ Kim, and the rock band Parachute have all released covers and remixes of this song that have faced criticism over lyrics such as “don’t worry ‘bout what I think; why don’t you ask him?” One lyric asks the listener to “get yourself together, don’t hate” because (*) “jealousy’s the ugliest trait”. An homage to Billie Holiday, Janet Jackson, and TLC is made in the music video for this song, which sees the singer don a variety of costumes from leather jumpsuits to silk pajamas. Along with saying her own name twice, the singer of this song implores the listener in its chorus not to hate her because she’s beautiful, before telling the viewer to do the titular dance. For 10 points, what is this 2010 song by Keri Hilson?

ANSWER: “Pretty Girl Rock”

19. When he was a child, this character was accepted into the Meitner School for gifted students. Every year, this character tapes the championship of the American Spelling Bee. While in Mexico on Spring Break in 1997, this character met Mira Gaffney and married her on a drunken binge. Some of this man’s aliases include the (*) Billowy Bear, Chaz Bono, and MC ClapYoHandz. In addition to his more famous job, this character is a Pharmaceutical Representative, and he owns the first pineapple introduced into the show. For 10 points, name this supersmeller who drives a 2002 Toyota Echo, nicknamed The Blueberry, the partner of Shawn Spencer on the television show Psych.

ANSWER: Burton Guster [accept either; also accept Gus]

20. This man appeared as Elvis Presley in Walk Hard: The Dewey Cox Story, and he once released 1,000 copies of a single of his into the air on helium balloons, although only 5 were found. This man has produced for artists such as Insane Clown Posse, but is more famous for bands he has played in with bassist Jack Lawrence. One of those bands, the (*) Dead Weather, features this man on drums and lead singer Alison Mosshart. This man was featured in the film “It Might Get Loud” along with Jimmy Page and The Edge, which showed the trio jamming to his song “Dead Leaves and the Dirty Ground”. His solo debut, Blunderbuss, featured the single “Love Interruption.”  For 10 points, name this artist behind acts such as The Raconteurs and a band he formed with his ex-wife Meg, the White Stripes.

ANSWER: Jack White

THIS IS THE TIEBREAKER QUESTION. DO NOT READ THIS UNLESS THERE IS A TIE.

TB. Swedish metal band Vains of Jenna covered this song, linking the chorus with Rod Stewart’s “Maggie May”. The music video for this song takes place at Cadillac Jack's and follows the singer through his life as he tries to impress various girls with a green truck, yellow flowers, and heart shaped ketchup. The singer of this song believes that his ex’s love interest is an (*) XBox, but he's more an atari, and apologizes that he cannot afford a Ferrari. The singer “pictures the fool that falls in love with you” before singing “I see you driving 'round town with the girl I love”. For 10 points, name this song whose unedited version is full of lightly dropped expletives, a 2010 smash hit for Cee-Lo Green.

ANSWER: Forget You [accept Fuck You]
