1. Before this band officially formed, they performed at a high school talent show under the name Tony Flow and the Miraculously Majestic Masters of Mayhem. The original drummer, Jack Irons, has since left the band. A song about a former guitarist is “Behind the Sun”, featured on the album Uplift (*) Mofo Party Plan. That guitarist was Hillel Slovak, who died during the recording of this band’s album Mother’s Milk and was replaced by John Frusciante, who left in 2010 to be replaced by Josh Klinghoffer. Klinghoffer played on this band’s newest album I’m With You with drummer Chad Smith, bassist Michael Balzary and singer Anthony Kiedis. For 10 points, name this band who released Stadium Arcadium and songs like “Under the Bridge”, “Give it Away”, and “Dani California”.

ANSWER: Red Hot Chili Peppers [prompt RHCP]

2. According to Urban Dictionary, the “super” variety of this is so lethal that a single teaspoon of it will kill you in just three years. Mitch Hedburg claimed that he only takes the roundabout test relating to this. In a hubbub over homonyms, the town of (*) South Park becomes enraged when they believe Jared from Subway wants their children to have this. In a different episode, when the cure to this is discovered to be lots and lots of money, Magic Johnson is cured. While he is a part of a barbershop quartet, Peter Griffin informs a sick patient that what he has is not HIV but “full blown [this].” For 10 points, identify this disease whose support ribbon is red and which is caused by the human immunodeficiency virus.

ANSWER: Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome [accept SIDA; do not prompt or accept HIV] 

3. One allegedly dead character in this book is possibly spotted with his gay lover in a restaurant, and businesses in this book include the Gordian Knot Lock Company. Ideas for a prequel to this book included a Vietnam Diary of one of the main characters, who is the father of  (*) Sally Juspeczyk’s daughter. That character is forced to come to terms with her parenthood after she is teleported to Mars, where one character creates a palace made of glass. A recurring motif of a smiley face with a blood spatter is found on the body of the Comedian after he is thrown from his apartment. Ending in the squid-mediated destruction of New York City, for 10 points, name this graphic novel by David Gibbons and Alan Moore about a group of dysfunctional superheroes like Rorschach, Nite Owl, and Dr. Manhattan.

ANSWER: Watchmen

4. Mets infielder Justin Turner used this song as his at-bat music in early May and one cover of this song featured a purple-haired Katy Perry and friends lip-synching poolside.  In the actual music video of this song the singer tries to provocatively wash a car in order to get the attention of her love interest but instead falls and envisions herself with her lover on a cover of a romantic novel.  At one point the singer claims that she would trade her “soul for a wish” and “pennies and (*) dimes for a kiss” before exclaiming that “your stare was holding, ripped jeans skin was showing”. All the other boys are trying to chase the singer in, 10 points, what smash hit by Carly Rae Jepsen who gives her number to a guy even though she just met him and it’s crazy?    

ANSWER: “Call Me Maybe”

5. After being rejected after auditioning for Knocked Up, this actress was cast in another Judd Apatow film where she is not the type of girl to let a man hold her purse. She starred as Mona Sax in the film adaptation of Max Payne. She plays a con artist named Cindy who tries to have an affair with factory-owner Joel in the comedy (*) Extract. In that movie, her character Rachel Jansen is a receptionist at Turtle Bay Hotel who forms a relationship with Peter Bretter, played by Jason Segel. She had to train extensively in ballet for her appearance as the antagonist in Daron Aranofsky’s psychological thriller where she co-stars with Natalie Portman. For 10 points, name this actress who stars in Forgetting Sarah Marshall, Black Swan, and who co-starred with Justin Timberlake in Friends with Benefits.

ANSWER: Mila Kunis

6. One person who performed this action is currently on the San Francisco Giants’ 60-day disabled list, and he performed this action in the 2001 offseason. Along with Boof Bonser, Maurice Jones-Drew performed this action during his junior year of college to honor his grandfather. A former Pro-Bowl Dolphins wide receiver named Mark Duper comically performed this action in 1985. A commonly misunderstood occasion of this action was done to describe a Warriors player’s “all-world” status, and was performed by (*) World B. Free. Hachi Go was one potential iteration of this action, but Roger Goodell’s fine threats deterred Chad Ochocinco from doing this again. For 10 points, name this action performed by Ron Artest to become Metta World Peace.

ANSWER: name change [accept any obvious equivalent]

7. The unauthorized PETA version of this game sees you brutally slaughter a turkey for Thanksgiving and ends by giving you the option to “Pledge to be Veg.” A “Friends’ Cafe” version of this game is available on Facebook even though the game, the first in a series, was released for the Nintendo (*) DS. Spin-offs include games about babysitting and gardening. If you fail a mini-game, which usually last less than 10 seconds, the titular character is displayed with flames for eyes looking quite miffed while the screen reads “Don’t worry [the titular character] will fix it!” Sequels to this game include one subtitled “Kitchen Magic” and another sub-titled “Cook Off.” For 10 points, name this cooking simulation game that has the player make recipes with the help of the titular culinary maternal figure.

