CAHLFS Round 8

1. One song by this man states "You're livin' a dream, whoa you on top / My mind is achin', Lord it won't stop / That's how it happens, livin' life by the drop". Another song by this man begins, "day by day, night after night, blinded by the neon light" and is on the album In Step. That album was the last that he recorded with his backup band (*), Double Trouble. In what is probably this man's most famous song, he sings "you've heard about love givin' sight to the blind / my baby's lovin' cause the sun to shine". That song, "Pride and Joy" appeared on his album Texas Flood. Recording the album Family Style with his brother Jimmie in 1990, for 10 points, identify this blues guitarist who was killed in a helicopter crash later that year.

ANSWER: Stephen "Stevie" Ray Vaughan

2. This franchise was led by George Blanda to win the first ever two AFL titles, and Blanda joined longtime defensive end Elvin Bethea in this franchise’s inaugural Hall of Fame class. After moving to its current location, this team played its home games at Adelphia Coliseum, where they went undefeated in their first season. Their most recent first round draft pick was receiver Kendall Wright, and this team lost Super Bowl XXXIV when (*) Kevin Dyson was stopped at the one yard-line in a play known as “The Tackle.” Their quarterback of the future is Jake Locker, who is currently the backup for Matt Hasselbeck. Other players that this team has featured include Jevon Kearse and Chris Johnson. For 10 points, name this NFL team that won a famous game known as the “Music City Miracle.”

ANSWER: Tennessee Titans [accept either]

3. In the Transformers Beast Wars cartoon series, Megatron holds one of these objects as a close confidant, and in Cave Story, a Level 3 Nemesis gun fires these objects. An episode of VeggieTales sees King George steal one of these objects and subsequently get taught a lesson about selfishness. In Harry Potter and the Chamber of Secrets, upon first meeting Harry, Arthur Weasley asks him about the exact function of this Muggle object and the 1976 novelty song (*) “Convoy” is narrated by a truck driver with this CB radio callsign.  American oceanographer Curtis Ebbesmeyer used around 10,000 of these entities to study ocean currents when they accidentally fell off of a Chinese shipping boat. Sometimes found racing down rivers for charity, for 10 points, identify this type of bathtub toy, a love of Sesame Street’s Ernie.

ANSWER: Rubber Ducks

4. One of these works liberally borrows from the Mars movement of The Planets, and Andrew Lloyd Webber allegedly used part of one of these works in The Phantom of the Opera. It is debated whether the soundtracks of the films La Vallee and More should be included amongst these works, while a groove on one of these works forces you to listen to a faucet dripping at the end of (*) Atom Heart Mother until you manually turned the player off. One of these chronicles the life of a boy who laments his overbearing mother and his marital problems before building the titular structure, while the most famous features lines like “Here Today, Gone Tomorrow” in songs like “Time” and “Money.” For 10 points, name these works of a British band that include The Wall and The Dark Side of the Moon.

ANSWER: Pink Floyd albums [accept equivalents, accept Pink Floyd works or Pink Floyd songs before “soundtracks” and prompt thereafter]

5. Two alternate ending to this film see the characters handcuffed in a security office and stealing a trophy in a hotel. Larry Sugarman receives a research grant in this film which causes the at the time number one Proust scholar to be depressed. Another character in this film goes to Scottsdale to petition a man about the book deal for his (*) nine step program, which categorizes people as winners or losers. It is revealed that Edwin was kicked out of his nursing home for selling heroin. The colorblind result of an eye test causes Dwayne to break his vow of silence in this film centering on his sister Olive. For 10 points, name this film in which the dysfunctional Hoover family travel in a VW bus to Redondo Beach so Olive can participate in the titular child beauty pageant.

ANSWER: Little Miss Sunshine

6. One program on this channel stars French chef Paul Patranella alongside Bill Allen and is titled Hairy Bikers. Bobby Bognar hosts a cooking show on this channel called Food Tech, and a Cajun-themed spin-off of this channel’s most successful show began airing earlier this year and features Jimmy DeRamus. Colby Donaldson hosts this channel’s hit reality show (*) Top Shot, while another show depicts people like Junior Edwards and Troy Landry hunting alligators in Louisiana, Swamp People. For 10 points, name this cable channel that is home to Rick Harrison on Pawn Stars and often airs documentaries on World War II.

ANSWER: The History Channel

7. A painting of a boat on stormy waters in this film is noticed by a character after he asks why one would send away for books when they could simply get them for free at the library. In another scene, an actor ad-libbed that the wife of his character had a farting problem. At a bar, the protagonist points out casual (*) plagiarism by a guy hitting on a girl, which leads him to exclaim “I got her number, how bout them apples?” He breaks up with that girlfriend, Skylar, who cannot understand why he would study organic chemistry for fun. As part of his probation, that character has to work with Professor Lambeau, who discovered him solving a problem while working as a janitor at MIT. For 10 points, name this film starring and written by Ben Affleck and Matt Damon, which helped launched them to fame.

