Tossups
David Rainey was a fixture doing stupid human tricks in the San Francisco party scene in 1993 when he got the part that made him famous.  On TV, he made out with Rachel and tried to take Pedro to a soap-box derby, but was eventually replaced by Joanna when the house, in an unprecedented move, voted him out.   FTP give the nickname of the sometime bicycle messenger immortalized on season III of MTV’s The Real World.

ANSWER: Puck 

In 1990, Hawaiian schoolteacher Blossom Galbiso introduced her class to a forgotten Depression-era schoolyard game, at the same time as Maui’s Haleakala Dairy introduced an ad campaign in which caps from milk bottles were used to advertise a new Passion-Orange-Guava juice.  Thus was born the stupidest collecting craze of this decade, in which stacked milk-caps are “slammed” witb a plastic “Kini.”  FTP, what name, derived from the juice ads, was given to the craze?

ANSWER: POGs

His father Stu is a former CFL star, who runs “The Dungeon,” the renowned Calgary wrestling gym where Roddy Piper learned his craft.  He attended film school and even dabbled in cartooning before he took up his father’s mantle, soon winning the WWF’s tag team belt with Jim “the Anvil” Neidhart.  FTP name this wrestler, brother of Owen and recent Simpsons guest star, whose patented Sharpshooter move has made him WCW United States Heavyweight Champion.

ANSWER: Bret “the Hitman” Hart
It looked like his big break would come after his stirring portrayal of George Washington, and his father Clancy tries to encourage his flute playing, but perhaps it will only be in his sleep, where he is a viking, that he will find true success.  FTP, name this son of a police chief, whose nose might not bleed if he'd keep his finger out of there, and needs to go through life with a broken Wookie and a cat named Mittens that has cat food breath, whose heart was broken by Lisa Simpson after she said she "Choo‑choo‑choosed" him and then there was a picture of a train.

ANSWER: Ralph Wiggum

Guy has no problem with it; in fact, he’s famous for it.  Horse, despite his name, is so worried about it that he buys a special pump.  Gerald thinks of BBC nature programs to keep his under control.  Dave is so reluctant to show it that he quits Hot Metal to become a security guard.  FTP, give the British slang term for frontal male nudity that also named a hit 1997 movie.

ANSWER: The _Full Monty_ (prompt on any male-stripper type answer on early buzz)

Caitlin is an epileptic who blames herself for her boyfriend’s suicide.  Her friend Kathleen is an overachiever with an alcholic mom.  Spike is expelled by principal Mr. Raditch for her pregnancy.  Wheels was a member of Joey and Snake’s band, Zit Remedy, before he left on a cross-country odyssey to find his dad.  FTP, they are among the cast of thousands of what oddly addictive Canadian public TV show, about an improbably turbulent class of Toronto middle schoolers.

ANSWER: Degrassi Junior High or Degrassi High
It is three stories tall, but has no stairs or elevator, and the only entrance is possible using a 60-foot-long golden key.   The first floor is a trophy room, but the real delicacies are on the second floor: the bottle city of Kandor, the radioactive Disintegration Pit, and a viewer to watch the Kryptonian super-criminals trapped in the Phantom Zone .  FTP name the stronghold located 130 miles south of the North Pole, the Arctic hideaway of Superman.

ANSWER: the Fortress of Solitude
The Riots, Lemons, Falcoms and Dealers all player with three people on each team.  You can go for a hit, depending on which square you go from, but except for the bunt and home run, each square may only be used once per inning.  If you make the shot from a certain square, you get that base, if you miss it's an out.  Two players are on defense and can make outs if they successfully tip in or they can psyche out their opponents.  FTP, give the name of the sport, and the movie at least currently in the theaters, brought to you by the director of the Naked Gun and starring the creators of South Park.

ANSWER: BASEketball
Detroit deejay Russell Gibb started it all in a 1969 broadcast.  Among the clues he listed: the VW bug with license plate “28IF,” the line “He blew his mind out in a car” in “A Day in the Life,” the fact that the subject is barefoot and has his eyes closed on the cover of Abbey Road, and the black carnation he wears on Magical Mystery Tour.  FTP name this rampant 60's rumor, which claimed that a Beatle had been killed in a 1965 car crash and replaced by lookalike William Campbell.

ANSWER: Paul is dead (accept equivalents; prompt on Paul McCartney)

Three new ones, in Europe and South America, were added last year to the fleet, which traditionally consisted of The Spirit of Akron and the smaller Eagle (in California) and Stars & Stripes (in Florida).  Each is around 200 feet long, carries over 8,000 lightbulbs, and earns its Ohio-based parent company about $6 million of TV exposure annually.  FTP name these airships, seen at hundreds of sporting events each year.

ANSWER: Goodyear blimps

Use the planetarium to bring the Stoneship to the surface.  Lower one of the trees underground, grab the book from between the giant gears, and play the right tune on the keyboard in the spaceship.  The five books you now own will take you to the Stoneship, Selenitic, Mechanical, and Channelwood ages, but you can still jack up the endgame if you give Sirrus or Achenar too many pages.  FTP, this is a walkthrough of what hit 1994 adventure game from Cyan, Inc.?