ANSWER: Cooking Mama [Accept sequels (Cook-Off; Dinner With Friends; World Kitchen) until “series”]

8. This actor co-wrote and acted in a TV show turned down by Fox, Awesometown. He revolts against his father in the role of Aaron alongside Sarah Chalke in the Channel 101 series The ‘Bu. He appears alongside Will Ferrell in the music video, “Cool Guys Don’t Look at Explosions,” and he is mistaken for a man wearing green gloves in the skit (*) “Doppleganger.” This man sings, “My alarm went off” before performing the titular action in a song that he performed with Jorma Taccone. For 10 points, name this man who along with Akiva Schaeffer formed the Lonely Island, and has performed in “Jack Sparrow,” “Jizz in My Pants,” and “Lazy Sunday,” which are among his famous digital shorts for SNL.

ANSWER: Andy Samberg

9. Boxing fans were surprised to hear about Juan Manuel Marquez doing this in preparation for a bout with Floyd Mayweather Jr. and on Community, a character played by Betty White espouses this practice while stating that “The (*) yogi of India swear by its restorative powers”. In the movie DodgeBall, Rip Torn's character Patches O'Houlihan states that doing this isn't necessary, but it is “sterile and [he] likes how it tastes”, while Aron Ralston began doing this approximately 96 hours after becoming pinned beneath a boulder. A meme showing a survival expert always claims he better perform this. Properly called auto-urophagia, for 10 points, identify this practice that you might do in desperation if you couldn't find any water, though it's probably not a great idea.

ANSWER: Drinking one's own urine [accept reasonable variations, prompt partial answers like drinking urine]

10. One practitioner of this ability, Two-Toed Ping, is defeated after trying to extort money from a phonograph salesman. This ability’s power comes “from the breath, not the muscle” according to one character.  Another character punished for using this ability in a prison is Chit Sang. Another user of this ability is the leader of the Triple Threat Triad, (*) Lightning Bolt Zolt. A traditional duel between users of this ability is called an Agni Kai. This ability is augmented during the approach of Sozin’s Comet, and cannot be used during a solar eclipse. Originally created by dragons, for 10 points, name this ability to manipulate a certain element, possessed by characters like Mako, Ozai, Zuko, and all past Avatars.

ANSWER: firebending [prompt on element bending; do not accept any element other than fire]

11. This song was sung by Britney Spears among others in the MTV movie Crossroads, and it was also sung by Carrie Underwood in the top 3 show of season 4 of American Idol. The music video of this song is a role reversal  of Robert Palmer’s music video for “Addicted to Love”, featuring the singer backed by a band consisting of muscled men in tight red shirts and leather pants. The singer says that she is (*) “gonna let it all hang out” before claiming the best thing about being the titular person is “the prerogative to have a little fun”. Other perks of being the titular person include being able to “color my hair-do what I dare” and wear “men’s shirts, short skirts” in, for 10 points, what song by Shania Twain celebrating being a female?

ANSWER: “Man! I Feel Like a Woman”

12. One movie titled for and set here is the first movie directed by David Bowie’s son, Duncan Jones.  On Bear in the Big Blue House, a character named after this location was voiced by Lynne Thigpen and sang “The Goodbye Song” at the end of every episode. In Mass Effect 3, it is revealed near the end of the game that 

EDI [ee-dee] was created by altering a (*) rogue AI that was formerly housed at this location. Wallace and Gromit visit this place in “A Grand Day Out” in order to sample the cheese that it is supposedly made out of. An R.E.M. song with this location in its title leant its name to a 1999 film starring Jim Carey as Andy Kaufman, “Man on [this object]”. For 10 points, identify this celestial object that is often howled at.

ANSWER: the Moon [accept Luna]

13. This player began his career as an emergency replacement on his older brother Butts’s team. In this player’s first World Series appearance, he hit a mere .222 and was taunted by fans of the Boston Americans, who went on to win that first World Series. This man was an honorary National League coach at the 1944 All-Star Game, which was hosted at this player’s former stadium, Forbes Field. This player finished behind only Ty Cobb in voting for the inaugural Hall of Fame class. This  (*) shortstop garnered 3,415 career hits, and his heritage lent him the nickname “The Flying Dutchman”. For 10 points, name this Dead-Ball Era Pittsburgh Pirates star, known for his T-206 baseball card, the most expensive in history.

ANSWER: Honus Wagner [HONN-us VOG-ner; you’ll sound like you know what you’re talking about]

14. In one scene in this movie, one of the main characters asks her love to make sure he buys her a white house with blue shutters and a walk-around porch, Windsor Plantation, where they prepare to engage in intercourse for the first time until the boy’s friend (*) Fin runs in on them. An earlier scene in this film shows  a story told about two young lovers on the beach and the male antagonist saying “if you’re a bird, I’m a bird.” That story is told by Duke to Allie, but it is later revealed that the young lovers in the story are actually Allie and Duke themselves when they are younger. The film ends with elderly Noah and Allie found dead in each other’s arms. For 10 points, name this film based off of a Nicholas Sparks book starring Ryan Gosling and Rachel McAdams, “the ultimate chick flick.”