ANSWER: Good Will Hunting

8. This singer starred in the most watched independently produced music video of 2010. A punk rock cover version of his most famous hit was sung by Hayley Williams, and in the extended cut of that song, he sings that he “dusts his shoulders off and keeps on moving” after the titular event. This singer remarked in an interview how it was ironic that he could have a Top 100 hit and still live below the (*) poverty line. The song in fact made #86 on the Billboard chart after being released on iTunes by the Gregory Brothers. For 10 points, name this internet star who stars in the “Bed Intruder Song” and warns us to hide yo’ kids, hide yo’ wives, and hide yo’ husbands too, 'cause they rapin' ey'body out here.”

ANSWER: Antoine Dodson [or the Rapist from Lincoln Park guy or equivalents I suppose]

9. Enemies in this game series include Gleeman Vox, the creator of a game show known as “Dreadzone,” and Chairman Drek, the leader of the Blargs who attempts to use a “Deplanetizer” to destroy a main character’s home planet of Veldin. That character in this series is a member of a lost race known as the (*) Lombaxes and he and his partner often encounter the incompetent superhero Captain Qwark. They aren’t Jak and Daxter, but the namesake characters from this series also appear as playable characters in the Playstation 2 game Hot Shots Golf Fore! The first game in this series was released in 2002 and it has included such titles as Size Matters and Up Your Arsenal. For 10 points, what is this video game series that features the titular team of a cat-like mechanic and his robotic partner?

ANSWER: Ratchet & Clank

10. This player supposedly drew a line into the dirt where he thought a pitch was, causing him to be ejected and suspended from an amateur playoff series. This player wears his number 34 in tribute to Mickey Mantle, and his 2011 season was cut short due to a hamstring injury he suffered while rounding third base. For his season with Southern Nevada, shattering their Home Run record, he was the winner of the 2010 Golden (*) Spikes Award, and his first major league hit was marred by a fan mooning the camera. He appeared on the cover of Sports Illustrated as “Baseball’s Chosen One,” and Cole Hamels received a 5-game suspension for welcoming him to the MLB by hitting him in the back with a pitch. For 10 points, name this former #1 pick who now plays outfield for the Washington Nationals.

ANSWER: Bryce Harper

11. Songs from this artist's debut album Music of the Sun include “Willing to Wait”, and “Last Time” while the most famous song from that album commands, "Let the bass from the speakers run through ya sneakers, move both ya feet and run to the beat." This artist of A Girl Like Me also sings "Story of my life, searching for the right but it keeps avoiding me" and (*) "It's not healthy for me to feel this way, you are making this hard, I can't take it, see it don't feel right" in the songs “Unfaithful” and “S.O.S.” respectively. In addition to compiling the albums Rated R and Loud, this artist sung that “we’re standing side-by-side as your shadow crosses mine.” For 10 points, name this artist of “Disturbia” and “We Found Love”.

ANSWER: Robyn Rihanna Fenty [accept either]

12. One Christmas special in this game featured the inclusion of a donkey wearing a mistletoe hat, which would ostensibly lead one to be an “ass kisser” if you were to walk near it and a “Heart Broken Gnome” was available during (*) Anti-V Day earlier this year. A barn with the word “Groovy” painted on the side of it can be seen in this game and this game was once was used to promote Lady Gaga’s “Born This Way” by including new items like “Biker Goats.” Listed at #9 on Time Magazine’s 50 worst inventions list, for 10 points, identify this Facebook game that features players milking cows and growing vegetables with their friends.

ANSWER: Farmville

13. A New Zealand band with this name had brief fame in the UK for their single “What you Heard.”  This word begins the title of John C. Reilley’s spinoff of the Tim and Eric Awesome Show. In the “I Have a Dream Speech,” MLK claims he will perform an action with one of these objects, which will give his people “upon demand the riches of freedom and the security of justice.” Das EFX appears on a song featuring this word in its title and a line in its chorus followed by “cause” both “I” and (*) “shotgun bullets” “are bad for your health.” This word designates a term for a poker chip as well as the action of staying in the hand but not betting. Charter 77 was composed by a group of these people, including Vaclav Havel. For 10 points, name this action which Ice T recommends you do “before you wreck yourself.”

ANSWER: Checks yourself [or Cheks, Czechs; prompt on “promissory notes” for the MLK, Jr. fans]

14. The bullies in this film are played by Alex Greenwald and Seth Rogen. In one scene in this movie, the teacher discusses the Graham Greene short story, the Destructors, and in another scene, she claims that the most beautiful phrase is (*) “Cellar Door.” Another scene shows boys shooting bottles and discussing the sex lives of the smurfs before moving on to talk about Grandma Death. A man in a bunny suit named Frank in this film asks the main character “why are you in that man suit?” The titular character avoids being killed by a falling jet engine at the beginning of this film, only to be killed by it at the end at the same time because of a wormhole. For 10 points, name this film, starring Jake Gyllenhaal as a schizophrenic teenager that deals with time travel and the end of the world.