ANSWER: Myst
When he was 16 he worked summers for the New Orleans Saints and picked the brain of coach Hank Stram.  His father played for Texas Western in the 1940s, and it was his dad's relationship with Don Haskins that gave him his first break in coaching.  Since working at UTEP, he has coached at New Orleans and Louisiana Tech.  FTP name this man, whom Michael Jordan calls "pink," who recently left Iowa State to join a fishing buddy, and who will likely be the new head coach of the Chicage Bulls.

ANSWER: Tim Floyd
They were the focal point of two 1978 lawsuits.  Neil Young was sued for having two of them rather inexplicably wander the stage during his Rust Never Sleeps tour.  Then Universal sued Lucasfilm protesting their trademarked name, since that name was “too close” to the 1975 film that Star Wars had beaten out as the top-grossing film of all time.  FTP name the Tatooine natives whose Sandcrawler rescues C-3PO and R2-D2, and who then resell them to Owen Lars.

ANSWER: the Jawas
Edmond Halley believed it, as did Euler, who proposed an entire civilization living off of a second sun.  Tons of crackpots believe today too, like William Reed, whose book “The Phantom of the Poles” claims that the North and South Pole do not exist, and the “Society for a Complete Earth,” which plans to retrace Admiral Byrd’s purported 1947 visit to a vast underground civilization.  FTP name this theory, a belief that a huge interior world can be entered through holes in the Arctic and Antarctic.

ANSWER: the Hollow Earth theory (accept equivalents)

Liverpool computer programmer Decla McManus somehow landed a record contract in 1977, taking on the first name of his musical idol and his mother’s maiden name as a stage name.  Among the genre-bridging hits he recorded with his band, the Attractions, were “Alison,” “Watching the Detectives,” and “Oliver’s Army.”  FTP name the singer-songwriter behind seminal new wave albums like My Aim is True, This Year’s Model, and Armed Forces.

ANSWER: Elvis Costello
Last week he signed a contract that gives him a two million dollar bonus just for playing    baseball only during the summers.  The school that successfully recruited him for football      guaranteed him that they wouldn't give any scholarships to any quarterback for the next two years.  FTP, name this eighteen‑year‑old man who also averaged 22 points per game in basketball, was his high school valedictorian and who next year will be the starting quarterback for Michigan.

ANSWER: Drew Henson
A Neil Sedaka song performed by the Carpenters about “a man who lost his love through his indifference.”  Jane Seymour’s character name in her first big-screen role.  The means of control of Laurence Harvey by his Commie handlers in The Manchurian Candidate.  A popular style of diamond jewelry. A card game whose varieties include Accordion, Pyramid, Klondike, and Golf.  These things all share, FTP, what lonely name?

ANSWER: solitaire 

Among the celebrities mentioned in this song are Cleopatra, Isaac Newton, Charles Darwin, Moses, Elvis Presley, glam rock sensations Mott the Hoople,  and wrestler Classy Freddie Blassie, but the track is dedicated to someone else entirely.  The video features the four band members wandering around a desert truck stop.  FTP name the tenth track on REM’s Automatic for the People, for which Milos Forman’s upcoming biopic of Andy Kaufman is named.

ANSWER: “Man on the Moon” (not “Man in the Moon.”  Be a hard-ass.  That’s half the fun.)

Stratford-upon-Avon tourism officials  now recieve more queries about the whereabouts of this quartet than they do about Shakespeare’s birthplace.  Dipsy has a hat, Po has a scooter and speaks Cantonese, Laa Laa has a ball, and sexually ambivalent Tinky Winky carries a red patent-leather purse.  FTP name these four aliens from Warwickshire, whose mind-numbing BBC educational show has just arrived on American shores.

ANSWER: the Teletubbies
He debuted in 19?? with Homesdale, and his third film Picnic at Hanging Rock was recently released for the first time in the US.  His Gallipoli told the story of a track star going to war and getting blown away.  FTP, name this man, who also directed Green Card, Witness, Fearless, and Dead Poets Society, and who may have recently helped to transplant Jim Carrey into the world of serious acting with his The Truman Show.
ANSWER: Peter Weir
He is venerated by Chicago’s “African Orthodox Church,” which calls him “St. ‘Will-I-Am’ John.”  He started out as a clarinetist with the Navy marching band in 1942, but later moved to the instrument that made him famous.  Career highlights include a three-month gigth Thelonious Monk at the Five Spot, two stints in Miles Davis’ rhythm section, and reintroducing America to the soprano sax in “My Favorite Things.”  FTP name the greatest tenor sax of bebop, renowned for his “sheets of sound” and his Love Supreme.

ANSWER: John Coltrane
He was “pimped” by Dennis Rodman when Rodman called his show to announce his impending wedding without mentioning that the bride would be Rodman himself.  His tiny local show on L.A.’s AM 690 is now syndicated to more than 100 affiliates nationwide.  After a short-lived stint on ESPN2, which included a brawl with Chris, I mean Jim, Everett, he went back to The Jungle.  FTP name the sole remaining co-host of Fox Sports’ The Last Word, who encourages callers to “have a take, and don’t suck.”