ANSWER: The Notebook

15. In one episode of this show, two characters are given a bag of money because they are wearing strawberry and banana costumes. One character leaves home on Thanksgiving in a different episode and encounters the daughter of the owner of (*) Bob’s Beepers, who had fled her family festivities as well. Romeo and Juliet and Carmen have been performed by the fifth graders of P.S. 118, the school in this cartoon. A noted episode of this show centers on Stoop Kid, who has “caterpillar eyebrows,” like many other characters. Love interests of the titular character include the sixth grader Ruth, Lila, and a girl who pretends to hate him but in reality worships him, Helga Pataki. For 10 points, name this Nickelodeon cartoon about a football-headed fifth grader who lives with his grandparents.

ANSWER: Hey Arnold!

16. The Black Widows follow one character played by this actor who travels in a truck in a film whose sequel focuses on Beddoe being forced into a boxing match with the Mafia. In another film, this actor’s character is persuaded into hunting down Big Mike because his failed farm cannot support his kids. This man rose to fame on a show where he played Yates, the ramrod to Gil Favors, the boss of a (*) cattle drive. More recently, he locked Thao in a basement before getting shot by the members of a Hmong gang who tried to steal his car. He directed the films J. Edgar and Letters From Iwo Jima, but is better known as the title “The Good” in Sergio Leone’s spaghetti film. For 10 points, name this actor famous for his roles in Unforgiven, Gran Torino, and Rawhide, among other Westerns.

ANSWER: Clint Eastwood

17. A press release for a fake Assassin’s Creed game that was to use this stated “Get in shape while you come ever closer to the truth locked away in the DNA of Desmond Miles.” One game designed to use this but not released tried to create emotional A.I. and was called Milo. Originally called “Project Natal”, games that use this peripheral include Rise of Nightmares, (*) The Gunstringer, and a game in which you can pet and interact with exotic baby animals like tigers and pandas. This peripheral has found its largest success with games that provide a good workout like Your Shape: Fitness Evolved and dancing games such as Dance Central. For 10 points, name this peripheral for the Xbox 360 that offers controllerless motion control to the player.

ANSWER: XBox Kinect

18. Steve Tasker is the only special teams player who has ever been named the MVP of this game, a feat he accomplished in 1992. Offensive lineman Bruce Matthews appeared in this game more than any other player, and Marc Bulger led his team to score 55 points in the 2003 iteration of this game. This game’s rules allow for no (*) motion plays to be run, and Brandon Marshall caught four touchdown passes in this game last season. Roger Goodell moved this game to the postseason in 2009, and much criticism has been drawn for the lack of defense and hitting displayed in this ceremonial game. For 10 points, name this annual game hosted in Aloha Stadium which hosts the, er, best NFL players, the NFL’s version of an all-star game.

ANSWER: Pro Bowl

19. Scarlet Rivera played this instrument on the Bob Dylan album Desire, while a song named after this instrument claims “I'm just a hypocrite and I have to keep calling you one.” The songs “The Day That Never Comes” and “Nothing Else Matters” by Metallica feature solos for this instrument and Muse occasionally uses this instrument on such songs as “Soaked” and “Soldier’s Poem”. Three Days Grace’s “Over and Over” and Rise Against’s (*) “Roadside” use this instrument, as does the Skillet song “Awake and Alive”. Sean Mackin plays this instrument on songs such as “Breathing” and “Ocean Avenue” for Yellowcard. For 10 points, name this instrument used often by bands such as the Electric Light Orchestra, a stringed instrument pitched higher than the viola.

ANSWER: rock violin [accept electric violin; prompt fiddle]

20. This basketball team is the winningest franchise to have never won a championship, although they have posted nineteen seasons of over 50 wins. Johnny “Red” Kerr won Coach of the Year honors as the first coach of this expansion franchise, which featured future Hall of Famer Gail Goodrich. This season, this team missed out on the playoffs despite breakout seasons of Jared Dudley and Shannon Brown, and they raised eyebrows by drafting (*) Markieff Morris over his brother Marcus in the 2011 draft. Kevin Johnson and Danny Ainge helped guide this team to the 1993 NBA championship, which they lost despite the efforts of Charles Barkley. For 10 points, name this team that features a gorilla mascot and players like Marcin Gortat and Steve Nash.

ANSWER: Phoenix Suns [accept either]

TB. One character in this film wears a “Getting Lucky in Kentucky” shirt when he has a confrontation with the band No Vacancy. The song “Edge of Seventeen” is sung during this film after one of the characters puts it on after hearing of his boss’s love of (*) Stevie Nicks. A roadie nicknamed “Turkey Sub” soon receives a promotion and is told to listen to Pink Floyd’s “Great Gig in the Sky”. Sarah Silverman plays the malicious girlfriend of Mike White’s character, Ned Schneebly, a substitute teacher. The man living in his house takes one of his job offerings at the beginning of the film and as a sub starts the project “Rock Band” with his class. For 10 points, name this movie in which Jack Black plays Dewey Finn, who competes in Battle of the Bands with a group  of middle schoolers.

ANSWER: School of Rock