ANSWER: Donnie Darko

15. This basketball player was named All-Pac 10 after leading USC in points and rebounds in the 1999 season. He played for Benetton Treviso in Italy during the 2011 lockout, and early in his career this player was given the nickname “Veal,” a pun on a dish that sounds like his surname. He appeared in six playoff games during the New Jersey Nets’ run to the 2002 NBA Championship game, and he won a ring as a member of the (*) 2008 Celtics. He claimed he would eventually tell his children he started every game that series, although he actually logged no playing time. For 10 points, name “The Man, The Myth, The Legend,” a perennial backup power forward currently with the Bulls, who is known as “The White Mamba” due to the fact he is a ginger caucasian.

ANSWER: Brian Scalabrine [scal-uh-BREE-nee] [prompt on White Mamba before mentioned]

16. In the introduction to this song’s music video the singer goes “mm, mm, mm,” while a car engine revs. That video sees the band members given fake names like “Cutter” and “Blood”. “Trash talk” is said to make the singer “itching” before he claims “oh my my – shit.” Later in the video, a girl with red heart-shaped glasses turns into a zombie and appears both inside and outside of a (*) drive-in movie. The singer “never thought he'd live to see the day”, and is despondent that all his sugar is “giving [him] is friction.” Using the analogy of a girl as a drug, this song's chorus beings “it started with a whisper.” For 10 points, name this song that sees all of the people perform the titular action “too much”, by Neon Trees.

ANSWER: “Everybody Talks”

17. This person became the youngest man to reach the third round of Wimbledon since Boris Decker, and in 2003, this athlete won the ATP newcomer of the year award. This person became the youngest person to register a singles victory in a Davis Cup final for the winning nation. This man’s doubles partner is (*) Marc Lopez, and their ATP ranking is 59. He won the gold medal at the Beijing Olympics defeating Fernando Gonzalez, and this player was world number one from August 2008 to July 2009. This tennis player sports a Nike headband, and has been nicknamed “The King of Clay.” For 10 points, name this current world number two behind Novak Djokovic, who hails from Manacor, Spain.

ANSWER: Rafael Nadal

18. June Bellamy voices the main characters in this show, whose minor characters have included flatulent fox, rich uncle skeleton, and manic mailman. This show was created by Chester J. Lampwick, who was awarded a settlement of 800 billion dollars when the CEO of this show copyrighted the main characters. However, Lester and Eliza saved this show from bankruptcy. Some episode titles for this show are (*) The Battle of Slaughter-Loo, Esophagus Now, Remembrance of Things Slashed, and Scratch-tasia. Troy McClure and Otto Mann auditioned to play Poochie the Dog. Modeled after the Tom and Jerry Show, for 10 points, name this violent cartoon watched by Lisa and Bart on The Simpsons.

ANSWER: The Itchy and Scratchy Show

19. Early in this book, the protagonist travels to across the Ninor River and finds the city of Yazuac destroyed. After the climactic battle at the end of this novel, the protagonist is telepathically contacted by Togira Ikonoka, or “The Cripple Who Is Whole.” Isidar Mithrim is destroyed at this novel’s climax in the battle against some Kull at (*) Farthen Dur. The protagonist’s Uncle Garrow is murdered shortly after a blue stone is found in the Spine outside of Carvahall. This book’s main character discovers the mysterious Murtagh and attempts to gain revenge on the Ra’zac with his mentor, Brom. For 10 points, name this novel by Christopher Paolini, that begins the Inheritance Cycle and features the journey of Saphira and her young Dragon Rider.

ANSWER: Eragon

20. This actor tweeted that he “Spanked Justin Bieber on Halo Reach. Felt good.” after a confrontation at the release party for said game, in which he voiced Sgt Buck. This actor portrayed Kevin Callis, who was married to Kate for one episode of Lost, and stars as Bill Pardy in a horror film that sees him blow up an alien parasite, Slither. In one role, he plays a priest who gouges out (*) Xander’s eye, and in another he tells a character to “Give my regards to St Peter. Or whoever does his job, but in hell” before firing a ray gun made from Wonderflonium. In addition to playing Caleb on Buffy and Captain Hammer in Dr. Horrible, a major role saw him captain the ship Serenity. For 10 points, name this actor who played Mal Reynolds on Firefly and a mystery novelist-turned detective in ABC’s Castle.

ANSWER: Nathan Fillion

The Simpsons episode "Treehouse of Horror XIX" included a segment featuring an animated adaptation of this show’s title sequence and parodied this show again in an episode called “The Man in the Blue Flannel Pants.” One character in this show performs an experiment on his wife involving Heineken beer; his wife later tells him to leave the house after discovering his dishonesty. Another character is played by an actress who played Saffron in the short-lived TV series Firefly. That actress is (*) Christina Hendricks, who plays Joan Holloway on this show. For 10 points, name this TV show starring Jon Hamm, in which the titular males work hard and play harder at Sterling Cooper Advertising Agency.
